Ta stnte, For oxompls,
that certnln sections of the Fourth Internntional should "tolerate
the presensc of the Red army only to the oxtent thnt it 1s o friendly
proletorian nrmod force..." is merely anothor oxomple of thoe faolse
positions, disorlenting the proletariat cnd the Fourth International,
wnich flow from the incressingly untenoblo attempta to malntain the
position of Trotsky on the Russlan question. Under the circumstancos,
1% 1s imperative, therefore thot the Ipternationol ro-examlne lts
Russlan position and begin s full, free democrétically~-conducted
~digcusslon throughout the Fourth Intornationcl, in ppeparstion for a
