At the famous amalgamation con-
ierence in Chicago, Dec. 9th and
Ioth, 1922 the International Com-
mittee was instructed to write to the
presidents of all the sixteen unions
inviting them 10 paruicipate in
general amalgamation convention

Only three have replied. Ryan. of
the Carmen, Kline, of the Black-
smiths, and Fliozdal of the Main-
tenance of Way. The latter alone
endorsed the proposition

This lack of responsc has moved
the International Committee to pro-
cred 1o the next step in bringing
about amalgamation. 11 is now tak-
irg a national referendum on the

ndard or-

will serve to sull further
arouse the rank and file to the ne-
cosity amalgamation and 1o
crvaallize into action the sentiment
Already cxisting among them for this
vital measure.
