Four of the five sou thern governor represen t state.� 
which have legisla ted what they though t  were barrier to 
compl iance with ,the Supreme Court 's desegregation d ci­
sion . These laws have accompl ished what the Arkansas 
National Guard s t a t ioned at  Litt le Rock's Cen t ral H igh . 
School -could not'7'the e, c lus ion of Tegroes from "wh i te" 
Khoob. 

Moreover, these racist  Jaws appease and encourage 
the mob. Indeed; th.ey ar codified demands of the mob. 
Behind these laws, mobs are organ iz ing unchallenged by 
state authori t ies. 

These laws also represen t a chaJ lertge to the President 
as the guard ian of the Const i t 1 1 t ion ancl federal law enforce­
ment .  Fpr if federal law is d isobeyed wi th impun ity, the 
Prt:si<len t wrote Russel l , the re ult  would be "anarchy and 
dissolu t io·n · of the Union ." There is no other way to meet 
th is challenge than to demand that now, after th ree years 
of defiance, some steps be made toward ob d ience to law 
in the Deep South. 

And .since the Pres iden t is du ty-bound to enforce the

CHICAGO. - During the next
everal months the Chicttg_o City

Council wil l, in alJ proba i l i ty,
be called upon to select site for
8,000 new hou ing units in this
city. This is the number that the
Chicago Housing Authority has
"reserved" with the federal gov­
ernment out of the current fed­
eral appropriations. 

Once again the Council's Pla n­
n ing and Housing Commi t tee is
scheduled to hold hea rii igs on
propo ed s i tes. Early Jas t year op­
ponents of public hous ing, pa r­
t icularly wh n there is a great 
chance · that  the housing wi l l  not
be on a segregated bas is , b i t t er­
ly opposed the HA propo als
on suggested site . •
