STALINS POLICIE

Den_ouncesEbonomicTheory,
Handling of Foreign Affairs
and Rewriting of History

MOSCOW, Saturday, Feb. 18
—The Twentieth Congress of the
Communist party has heard a di-
rect attack on Stalin’s most im-
portant economic work as well
as his handling of foreign policy.

In a lengthy speech delivered
Thursday and published today in
Pravda, the party - newspaper,
Anastas I. Mikoyan said some of
the late Premier’'s basic eco-
nomic theories were misleading
and incorrect.

Mr. Mikoyan, a First Deputy
Premier and one of Stalin's vet-
eran collaborators, was especial-
ly critical of the ideas expound-
ed in “Economic Problems of
Socialism in the U. S. S. R
This main economic work by‘
‘Stalin was published on the eve
of the last party congress in
1952,

Turning to current foreign
policy, Mr. Mikoyan hailed the
introduction of a “fresh new
stream.” He said the party's
Central Committee was now pur-
suing an “active, flexible foreign
policy high in principle, re-
strained, calm in tone and with-
out sharp words.”

The Soviet Government, he
said, has freely acknowledged
“mistakes and shortcomings” in
its foreign policy and has recti-
fied them. He cited as an ex-
ample the resumption of friend-
ly relations with Yugoslavia.

Mr. Mikoyan said research,
especially the writing of history,
had been stifled in the period be-
fore 1952. He complained espe-
cially about Soviet histories of
the Communist party in Trans-
caucus and Baku regions. As-
