Shepilov, There was no mention
that Mikhail G. Pervukhin had
been demoted and Maxim 42,
Saburv had heen dropped from
the party Presidium.

The London dispatch was fol-
Iowed by a much longer United
Press dispatch from Mcoscow,|
which dealt with Pravda’s de-
mand for complete unity amongl
all members of the party.

The Daily Worker carried no
editorial or other analysis of the
Soviet shake-up.
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
