Because of their militancy, the brass tries desperately to
keep these non-white GI's divided from their white bréthers. They
do everything possible to get us to fight amongst ourselves. The only
way te fight this is to always attack the racist ideas and schemes of
the brass, and to defend non-white GI's when they fight back and thus
come under attack from the brass. without this we can never build a
; united movement--and we wan't be able to win, At many pests PLP help-
ed organize these struggles, At Ft., Dix, when the army tried te court
martial a Puerto Rican GI on trumped up charges, PL helped organize
mass supoort arong white, black, and other Puerto Rican GI's. The
: army was forced to drop all charges. At Ft. Knox, black and white
GI's and their wives, some members of PL, ,got together to fight racist
harrassment, In their paper El-16, they exposed the army in its
atsempt to court-martial the GI's on phony charges. Because of this
exposure, ever 25 GI's showed up at the court martial and scared the

brass into dropping the charges.

Because corrunists put forth these ideas and fight fop them,
the brass does everything possible to attack comrunists and communism,
They spend a great deal of time explaining how evil communism is, how
devious cormrunists are, and that they are pletting to enslave us.

What they are really trying te do -is prevent GI's and WAC's from
learning that communists and their ideas can lead te struggles that
will WIN, and will end impekialist wars such as the one in Vietnam, and
end the racist divisions that now hurt us.

Communists call for an end to the oppressive system which the
army is designed to protect; an end to the &ictatorship of the wosses!
—under which we now live-and its replacement by a system where the
workers, you and I, are the bosses., This would mean that we could
build a society where we wouldAbqhefig from our labor, not just a few
bosses. ‘The war would end if GI'S had-a.mabsive rebellion., This -is
happening now on a small scale, like GI's refusing to take orders, -
shooting officers, or black GI's selzing and-Helding Elen Hoa Tor L
days. Soldiers mist fight for their class interests as workers, not
for the profits of the rich bosses.

No matter what the brass and lifers do, communists will
continue to fight back and fight to win, If they send us to the stock-
we will organize GI's there., If they kick us out of the army, we will
organize in shops ans factories, There is nothing that they can do te
stop us. There are millions more workers than there ‘are.besses, and
the only ones who bekefit from this stinking system are the besses.
