Feconstitutlon snd Reconstrustion

The Extraordinary Matlonal Conference of Belgian
Communlst Students of 22 March 1954 afflras the total polil-
tical deseneracy of the present so-called Natlonal Zuresu of
the U.N.E.0., (Fatlional Union of Communiast Students). This
politlical dezeneracy imposed undemperatleally by the fallen
Central Commitiee of the Lelclan Communist Party, was only
followed by a minority of the E.0. (Communist Studente) who
are kept at the head of the orzanlzation by undemoecratic prac-
tices,

late betrayals in all sectors: followlnz the lead of the
revlialonist group of the Lelslan Communist Party, they
betrayed proletarian internsticnallsm and denled the primci-—
ples of the consequent strugzle for the safezuarding of
peace. (Example: total sunport of the Indian reactlonary
bourgeoisle attacking soclalist Chlra == including supply of
arzs to Indla by the Soviet revisionist group... cease=fire
proposal in Katanza by deputy Houlln at the time when the ULl
was clearing out Tshombe...)

They abandoned or sabotaced the strusgle for the inme~
diate and long term revendicatlions of the people and workexrsS
of Belzium. (Example: struczle against the projected anti-—
strike laws, The revisionists announced at first that it W&5

Parallel to these betrayals whilch were only echoes o
those of thelr "masters," they also sabotaged the struzgle ~°
the students movement, and particularly, 1ts unionization »
waleh 1t was thelr duty to gulde (example: two years afteX



sie 0. was at the head of the Unlon Hovement and the U.G.,
the revlslonlsts ruined the unlonizatlon of the U.G. by thelr
opporturistile polley., The U.5. passed into the hands of the
rizht and the revisionlsts were reduced to chattering about
the ereatlon of "union pressure groups' to orilent azaln a

U.G. whleh they themselves had ruinedl!
hlie total polltical degeneracy, tozether with prac=

tices which are more and =more undemocratlo, has allowed the
revislonlists to completely ilgquldate certaln orzanizations

of our Federations they call alrendy feoebtle end poorly essta-
blizaed to besin with. The #lezish FPederations and the
Leralne Pederstion no lonrer exist. The Lieres ederstion
ias been reduced to some cozmltteezen without influence or
solidity. Only the Erussels Federatlon, better armed poli-
tigally and ldeologlcoslly, has been able to reslst the ligul-
dating practices. It hae swept out 1ts ovm revisionlste
who, sinece then have constituted a new orzanizatlon) and is

Third Resslution

Igpediate Tasks of the U.E.0.5,

Taking into acgount the past negatlve experiences and
the haavlly revizionist nast on tha one hand, the Just line
of the Party reinstituted on 22 December 1963 and of the
rectificaticon already bepun In Erussels on the other hand,
the C.N.E. of the 2.0, of Zelglum totally deflines two larszsa
groups of tasks to realize immediately:

I)Tasks already mora or less well assumed and well

puaranteed thanks to both the Party and the good work achleved
by us:

Azitatlon = Propecanda and Genersl Folltieal Actlon
That i1s to say, our politiecal work on all planes (with
the exceptien of specifically student weorl) aand, in order:

-=-proletarian internationaliea acting tosether with
the revolutlonary movements and with the soclalist casp;

==future defense of peace azginst American imperlallsnm
and its acolytes;

==gtruseles alongside the Communlst Farty, avent-sarde
of the workinm class, for immediate revendlicetlons and the
defense of degocratic llbartles and the realization of the
final eim of our actlon: comzuniss by cormunlst Eevolutlion
and instauratlon of the dlectatorship of the proletaziat.

This peneral activity of propaganda and action (tracts,
meetings, conferences, exalbltlons, manifestatlons, En Avant,
Paderal Bulletins, eto...) should be azmplified and reinforced
and thls bty means of the correction of two lacks:

1)} Oeonsideratle emaelicration of all technieal organl-
zatlon uh(parti:ularly financas }== where proper ruaning con=-
ditlons quantitative increase of ocur actlon and whlch, in this

2) Be-evaluation of & just hilererochy of the different
sectors of the strugzle where the probtlems eof Eelgian domes-
tie policy should hold & more prominent place (and this par-
tlcularly since students have a tendency to underestimate
then and irnore them...)

==fiitnout abandoninz 1in the least politieal action, WE
should continue the work of revlislon and elaboration of all
the theses of our two Fatloral Conferences in order to base
our struzzle on a solid and cokherent theory on the subject
of the union. The B.W. is 1n charge of directlinz the work
of & unlon Comalssion to this effect.

Organization 0f Politlcal and Ideclogical Training
Eased on the principle of constantly joining together
theory and practlce, we must ilzprove the tralning of our per=-
manent members in relation with polltical reazlity and the
necessitles of our action. And thls 1ls to te done by means

of:
1) course in ideologlcal training and reviews of
political papers obligzatory to all meetings of the base;
2) study week-ends on problems of the whole;

3) schools for cadres.
The National Bureau (B.N.) and the federal leaders

will have to promote a permanent policy of intensive troin-

ing without any lessening of actiou.
Implantatlon and Relmplantation Of E.C. Organlizetions In All

Student Centers

This (re)construction will be achieved with the help
of the Party and the E.C. organizations which are already
well consolidated. 2ut with the zulding principle that the
local comrades must as soon as possible depend on thelr own

forces.
Recruiltment And Tralning 02 Militants And Cadres
A quallity recrultment must be made without opportunism

or sectarlanism, tased on the Leninist principle that each
adhnerent must be a mllltant. Parallel to indivlidual recrult-
ment, the collective work of recrultment must be completely

improved.

By allying collective leadership to individual respon-
sibility, the organizations will constantly te watchful to
confide the maximun responsibility to young militants who

can thus be tralned by practice.
In a general way, the training of militants and cadres

must always be orlented toward actlion and will unlte the
maximum in individual training =-- in autodidactic manner--
with the training achleved collectively.
