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At the same time as Spaak and his lieutenants were -ountint: tgeir
magnificent campaign of anti-black racism and then agression in the Congo,
the Young Communists [ hereafter: J.C.] and the Socialist Young Guards
(hereafter: J.G.S.] were organizing their solidarity with their Congolese
brothers. :

At that time the Khruahchevians thought that this “purification™
bad buried theMa rxiat-Leniniats as far as the young people were concerned.
The "Etterbeek splinter group™ could not survive, let alone develop.

The young Marxistl eninists remained the allies of the Party comrades
:ho staunchly battled against the revisionist Politburo oan behalf of Marxiso—
eninisam,

Some weeks aftor the "exclusion® of the five comrades, the majority of
JC mil‘tants in Brussels met in a regional assembly and deposed the regional
Committee., A new leadership organization was elected and decided to call a
regional conference that would finally allow the JC to diascuss the divergengies
within the intermational coomuniat movement. This demonstrated that the
young communista, also, rejected the revisionist "solutiona."

Since that time the Brusasels regional section of the JC has become the
avant-garde of the revolutionary youth., This was proved at the time of the
atrike among the metal workers, the battle for federaliss and, above all, in
the anti-atom march.

On 19 April 1964 the Extraordinary National Conference was held, JC
representatives, disguated with revionism, came fromw the different regions
of the country. They approved the disbanding of the National Office and
elected a new one, Foundations were laid for a program of ycuth. Since that

day the Union of Communist Youth Groups has been fighting actively on the
national level. :

The JC also launched a big solidarity action with the young Congolese.
On 13 June, in a comunique from the National Office, they denounced the “asubmis-
sion of the Lefevre-Spaak govermment to American imperialiss" and demanded
"the immediate withdrawal of all Belgian troops in the Congo, including sll
sorta of 'pacudo-volunteers', mercenaries and other 'horrors®." At the sane
time the young Communiats worked tovards a United Front of Youth by addressing
thenselves to their closest relatives: the JGS!

The UJCB has never atopped calling on youth to prevent the massacre of
young Cangolese. A 1'Action [To Action], the combat journal of the Jc,
vas distributed in several tena of thousands of copiea throughout the country.

Kow the National Conference at the end of December is going to set
up a schedule of nine months of intense activity.

The comrades are aware that froe their correct analysis of the positive
and negative facts there will emerge a precise plan of combat for 1965.

Because positive facta abound the young communists are full of en-
thusiasa and are going to hold a conference that will reflect this "bubbling."

The Communist Party may have confidence in the UJCB. Alongaide the
Party, carrying on its own work, it will achieve its principal task, which is
to unite young people in the great battle against the open war on the Congolese
People, and for national independence. Its ranks are forming and straightening
out as they advance!
