in Sebata, some kilometres outside of Addis Abeba.  The discovery,
which occurred on the last days of September, was precilipitated
by hyenas whe dug the shallow grave and started to devour the
corpses of two voung persons. The villagers who rushed to the
scene were met with this horrifying scene and despite the
opposition by the police dug deeper and uncovered the corpses
