erism (unions as business part­
ners with big business), etc.. 
The unions have been turned 
from a reserve of the working 
class to a reserve of the cap­
italist class. From unions 
that were anti-capitalist to 
unions today that are pro-cap­
italist, and opposed to the 
unity of the working class.
This was accomplished through 
this bribe and a trained sec­
tion of misleaders. The im­
perialists have temporarily 
disoriented the labor movement, 
but this has been done on their 
ability to extend their bribe 
and keep the workers divided 
and competing.

Large sections of the 
working class are losing the 
bribe and as a result are be­
coming more revolutionary. Wit­
ness the ever increasing number 
of strikes, the Longshoremen, 
the telephone workers, rail­
road workers, etc.. The work­
ing class is in motion. They 
can see that the future isn't 
bright under capitalism.

UNITY COMES FROM
STRUGGLE; BUILDING
A COMMUNIST PARTY
IS OUR TASK

Unity in such a divided 
class can only came from the 
uniting of the advanced work­
ers, winning over the middle 
and isolating the reactionary 
sections. In order to fulfill 
this task we must build a 
strong party, a Leninist Party. 
The report Split in the Work­
ing Class explains that to de- 
feat the capitalists inside 
or outside of the labor move­
ment we must destroy the bour­
geois influence. "To destroy 
the hold of the bourgeoisie's 
agents, the labor lieutenants 
whose base is the labor aris­
tocracy, on the working class 
movement, we need to attack 
from a strong organized base, 
led by a Marxist-Leninist Com­
munist Party, both within the 
trade union movement and among 
the oppressed, unorganized and 
unemployed. The question now 
is how to use our work in the 
labor movement to build a Com­
munist Party. The answer is 
basically the path of Lenin in 
forming the Bolshevik party in 
Russia. In 1895, Lenin united 
study circles or revolutionary 
study-action collectives into 
the St. Petersburg League of 
Struggle for the Emancipation

of the Working Class. Lenin's 
proposal to these groups for 
tying Marxism-Leninism to the 
working class movement was to 
"pass from the propaganda of 
Marxism among a few politically 
advanced workers who gathered 
in the propaganda circles to 
political agitation among the 
broad masses of the working 
class on issues of the day." 
(History of the CPSU, p.16-17) 
This is our task. This is the 
basis from which to begin unit­
ing the working class struggle. 
The fight for unity, the fight 
for liberation cannot be won 
without a Communist party.
Stalin talked about the lack 
of a party, "There have been 
no decisive battles as yet, if 
only for the reason that there 
have not seen any mass, genuine­
ly Bolshevik parties, capable 
of leading the proletariat to 
dictatorship.; Without such 
parties, decisive battle for 
dictatorship are impossible un­
der the conditions of imperial­
ism. .The decisive battles in 
the West still lie ahead." 
(Stalin, Vol. 6, p. 295)

We must build a party and 
we must unite the class. How­
ever, there is one major enemy 
standing in our path. Standing 
between us and victory is the 
arch agent of the bourgeoisie, 
the Communist Party, U.S.A..
The CPUSA continues to call it­
self a Communist party and in 
this way fools alot of people. 
But, if you leek at the policies 
of this party you see that they 
aren't revolutionary in the 
least. In the labor movement 
they are purely economists and 
side with the reactionary union 
leadership, not with the work­
ers. They don't fight for the 
unity of the class, as a matter 
of fact they refuse to work 
with the unorganized and the 
unemployed. They are out and 
out white chauvinists. What 
kind of a revolutionary commu­
nist would refuse to work among 
the most revolutionary sections 
of the working class?! Only 
the traitorous, lazy, CPUSA 
would have the unmitigated gall 
to call itself communist while 
collaborating with the imperial­
ists. Once the revisionists 
are cleared away the road will 
be opened for unity within the 
class and the possibility of 
revolution.

A Young Communist League 
(YCL) was recently formed in 
the San Francisco Bay area, 
by a group of revolutionary 
youth, for the purpose of edu­
cating and organizing the 
working class youth in their 
struggle for socialism.

out the city. This does not 
mean phoney organizations like 
the Woodlawn or West Side or­
ganizations that operate on 
government pay-offs and sell 
out the people. This means or­
ganizations that are willing 
to fight against these and e- 
very other kind of fascist at­
tack being waged on the people. 
It means organizations that are 
led by a revolutionary Commu­
nist Party of the working class 
that is committed to the task 
of smashing the rotten capital­
ist system which forces people 
to live in the streets.

The government's plans to 
build decent housing for work­
ing people in Chicago have pro­
duced nothing but "low-cost" 
housing that starts at $210.00 
a month. This farce in itself 
should convince everyone that 
there will be no decent housing 
for working people (who build 
the housing) until the capi­
talists who finance housing for 
a profit are knocked from power 
and socialism is established.
In a socialist country, housing 
is not built to make money or 
profit but solely to provide 
decent living conditions for 
the working class.
