In their article of "eriti-~
cism" of the BWC pamphlet: "The
Rlack Workers Congress, The Black
Liberation Movement, and Proletar-
ian Revolution", the RU maintains
that the line represented 'in this
document is "a retreat from the
theoretical and political gains of
the past® and a "step bac]mar ",
etc. :

Our pamphlet contains a series
of essays, sane presented to the
communist movement: for the first
time, others appeared before as
seperate documents: of an internal
or semi-internal nature. They deal
with questiong which are decisive
for the comunist movement today--
Party building and the Rlack nation-—
al question~-as well as the Trade
Union, Wamen, Youth and Student
cuestions. -For the leaders of the
RJ and their like, it has becone
necessary to smuggle every word of

under the-general phrase "Bundism"
and "bourgeois nationalists”. This
“critici=sm” of our pamphlet is no
exception.

'IHE RU AND THE CPPORTUNIST METHOD

The RU begins by trying to
build a case for cur “Bundism".

work:mg class.

. s o Bk the BWC essentlally
adopts the stand of the Bundists.
This is all the more serious exact-
1y because they are addressing them-
selves 'especially to advanced
Blacks'."” (pg, 5)

Incredible but true! To prove
that we are followers of the Jewish
"Bund", and bourgecis nationalists,
the representatives of the most
chauvinist trend in the communist
‘movenent, the leaders of the RU,
simply LUMP together the Black
Workers Congress and the Jewish se-
peratists in Russia. This is an
easy assertion to make, but one
hard o prove.

Facts are stubborn things.
Anyone who takes the time to re@d
the pamphlet will find our princi-
pled stand for the unity of the
proletariat, regardless of nation~
ality, in more than one part of it.
For example, in the introduction:

"In publishing this document, ..
which sets forth our views on the
burning issues facing the cammunist
movement and the American people,
we do so as developing Marxist~ '
Ieninists knowing full well that it
cannot be the last word on any of
the questions we have addressed...
In preparing this document our goal
was to address it to rewvolutionary-
minded pecple OF ALL NATIONALITIES,
but it is especially addressed to
advanced Blacks.".
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. Lenin said:

Tn the section "The World Sit- .
uation and the USA", we say:

. "More and more the struggle of
the working class, the only class
which has nothing to lose fram the
revolutlonary struggle to overthrow
capitalism, is merging with the
struggle for self-determination.of
Black people, and equal rights for
ocppressed naticnalities and groups,
both of which will converge into

a sweeping revoluticnary high tide
and will bury once and for all the

evil system of mpe_rlal'lsm "o (pg.3)

And in the section, "Why We
Need a New Cammunist Party and the
Role of a Black Commnist Organi-
zation”, we state:

"Though we are predaminately
an Afro-Zmérican organization, we
see the central task today as unit-
ing all genuine communists and ad-
vanced workers into one revolution~
ary party REGARDIESS OF NATIONAI~

- ITY." {pg.38)

And though RU's whole article

- is devoted to showing that we are
Bundists, they fail to make the cne

criticism they should--and one
which we make ourselves. That is
that a naticnal form of commmist
organization is an incorrect form
of organization, and one that has
limited the BWC's ability to organ~
ize the multi-national proletariat.
Further, it is these great "mmulti-
national” leaders of the RJ that
claim that "party building HAS ONLY
NOW BECOME THE CENTRAL T_ASK".
(REVOLUTION, June '74, pg.3) This
line does not stand on the side of

- . the multi-national proletarlat but _

agalnst it.

;Lenin lays bare RU's whole
method of criticism, especially
their abhorrence to precise, indis-
putable facts. The RU leaders are
masters of "analysis" that takes
ISOTATED, INDIVIDURL, sections of a
document and turns them into GENFR-
AL, WIDESPREAD, ALI~SIDFED and ES--
SENTIAL parts. Of this method

: "The most widely used, and
most fallacious method in the realm
of social phencmena is to tear out
INDIVIDUAL (emphasis original) minor
facts and juggle with examples.
Selecting chance examples presents
no difficulty at all, but is of no
value, or of purely negative value,
for.in each case everything hinges
ON THE HISTORICALLY CORRECT SITUA-

2And further, that they are
the ones whe decide how long, and
how 1'-'oon the Party building process
should take. ,

RU is now throwing everything
they've got into forming THEIR '
"Party". 2And though they may ap-
pear strong, and may even make same
temporary gains, in reality they
The success or
failure of an organization depends
on the correctness of its political
line. RU's line cannot stand up to

a critical Marxist-Teninist analysis,

and it will be defeated. In the

final analysis the truth always comes

to the surface, no matter how long

_the process takes, no matter how

long opportunists of various sorts
vainly try to cover it up.
