Across the glohe today rages a class strug-
gle between the forces of reaction, imperialism
and fascism, on the one hand, and the forces
of revolution, national liberation and socialism,
on the other. This world-wide struggle is re-
flected in the schools and universities on all
fronts. Asthe monopoly capitalist class, which
is in control of the economics, politics, and
culture of America, moves to consolidate fas-
cist rule, struggle becomes particularly intense
in the cultural and ideological sphere. Culture
at once both reflects the politics and the eco-
nomic base of the society and also influences
them. This is true of imperialist society, as it
is of all others.

The core of the ideology of imperialist
production is egoism, selfishness. The whole
superstructure created on the economic base
supports this. To justify the making of profit,
which is the sole motive of imperialist produc-
tion, all detached ideas of *‘self’" are promoted,
along with attitudes of servility towards the
exploiters. This bourgeois “individualism™ is
nothing but the right to be anti-people, the
right to oppress and exploit.

The imperialist universities in particular
are propagators of the ideology and values of
the reactionary monopoly capitalist class, which
are used for the training of students for service
to imperialism. College students are in the
main petty-bourgeois: neither producers nor
exploiters. The role for which they are being
trained is that of agents of fascist oppression,
as scholar despots or petty-bureaucrats. In this
role they serve as anti-scientific “experts” adep!
at producing theories and techniques to uphold
imperialist relations of production and suppress
the people.

The imperialist universities serve as a den
for a pack of fascist scholar despots who, under
the guise of “‘academic freedom” and “object-
ivity,” promote every sort of unscientiric anti-
people nonsense. Over the past several years,
there has been an escalation of fascist theories
concerning people and society which aim at
obscuring the fundamental questions of social
change and social relations. In particular, these
theories obscure:

1) the basis of change, development
and motion,

2) the role of consciousness in history,
3) the reiationship of the superstruc-
ture to the economic base.

The **Social Sciences” of Sociology, Anthro-
pology and Psychology have emerged as the main
forces providing theoretical justification tor
fascism and fascist techniques of controlling

the people.

*Sociology exists specifically to deny
the existence of imperialism, to deny
the actual class struggle which is mov-
ing society forward, and to create ex-
perts who will suppress the people at
the place of work and in the commun-
ity.

*Anthropology exists specifically to
deny the universal laws of motion
governing all human societies, to
distort the real relationship between
the economic base and the cultural
superstructure, to do propaganda

for the “inevitability’ of war through
such theories that man is “inherently”
aggressive, and to do propaganda for
racist theories in sophisticated form.

*Psychology exists specifically to dis-
tort the real relationship between con-

sciqusness and social being and to deny
the role of consciousness in history, to
obscuse the interactions of the internal
contraadictions with the external environ-
ment (imperialism and imperialist cul-
ture) ana to devise fascist “‘behavioral
engineering” for suppressing the people.

The discipling of history is also an import-
ant spawning grot 4d for reactionary theories
obscuring social a-velopment.

*The *“Creat Man’ theory holds that
history is made by the whims of a
small handful of experts while the
masses play no role, thereby denying
clase struggle as the basis of social
change.
*The “‘Accidents” theory holds that
history is made up of a series of acci-
dents, a war here and a famine there,
thereby denying the role of conscious-
ness in history.
*In recent years the reactionary theories
" of the 18 th Century feudalist Vico
have been dredged up and promoted,
that history is an “ideal immutable
cycle.” This metaphysics denies both
the basis of change and the role of con-
sciousness.

In all these disciplines, theories are con-
cocted to “‘prove’’ that man is a beast and that
progress is possible only through chaining
bestial man to the authoritarian state. These
fascist theories are cloaked in a highly obscur-
antist and pseudo-scientific phraseology. The
aim of fascist ideology is to sow pessimism and
confusion, to create sentiment for fascist rule
while disarming the people in the face of it. It
is thus no accident that doom theories and
theories of “innate’ bestiality have been great-
ly escalated in recent years.

The rationalization for students taking up
the roles offered them is provided in the human-

ities. These courses promote the reactionary,
unscientific concepts of existentialism which
have dominated the spiritual lives of decayed
petty-bourgeois intellectuals in the imperialist
countries since World War 1. These concepts
aim at the conviction that this world, this soc-
iety and this life are irrational, without origin,
foundation or law, that man is incapable of
finding any significance, any objective, and
any means of solving the historically developed
problems which face him today. Given the in-
herent irrationality and unknowability of the
world, the academic obscurantists festering in
the universities argue that we can act without
motivation, without reasoning, without respon-
sibility and without any dignity, and hence
THEY PREPARE A RATIONALE IN THE
MINDS OF THE STUDENTS FOR THE FAS-
CISM DEVELOPING BEFORE THEIR VERY
EYES AND A RATIONALE FOR THEIR OWN
PASSIVITY BEFORE IT.

Imperialist culture, in social form, pro-
motes consumption and parasitism on the lab-
ors of the working class. The model Imperial-
ist Man presented to the people is greedy and
self-serving. His goal is total leisure --that is,
complete abstinance from productive labor. He
is ruthless, decadent, anti-democratic and anti-
people. He is a model of parasitism, who pass-
ively consumes the product of others while
creating nothing. The model Imperialist Man
is the opposite of the individual who conscious-
ly participates in changing the real world.

The slave mentality of passive consumption
is a product of the decadent bourgeois educa-
tional system. From earliest age, the initiative
of students is stifled and the outlook of servil-
ity and passivity is promoted. This is the essence
of the reactionary educational method. Correct
ideas come from textbooks and scholar despots
and not from social experience. Truths must be
learnt by rote. Students must stand in awe be-
fore a myriad of fascist theories cloaked in

Our task is to build a revolutionary commu-
nist organization among American students
which can lead them. Our purpose in carrying
out this task is to serve the needs of our people
by developing the instruments and methods of
annihilating our enemy. U.S. imperialism. In
our organization we have come across two
types of individuals--those who want to unite
with the organization and the people to ac-
tively change the world, to make revolution
and those who want to explain their innumer-
able differences with the organization and the
people in order to hold back revolution.
Wherever we have advanced it was because we
developed unified thinking within our ranks
and among the people. In essence, the key
problem facing the organization and the Amer-
ican people as a whole is the question of de-
veloping unified thinking on how to oppose
and defeat our enemy. The people who pro-

- mote bad ideas within our organization inevi-
tably follow the line of “individual decisions
and collective responsibility.” They insist on
carrying out work on the basis of their sub-
jective understanding of the world and when
they trip and fall they blame everyone in the
organization and spread pessimism among the
people.

This line takes various forms. One form is
the revisionist line of building bureaucracies
designed to “lead” people and promote an
individual--without analyzing the need and
method of undertaking such tasks. Another
form is ultrademocracy which is an anarchist
line of discussing every problem and every de-
tail with everybody in the world. This line de-
velops by not doing concrete investigation
among the people and by not developing and
carrying through a definite overall program
based on investigation. The third form is to
actively oppose the organization and revolu-
tion by developing factionalism. Chairman
Mao opposes this line of individual decision
and collective responsibility by upholding

™ decisions and A ibility. We
should all follow his guideline that with unity
as the objective unity has been achieved through
self-criticism. To move the revolution forward
we must solve the actual problems confront-
ing the organization and the people. By be-
ginning with the attitude of solving practical
problems and working consciously to unite
with comrades and the people we can combat
the revisionist, anarchist and factionalist lines.
Only by developing our politics in the objec-
tive world can two lines really develop within
the group and class struggle take place on that
basis. In order to develop this correct attitude
within the organization and among the people
we must take up the conscientious study and
application of Chairman Mao’s THREE CON-
STANTLY READ ARTICLES. Comrade Lin Piao
emins us: ‘1t is very easy to read them but not
so easy when it comes to really putting them
into practice.” 3

There are several specific problems which
have come up concerning the method of
work.

The first question that comes up in the very
beginning of any work is the method for doing
investigation. Some people want to find a
magic formula for investigating things. These
people have not grasped the simple truth that
“IF YOU WANT TO KNOW THE TASTE OF A
PEAR YOU MUST CHANGE THE PEAR BY EAT-
ING IT YOURSELF.” Investigation simply
means going among the people, testing our
ideas and developing them through actual
struggles among the people. Investigation a-
mong the people invariably leads to consolida-
ting and correcting our own thinking and de-
veloping the mass line which in turn leads to

deeper and broader ideological work among
the people. We can never lead the people or
understand their problems unless we investi-
gate among them. For a long time a certain
comrade was bothered by the fact that the
work in his area wasn’t moving forward. He
spent weeks musing over how to do better in-
vestigation. One day he was militantly de-
nounced by the broad masses for just this
sectarian, intellectualist attitude. Because he
is a good comrade he was able to see the cri-
ticism and act upon it. The point here is that
the masses are constantly investigating us; by
paying attention to the people we can defin-
itely learn if our work is correct or not.

Many people have raised questions about
leadership. This is a fundamental question
as in essence every Marxist-Leninist must be
a leader of his people. We have found that a
leader is not some expert revolutionist who
appears from time to time to consult on vari-
ous problems. Invariably a leader is someone
who is actually developing struggle and solving
problems of making revolution in his own work
among people. On the basis of this he is able
to assist others and help their work move for-
ward. A leader must be an organizer at the
“lowest” level. Chairman Mao writes: “NO
ONE IN A LEADING POSITION IS COMPETENT
TO GIVE GENERAL GUIDANCE TO ALL THE
UNITS UNLESS HE DERIVES CONCRETE EXPER-
IENCE FROM PARTICULAR INDIVIDUALS AND
EVENTS IN PARTICULAR SUBORDINATE UNITS.
THIS METHOD MUST BE PROMOTED EVERY-
WHERE SO THAT LEADING CADRES AT ALL LE-
VELS LEARN TO APPLY IT.”

The words “mass democracy” are often ban-
died about as the key to methods of work with-
out examining what they really mean. The soul
of mass democracy is to take a correct attitude
towards oneself, the organization and the peo-
ple. Mass democracy internally opposes bur-
eaucracy and demands that the individual ex-
amine every political line in relation to his own
work and the objective conditions in his local
area. Only in this way can conscious partici-
pation of the individual actually be developed
and the carrying out of agreed upon decisions
become a reality. One of our best comrades
has a long history of going against bureaucra-
tic directives. For example, once he was told
to denounce a progressive person. Instead of
denouncing him our comrade united with him.
But the bureaucratic “experts” could never
oppose our comrade because their line had no
basis in the real world. in fact, political power
had been mobilized against their line. This
stubborn attitude toward serving the people is
an excellent example that all our comrades
should follow. Externally the soul of mass de-
mocracy is to have full confidence that the
people will rise, that the American people are
definitely organizing a revolution. This means
we work ceaselessly to create conditions for
them to come forward to make revolution.

Some so-called “advanced” comrades in-
sist on putting details in command of the work -
and ignoring the politics of a situation. This
method is completely wrong. For example,
these people will sit around for hours writing
a leaflet or deciding who should write one.
Generally they produce very poor material.
We have found that the correct attitude is for
advanced comrades to put forward what they've
learned in the context of clarifying the politi-
cal questions. Once the political points have
been clarified it is often the new comrades who
write the most enthusiastic and best leaflets.
This is the method of putting politics in com-
mand and paying attention to developing indi-
viduals and the organization.

In building the organization we must deve-
lop the form which embodies the correct
methods of work. This is the basic unit. In
some places the organization has been built by
bringing together people doing different kinds
of work and from different areas and calling
this a basic unit. Bringing together people do-

pseudo-scientific phraseology -- after all, “man
is incapable of knowing reality.” This method,
which promotes mindless acceptance of uninves-
tigated ideas and stimulates confusion in the
minds of the people, is of great importance to
the reactionaries. They must deceive the people
on every fundamental question; to do other-
wise would be to expose their weakness and
their imminent downfall. The decadent bous-
geois educational system thus in every way
stands opposed to SEEKING TRUTH FROM
FACTS, for SEEKING TRUTH FROM FACTS
serves only the people and in no way the fas-
cists, whereas reactionary “‘education” must
serve only the fascists and in no way the people.

Inevitably, there is student rebellion again-
st this cultural oppression. It is therefore that
the bourgeoisie promotes cppositional trends
which differ in form, but are reactionary in
content. In social form there is degeneracy -
drugs, “free love,” etc.: sensual consumption
(consumption of people and self-consumption).
This is parasitism in another form, in the form
of passivily towards imperialism. Political
theories are promoted such as the metaphysi-
cal “biological alienation™ of Marcuse and the
existential demand of action - any action. Slo-
gans are raised such as “‘the reactionary working
class” and “no alternative but terrorism.” In
practice these become action without analysis.

The basis of these oppositional trends is
the same: belief that imperialism is immutable,
unchangeable. It follows that people’s funda-
mental problems are unsolvable and class strug-
gle is worthless.

The alternative is clearly seen as soon as
the pacifying role of parasitism and decay pro-
moted in imperialist culture is correlated dir-
ectly to the economic base. Then it becomes
crystal clear that it is the demand of the react-
ionary monopoly capitalist class to develop a
culture by which the exploitation of the work-
ing and oppressed people continues and the
culture,in ideological, art and literary, and soc-
ial forms becomes its strong ally. =

The alternative is action with analysis --
conscious participation in the solving of the
fundamental problems of the people.

THE ONLY WAY THE STUDENTS CAN PLAY
A PROGRESSIVE ROLE AND BRING ABOUT THE
DOWNFALL OF THEIR OPPRESSORS IS BY MAK-

“ing different work into a so-called **basic unit™
promotes the aspects of anarchism and bur-
eaucracy. Without developing work among the
people together, the comrades lose principled
basis for discussion and struggle.

The basic unit must be kept small and must
be built in a definite material base. The unit
must strive for maximum militancy, flexibility,
unity and integration with the people. The
basic unit is autonomous in that it has full in-
itiative to implement general lines put forward
by the organization as a whole. It must develop
self-motion on the basis of protracted work in
alocal area. The members of a basic unit must
work together as a tightly knit team.

“The American people are suffering, it is
our duty to save them.” Our experience shows
that only revolution can solve the problems
facing our people. We have learned to take
Marxism-Leninism-Mao Tsetung Thought as a
guide for all our work. There is every stripe of
organization running around with very definite
ideas about how to make revolution without
Mao Tsetung Thought and without uniting with

Comrade Norman Bcthune, a
member of the Communist Party of
Canada, was around fifty when he
was sent by the Communist Parties
of Canada and the United Statcs to
China; he made light of travelling
thousands of miles to help us in our
War of Resistance Against Japan.
He arrived in Yenan in the spring of
last year, went to work in the Wutai
Mountains, and to our great sorrow
died a martyr at his post. What kind
of spirit is this that makes a forcigner
selflessly adopt the cause of the
Chinese people’s liberation as his
own? It is the spirit of international-
ism, the spitit of communism, from
which every Chinese Communist
must learn. Leninism teaches that
the world revolution can only suc-
ceed if the proletariat of the capitalist

Comrade Chang Szu-tch was in the
ranks of these battalions.

ON THE RECENT SITUATION IN
EAST PAKISTAN AND OPPOSING
INTERFERENCE BY THE REACT-
IONARY INDIAN GOVERNMENT
IN THE INTERNAL AFFAIRS OF
PAKISTAN.

(April 21, 1971)

A counter-revolutionary civil war has been
engineered in East Pakistan in recent weeks.
The blood bath that took place during the com-
munal riots in 1947 in India and Pakistan is be-
ing repeated in East Pakistan. In 1947, Hindus
and Muslims were pitched against each other
by the feudalist forces represented by Gandhi
and Jinah in the name of *“‘defending the inde-
pendence” of Hindus and Muslims. In 1971,
the feudalists represented by Mujibur Rahman
and Indira Gandhi are shamelessly inciting Ben-
galis against non-Bengalis under the hoax of
“independence for East Pakistan -- the so-called
Bangla Desh.” It was the British colonialists
who master-minded the massacre of our people
in 1947, It is U.S. imperialism, British imperial-
ism, Soviet social imperialism, and Indian react-
ionaries who are promoting the communal riots
in Pakistan now.

Since the beginning of this counter-revolu-
tionary civil war, Pakistani chauvinists, reaction-
aries of all hues and colours. agents of imperial-
ism and imperialist press and television have
jumped on the opportunity and are promoting
this massacre in the name of supporting “inde-
pendence of East Pakistan.” The call for a neo-
colonial reactionary Bangla Desh by the feudal-
ist forces represented by Mujibur Rahman is be-

ing painted as a call for the liberation of the peo-.

ple of East Pakistan. Imperialists and their sto-
oges want another Biafra so that on the blood
of our people they can maintain the domination
of our nations.

The people of India and Pakistan like all
peoples of Asia, Africa and Latin America have
been constant targets of imperialist plots. To
support the British colonialist policy of divide
and rule, the feudalist forces represented by
Gandhi and Jinah entered into a dirty alliance
in 1947. Unable to become the sole agent for
the neo-colonial domination of the whole of
India, Gandhi agreed with Jinah to divide India
into India and Pakistan so that each feudalist
lord could appropriate exclusive territory for
exploitation and repression. They concocted
the notorious theory that India consisted of
two nations -- Hindu and Muslim. This sinister
theory was to undermine the close unity that
had been forged between the workers, peasants
and other patriotic classes during their long
struggle against British colonialism. The aspir-
ations of our peope for genuine independence
were betrayed. Communal riots were promoted
by the British colonialists and the Iadian and
Pakistani feudalists. Over 4 million people were
massacred in the name of defending **Hindu and
Muslim nations.” Today, Pakistan is again being
led into communal massacre in the name of de-
fending Bengali nation and non-Bengali nation.

The ruling class of Pakistan at its founda-
tion in 1947 predominantly represented feudal
interests. Jinah, Liaquat Ali and his followers
were feudalists and were subservient to British
and U.S. imperialism. The ruling class of India
was the same. Pakistan was brought into aggres-
sive military alliance under the leadership of
U.S. imperialism. The people of Pakistan waged
consistent struggle against feudal and neo-colon-
ial oppression. However, in the absence of an
organized revolutionary force of the working
class and peasants, the government of Pakistan
representing mainly feudal class interest was re-
placed by the bourgeois-military interest repre-
sented by Ayub Khan and Yaya Khan. Since
then, Pakistan began to take some stand against
imperialism and began to forge friendship with
the People’s Republic of China. This stand has
been constantly opposed by the feudal interests
of Pakistan and by the Indian semi-feudal and
semi-colonial government. The feudalists have
the open blessings of imperialism. Trotskyists,

bourgeois phillistines and other pro-imperialist
forces have constantly attempted to establish
feudal rule in Pakistan and oppose the friendly
relations-between Pakistan and China. The only
progressive step in Pakistan is the establishment
of the People’s Republic of Pakistan under the
leadership of the working class and peasants and
not the establishment of a pro-imperialist feudal
government.

WHY HAS THIS BLOOD BATH BEEN PLANNED AT
THIS TIME?

In India and Pakistan, whenever there is
a revolutionary upsurge, there is a constant at-
tempt to incite some bourgeois liberal or feud-
alist movement to suppress it. Various attempts
to raise the language question in India at the
time of revolutionary upsurge, inciting commun-
al riots in Assam between Bengali and Assami
peoplg, in Bombay between Maharastrian and
non-Maharastrians, in Punjab between Hindus
and Sikhs are nothing else but sinister activities
of feudalist communalists to undermine the
revolutionary class struggle.

In East Pakistan, landless and landpoor
peasants under the leadership of the working
class had started their armed struggle to defeat
feudalism and imperialism and win genuine lib-
eration for the people of Pakistan. Liberation
of the people of East Pakistan and the whole
of Pakistan is inseperably linked with the de-
feat of feudalist forces and bureaucrat capital-
ists because it is these forces which are most
eager to sell out the independence and serve
as lackeys of U.S. imperialism. While the armed
struggle of the Pakistani peasants is developing
slowly, the armed struggle of the Indian peasants
is forging ahead under the leadership of the Com-
munist Party of India (Marxist-Leninist) follow-
ing the path of Naxalbari. A very close unity
between the armed struggle of the peasants of
East Pakistan and West Béngal is developing.
This anti-feudal and anti-imperialist struggle of

‘the peasants and other revolutionary classes of

East Pakistan and India is threatening the very
existence of feudalists and their dream of bring-

* ing Pakistan in the direct sphere of U.S. imper-

ialism and in opposition to the People’s Repub-
lic of China. U.S. imperialism and Indian react-
ionaries are most eager to convert East Pakistan
into a base for continued U.S. aggression in
Indo-China. That is why they are supporting
the feudalist forces of Mujibur Rahman who
has openly asked for arms and intervention by
the imperialist forces. The feudalists have in-
stigated a communal riot in East Pakistan so
that they can sell the interest of the Pakistani
people to imperialism. The *“Bangla Desh™ of
Mujibur Rahman is thus an attempt to nake
Pakistan a subservient neo-colony of U.S. im-
perialism.

In'order to promote this communal mas-
sacre, U.S. imperialism, Soviet social imperial-
ism and Indian reactionaries are conniving at
the United Nations and at New Delhi for a mas-
sive intervention in Pakistan under the hoax of
helping the people of Pakistan. Murderers, ag-
gressors and expansionists have suddenly become
defenders of human life and dignity. There are
some Pakistani chauvinists whose hearts are ach-
ing because the attempt of imperialism and East
Pakistani feudalists to make Pakistan into a neo-
colony has not succeeded. They are like the
zionists and racists who suddenly became “de-
fenders of freedom” during the bloody massacre
of the Nigerian people.

We strongly condemn all reactionary for-
ces who are promoting this communal massacre
of the Pakistani people. We condemn the blat-
ant interference by Indira Gandhi’s government
in the internal affairs of Pakistan. The attempt
of Indira Gandhi to fan communal frenzy in
Pakistan, create anti-Pakistan feeling among the
people of India and use this to promote anti-
China feeling, send troops and infiltrators into
Pakistan and offer Indian territory for imperial-
ist subversion of Pakistan shows the absurd lim-
it to which her reactionary arrogance can reach.
Indira Gandhi’s bleeding heart needs more mas-
sacre of the people. Her talk of being concern-
ed about the people in East Pakistan is an utter
lie to confuse the Pakistani and Indian people.

Has she or any of her predecessors ever stood
for the people? Was the support given by her
father to U.S. imperialist aggression in Korea
expression of his love for people? Was the
aggression on the People’s Republic of China
an expression of concern for the people of
Asia? Indian reactionary government has never
opposed U.S. imperialist aggression on the peo-
ple of Indo-China, has found the aggression of
Czechoslavakia by Soviet social im perialists a
just aggression and has never supported any
national liberation struggle. Indian reactionaries
are eager to recognize “Bangla Desh™ of Mujibur
Rahman but not the PRG of South Vietnam or
the RGNU of Cambodia; they consider Pakis-
tani army in Pakistan an intervention but the
presence of oppressive Indian troops in Kashmir
is to safeguard the interest of the Kashmiri peo-
ple. Indian reactionaries have for over 12 years
used fascist repression on the Naga and Mizo
seople who are waging armed struggle for their
independence. Indira Gandhi’s government con-
siders it their right to treat Sikkim and Bhutan
as colonies and bully Nepal and keep police and
army in Nepal’s territory. Indian reactionaries
have no hesitation in unleashing white terror in
West Bengal to suppress the peasant revolution-
aries and commit cold blooded murder of the
heroic peasants who are waging struggle for
genuine liberation of India. The Indian react-
ionary government has surpassed their British
masters in suppressing the Indian people when-
zver they have stood in defence of their demo-
cratic rights. Why is it then that the heart of
Indira Gandhi is bleeding at the events in East
Pakistan? Her interest is vicious anti-people in-
terest. She is following the directive of Nixon
to promote Asians to fight Asians. She wants
to fan national chauvinism in India so that she
can suppress the armed agrarian revolution of
the Indian peasants. She wants to put India
into a national quagmire so that her hoax of
“socialism” is not exposed. She wants to sup-
port East Pakistani feudalists so as to please
her U.S. imperialist and Soviet social imperial-
ist masters.

The Indian Progressive Study Group calls
upon all our compatriots, our Pakistani broth-
ers and sisters and our brothers and sisters from
Asia, Africa and Latin America and the American
people to strongly condemn the attempt of var-
ious reactionary governments to interfere in the
affairs of Pakistan and promote communal mas-
sacre. We call upon all to condemn particularly
the interference by Indian reactionaries in the
internal affairs of Pakistan. We call upon all
progressive people to expose this feudal-imper-
ialist plot to make Pakistani people fight Pakis-
tani people. We are confident that the people
of Pakistan will see through this counter-revo-
lutionary civil war into a revolutionary civil
war which will lead to complete liberation of
Pakistan, to total defeat of feudalism and rem-
nants of colonialism and bring Pakistan even
closer in unity with anti-imperialist struggle
of the world’s people and even closer to the
People’s Republic of China.

It has touched off a new storm in their struggle against
violent repression sweeping well over a hundred cities in the United
States, a storm such as has never taken place before in the history of
that country. It shows that an extremely powerful revolutionary force
is latent in the more than twenty million black Americans.

The storm of Afro-American struggle taking place within the United
States is a striking manifestation of the comprehensive political and
economic crisis now gripping U.S. imperialism. It is dealing a
telling blow to U.S. imperialism, which is beset with difficulties at
home and abroad. 1

The Afro-American struggle is not only a struggle waged by the |
exploited and oppressed black people for freedom and emancipation,
it is also a new clarion call to all the exploited and oppressed peo-
ple of the United States to fight against the barbarous rule of the
monopoly capitalist class. It is a tremendous support and inspira-
tion to the struggle of the people throughout the world against
U.S. imperialism and to the struggle of the Vietnamese people a-
gainst U.S. imperialism. On behalf of the Chinese people, I hereby
express resolute support for the just struggle of the black people
in the United States. !

Racial discrimination in the United States is a product of the
colonialist and imperialist system. The contradiction between
the black masses in the United States and U.S. ruling circles is
a class contradiction. Only by overthrowing the reactionary
rule of the U.S. monopoly capitalist class and destroying the
colonialist and imperialist system can the black people in the
United States win complete emancipation. The black masses and
the masses of white working people in the United States share
common interests and have common objectives to struggle for.
Therefore, the Afro-American struggle is winning sympathy and
support from increasing numbers of white working people and
progressives in the United States. The struggle of the black peo-
ple in the United States is bound to merge with the American
workers’ movement, and this will eventually cnd the criminal
rule of the U.S. monopoly capitalist class.

THAT WITHOUT THE LEADERSHIP OF THE WORKING CLASS REVOLUTION FAILS
AND THAT WITH THE LEADERSHIP OF THE WORKING CLASS REVOLUTION TRI-
UMPHS.” Only with such a united front can the victory of the Greek revolution be insured
and the total liberation of Greece be accomplished. The GREEK RED PATRIOTS will prop- °
agate the actions of the comrades in Greece and will organize support for the Greek Revolu-

(2) TO SUPPORT THE GREEK-AMERICAN PEOPLE’S DEMOCRATIC RIGHTS
AS A NATIONAL MINORITY. Over the years Greek-Americans have been discriminated
against as a national minority. Some methods have been fascist immigration laws barring
certain Greeks entrance to America, racist ideology against them, and suppression of their
culture. The GREEK RED PATRIOTS will combat racist persecution of the Greek-American
people wherever and in whatever form it may arise.

(3) TO UNITE THE GREEK-AMERICAN PEOPLE’S MOVEMENT WITH THE
AMERICAN REVOLUTIONARY MOVEMENT. It is our internationalist duty to not only
support the people in Greece in their struggle but to also support and actively participate
in the American Revolution. Because Greek-Americans are doubly-oppressed in America
(as working people and as a national minority) it is of prime importance, in order to combat
their own oppression, to unite with the American people in the struggle against the American
monopoly-capitalist class. By fighting against their own oppression they are also giving the
highest possible form of aid to the people of Greece.

For four years the lackeys of U.S. imperialism have maintained a fascist dictatorship
in Greece. The U.S. monopoly-capitalist class is threatening the American people with a
similar state. But all the barbaric persecution of the revolutionary masses that the react-
tionaries dish out is not going to save them from their doom! Last May Chairman Mao
pointed out: “U.S. IMPERIALISM, WHICH LOOKS LIKE A HUGE MONSTER, IS IN
ESSENCE A PAPER TIGER,NOW IN THE THROES OF ITS DEATH BED STRUGGLE.”
The heroic peoples of Viet Nam, Cambodia, and Laos have exposed the paper tiger nature of
U.S. imperialism and set a glaring example for the people of the world to follow!

1. Our struggle

The key question facing the whole working
class and working people in North America
todal is not to merelx begin discussion on
WHAT IS FASCISM?, but to move the
struggle against fascism to a higher level.
There have been many smaggls which have
been waged by the broad masses of the
workers, students: and national minorities
against the terrorism of the img:;ialisls and
many important lessons have been learned.
The point is to take the struggle to a higher
level. Whether the struggles were against
racial discimination and repression, or the
struggles of the. workers to litically
organize themselves, or the struggles of the
students against fascist rules and regulations,
the central theme running through all these
struﬁgles was the seizure of state power from
the handful of imperialists and their lackies.

In Quebec, the broad masses of the working
Feople have consistently stood against the

errorists assaults of the %uebec compradors
and their masters, the U.S. imperialists and
the Anglo-Canadian colonialists, and have
deep hatred for their rule. Every day,
struggles develop and the broad masses gain
new militancy and determination to abolish
the system of exgloi!ation of man by man and
to establish the Dictatorship” of the
Proletariat. The revolutionary masses in
Quebec are astir and it is only a matter of time
before they rise in a huge storm against their
oppressors. ; %

e U.S. imperialists and their lackies
exploit and repress the broad masses of the
people of Que%ec, Canada and the U.S. in
many ways. In so doing, they have wild
dreams of sucking the blood of the people
forever. The basic arsenal, in the hands of the
exploiters, is:

1. The bourgeois state machine: the courts,
the armed forces and police, the civil service,

grealesl ally of the big bourgeoisie is social

lemocracy and the social democratic ideas.
Out of social democracy springs all the anti-
communist, ‘“nationalist’” and chauvinist
ideas. Instead of supporting les Intellectuels
at Ouvriers Patriots du Quebec — Mouvement
Communiste Quebecois (Marxiste-Leniniste)
as the leader of the national liberation
struggle, they are a!temp!inF to build an
alliance of sold-out working class ‘‘leaders
and scholar despots. And today it is this force
which is most vocal in support of bourgeois
democracy and against communism.

From "*nighls of Independence” to ‘“‘Pro-
Canada Committee’ to trotskyists and social
democrats of various hues and colours, they
have all come up:

The working class, on the other hand, has
also mobilized rural and urban Petly
bourgeois around itself, who have begun large
scale dissemination of Mao Tsetung Thought
as well as strug%ed against fascist rules and
regulations at the place of work, in the
universities and in the communities.

The bourgeois state machine uses:

1. Direct repression when the broad masses
rise to-defend their rights, and

fascism is the EVERYDAY ACTIVITY of the
U.S. imperialists and their lackies.

Thus to fight the terrorism of the imperialist
state, revolutionaries in Quebec are doing
gropaganda on the ideological level as well as

leveloping the initiative of the broad masses
to stand up and resist and overthrow the
criminal rule of the U.S. imperialists and the
Anglo-Canadian colonialists.

The class basis of
fascism is the big bourgeoisie (Bell Canada,
etc. Pro-Canada Committee) and it also is
attempting to rally around itself the most
undemocratic and decadent sections of the
bourgeoisie as well as the most decayed
sections of the  rural and urban g\ty
bourgeoisie. Some workers are also bein,
mobilized by the big bourgeoisie in support ol
the terrorism of capital against labour. Th
struggle between working class and big
bourgeoisie is first taking place on the
national struggle level,

It is in the interests of the bilz bourgeoisie to
take the initiative for national struggle away
from the working class and convert the
struggle for national liberation into a struggle
for the consolidation of foreign monopdly
capitalism, This is why bourgeois and petty
bourgeois of all hues and colours have af-
tempted to come forward and serve those

theories of the big
bourgeoisie.

The strata which has come forward to serve
the big bour%eollle are the scholar despots, a
section of the petty bourgeoisie, decadent
artists, actors and actresses, writers, singers,
musicians, painters, etc. They follow the life
!t{le and social practice which best serves the
interests of the big bourgeoisie, which is
characterized by:

at simple conclusions: At a certain stage of
the development of the revolutionary
initiative of the working class, the bij
bourgeoisie brings into being open terror o%
capital against labour. After arriving at this
conclusion, it naturally follows th* nobody in
their right mind can say that the Canadian
comprador state is a fascist state. Two basic
errors are committed in so doing:

1. The classic formulation by Georgi
Dimitroff that:

FASCISM IS THE MOST FEROCIOUS
ATTACK BY CAPITAL ON THE MASS OF
THE WORKING PEOPLE:

FASCISM IS UNBRIDLED CHAUVINISM
AND ANNEXATIONIST WAR;

FASCISM IS RABID REACTION AND
COUNTER-REVOLUTION;

FASCISM IS THE MOST VICIOUS ENEMY
OF THE WORKING CLASS AND ALL
WORKING PEOPLE!
wont suffice for the present day because while
the general formulation is correct, it is devoid
of all practicality. It is an abstraction which is

the idea
currency.

The double tactic of exploitation and
repression lhrou%h armed terror and the
double-dealing tactic of hypocrisy and
deception is the true nature of the big
bourgeoisie. And this nature ‘will never
change. The working class, by nature, op-
poses the nature of the big bourgeoisie. The
nature of the working class also will never

chan&e.

At this time, in Quebec, Canada and the U.S.
the main propaganda that the nature of the
big bourgeoisie will change and that the
working ple should agree with the
notorious blackmail and believe in the sen-
sibility of inaperlallsm is being carried out by
the social democrats of various hues and

in general but leads us no where in
terms of actually fighting fascism. Thus, for
our purposes, we say that it won't do at all to
be satisfied with this general formulation.

se who are satisfied with just “un-
derstanding” are not anti-fascists or
revolutionaries yet.

2. The second error made is in terms of
looking at the bourgeois state and the
problems of revolution as abstractions only,
and not based on actual summing up of the
experience of the masses. N

ese two basic errors do not lead to 'the
development of flghtinﬁ programmes against
fascism but, instead, divert the attention of
the masses from the real problem. These
comrades exhibit a high degree of in-

colours. The whole idea of im-
perialism is the counter-revolutionary double-
dealing tactic of the social democrats. The
social democrats shed many a crocodile tear
in favour of ‘‘revolution”, *‘social change”,
“equalitﬁ!" etc., but, in practice, supron the
imperialists’ double tactic of exploitation and
re%‘ression. The working’ class clearly and
without wavering is determined to uphold the
bright red banner of Mao Tsetung 'l'houﬁgn
and oppose the rule of the big bourgeoisie by
ovel rowmﬁ it.

In the final analysis, the social democrats,

T | their fellow
travellers raise many * aboul
communism villify the People’s Republic of
China under various hoaxes, oppose the
national liberation struggle of the peoples of
Asia, Africa and Latin America and
propagate the idea that imperalism is *in-
vincible”” and cannot be defeated. They are
against all scientific analysis and the
development of systematic and conscious
revolutionary slru%ﬁ[e. They use microsco)

to find fault with the working class and the
Dictatorship of the Proletariat, and a t the
same time ignore even the most glaring
double tactic of exploitation and repression on
the part of the imperialists.

The outlook of the big bourgeoisie
desperately attempts to discredit the scien-
tific analysis and sow large-scale confusion.
On all fundamental questions, the bourgeoisie
deceive the people because it is in their in-
terests to do so.

The double tactics of exploitation and
repression at home and the double-dealing
tactic of deception means wars of aggression,
ﬁllunder and genocide abroad. In this manner,

e U.S. imperialists have dug their own
grave because this has earned them utter
nnimo;lly of the people at home as well as

The fascist and non-scientific line is the line
of the bourgeoisie hidden amongst the people.
They describe the problem in order to build
road blocks in front of the revolution. The line
is based on: Seek Facts in Order to Prove Pre;
conceived Notions. This line usually gave rise
to Convince Me First Line. This means that
the communist revolutionaries must not
organize to change the world but organize to
‘‘answer”’ various ‘‘questions or objections’
put forward by the bourgeoisie. In other
words, this attitude leads to passive ac-
ceptance of the bourgeoisie and active op-
position to revolution.

The scientific line is the line of the working
class. Being the most practical and scientific
class in history, the working class describes
the world only to change it. They have an
active attitude towards solving various
probl and they elimi; roadblocks set
by the bourgeois line. This meant resolving
contradictions amongst the people on the non-
antagonistic level by actively opposing the
bourgeoisie.

These two lines came into sharp struggle
within our revolutionary ranks right from the
beginning and developed into an active
struggle against bourgeois hang-ups.
Struggle against bourgeois hang-ups was
necessarily a struggle between the interests of
the working class and those of the bourgeoisie.
In Canada and Quebec as well as in the USA,
the saliant feature of all previous movements
have been their primary emphasis on sub-
jectivism and intellectualism and thus they
acted as counter-revolutionary movements.
We, right from the beginning, opposed sub-
jectivism and intellectualism, opposed
division between private and public and
demanded that the theory and practice of all
who proclai to be revoluti y
must be inlggrgled. In this way, we sharpened

To begin, we must
oppose all what is bourgeois and is holding the
revolutionary struggle back and, in order to
continue the struggle, we must sum up the
experience, build future guidelines, and
practice criticism-self-criticism.

n the ideological front imperialism has
reached the highest degeneration and the
whole superstructure.as well as the economic
base of imperialism is falling apart. This is
why imperialism is openly advocating all the
fascist theories. In this respect, as well as in
the respect of open fascist terror irrespective
of all bourgeois national and international
legalities, U.S. imperialism is rapidly
d ping fascism and the time to combat

place” etc. But they are
about this point also. Because, learning away
from the sl ruggles of the masses is abstract
learnlgg.adea and woody, sterile and putrid
knowledge which is of no use to the broad
masses of the workers and peasants and it
does to reflect their true experience. True
knowledge can only be the knowledge gained
by the masses of workers, peasants and in-
tellectuals in their three revolutionary
struggles: Class struggle, Struggle for
production and scientific investigation.

To correctly handle the problems posed by
our des, we insist on class
struggle on the question of ‘method. The

uestion of method is the key question and, in
?acl. is the deciding factor in whether we will

oppose imperialism, fascism and revisionism
or we ourselves will degenerate and become
decadent forces.

The fascist method mainly consists of:

1. Building abstract, medieval notions about
state, country, people, race, history, law and
order, culture, human nature, etc.

2, Proving these abstract notions through
pure speculation, etc. which means a purely
non-scientific method.

This method, in essence, means:

1. Concoct “‘facts” in order to

2. “Prove truth”

as opposed to SEEKING TRUTH FROM
FACTS. The two methods-are in constant
struggle. In the fascist method, the fascists
mainly rely on ‘“‘experts” to develop anti-
working class, anti-people and anti-
progressive theories as well as to develop
practical plans to smash the working class to
commit genocide against the people and to
attempt to stop the forward march of history.
In the name of the working class, these
fascists build anti-working class, anti-people,
anti-progressive black terror. The fascists
contend that the broad masses of the people
are ignorant, incapable of understanding,
need help, and thus require experts from the
superior race to do what is good. They say the
broad masses of the people do not understand
what is good for themselves, etc. In the
proletarian method of work, the main force is
the working people, the core of which is the
industrial proletariat, which rallies around
itself the rural and urban petty bourgeois. The
proletarian method holds that “people and
people alone are the makers of world
history", that they are the rich source of
knowledge and that in order to gain this
knowledge we must integrate with them and
learn from them.

The fascist method necessarily depends on
“‘experts", learning from ks and going
away from the masses, and relying on
mysticism, ete. The proletarian method
necessarily begins with integration with the
masses. We ourselves, when we were isolated
from the masses, learned mainly from books
and understood nothing. When we were faced
with the oppression of the imperialist culture,
in which we were forced to live like the im-
perialists, i.e. completely decadent, we looked

and oppose it is now. In order to oppose it, we
must hit where imperialism is the weakest: in
the ideological field, imperialism is weakest
on all basic questions and we must tirelessly
do pr da against it i amongst
the national minority groups where the
national consciousness is progressive and
exploitation and repression is maximum.
Amongst them, already various agitations are

going on.

‘or ic and devel
of struggle against the fascist ideology of U.S.
imperialism, we must wage a tireless

struggle. We must explain to the broad
masses of the people:

1. The basis of change, development and
motion,

2. The role of consciousness in history, and
3. The relationship of the superstructure to the
economic base.

The whole fascist ideology of U.S. im-
perialism is centred around confusing and
mystifying these three aspects.

The fascist ideology of U.S. imperialism is
doing constant propaganda that:

1. There can be no progress without ex-
ploitation.

2. Whosoever opposes exploitation is against
“‘progress’ and is against fascist law and
order.

3. The basis of change, development and
motion in the society is ‘‘experts”, *‘im-
perialists’ and other anti-working c.ass and
*‘educated strata.

4. There is no role of consciousness in Listory.
The history is a series of accidents.

5. The superstructure is immutable, un-
changeable and is above everything.

6. The problem facing man is some abstract
“human nature” and these problems can
never be solved.

7. The working and oppressed peopie of the
world cannot live without being exploited and
repressed.

8. The working and oppressed people are
racially inferior.

9. What the fascists need is *‘peace’ to carry
on exploitation and repression of the world's

people.
10. The world will end because of problems of

“‘over-population”, *‘pollution”, etc.
Basically, the ideology of the US. im-
perialists is racist, anti-communist, anti-
progressive and anti-people.
The fascist ideology of the U.S imperialist
can be smashed if we follow the two basic

guidelines:

1. Put Mao Tsetung Thought in Command of
Everything, and

2, Develop the Revolutionary Initiative of the
Masses.

The broad masses of the people understand
that their problems originate from the U.S.
imperialists and that their lot will not be
improved without the total defeat of U.S.
imperialism,



Joint Declaration Of Summit
Conference Of
Indo-Chinese Peoples

THE Summit Confercnce of the Indo-Chinese Peoples
was held at a place in the fronticr region of Laos,
Viet Nam and China from April 24 to 25, 1970 on the
Initiative of Samdech Norodom Sihanouk, Head of State
of Cambodia and Chairman of the National United
Front of Kampuchea. The three peoples of Indo-China
were represented at the conference by four delegations.
The conference, after an exchange of views, arrived
at a unanimous appraisal of the present situation in
Indo-China and of the struggle of the three Indo-
Chinese peopl i the enemy, the
American imperialist aggressors and their lackeys.

The three peoples of Cambodia, Laos and Viet Nam
live together on the Indo-China Peninsula; for a long
time friendly relations have united them closely. After
long years of heroic struggle against the French colo-
nialists and the American interventionists, they achieved
independence, sovereignty, unity and territorial inte-
grity. These national rights have been recognized and
guaranteed under the Geneva Agreements of 1954,

Over the past 15 years, in the hope of realizing
their dream of world hegemony, the American impe-
rialists have tried to turn the Indo-Chinese states into
colonies of a new type and military bases, so as to ex-
ploit the peoples of Indo-China, wipe out the national-
liberation movement in Indo-China and Southeast Asia
and oppose the socialist and other independent coun-
tries in Asia.

The American imperialists have shamelessly flouted
the aspirations of the peoples of Cambodia, Laos and
south Viet Nam for independence, peace and neutrality,
grossly violated the sovereignty and security of the Dem-
ocratic Republic of Viet Nam, systematically sabotaged
the 1954 Geneva Agreements on Indo-China and those
of 1962 on Laos, and posed a grave menace to peace
and security in Southeast Asia and the world.

The American imperialists have launched a most
barbarous “local war” against the Vietnamese people,
provoked an atrocious “special war” against the
Laotian people, and intensified their treacherous

es of encircl » Provocation and subver-
sion against Cambodia. They have perpetrated crimes
of unheard-of barbarity on the Indo-China Peninsula.

American imperialism is downriéht neo-fascism, it
is the international gendarme and the most ferocious
and dangercus enemy of the Indo-Chinese peoples and
of humanity.

In the face of this common enemy, the peoples of
Indo-China have fought side by side in defence of their
sacred national rights.

Under the leadership of their Head of State Sam-
dech Norodom Sihanouk, the Khmer people have
frustrated all the manoeuvres of the American impe-
rialists for encirclement, provocation and subversion
against Cambodia and thus foiled their plans for
establishing a system of military bases from south Viet
Nam to Thailand, including Laos and Cambodi During
the past 15 years, the Khmer people have been able
to safeguard an ind d peaceful and neutral
Cambodia and devote their strength to the building of
an independent economy and the thriving of national
culture. The prestige of independent, peaceful and
neutral Cambodia has lessly risen in the inter-
national arena.

Under the leadership of the Laotian Patriotic Front
headed by His High Prince S h vong, the
Laotian people are engaged in defeating the U.S.

. “special war” and the encroachment attacks by the U.S.
flunkeys; they have built a liberated area which is
being daily consolidated. They have waged a valiant
and tenacious struggle for the preservation of the 1062
Gencva Agreements and against the American impe-
rialist aggressors and their lackeys who, under the
signboard of independence and neutrality, have betray-
ed the supreme interests of the Laotian people; they
are advancing with steady strides along the road of
building a truly peaceful, independent, neutral, demo-
cratic, unified and prospercus Laos,

In response to the sacred appeal for resistance to
Amcrican aggression and for national salvation issued
by vencrated President Ho Chi Minh, the Victnamese
people have fought in unity and achieved great vic-
tories in t .cir struggle to liberate the south of the coun-
try, defend the north and procced to the peaceful
reunification of their fatherland. Under the glorious
banner of the National Front for Liberation, the peo-
ple of south Viet Nam have defeated the “special war"
and are frustrating the extremely ferocious “local war”
launched by the United States and its lackeys. The peo-
ple in the north, united in the Fatherland Front, have
frustrated the American war of destruction while suc-
cessfully carrying out socialist construction and fulfilling
all the obligations to the heroic “great front” incum-
bent on the ‘‘great rear area.”

The brilliant victories of the three Indo-Chinese
peoples have deflated the arrogance of the American
imperialists, the ringleader of imperialism and the most
ferocious enemy of all mankind, thus bringing enormous
difficulties to them both within the United States and
in the world. These victories have proved that with
all their brute force, the American imperialists will
nevertheless be bdttered when they encroach upon the

the war and extending it to the whole of Indo-China
and which demands that the Nixon administration make
a quick and complete withdrawal of American troops
from Viet Nam and ceaze its intervention and aggres-
sion against the Indo-Chinese states. It is obvious that
the American imperialists now seek at all costs to-pro-
long and expand the war in Indo-China, gravely menac-
ing the peace in Southeast Asia and the world. It is
8 pressing demand of the day to stop and smash
resolutely all the schemes and acts of the American
warmongers.

At this historic moment, the Summit Conference
of the Indo-Chinese Peoples urgently calls on the three
peoples to strengthen their solidarity, fight with hero-
ism and tenacity and defy all hardships and sacrifices
with the firm determination to defeat the American im-
perialists and their lackeys, defend their sacred national

rights, defend the fund 1 principles of the Geneva
Agreements of 1954 and 1962, so that Indo-China may
truly by an arca of independ and peace in con-

formity with the aspirations of the three peoples and
with the intcrests of peace in Southeast Asia and the
world.

The Cambodian, Laotian and south Vietnamese par-
ties explicitly affirm their fighting objectives: independ-
ence, peace, neutrality, the prohibition -of all presence
of foreign troops or foreign military bases on their soil,
non-participation in any military alliance and the pro-

struggle of the peoples of the world for independ
and peace.

These most important and glorious victories are
victories of the ardent patriotism and indomitable fight-
ing spirit of the three Indo-Chinese peoples each of
whom possesses a glorious history of struggle against
foreign invasion and a brilliant civilization of more
than a thousand years. These are victories of the cor-
rect and clear-sighted line advocated by the esteemed
ieaders of the peoples of Cambodia, Laos and Viet Nam.
These are victories of the fraternal friendship and mili-
tant solidarity between the thrce peoples, friendship
and fraternity which have stood many tests and which
are being consolidated and strengthened with each
passing day. The 1965 Conference of the Indo-Chinese
Peoples and the present Summit Conference of the Indo-
Chinese Peoples contribute greatly to the strengthening
and consolidation of this fraternal friendship and mili-
tant solidarity. These victories of the three Indo-
Chinese peoples are also victories of the extensive and
powerful sympathy and support of the world’s people
for their just cause.

In spite of heavy defeats, the American i p

prolong it and perp Ameri military il
of south Viet Nam; it has intensified the “special war”
in Laos and 1 hed encroach ) inst the

Plain of Jars-Xieng Khoang region and other places
of the liberated area in Laos where it has brought in
numerous mercenaries from Thailand for intervention;
using the Lon Nol-Sirik Matak clique in its pay, the
United States engineered the coup d'etat of March 18,
1970 against the Khmer people and against the policy
of Head of State Samdech Norodom Sihanouk, which
essentially aims at safeguarding the peace, independence
and neutrality of Cambodia and at strengthening the
solidarity and friendship between the Indo-Chinese
peoples. On April 20 this year, Nixon, President of
the United States, displaying once more his gross
obstinacy, repeated his deceptive talk about peace and
again resorted to his treacherous scheme of withdrawal
of troops; at the same time, he came out with impudent
and tendentious allegations concerning the patriotic
struggle of the three Indo-Chinese peoples. These
worn-out allegations and schemes decidedly cannot
shake the firm determination of the peoples of Viet
Nam, Cambodia and Laos to strengthen their solidarity
and intensify the fight till complete victory. Nor will
these allegations ever appease the public opinion in
America and in the world which strongly condemns
Nixon’s policy of “Vietnamizing the war,” prolonging

fenceless civilians, Cambodi and Vietn and
Chinese nationals carried out by the fascist and racist
Lon Nol-Sirik Matak clique for the purpose of camou-
flaging the American imperialists’ intervention and ag-
gression. It vig ly d all attempts by the
United States and its flunkeys as well as reactionaries
in Asia to abuse the name of UNO or any international
or Asian or ion or 1 { for legalizing the
illegal power of the Lon Nol-Sirik Matak reactionaries
and intervening in Cambodia. It is deeply convinced
that the struggle of the Khmer people for an indepen-
dent, peaceful and neutral Cambodia will be crowned
with glorious victory.

The conference expresses its resolute support to the
valiant struggle of the Laotian people under the leader-
ship of the Laotian Patriotic Front against the Ameri-
can imperialists and their flunkeys; it affirms its full
support to the 5-point declaration of the Central Com-
mittee of the Laotian Patriotic Front dated March 6,
1970. The American imperiglists must put an end to
their war of aggression, completely cease the bombard-
ment of Laotian territory, withdraw from Laos all the
American troops and the satellite troops of Thailand
and let the Laotian people settle the affairs of Laos by
themselves.

The parties affirm their determination to safeguard
and develop the fr: ] friendship and good-neigh-
bourly relations between the three countries so as to
give mutual support in the struggle against the com-
mon enemy and to co-operate in the future and on a
long-term basis in the building of each country foll

countries can be resolved through negotiations in a
spirit of mutual respect, mutual understanding and
mutual aid.

The parties agree that meetings will take place
whenever it is necessary between their highest-level
leaders or between competent representatives for ex-
changes of views on problems of common interest.

The Summit Conference of the Indo-Chinese Peo«
ples expresses its sincere and deep gratitude 1o ihe peo-
ples of the worid for their valuable sympathy and sup-
porl. The conference calls on the peoples and zovern-
ments of the socialist countries, of the countries which
love peace and justice throughout the world and the
American people to gly opp and d d an
immediate cessation of, the American imperialist ag-
gression and intervention and to give increased support
to the just struggie of the three peoples of Indo-China
until final victory.

The conference expresses its full support to the
struggle of the peoples of the world for peace, independ-
ence. democracy and social progress, against the belli-
cose American imperialist aggressors, against all forms
of old and new cclonialism: to the struggle of the pco-
ples of Asia. Africa and Latin America for indecpend-
ence and frecdom: to the struggle of the Chinese peo-
pie for recovering Taiwan, inalienable territory of the

Below is a report
of a revolutionary rally held in support of the
just struggle of the three Indo-Chinese peoples.
This revolutionary rally was one of the con-
crete results of the ideological work carried
on by our comrades).

Rallying around the call to “*Support the
Just Struggles of the Three Indo-Chinese Peo-
ple’s” and “Prepare for People’s Anti-Fascist
War,” revolutionary youth and students in
the American Student Movement (Anti-Imper-
ialist) and several members of the broad mass-
es of students at Essex County College recent-
ly organized and successfully held a rally and
meeting in support of the Vietnamese, Laotain
and Cambodian peoples’ wars of national li-
beration against U.S. imperialism. This was
a meeting of a “‘new type”, organized and
carried through solely in the interests of the
working and oppressed peoples of the world.
The success of the meeting is a concrete sup-
port to the three Indo-Chinese peoples, a blow

_against the reformist, racist, anti-war line of
the revisionists, trotskyites and other oppor-
tunists of various hues and colors and a great
victory for Chairman Mao’s proletarian revolu-
tionary line.

The main speaker showed how since May 20,
1970, when Chairman Mao issued his great call
“PEOPLE OF THE WORLD, UNITE AND DE-
FEAT THE U.S. AGGRESSORS AND ALL
THEIR RUNNING DOGS!” an international .
united front of the world’s people spearheaded
by the three Indo-Chinese peoples has developed
rapidly and the U.S. reactionaries have become

isolated in the extreme. He went on to say
that the American working class and people
have much to learn from their class brothers
and sisters in Viet Nam, Laos, and Cambodia.
In particular, the Vietnamese have proved that
“POLITICAL POWER GROWS OUT OF THE
BARREL OF A GUN.” that reactionary wars
of aggression must be opposed by revolution-
ary wars and that “OPPRESSED PEOPLES
AND NATIONS MUST NOT PIN THEIR
HOPES FOR LIBERATION ON THE ‘SENSI-
BLENESS® OF IMPERIALISM AND ITS
LACKEYS. THEY WILL ONLY TRIUMPH
BY STRENGTHENING THEIR UNITY AND
PERSEVERING IN THEIR STRUGGLE.”
These indisputable facts directly refute the
class collaborationist, pro-imperialist, racist
lines of the anti-war hacks such as the trotsky-
ites, revisionists and others who say, in the
final analysis, that the U.S. should get out of
Viet Nam so that the imperialists will have an
easier time of ruling the world. They claim
that imperialism is all powerful and that the
American working class and people have ‘sold
out’ and thus the only solution to our problems
is to beg the monopoly capitalists for peace.
The ASM comrade pointed out that a genuine
desire to end imperialist wars inevitably leads
to lending concrete support to the Vietnamese,
Laotian and Cambodian peoples by upholding
the victories of People’s War in Southeast Asia
and by preparing to bury the head of the im-
perialist monster right in the soil of America
through People’s Anti-Fascist War, here. As
Comrade Lenin pointed out.the only true in-
ternationalist is one who makes revolution
wherever he is.

The meeting developed mass democratically
as people came forward to support the prole-
tarian revolutionary line of American Student
Movement and to repudiate the bourgeois
reactionary line of the so-called left which calls
for unprincipled unity on the basis of “All out
support for U.S. imperialism and no support for
the working and oppressed peoples of the world.”
In Newark this class collaborationist line had
come out under the outright fascist slogan: “If
Nixon isn’t listening, its because the people
aren’t talking loud enough.” One woman who
had had much experience with these hacks said:
“They are all chauvinists, just promoting them-

selves.” The people in the meeting agreed that
right now the main tasks of the American work-
ing class and people are to build a genuine com-
munist party based on M2o Tsetung Thought
and a principled united front based on genuine
support for the national liberation struggles

of the peoples of the world, for the People’s
Republic of China and the countries of the so-
cialist camp, for the struggle of black people
and other national minority peoples in this
country and against growing fascism.

The ASM comrades analyzed the particu-
lar oppression of students and their role in the
American people’s anti-fascist revolution. They
pointed out that students are oppressed cultur-
ally within the decadent bourgeois educational
system and that they are rebelling against the
oppressor roles capitalism is training them for.
In order to oppose imperialist culture which
is based on extreme bourgeois egoism and de-
tachment from the people, students must come
under the leadership of the working class to
build mass democratic, anti-fascist, anti-imper-
ialist struggles in the universities and schools.

The mass democratic nature of the meeting

The negative aspect ot our work in general and ot
REVOLUTIONARY STUDENT was that it was deve-
loped on an anti-fascist level and not on a conscious
communist level. A united front was formed organi-
zationally and this gave rise to unprincipled unity a-
mong us. Struggle was taken up internally against the
major bourgeois reactionary line of detaching theory
from practice and actively promoting imperialism; in
specific form giving credence to fascist ideas concerning
pollution in debate and representing “Israel” at a model
U.N. The method for effectively combatting the reac-
tionary line was developed over a period of time. The
method used to defeat the reactionary line was to
develop revolutionary politics in practice. When an
Israeli Zionist came to school, two lines arose within
the Study Group. One line was to welcome him. The

other line was to carry out struggle against him and
develop mass democracy.

Struggle continued internally and the reactionary
line was sent reeling towards total collapse. The major
proponent of the reactionary line said he was not
*“convinced” that Zionism is fascism and that *“Israel”
is a puppet of U.S. imperialism. We asked him what
his questions were.. and he asked us what our definition
of Zionism is. The last thing that he wanted to know
was what the.facts of the situation were in order to
seek truth from facts. It was impossible to carry on
honest discussion with him and we agreed therefore:
1) there can be no unity with him and (2) we must
begin to repudiate his reactionary line among ourselves
by developing revolutionary politics.

The task ahead of us in repudiating the reactionary
line is internal consolidation which will lead to external

strength. In order to move forward, we decided that
it is necessary to develop unified thinking among our-
selves; we must constantly sum up experience in light
of the living study of Mao Tsetung Thought and era-
dicate bad tendencies. Also we must develop a fighting
political program that will serve as a guide to action.
This means concretely that we must (1) Establish
a Mao Tsetung Thought Study Group on a firm basis,
ideologically, politically and organizationally. (2) Es-
tablish principled unity on an anti-fascist basis under
communist leadership. (3) Sum up experience we have
gained thus far and weed out the bad elements through
the mass democratic method and promote conscious
participation internally as well as externally. (4) Ex-
pand boldly and increase agitation ten-fold, in school
as well as outside.



Where do correct ideas come from? Do
they drop from the skies? No. Are they in-
nate in the mind? No. They come from so-
cial practice, and from it alone; they come
from three kinds of social practice, the stru-
gele for production, the class struggle and
scientific experiment. It is man's social being
that determines his thinking. Once the cor-
rect ideas characteristic of the advanced class
are grasped by the masses, these ideas turn
into a material force which changes society
and changes the world. In their social prac-
tice, men engage in various kinds of struggle
and gain rich experience, both from their su-
successes and from their failures. Countless
phenomena of the objective external world
are reflected in a man’s brain through his
five sense organs - the organs of sight, hear-
ing, smell, taste and touch. At first, know-
ledge is perceptual. The leap to conceptual
knowledge, i.e., to ideas, occurs when suf-
ficient perceptual knowledge is accumulated.
This is one process in cognition. It is the
first stage in the whole process of cognition,
the stage leading from objective matter to
subjective consciousness, from existence to
ideas. Whether or not one’s consciousness
or ideas (including theories, policies, plans
or measures) do correctly reflect the laws
of the objective external world is not vet

ple of the world and set them against each
other, in order to fulfill their designs of
aggression and robbery abroad and exploita-
tion and repression at home.

They have
long pursued the policy of stopping the
American people from building unity with
progressive people of the world and have
long pushed their arbitrary and anti-people
policies. The people of the world are in-
creasingly seeing through the reactionary de-
signs of the U.S. imperialists to plunge the
world into another large-scale world war
‘where brothers kill brothers, working people
of one country kill the working people of
another and where all of mankind is tied
down to backwardness and slavery. This
evil design of the U.S. imperialists will come
to no good end. Their flimsy attempts to
“isolate” China and the Chinese people have
come to naught. China has many friends
all over the world, while the U.S. imperi-
alists have numerous enemies all over the
world. The U.S. imperialists will not be
able to stop the developing unity between
the people of China and the U.S., and they
will not be able to push the fascist policy
of genocidal wars abrcad and repression at

proved at this stage, in which it is not yet
possible to ascertain whether they are cor-
rect or not. Then comes the second stage in
the process of cognition, the stage leading
from consciousness back to matter, from
ideas back to existence, in which the know-
ledge gained in the first stage is applied in
social practice to ascertain whether the
theories, policies, plans or measures meet with
the anticipated success. Generally speaking,
those that succeed are correct and those

that fail are incorrect, and this is especially
true of man'’s struggle with nature. In social
struggle, the forces representing the advanced
class sometimes suffer defeat not because their
ideas are incorrect but because, in the balance
of forces engaged in struggle, they are not as
powerful for the time being as the forces of
reaction; they are therefore temporarily de-
feated, but they are bound to triumph sooner
or later. Man’s knowledge makes another leap
through the test of practice. This leap is more
important than the previous one. Foritis
this leap alone that can prove the correctness
or incorrectness of the first leap in cognition,
i.e., of the ideas, theories, policies, plans or
measures formulated in the course of reflect-
ing the objective external world. There is

no other way of testing truth. Furthermore,
the one and only purpose of the proletariat

side of China, and when even in the United Na-
tions, more countries are voting for her admis-
sion. Nixon's “two Chinas policy™ is being
smashed to bits and rejected by the peace-loving
peoples and nations of the world. Today a-
round the globe one country after another is
recognizing and opening up diplomatic rela-
tions with People’s China, and recognizing her
legitimate claim to the province of Taiwan.

The United States has wild dreams of mani-
pulating China into becoming its neo-colony
and betraying the people of the world. The
People’s Republic of China has always made it
crystal clear that she has not and will not sub-
mit to this kind of “big power” chauvanism of
one or two super-powers, nor will she herself
become a “super-power.” China has made it
clear through practice that she stands on the
side of the world’s people; China will not be
cowed by the atomic bombs in the hands of the
aggressors, nor will she capitulate to their cun-
ning words. If the United States is willing to
establish true peaceful relations with China,
then it must end its policy of support for Chaing
Kai-shek and it must stop all provocations a-
gainst the mainland.

As the international united front of the
world’s people against U.S. imperialism grows
and develops in an all-around way, Nixon
and his ilk are falling inextricably into cri-
sis and are becoming more and more isolated
every day. In crder to escape extinction,
Nixon is using two-faced tactics, pretending
to seek friendship with the Chinese people,
while at the same time continuing to up-
hold the fascist Chiang Kai-shek clique.
scheme of his will definitely fail, but the
friendship between the Chinese and Ameri-
can peoples is bound to grow! “REVOLU-
TIONARY STUDENT” and all progressive Ameri-
cans welcome the recent development in rela- -
tions that have taken place between China and
the United States. We should intensify our
propaganda in support of People’s China, and
the struggles of the world’s people against U.S.

in knowing the world is to change it. Often,
correct knowledge can be arrived at only af-
ter many repetitions of the process leading
from matter to consciousness and then back
to matter. that is, leading from practice to
knowledge and then back to practice. Such
is the Marxist theory of knowledge, the dia-
lectical materialist theory of knowledge.

EXCERPTS FROM A LEAFLET

The Students for the Defense of Stud-
ents Rights at Upsala College arose on the
basis of struggle under the leadership of
Upsala Student Movement (M-L). Such
organs of struggle are bound to develop in
other areas and to play an important role
in actual struggle in defense of students’
democratic rights.

The rights of the students are being slowly
destroyed, undermined by the administrations
of colleges and universities across the nation!

In the earlier part of the fall semester of
1970, Nixon issued a statement which demanded
all administrations of institutions of education
to suppress the rights of the student body to
organize and be politically active. This act
of fascist aggression has been followed by
most of these administrative lackies in
clearly visible steps.

In New Jersey alone, no one is permit-
ted on state school campuses without pos-
session of an I.D. card designating that the
person is a member of that school’s student
body. This was passed off as a “‘protective”
measure taken by the administration for the
students against muggers and the like. Step
two was to bring police on campus in order,
again, to *“‘protect’ the students. This also
was glossed over by administrative white-
wash. However, students did not accept the
fascist smoke screen that student problems
are caused by outside “intruders’, and have
pointed out that student oppression comes
from U.S. imperialism and the decadent
bourgeois educational system. They also
saw that the purpose of these lies was to
create racial antagonisms, anti-people and
anti-working class antagonisms.

The harsh realization came a few weeks
ago when two politically minded persons
at Jersey City State were confronted by the
“protective” police force who quietly arrested
them; and at ECC the students have been
beaten by these police. This example of our
government’s action to curtail power held by
students is a prime reason for the people to
unite against such oppression, which will grow

rapidly from simple suppression now enforced
on campus, if not confronted. ;

Upsala’s running dog administration has
in the form of a typical puppet government
followed the proclamation of fascist chiefton
Nixon. They began with the suppression of
WFMU, a small price paid by the student body,
but still a price paid and a victory for the ad-
ministration. The attack on WFMU had the
purpose of consolidating fascism in the super-
structure in order to prepare public opinion
for further consolidation of fascism. Actions
such as this are now seemingly minor, but
will lead to further action by an administration
which will know no bounds unless met by
force from the people, the students.

Politically, the Upsala administration has
bowed to the power of the state. Posters or
any such literature which does not comply
with the wish of the government or adminis-
tration quickly disappears into the office of
reactionary Dean Peter Schudder, an Upsalian
J. Edgar Hoover and lackey of President Carl
Fifellman. This attack has been directed
against the broad masses of students in gen-
eral, and in particular against the Upsala
Student Movement (Marxist-Leninist). This
attack on the student movement came directly
from the fact that as the reactionaries were
busy doing fascist propaganda, the Upsala Stud-
ent Movement (M-L) upheld the basic call:*IT
IS RIGHT TO REBEL AGAINST REACTION-
ARIES!”

Confront any of these actions and the ad-
ministration will cower and show its true colors
by the force of a politically united student
body. Denounce Nixon's policy toward student
organization! Unite and fight this fascism wh-
ich has spread throughout the country, includ-
ing Upsala College. Expose the administration’s
attempt to create apathy! Organize to become
politically active and stand against Nixon;the
state and administrative supptession heaped
upon us!

To wage war against this growing fascism
and prepare for revolutionary war, we call upon
students to join with us in the already formed
‘*Students for the Defense of Students Rights.”
By boldly taking this initiative Upsala students
are already moving. The fascist designs of Nix-
on-Fjfellman-Schudder and Co. are bound to
be defeated.

"Action with Analysis"

With this issue, we proudly hail the form-
ation of Columbia Student Movement, newly
formed unit of American Student Movement
(Anti-Imperialist), taking up the programma-
tic call of Chairman Mao: “IT IS RIGHT TO
REBEL AGAINST REACTIONARIES!”

Columbia Student Movement has been
formed on the basis of ACTUAL STRUGGLE
at Columbia. Its members have been united
on the basis of actual struggle against the com-
mon enemy -- U.S. imperialism -- and will
continue to unite the people to hit at the com-
mon enemy even harder. This means that Col-
umbia Student Movement will never have to
“search” for some issue as a pretext for mili-
tant acticn; instead, “SM will follow ACTION
WITH ANALYSIS, paying close attention to
the concrete conditions at Columbia while
recognizing the national needs and character
of the American people’s struggle against fas-
cism.

Right from the start we will follow the
MASS LINE in everything. This means we
will develop our politics in the objective world
and among the people. In the past,a number
of political groups claiming to represent the
*‘left’ have come forward to *‘lead” Columbia
students for one thing or another. One such
group takes as its program anything that will
isolate it from the masses -- for example, it
says the American government is not a fas-
cist government, that students are not op-
pressed by the bourgeois educational system,
and that they can only serve ‘the revolution by
fighting for jobs, strikes, etc. Isn’t it true that

the more the masses of students and workers
have rejected counter-revolutionary groups
like these, the more arrogant and sectarian
they have become?

Basically, such groups are part of the
Holy Alliance of the “Left,” united in their
opposition to genuine communists and revolu-
tionaries loyal to Chairman Mao and the Peo-
ple’s Republic of China. They refuse to put
their politics squarely before the people and
instead maintain their counter-revolutionary
ideas despite constant criticism .

Columbia Student Movement, on the
other hand, could only be formed on the
basis of being responsible to the masses of
students, because we have a deep desire to
fight imperialism and fascism. Many students
have recognized this and have come forward
to give timely and correct criticisms of past
mistakes. Because we have acted on these
just criticisms, we have grown. The point is
this: because CSM has the attitude of serv-
ing the people, we will develop the mass line
and grow through local struggles and victories.

Included in this issue is a brief history and
the draft program of the American Student
Movement. CSM gives full support to this pro-
gram and has already begun to apply it to the
concrete conditions at Columbia. In so doing,
we will truly develop proletarian politics in the
university and best serve our overall goal -- to
help create conditions for proletarian revolu-
tion in the United States and the establishment
of socialism in America under the Dictatorship
of the Proletariat!

"Classroom
Struggles

The following excerpt of an arti-
cle about revolutionary struggle a-
mong high school students develops in
particvlar the role of class struggle
in the classroom, It shows 1) that
when the bourgeois experts are con-
fronted by hard facts they stand
truth on its head and completely con-
found right and wrong and 2) that
"academic freedom” means that the
bourgeoisie is allowed to interpet
reality in many ways but that it
.opposes any materialist interpeta-
tion, It also develops clearly me-
thods for developing and consolidat-
ing struggle among students,

For the longest time, political and ideological
work at school had been very erratic and anarchistic
and no definite program for struggle was developed
in concrete form to present to the students. A def-
inite need arose to systematize our struggle in and
outside the classroom in order to move the struggle
forward in a step-wise manner. We decided on an
organizational form, the Anti-Fascist Study Group
and developed a low-level anti-fascist progr We
produced a newsletter, which we then called REV-
OLUTIONARY STUDENT that presented our pro-
gram, attacked the major fascist lines that confronted
the students and summed up our struggles against
those lines. This was a step forward in that it was
concrete, it did bring out the two lines amongst the
s:‘udems more clearly and we had greater unity with
them.

We began to popularize the d i
method, internally as well as externally and pro-
moted conscious participation of everyone. The tool
we used was REVOLUTIONARY STUDENT and our
method of work in using it was: 1)make a wide-
spread distribution; 2)combine this general ideo-
logical and political work with particular prop-
aganda by investigating what the students thought
about it. Thisled concretely to low-level mass-dem-
ocratic struggles around the questions raised by

REVOLUTIONARY STUDENT . Honest students
came forward to engage in fruitful discussion,
while certain reactionary elements exposed them-
selves by raising slanderous criticism, mocking the
letter-head etc. rather than dealing with the content.
3)we consolidat=d our active support through in-
ternal meetings.

REVOLUTIONARY STUDENT helped to sum up
class struggle in the classroom and put forward ad-
vanced experience gained in the struggle. In par-
ticular, it showed the developments the took place
in one Afro-American literature class. The method
we used in that class was to put forward a general
analysis of literature and art in the context of what we
were studying, thus i h

ing the right atmosp to
move the struggle forward. We then exposed the
counter-revolutionary nature of authors like Ralph
Ellison who worked in open collaboration with
fascist Johnson.
The reactionary method used in studying litera-
ture usually was to delve deeply into minute, non-
essential details; “individual interpretation” was
stressed and the idea that literature and art have no-
thing to do with the economic base but are totally de-
tached from it was promoted. Also the most impor-
tant aspect of literature was usually form, the secon-
dary aspect being content. When we studied “Soledad
Brother--Prison Letters of George Jackson,” certain
self-styled black “revolutionists,” while wanting to
intain their revolutionary facade by upholding
George Jackson, continued to spout all their anti-com-
munist, counter-revolutionary muck. They insisted on
going into small details about Jackson’s position on
women, his deprived sex life, etc. They stressed his
brilliance as a writer, without analyzing what he said.
Members of the Study Group, however, simply pointed
out that it is an excellent thing that a Black man who
has a long history of struggle against fascism tells his
people to take up the RED BOOK in one hand and a
gun in the other. They responded by saying we were
“injecting into George Jackson what we believed.” They
went on to concoct various facts such as “Jackson is
really an ordinary reformist, who never called for armed
revolution.” When we exposed their nonsense, they
resorted to loud personal attacks which was clear indi-
‘ation that they were heading for total collapse, while
we were on the right road. The dividing line between
revolutionary students and counter-revolutionary or at
best non-revolutionary students was their position on
George Jackson; between those who wished to follow
his path of struggle and those who wished to sit back
and cultivate themselves on Jackson’s writings.

HISTORY

The American Student Movement (Anti-Imperialist) was formed
in January 1970, at a time when the monopoly capitalist class in the
United States was already desperately trying to consolidate fascism in
the superstructure and in all spheres of American life. In order to op-
pose the fascist program of war, exploitation and oppression the Amer-
ican Student Movement took up the basic programmatic call of Chair-
man Mao: “IT IS RIGHT TO REBEL AGAINST REACTIONARIES.”
It is very important to remember that our movement began at a time

tion with the American people. Our work led to many mass democrat-
ic ideological struggles among the people which raised the consciousness
of the masses, paving the way for genuine anti-imperialist, anti-fascist
struggles. Many people came forward in the heat of mass democratic
anti-imperialist, anti-fascist struggles to initiate and carry through work
in local areas. As soon as local work began we took up the problem of
spreading Marxism-Leninism-Mao Tsetung Thought while dealing with
the practical problems and particular oppression facing students. We
developed a comprehensive analysis, by doing actual investigation among

when the fascists and their agents among the people were doing con-
stant propaganda that the American people would never rise to make
revolution. Right from the start we faced the problem of confront-
ing every stripe of reformist, opportunist, revisionist and trotskyite .
trend — all pushing the line that “Imperialism is all powerful, the
people are weak.” We were forced out of necessity to rely on the peo-
ple in order to oppose revisionism and opportunism of all hues and
colors. We undertook several LEARN FROM THE PEOPLE CAM—
PAIGNS all across the country which showed clearly that the anti-
people, degenerate politics of the “holy alliance of the left” would
never inspire and lead the broad masses of students but was only a
millstone around their necks. Wherever we went we disseminated

the people and through struggle, of the decadent bourgeois educational
system and the role of imperialist culture in oppressing our people. We
have consolidated several local units which are self-moving, integrated
with the broad masses of youth and students and put out local publica-
tions. We are developing a mass democratic style of work and linking
the anti-imperialist, anti-fascist struggles of the American working class
and people with the specific struggles of students by taking up the living
study and application of Marxism-Leninism-Mao Tsetung Thoughki. Our
work has created firm conditions for the building of a genuine national
student movement which develops proletarian politics in the universities
and schools. Our investigation among the people has led to putting for-

Fighting increased taxation, spiralling inflation
and lower wages and hazardous working
conditions, rank and file workers have formed
militant caucuses in nearly all branches of
industry. Militant strikers have fought off
police attacks with rocks, bottles, clubs and
even guns. Black and brown workers are lead-
ing this new upsurge. They are the first to
expose racism in the shops and unions, denounce
sell-out union leadership and take militant ac-
tions. In September, the whole imperialist
economy was shaken by strikes of 500,000
railroad workers and 370,000 GM auto workers
(GM workers are still on the picket lines bat-
tling the biggest monopoly of them all).

Although developing a broader and deeper
unity, many struggling people remain isolated
from one another. This is true of workers in
different industries, in different shops and often
even of different workers in the same plant.
Workers may be struggling against the same boss,

each in his own way, without even knowing
what his brother or sister is doing. This means
the left hand of the working class is working
against the right. Because of this, workers in
one factory or area-cannot learn from, aid
and unite with their class brothers and sisters
in another. Consequently they cannot always
see clearly their common objectives, unite
against their commonclass enemy, monopoly
capitalism, and hence , these isolated struggles
remain undirected, lose force and fail to win
many victories.

GVi WORKERS STRIKE

Peking, October 15 (Hsinhua) -- 370,000
workers of the U.S. General Motors Corp. are
persevering in their strike with high militancy,
dealing a heavy blow to U.S. monopoly capital,
according to Washington reports.

The big strike of the Gm workers began on
the morning of Sept. 15. During the past montt
all the strikers persevered in their struggle by
overcoming various difficulties in defiance of the
threats of the reactionary authorities and mono-
poly capital. This shows the firm, unyielding
fighting spirit of the American working class.
Many U.S. bourgeois journals pointed out in
alarm that the strike might be one of the ‘‘hard-
est and longest” in U.S. history. They conceded
that the longer the strike, the heavier will be the
blow on the U.S. economy.

The auto industry is one of the main
“props” of the U.S. economy and its production
has direct relations with steel, copper, aluminum,
rubber, glass, textile and other industrial sectors.
GM is the biggest U.S. motor company, whose
output accounts for about 50% of the total
U.S. auto output and is always regarded as hav-
ing a very important effect on the entire U.S.
economy.

Since the outbreak of the strike, all its
plants in the United States numbering more than
100 and a number of its plants in Canada have
been paralyzed. According to U.S. official sta-
tistics, in more than three weeks from Sept. 15
to Oct. 9, U.S. car output dropped by some
500,000 units, causing a loss of more than
3,000 million dollars to U.S. monopoly capital.
U.S. car output now is about 50% lower than in
the corresponding period las year. Factories of
certain industrial sectors related to the auto in-
dustry have either closed down or cut back their
production. Large quantities of the products of
many factories are piling up unsold greatly af-
fecting the capital turnover and throwing pro-
duction into chaos. Some U.S. economic ex-
perts estimated that if the strike continues, it
will deal an even heavier blow to the U.S.
economy in the last quarter of the year. Recent
ly U.S. Secretary of Commerce Maurice Stans
admitted gloomily that the auto workers’ strike

WORKERS DENOUNCE SELLOUT

Detriot, Oct. 17 - The fascist authorities
of Warren, Mich., arrested three militant auto
workers yesterday for attempting to stop salaried
white-collar employees from going to work at
the GM Technical Center here. The workers
are members of UAW Local 160, which refused
unanimously last weeks to go along with the
piece-meal sell-out proposed by the union bosses
and send some of its members back to work

on anti-pollution devices.

According to the bourgeois press reports,
yesterday was the second day that the workers
at the Technical Center tried to stop the salaried
employees from working. This militant action is
the direct outcome of the powerful struggle
launched by the workers of Local 160 against
the attempts of the UAW hacks to divide their
ranks and please GM with a “’show of good will”
by producing safety and anti-pollution devices
during the strike. UAW hack Irving Bluestone
proposed last week that Local 160 vote to
send 306 workers in as scabs on the rest, in
order to “show’ that the workers and not
GM are genuinely interested in eliminating pol-
lution. Recognizing immediately that this was
nothing but a hack-and-management ploy to
get them to return to work piece-meal, the
workers loudly booed Bluestone and voted un-
animously not to allow any. scabbing.

Throughout the U.S. the UAW hacks are
scheming to divide the workers and get them to
to return to work bit-by-bit. By negotiating
bogus local issues first (the real local issues such

as line speed, racial discrimination, etc. are ig-
nored), the hacks hope to build up tremendous
pressures against the workers to go back to
work and to sow the illusion that the workers
at each plant have different problems and
should not unite with each other. Thus the
hacks hope to force a weak national settlement
after “‘settling” local greivances.

The heroic workers of Local 160, however,
have refused this bait and have stood up for
the true spirit of the awakening American
working class. They have asserted that “IT IS
RIGHT TO REBEL AGAINST REACTIONARIES!”
By denouncing UAW hack Bluestone in mass
democracy, they have cleared the way for
more militant struggle against the company at
the Technical Center and given a positive exam-
ple for GM workers throughout the country to
remain united and persevere in their strike un-
til victory.

U.S. imperialism is a world empire built on the
sweat and blood not only of working people inside
America but of and poor
out the world. U.S, imperialism depends on chup
labor from third world countries, it needs large foreign
markets in which to ‘dump’ consumer goods at high
monopoly prices and it needs imported raw materials
to provide fuel for its factories and base materials for
its manufactured goods. U.S. owned firms outside of
the country itself produce more each year than any
country in the world except the Soviet Union and the
United States. In order to protect its huge foriegn
investments and world empire, U.S. imperialism runs
a network of hundreds of military bases in foriegn
countries. In other words, U.S, imperialism robs the
peoples of the world at gun point. But this giant em-
pire is collapsing. The people inside the countries
being raped by U.S. imperialism are rising in armed
struggle and expelling the imperialists.

JERSEY YOUTH REBEL AGAINST FASCISM

“The young people are the most active and
vital force in society. They are the most eager
to learn and the least conservative in their
thinking.” Mao Tsetung

On Monday morning, September 28, three
members of the Jersey City Red Guards, a
revolutionary organization of students and
youth, were arrested by the fascist Jersey City
police department while giving out leaflets in
front of Dickinson High School. The three,
Ralph Porter 17, David Rutherford 14, and
Glen Rutherford 20, were charged with “pub-
lishing and dlsmbutmg literature to mcm vio-
lence and the destruction of property.” Ralph
and Glen were held in City Jail on $2,500 bail,
while David was taken to the lock-up for juve-
niles in Secaucus. That Wednesday Janice Shy
was expelled from Lincoln High School for dis-
tributing the same Red Guard leaflet. The
principal of Lincoln demanded that Janice un-
dress in order to see if she had more ‘contra-
band’ under her clothes. Naturally Janice said
‘later’ for this lackey and the fascist police who
harrassed her while leaving school.

Despite these illegal expulsions and jailings,
hundreds more leaflets continued to circulate
throughout the city, proving that the fascists
are helpless and completely unable to stop the
people from organizing politically against them.

What was in the literature that so upset the
police? Entitled “High School Students Fight
Fascist Police,” the leaflet described the events
of the preceding Friday, when over 1000 Dick-
inson students rebelled against police oppres-
sion and brutality. Pouring out of the school,,
these militant young men and battled
police in the streets, unafraid to match the
people’s bricks and bottles against the fascists’
clubs and guns. They closed ranks and marched
on the courthouse and jail, chanting “Off the
Pig” and “Power to the People" dlsplaymg

the clenched fist of strength and solidarity to
the prisoners in the county jail, American

““maximum security.”

The Red Guard leaflet pointed out what
many of the students had already learned
through confrontation and struggle: that the
schools of Jersey City and the rest of the
country are in reality “fascist grisons.” It
urged that students draw upon their own ex-
perience in countering repression by school
authorities and police, stating: “Only the
united power of all High School students can
force the police off campus.” The Jersey City

The Hudson Dispatch and the
Jersey Journal were the tools used by the fas-
cists to carry out this tactic of divide and con-
quer. For three days these liars put out reac-
tionary front page propoganda on the Red
Guards, alllmg them ““an activist arm of the

Black Panther Party” and even muq;:nm the
al trumped up charges against three
mn:ldu‘t'nonum. The day after the arrest the
Jancy Journal phyed up a meeting of some

50 ‘representative’ Dickinson students and a
police official in which the students declared
they had no sympathy for the Red Guards
and their ‘communist’ ideas, or with the vio-
lence of the precedi

fascist press printed the indignant squealings
of their police buddies who wanted to launch
_an “investigation” into why such “dangerous,

subversives” were allowed to roam the streets.
All of these attempts to slander and isolate
the Red Guards had exactly the opposite ef-
fect among the people. High School students
and young people actively sought to make
contact with the organization. A joint Red
Guard--community youth leaflet was written
and circulated in the Dickinson area to fur-
ther expose the police and their brutality in
the parks of the community. New literature
on the student--police battle and the Red
Guard frame-up was circulated. Those one
thousand students who had themselves fought
the police recognized the arrest and slander
as an attack on them. They knew the 50 hand-

According to government
propoganda “unemployables” with a dark fu-
ture are trained to become “‘employables” with
a bright future.

In reality, however, Job Corps is an oppres-
sive semi-prison which does not serve the needs
of its “inmates’’ or the masses of working and
oppressed people, in any way. Job Corps is a
tool for the deception and further exploitation
of the people and serves only the small group
of rich capitalists whose puppet politicians creat-
ed it.

The oppressive nature of this program is
most obvious in the conditions under which the
women live. More than 800 young women,
mostly Puerto Rican and Black, inhabit the over-
crowded Jersey City Job Corps Center for Women.
Most come from either the New York area of
the deep south. All of them are poor. These
women are forced to endure the degradation of
being treated like “‘dangerous children” who need
to be controlled, contained and threatened every
hour of the day and night. Guards search all
packages before allowing them to enter the buil
ing, and the rooms and personal property of the
young women are liable to be “inspected” at any
time,

“Curfew” is set at 10:00 weekday and 1:00
weekends, although all of the women are grown
and many have families of their own. Everyone
must sign in and out when coming and going
or face “discipline”” or expulsion.

As if this were not humiliating enough, the
women are not considered mature or respond-
sible enough to cope with the men of the com-
munity. Not only are men barred from the
building, they are regularly harassed by police
whenever they come too near the Center. These
fascist dogs have on many occasions brutalized
both the brothers of the community and the
sisters from Job Corps, right in front of the
Center itself.

The food is so poor in quality that the
sisters are continually contracting stomach in-
fections from it.

In return for submitting to these degrading
conditions and regulations, the women are al-
lowed $14.28 every two weeks for “spending
money.” $50.00 a month is “put away” until
and dental expenses with this money, even if
these illnesses are caused by the conditions in
the Job Corps itself. Few women have very
a trainee graduates or leaves the program. How-
ever, the sisters must pay their own medical
much left in their account when they leave.

During the day Job Corps women are
“trained”’ in five separate job areas: business
and clerical, cosmetology, nursing, culinary arts,
and electronics. They and the people outside
are told that the reason for their poverty is
a lack of “skills’’; that the acquiring of these
skills will solve all of their problems and make
them productive members of society.”

The ruling class and its political mouth-
pieces continue to spread these lies in the face
of the fact that thousands of “‘well-trained”,
skilled or semi-skilled workers are laid off every
week. Many of the Job Corps graduates find
that they are just as “unemployable” when
they leave the program as when they came in.
Even those who do find employment soon rea-
lize that the months and even years they have
spent in “training” cannot provide them with
any protection against being thrown into the
vast and growing army of cast-off workers:
the unemployed. In fact, the unresolvable
economic crisis of U.S. imperialism is causing
the monopoly capitalist ruling class to cut
back or do away with many of the same jobs
that Job Corps sisters are being “trained” for,
such as in the field of cosmetology.

Business and clerical workers have also
been hit hard by the crisis and will be hit much
harder. The well over 100,000 unemployed
workers in New Jersey alone, testifies to the
fact the American monopoly capitalism can no
longer provide the jobs necessary to sustain its
wage slaves, skilled or unskilled, experienced or
inexperienced, even at the ‘normal’ level of
poverty and deprivation.

The plight of those of us who must work
in order to survive, or subsist off government
aid, does not cause the rick to lose any sleep.
The more people there are who desperately
need work, the lower the wages can be set
for those jobs that do exist. Programs such as
Women'’s and Men’s Job Corps are designed to:
1) pacify and fool young workers into thinking
they have a “chance” or a “future” under
capitalism, while at the same time keeping them
off the streets, under constant supervision and
“out of revolution” for a while and 2) keep
a tremendous oversupply of ‘‘cheap labor”’
available so that the businessmen may pick and
choose those workers they want to hire and
the wages they want to pay.

Job Corps centers are maintained at as
little cost as possible and many are much more
isolated, rundown and oppressive than the
Montgomery Street facilities. Trainees in some
areas have even burned down these centers in
rebellion against the foul conditions, the fascist
rules and regulations and the blatant lies which
they are ‘subjected to. Their experience in the
Job Corps Training Program has shown many
young workers that capitalism cannot provide
jobs and decent living conditions for workers.
Only the people themselves have any interest
in or desire to raise their level of existence.

These goals cannot be accomplished by the
rich men’s programs nor can they be reached
in “cooperation” with the ruling class and its
lackeys. Workers and all exploited and oppressed
people must organize against the ruling class!
Workers and bosses have nothing in common!
Job Corps “trainees” and lackey administrators
have nothing in common!! Only by relying on
their own efforts and militant organization can
Job Corps women completely expose and de-
feat the reactionary schemes of the monopolists.
In order to carry out and sustain the fight
against the particular oppression which they are
subjected to, Job Corps women are joining the
fight of all American workers against the rule
of monopoly capital!l They are joining the
fight of oppressed and exploited people all over
the world against U.S. imperialism!!
