The state arises at a certain stage in the developemsnt of seciety
when antagonisms from within cannot be reconcilied. Emgels states,

"The state is, therefore, by mo mesns a power
forced om socicty from withour; just as
1ittle is it the reality of the ethical idea,
the image and reality of reason, as Hegel
. maintains. Rather, it is & product of. society
e ~ at & cer tain stage of developement; it is
é;ﬁz s ~  the admission that this society has become entanglod
’,/’/ - im an insoluble contradiction with itself,

' ' that it is cleft into irreconcilable antagonisms
which it is powerless to dispel. But in order thet
these antagonisms, classes with conflicting ec-
onomie¢ interests might not comsume themselves
and society in sterile struggle, a power seem-
ingly standing above society became necessery
for the purpose of moderating the conflict,
of keeping it within the bounds of order;

Under imperalism, the contradiction between the proletariat and
bourgeoisie will eventually give rise te revolution. Mae states,
"Changes in society are due chiefly to the developement'of the intermal
contradictions...it ;l the developement of these contradictions thet' -
pushes society foreward and gives the impetus for the supersession
of the old society by the new."(Selected Works, V.I. Pg. 314) The
fundemental contradiction of cepitalist society is that between the
social character of production and the individual appropriation of
wealth. Thus the proletariet is in direct oppositionm to the bourgec isie u
Vand the proletariat needs state power te once and for all resolve tlis
contradiction. But the need for state power canno; be looked at im
the abstract. The state is an apparatus of special power, with special
bodies of ermed persommel,.snd "it consists not merely of ared peopie
but also fo meteriasl adjunctn; prisons, and institutions of coercion
of all kinde, of which gentile (elan) society knew nothing."” (State
and Revolution,Pg. 10) Engels here is speaking directly to the :
providing of security for a cless which has obtained state power,
Although we don't have stete power, cur ability to provide security
and protection for the working class and its perty, tekes on increas~
ing proportions as the fascization of the state developes the funw
damental contradiction and the proletariat see's the negessity for
ettaining state power.

Om the contrary, we sink our ties
deep in the class and~at times when it ean be most effective, we
strike hard blows at the enemy meking him faulter, until we have the
strength to rise up as one strong armed class to dispose of his
exploitetive amd oppressive ruling system.

It is the
ob being vulnersble to the external and internal contradictions of
the capitaliatjstate. It reflects firmness of the organiza&ion of

th proletariatjwhich is guided by the principles of Democratic

Centralism. Stalin points out clearly that,

*The party is not only the highest form
of class association of the proleterians
it is at the same time an instrument im
the hands of the proletariat for achieving

the dictatorship when it has not been

achieved and for consolidating end ex-

pending the dictrtorship when it has already
been achieved."(Foundations of Leninism Pg. 111)

Lenin states in "One step forwerd, two steps back,”

*Ig its struggle for power the proletariat has no
other weapon but orgenizetion. Disunited by
the riule of anarchic competition in the bour=
geois world, ground down by forced labor for
capital, constently thurst back to the lower
®depths” of utter destitution, savagery, and
degeneration, the prole tariat can, and inevite
atble will become an invinciple force only through
its ideological unification on the principles of
Marxism being reinforced by the material unity
of roganization, which welds millions A9 toilers
into an srmy €6 the working class.”
