their lives in the battles and did not
spare themselves, all for the sake of
defending their Motherland, their
ideals, their homes and their fa-
milies.

They wanted to destroy fascism
and militarism for good and to save
mankind from the horrors of war
forever. They went through great
struggle, hoping and dreaming to
attain a durable, just and democra-
tic peace. And their heroic efforts
produced results bringing about tre-
mendous changes. Social and po-
litical transformation of the great-
est importance took place, and for
the first time in history an objec-
tive possibility was created to ex-
clude world war from the life of
mankind.

The 30th anniversary of the
end of the Second World War is
a special one. We commemorate it
in a new and more favorable situ-
ation. Europe, and the world as
a whole, has come closer in a real
way to the achievement of the high
goal which had been sought by the
peoples of the anti-Hitler coalition.
in the relations between states the
principles of equality, sovereignty,
renunciation of the use of force
are gaining more and more ground.

The road forward proved to be
not a simple one. Through all the
30 vyears a hard and persistent
struggle has been going on. And to
this day that struggle is not yet over.

The *cold war" for decades de-
layed building the structure of
peace. Aggressive, reactionary cir-

cles tried to impose—from a posi-
tion of strength— such a world or-
der as would be in complete contra-
diction with the interests of peoples
and social progress. That brought
about an unprecedented arms race,
with the use of the latest scientific
achievements, and more than once
pushed the world to the brink of a
new military catastrophe.

We have no right to forget, either,
that over the past 30 years one or
another country—and sometimes
whole areas of the world—--were
stained with blood, turned into a
theater of military actions result-
ing in a loss of millions of lives.

Even today the peoples of Arab
and ‘other countries have to wage a
fierce struggle, often with arms in
hand, against reactionary forces in
order to be able themselves to de-
termine their own way of develop-
ment under conditions of a just
peace, independence and liberty.

However, through the efforts
of the socialist states, of all those

who cherish peace and who actively
fought for it, deadly nuclear and ro-
cket weapons have not been used
after the Second World War. An im-
portant role in that was played by
realistically-thinking political cir-
cles in the West.

On the occasion of the 30th an-
niversary of the great victory, The
Soviet people, the Communist Par-
ty, the USSR Supreme Soviet and
the Soviet Government call upon the
peoples of the world, the Parliaments
and Governments of all countries
to put an end once and for all to the
dangerous ‘‘cold war" policy; to
stop interference in the internal
affairs of other peoples and states;

It has always been the consistent
view of the CLP that the war danger
is imminent and it is the U.S. gov-
ernment that is the primary factor
in this development. We feel that
no thinking person can view the
events of the last several months
without coming to the alarming con-
clusion that world war is at hand.

Already for three decades, human-
ity has been saved from world war.
This is a great achievement of the
peace-loving forces, the importance
of which is penetrating deeper and
deeper into the minds of peoples.

There has never yet been so much
done for strengthening peace as dur-
ing the recent years.

Thanks to the consistent peace-
loving policy of the Socialist states,
as a result of active measures by de-
mocractic forces of all countries—
as well as of a realistic position by

Governments which realized  the
danger of continuing the *‘cold
war''—the international situation

fundamentally changed.

Historic agreements were conclud-
ed, defining the process of relaxa-
tion of international tensions. Of

specific importance are the agree-
ments between the two largest
states of the world—the USSR and
the US—on prevention of a nuclear
war and on strategic arms limitation.
In force are important treaties and
agreements between the USSR and
France, between the USSR and the
FRG, between other Socialist
countries and the FRG, the Quad-
ripartite agreement on West Ber-
lin.

The first steps have been made
on the road of limiting the arms race.
Search is under way for a settle-
ment of existing international con-
flicts by peaceful means.

In the relations between states
with different social systems, such
elements establish themselves in a
more and more fundamental way as
recognition of the inviolability of
borders, settlement of disputes at
the negotiations table, reqular
consultations, long-range economic
cooperation, exchange of technolog-
ical and cultural achievements.

The all-European Conference is
nearing completion—an unprecen-
dented event in the history of the
continent which was the major
theater for two world wars and for
centuries a knot of most-explosive
international contradictions.

Success of such a Conference and
implementation of its recommenda-
tions will open a new page in the
life of Europe, will signify the tri-
umph .of the ideals of peace and rea-
son. And this, in its turn, will fav-
orably influence the development of
intérnational relations the world
over.

Basically done away with, in to-
day’s world, was direct colonialism,
which served as a permanent source
of acute tension and as a leqiti-
mate reason for the armed national
liberation struggles of the oppres-
sed peoples. Disintegrated is the last
colonial empire, the Portuguese em-
pire.

All these important changes are
the embodiment of the will of the
peoples towards peace and progress.
They prove that prevention of wars
between states is not a utopia, but
is a real perspective and a fully at-
tainable goal. Profound reshaping of
the system of international relations
on the basis of principles of peace-
ful co-existence has begun. It can
and must be continued and comple-
ted. The memory of the fallen, and
the vital interests of the living, de-
mand that.

In the present epoch peace is a ne-
cessary condition of social progress
of mankind, of securing the sove-
reign right of the peoples to build
their life the way they want. All of
development for the last three de-
cades is ample proof of it.

Under conditions of peace, the gi-
gantic growth of scientific and tech-
nical knowledge and the ensuing po-
werful development of productive
forces make it possible to transform
the material culture and the every
day life of people. Achievements of
the scientific and technical revolu-
tion make it possible fundamental-
ly to improve the living conditions
on earth, to abolish hunger, pov-
erty and mass diseases. And the
greatest social changes and transfor-
mations that occurred in 30 years
clearly demonstrated—as exemplified
by various countries—that inhumane
reactionary forces can be kept in
check and, on this basis, negative
consequences of the scientific and
technical revolution can be pre-
vented.

The achievements of many peo-
ples since the end of the Second
World War have been enormous.
But they could have been incompara-
bly greater if the colessal means,
intellect and energy spent during
this period for the production of
instruments of death and destruc-
tion were used for creative pur-
poses. ;

“ _No, ! haven't been shooting at
them; | shot ‘em..."”

These words were spoken by C.L.
Miller Jr. as he responded to the
shooting if Il farmworkers in Hidalgo
County, Texas, on May 26, 1975.
According to United Farmworkers’
lawyer, Jim Harrington, witnesses re-
ported that the people wounded
were on a public road at the time
of the shiooting.

Nine of the farmworkers shot
were from Reynosa, Mexico. The
Reynosa men had been recruited by
union organizers earlier in the day
at the Hidalgo International Bridge
which spans the Rio Grande River
in this part of southwest Texas.

These recent shootings take
place in the context of a union or-
ganizing drive launched by the Tex-
as branch of the United Farmwork-
ers Union in Starr County and neigh-
boring Hidalgo County. An impor-
tant part of this drive has been the
organizing they are doing at the

border.
‘During the week of May 22, the

farmworkers formed a human bar-
ricade across the International Bridge
at Roma to recruit workers as they
crossed the border. They had pre-
pared for this action by educating
the workers on the Mexican side of
the border with leaflets explaining
the union drive.

The next week, on Monday, May
26, the day before the shooting,
three United Farmworkers union
organizers went to the International
Bridge at Hidalgo to persuade Mexi-
can nationals, who work in the
south Texan melon fields, to join
the union. They wan over 1,500
workers to refuse to work in non-
union fields. Nine of these work-
ers were among the eleven wounded
the next day.

ces which are stubbornly seeking
to stop the movement toward last-
ing peace continue to exist. An un-
precedented peace-time arsenal of
arms—inclusive of nuclear-rocket
type—has already been accumulated.
The arms race is going on. All of
this causes deep and justified anxi-
ety and demands stronger efforts
in the struggle for peace, for stop-
ping the arms race and for disarma=
ment, for terminating the material
preparations for war. :

The Soviet people and the Soviet
state that bore the major burden of
struggle against fascism declare again
their firm intention to do all they

can, together with other peoples
and states, in order to eradicate
war from the life of mankind.

Expressing the will and earnest
aspiration of all Soviet people, we
shall strive for:

*The complete and comprehen-
sive affirmation, in the practice cf
international relations, of the prin-
ciples of peaceful co-existence be-
tween states with different social
systems.

*The ensuring of the irreversible
character of the process of easing
international tensions.

 FARMWORKERS

The policy of recruiting Mexican
national farmworkers, with and with-
out documents, has proved an impor-
tant tactic for the unionization of
farmworkers in Texas. It has suc-
cessfully prevented the growers from
using the Mexican workers as scabs,
and has received wide support a-
mong workers on both sides of the
border.

In this area of the Southwest, the
Rio Grande Valley of Texas, live
large numbers of Mexican national
minority workers. In 1960, the Mexi-
can national workers in Laredo was
82%: in the Brownsville-Harlingen-
San Benito area it was 64%. Many
smaller towns along the Rio Grande
are almost 100% Mexican national
mincrity. The wages, living and
wiorking conditions are extremely
oppressive. Even the L.1. Tumes
{June 9, 1975) has described resi-
dents of these areas as the victims of
the worst poverty in the U.S. Aver-
age incomes in Brownsville, McAllen
and Lardeo are $2,413, $2,574 and
$2,488, the three lowest in the coun-
try. And along with the severe ex-
ploitation of these workers has come
the violence and chauvinist terror in-
flicted on the population by the vigi-
lantes, Texas Rangers, and now by
the Border Patrol.

Speaking of this area, an editorial
in the New York Times, November
18, 1922 said, ‘“‘the killing of Mexi-

cans without provocation is so com- |

mon as to passed almost unnoticed.”
Historians have noted that between
1900 and 1915, the Texas Rangers
had executed, without due process
of law, between 100-300 Mexican
residents of the border counties.
This history of violent repression of
the population continues today with
the same fascist Texas Rangers and
Border Patrol.

The Mexican workers, however,
have not let this terror pass unnotic-
ed. Resistance to national oppression
has been stiff in both the military
and political spheres. It is here where
the Lulacs arose and also the Raza
Unida Party. The current melon
strike is a continuation of this move-
ment.

The United Farmworkers Union in
Texas must be supported as they
struggle against the growers in the
Rio Grande Valley, under the watch-
ful and hateful eye of the Texas Ran-
gers. We must let the workers know
that they do not stand alone against

*The limitation and termination
of the race in all types and kinds of
weapons and steadfast progress to-
wards general and complete disarm-

ament.

*The elimination of existing sour-

ces of danger of war, coupled with
the necessary recognition and respect
for the right of every people to in-
dependence and equal security.

*The creation of regional systems
and a universal system of security
and equal cooperation between the
states.

*The utmost growth of mutually
beneficial ties in the spheres of ec-
onomy, science, technology and cul-
ture, while insuring the uncondi-
tional right of every country to
exercise control over its natural re-
sources and to guard its laws and
customs.

*The securing of real guaran-
tees for the effective and equal
participation of all countries and
peoples in world policies, the liqui-
dation of neo-colonialism and of
discrimination of any kind against
any country. .

*The creation of such an inter-
national climate that potential agres-
sors, adventure-seekers and saber-
rattlers be met with a decisive and

"universal rebuff, that security and

confidence in a peaceful future ac-
tually become available to all coun-
tries and peoples.

On behalf of the 250 million
Soviet people, we address all who are
concerned wijth the future of our
planet: let us exert all our efforts
to make the future a peaceful one.

Stable peace and freedom of peo-
ples constitute the most worthy
monument to those who perished in
the war.

Stable peace and freedom of
peoples is a neverfading idea! which
inspired heroes of the struggle a-
gainst fascism and inspires us. Let
us do everything so that this ideal
becomes an indisputable law of the
life of humanity.

We address this message to all
Nations, Parliaments and Govern-
ments and, first of all, directly
and officially, to those who are en-
trusted with the mission to repre-
sent their states and. public opinion
of their countries on the interna-
tional arena. We are looking for-
ward to their reaction, worthy of
the importance of this problem and
call for active measures in the name
of stable and lasting peace.

DETROIT CELEBRATES
NEGRO NATION DAY

Negro Nation Day was celebrated
in the grand style in which the Negro
people have celebrated it for 113
years on Saturday, June 21, in De-
troit, Michigan. Three hundred peo-
ple marched two miles amidst floats
depicting the struggles of the Negro
people for national liberation.
Floats of school buses signified
support for busing, a Klansman hung
from a tree, a papier mache Negro
Nation depicted a Negro worker
breaking the chains of bondage.
Many more floats stretched a mile
down the street. The 300 marchers
sang songs and chanted slogans such
as ““Hey Hey Hey, Smash the KKK''!
Workers joined the march from pro-
jects as the marchers passed by.
Enthusiasm and militancy were high!

The parade culminated in a rally-
picnic in Chandler Park. There was
music and various speeches. A
speech from the Deteroit Unem-
ployment Committee, who
sponsored the celebration, discussed
the question of building unem-
ployment committees and the fight
for jobs with peace. A delegate
from the Saginaw Unemployment
Committee expressed solidarity with
the workers in Detroit and told of
the slanderous lies and attacks a-
gainst the Mexican workers in Sa-
ginaw. Lastly, General Baker, from
the Communist Labor Party spoke
on the Klan and the rise of fascism,
vowing that the working class would
stop the Klan! The multi-national

character of both the parade and ral-
ly demonstrated that unity of the
working class is possible; wor kers
and progressives at both events
found common ground for unity in
the fight against the Klan and the
other fascist gangs.

After the speeches, the Red Label
Strugglers sang songs which expres-
sed the fight of the working class
against capitalism. They ended with
a moving song titled, We Are March-
ing. Everyone in the park joined in
this fighting song and as the song
came to a peak, some of the workers
burned the Klansman hanging in the
tree as a symbol of the reaction that
is taking place in this country.
Workers cheered as this hated sym-
bol went up in flames..

This Negro Nation Day celebra-
tion was significant not only because
of its historical importance, but al-
so because it signified a real begin-
ning in the struggle against fascism.
And this beginning is being followed
by demonstrations this weekend,
June 29, in Chicago, where the Kian
is holding a meeting and the Commi-
ttee to Stop the Kian is planning to
confront and stop them! The Negro
Nation Day celebration proved that
united and organized the workers
can become a powerful force, able
to stop the fascist offensive and then
crown this revolutionary struggle
with socialism.!

INDEPENDENCE FOR THE NEGRO NATION
STOP THE KLAN!
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SUPPORT GENERAL BAKER

Historically the bourgeoisie has at-
temped to destroy the leaders of the
working class. The case of General
Baker is no different. General
Baker has been employed at the
Ford Rouge Plant since September
of 1973. On April 15, 1975 General
Baker was fired by the Ford Motor
Co. for “‘securing employment under
the use of an alias.” The fact that
General Baker did secure employ-
ment under the use of an alias is
incontestible.  But, the facts are
that his discharge is an outright vio-
lation of the UAW contract for the
Ford Department. The established
practice for the Ford Dept., is that
there is a 12 month limitation on
falsification of application. As
established in the Umpire Opin-
ion A-184, May 4, 1945:

“That deliberate material falsifi-
cation for the purpose of securing
employment is a proper cause can-
not be doubted. But it equally can
hardly be doubted, that some time
limitation upon the life of this
clause must be implied...One year
is a reasonable period which an-
swers both of these requirements.”

Why has the Ford Motor Co. cho-
sen to break an agreement that has
been on the books for 30 years?
One reason is that since his employ-

ment at Ford Motor Co. in 1973, .

General Baker has been in the lead
of the struggle to build the Unem-
ployment Committee at Local 600
into a fighting committee for jobs
with peace. A militant, fighting
Unemployment Committee in one of
the world’'s largest union locals
would cbviously provide a catalyst
for the development of similar com-
mittees throughout the U.AW. and
in other unions.

Baltimore

Since his first job with the F.W.
Woolworth Co. in 1961, General Ba-
ker has been fighting for the demo-
cratic rights of the working class.
He became an active participant in
a drive to unionize Woolworth Co.
While this attempt failed by one
vote, it did not weaken General
Baker’s dedication to the struggles
of the working class.

While working at Woolworth’s,
General Baker was also a student at
Wayne University, where he joined
a student organization known as
“Uhuru’. The Uhuru organization
played an active role in the struggles
of the Negro people in the 60’s for
jobs, quality education and an end
to police brutality.

In 1963 General Baker was hired

‘at Ford Rouge where he worked in

the stamping plant. He applied for
the apprenticeship program and pas-
sed the test, but passing the test
meant nothing in the case of Gen-
eral Baker and many other Negro
workers. General was told that if
either of his parents had worked at
Ford, that would be worth so many
points, or that if he had attended a
trade school that would also have
been worth so many points, but pas-
sing the test wasn't sufficient.
This was a striking example
of the historic, chauvinistic discri-
mination against Negro workers at-
tempting to upgrade themselves in
the major industries in the USNA.

In 1964, General Baker went to
Cuba, where he met many revolu-
tionaries from around the world.
Upon his return to Detroit, Ford
Motor Co. told him that he could
have a job in the trade of his choice
{when only a few months earlier he
didn't have enough ‘‘Brownie

points” to qualify for the program.)
Chrysler Corporation offered him a
job in. their management training
program, and he had never applied
for a job with the Chrysler Corp.
Unlike so many of the ‘revolu-
tionaries” of the early 60’s, he
refused these attempts to bribe him
and went to Dodge Main where he
worked on the assembly line.

In 1968 General Baker was fired
from Dodge Main for participation
in an “unlawful” work stoppage.
Chrysler Corp. and the UAW chose
to see only the leadership of Gen-
eral Baker. He and another Negro
worker were the only two of those
participating who were fired. Gen-
eral then became one of the found-
ing members of the Dodge Revolu-
tionary Union Movement (DRUM),
which went on to lead many of the
struggles of the Negro workers
against the historic, white chau-
vinist discrimination that has been

perpetuated against Negro work-
ers since their entry into. large
factories.

The DRUM movement led to the
formation of RUM organizations in
a number of other plants in the
Detroit area, which later led to the
formation of the League of Revolu-
tionary Black Workers. Many of
the workers who joined the strug-
gles of the LRBW are now victims of
the vicious and hated black-listing
system, a system in which a de-
tailed history of a workers employ-
ment is kept by the corporations and
exchanged between them to deny
these struggling workers the chance
to work again.

General Baker, like many workers
before him, is now a victim of this
vicious black-listing. In 1971 he got
a job at the Ford Sterling Plant but

ANTI-KLAN RALLY

On Sunday June |, over 150
people demonstrated against the up-
surge of the Ku Klux Klan in the Bal-
timore area. This meeting was organ-
ized and sponsored by the Equal
Rights Committee, a local organiza-
tion-which has unified workers in
the Catholic community, the various
Negro organizations, some of the
leading trade unions and community
organizations. There were messages
of support from several Protestant
churches, student organizations, par-
ent organizations and a speaker from
the Communist Labor Party.

The Ku Klux Klan and Ameri-
can Nazi Party threatened to break
up the rally but were blocked by
members of the United Auto Work-
ers and United Steel Workers who
guarded the door.

The Equal Rights Committee
reported that nine out of ten people
contacted at shopping centers and in
a door to door campaign favored
the aims of the rally. Hundreds
signed petitions demanding that the
Klan be outlawed and that public
officials denounce the Klan for its
terrorism. The Klan has attempted
to use Baltimore as its ‘‘gateway to
the North.” It has based its organ-
izing drive on the .basis of the ‘‘new
Klan" image which is supposed to
make the Klan appear like a “white
peoples’ political organization' and
not the terrorist bunch of thugs they
are. However, the recent events and
the exposure by the Equal Rights
Committee has curtailed this drive.
Within the last two months the Klan
has burned crosses and firebombed
at least two homes in the Baltimore
metropolitan area.

While talking “‘peace’ the Klan
has made every slimy and underhan-
ded attempt to halt the work of the
Equal Rights Committee. They have
tried to tie up the anti-Klan hotline
phones, physically threatened the
leaders and red-baited the Commit-
tee, and threatened to burn meeting
places and harm anyone doing anti-
Klan work. - ‘

The CLP supports the heroic
work of the Equal Rights Commit-
tee. The Klan is the advance guard
of the fascists and is recruiting a-
round its drive to stop the imple-
mentation of the Baltimore City
desegregation school program. They
have openly incited the most back-
ward Anglo-American workers to
plan to attack the school buses in
September.

The Klan hides behind a mantle
of “respectability” in order to be an
open fascist force in the political
arena. They act as the frontrunners
to the most reactionary of the gov-
ernment members. To stop the
Klan is not only to defend the Negro
people and others which it attacks,
but to prevent the fascists from
gaining control of the government.

Despite the Klan's vicious anti-
busing drive, thousands of parents
have expressed the truth, they are
not against desegregation, they are
against violence. Desegregation does
not cause violence, it is the Klan and
other vigilante organizations which
cause the violence. The vast ma-
jority of Anglo-Americans and Ne-
groes are in favor of quality educa-
tion for every child and for the de-
seqregation of the schools. The pro-

blem is that these decent and dero-
cratic forces are not organized to
stop the violence of gangs like the
Ku Klux Klan.

Herein lies the importance of the
Equal Rights Committee and its a-
bility. to bring together all persons
from different jobs, backgrounds,
_religions, political philosophies, into
a common. action in opposition to
the fascist offensive. The CLP ful-
ly supports this move and pledges
to make every effort to draw togeth-
er all the decent and honest work-
ing people to oppose the criminal
attacks on our working class bro-
thers and sisters.

Ford Motor
Co. had secured his employment his-
tory from Chrysler Corp. and fired
him because he did not include that
Fistory in his application for employ-
ment.

At that time, General Baker and a

But his case, like the many thou-
sands of others, must be linked to
the drive towards fascisin in this
country which is hitting hardest a-
gainst the Negro and Mexican work-
ers at this time. If this case is
lost, it will be one more victory for
the bourgeoisie, in their attempt to
destroy the 'rights for which the
working class has fought and died.
We must fight to support General
Baker, and resist and struggle against
all attacks on the working class.
Once again we must raise the bat-
tle cry that, “An injury to one is
an injury to all!”

We will quickly try to review this
situation. Since the collapse of U.S.
puppet regimes in Indochina, this sit-
uation has developed at dizzing
speed. The Mayaguez incident, al-
though a clumsy tactical military
adventure, served as a provocation
for war not only to Cambodia but
to all the world. It whipped
up the jingoism of every rag-tag
politician in the country and ser-
ved as a threat to the entire world
that Ford and Rockefeller are de-
termined to control their destiny.
Congress presently is approving the
largest war budget in our history,
over $105 billion. The newspapers
for the last few weeks have been
full of reports of the latest nuclear
blackmail threat by Ford and Schle-
singer of Tactical Nuclear War orders
being given to the Strategic Air
Command. Not a day has gone by
without some high ranking govern-
ment official threatening to des-
troy north Korea. Ford’s belli-
cose trip to NATO was anothe:
example, and the list goes on and
on.

We call on all honest, progres-
