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On March 10th, Comrade Chris Coleman,
Father (shop steward) of the N.U.J. Chapel at
Academic Press - a U.S.-owned publishing firm
in London - was summoned to Managing Director
Hutt's office., Even Hutt had said previously
that Chris was very good at his job and he was
in addition the most experienced book sub-
editor in the firm, Put on the 10th Hutt told
Chris in a heavy-handed manner that either he
buckled under and gave a binding assurance not
to discuss communist revolutionary politics. in
the office, and to agree never to distribute
political literature to his workmates, or
simply, to collect his cards and get out. Not
intimidated by this threat to his livelihood
our comrade refused to bow down to the pompous
monopoly-capitalist dictator, Chris denounced
Huty, the servile lackey of U.S. imperialism,
for such brazen fascist suppression of
desiocratic rights. Not even talk indeed!
Chris told him straight to his face: "We do
the work here, so you certainly have no right
to tell us what we can talk about!"

All Pals Together

Huct had often boasted of his "open-door"
pelicy in reiations with his employees, but as
one of them said, "his door is always open
provided you crawl through it!" Relations in
the firm were always friendly and most
democratic - most democratic that is until a
section of the employees decided to rebel and
enforce their democracy, When a militant
union chapel was formed at the fiwm, Huit
ranted and raved - This could destray the
friendly relations! Why had his employees done

this to him when he had always been such a pall -

Why on earth did they want L0 organise against
their exploiters! What had got into them! On
this occasion Hutt's brain must have been
working hard - and he must have been worrying
too - what would his U.S. imperialist bosses
say or do Lo him if they found out that the
cmployees of one of their key publishing houses

OF THE MASS

DEMOGRATIC
METHOD OF WORK

In this decisive decade of the rise of
Communist revolutionary forces on an irmense
scale throughout the world, and in this most

historic era of the total collapse of imperial-

ism and the advance of socialism to world wide
victory, we must stand up and fight militantly
- definitely! But, unless we fight in the
correct way, using the correct method of work
for eggh stage of the revolution, our efforts
will be of no avail, and will give rise to
revisionism and reaction, At this stage in
England there is only one method of work to
further the communist struggle, and that is
the mass democratic method.

The following example shows the truth
of this, and typifies the problem facing us.

"The vast majority of this comrade's
work-mates enthusiastically welcomed the
first edition of 'Communist England'.

Some even pinned it on the noticebosrd.
However, some backward elements, confused
with religious and racist ideas, and with
petty-bourgecis family connections in small
business, seized a copy of the paper and
tore it up, throwing it to the ground ana
insulting it., A communist worker came in
and, seeing the torn paper on the ground,
inquired who had done it and soon cornered
the culprits. Quietly he drew them to one
side and had a bitter row with them that
nearly developed into a punch-up. All the
men watched closely though pretending not
0. The backward elements apologised and

he situation was over and all went back
to normal,"

This shows clearly an incorrect method
of work., Firstly it was correct to fight
and confront, but the way it was done was
what wss wrong and the mistske that lost
an excellent opportunity to raise the
political consciousness of the workers
present, We've all heard of Che Guevara,
he was the man who followed the Castroite
line to be a solo revolutionary hero, to
kill imperialism single-handed while the
masses passively spectate, No! The
working class doesn't need such Left
revisionism. In the Red Book in the
Chapter on the Mass Line, Chairman Mao
says: "The masses are the ren’ heroes, while
we ourselves are often childish and ignorant,
and without this understanding it is
impossible to aquire even the most rudimentary
knowledge." And, "However active the leading
group may be, its activity will amount to
fruitless effort by a handful of people unless
combined with the activity of the masses.,."
Our comrade should have had this in mind and,
rclyxng on the masses, at the appropriate
point in the confrontation called them in,

asking their opinions of the reactionary stang,

and by developing vigorous struggle against
this anti-communist stand used Lthe situation to
start a mass democracy meeting and raise the
political consciousness of all the workers,
TO ENCOUBAGE PASSIVITY IS PRO-IMPERIALIST,
Our method of work must fulfil our ardent
desire ‘to serve the people and smash all
systems of exploitation of man by man - and
must actually do so! The mass democratic
method is the only correct method for our
country st this stage,

Ihe mass democratic metnod is directly
opposed to all methods of work that give life
to imperialism and revisionism, and most
particularly is the opposite of the mass
buresucratic method of work, Mass bureaucracy
is the method the monopoly capitalists use
Lo suppress the working class and all progress-
ive people at this stage, in their attempt to
nold back the world revolution, They
genorally practice mass bureaucracy in the
setropolitan imperialist countries and in
what is lgosely called the 'zivilised' Anglo-
American World, Abread the imperialists
use direct and open fascism both by
military imperialistic fascist force and by
propping up local internal fascist resction
such as the Rehman regime in Malaya and the
Suharto regime in Indonesia, At home the
moribund fmperfalists have tried to use -
oarlismentary democratic deception i :c‘ y
he people, but in the face of the rising

storms are dolng the ground work Lo unleash
open Cascism here too. Fascism by the ammy,
the police, and mass foscist gangs. The whole
is nimed to hold back the Inevitable progress
of monkind, the first two simply Lo suppress
and the third to divide and smash Lhe working
class as the Nozis tried to do, Fascist

ideology is propagated cvery day, by the rotten

Zeudalistic monarchy, by the educational
institutes, by the mass media, osnd by all the

establishment scholar despots in every field of

knowledge.

In the midst of all this frenzied activity

launched by the decaying monopoly capitalist
class to try and preserve lheomselves, the
actual shape of fascism is shown by the
arbitrary rules and regulations, concerning
every important aspect of the people's lives,
created by the imperialists to suppress the

capitalist pornography, propaganda, charity
fraud, management rag, Labour Party or union
literature, all can be distributed AT THE
PLACE OF WORK, but there are rules and
regulations to be enforced agains! communist
rebels. This issue's lead story is a living
example, last issue's on the apprentice and
the tech another, and there are many more,

You can hold meetings wherever you like,
except that the meeting hall authorities dig
up various rules when the police pul pressure
on them, and so on and so on. Even at the
‘Freedom Circus', Speakers Corner, Hyde Park -
there are rules and requlations which are only
enforced against those who in reality dare to
rebel,

By the form of the mass bureaucratic
method, the imperialist bourgeoisie enforce
the fascist content of their dictatorship on
the people at Lhis stage,
must and can only give rise to monopoly
capitalist politics and relations; it is the
form to carry out the job, Just as the form
of abstract art cannot be separated from and
must necessarily give rise to reactionary
idealist content, 50 Loo with the mass bureau-
cratic method of work, and content is the
primary aspeclt.

against Cascist rules and regulations, Immigrat
worhers told of Lthe conditions they lace here
as well & al home in Lhe vppressed nations,
Older workers told us of the revolutionary str-
uggles of the working class in the 20s and 30s,
anil said that it was & greal inspiration to
them Lo see the new forces of revolution, led
by the ECN, awaxening here again,

People in two sirects in particular told us,
with deep indignstion, of the crimes being com-
mitted against them by local landlerds, One old
lady tola us that after paying the landlord's
rent, and heating costs, she and her husband
could only afford to eat vegetables, She was
also terrified of fire from fsulty wiring, which
the landlord refuses to fix. Other people in a

basement showed us how water comes in from o
leaking roof three [loors up and runs all
through the house. Rats get in their oven and
e¢lsewhero, The landlord had the arrogance to
tell them to get out if they didn't like it!
Everywhere there was the same story, But as
Chairman Ma> points out, "Where Lhere is oppres-
sion ..., there is resistance”. The people ure
rising against these vultures who make their
lives 8 misery. They are discussing various
means of retaliating against them, and & til
for tat struggle has begun!

There 1s much we can learn from the Chineso
paople. Mure than forty years age Chairman Mao
wrote; "..all those whom the gentry had despised
those whom they had trodden into the dirt, pogc
with no place in society, people with no right
to speak, have now audaciously Lifted up their
heads. They have not only lifted up their heads
but taken power into their hands. They are now
running the township peasant sssociations (at
the lowest level), which they have turned into
something fierce and formidable, They have
raised their rough, work-soiled hands ana laid
them on the gentry, They tether the evil gentry
with ropes, crown them with tali paper hats and
parade them through the villages. ... Not a day
passes but they drum some harsh, pitiless words
of denunciation into these gentry's ears. They
are issuing orders and are running everything.
Those who used to rank lowest now rank above
everybody else; and so this is called "Lurning
things upside down","

The days are nver when despots could ride
reughshod over people without fear! The working
class isgetting armed with Mao Tse tung Thought.

UNLEASH MASE POLITICAL STRUGGL:

The English woraing class launched fresh
storms in the sixties, As Lhe seventies drew
closer, strike after strike shook the monopoly
capitalists. The volcano is rumbling deep in-
side, This year, car workers hit back at Fords,
at British Leyland, at Vauxhalls. Airport work-
ers paralysed Heathrow. Thousands of clothing
workers came out on strike. Dockers came out
fighting, Centrax Axle workers carried on their
protracted srike, Tube workers struck. The work
ing class was joined in this rising cconowic
storm by some sections of the pelly hourgeoisie
such as the teachers, whose hatred of monopoly
capitalism is growing rapidly.

This upsurge swept all kinds of scabs before
it. Workers by-passed union hacks, and formed
"unofficial" committees to lead “unofficial"
strikes. Union bureaucrats were pelted with mud
and stones when they tried to break the strikes.
Such scabs as the revisionists of the so-called
‘Comnunist FParty of Great Britain' and the Lab-
ourite social democrals want to prevent workers
from seizing political power, Fhey don't want

the economic storm to develop into a conscious

political attack on their masters, the monopoly
capitalists, So what they do is to peddle econ-
omism - preaching that the workers problem is
Just Lo get more money - no mention of state
power. The only way they can peddle this Junk
is by using the mass bureaucratic method: they
sonspire with the management behind closed
doors, They make deals, compromises and settle-
ments with the enemy, in private. Then they
drop thesc ecconomist conspiracies on the men.

What they avoid at all costs is to rely on the
men - 1o give full play to the boundless creat-
ivity initiative and vigour of the mass of work
ers.

LONG LIVE CHAIRMAN
MAO " In England and all over the world, this
type of reception is becoming the tradition
for suppressing reactionavy, anti-people prop-
agandists, The day is not far off when we will
have the upper hand over them, and the people,
led by the working class, will dictate in no
uncertain terms to such rotten imperialist-
fascist parasites!

It had been announced that Pant, the reac-
tionary Indian High Commissioner - represent-
ative of the Indira Gandhi stooges of U.S.
imperialism and Soviet social imperialism-was
to be addressing a meeting at the School of
Oriental Studies, London University, The topic
was to be 'The future of India in the 70s',
Pant, however, because he had previously been
hounded out of the LSE and Sussex University
for trying to spread his racist and lackey
imperialist views against the Indian working
class and peasantry, was fearful of moving
beyond the degenexate cocktail party circles
of the moribund monopely capitalist elite in
England, Accordingly he sent along one of his
dumbells to try and speak in his place - the
Deputy High Commissioner,

The meeting had been arvanged by a band of
revisionists and nec-vevisionists - like a
cluster of seedy cabbages growing on a dung
heap, they hoped to promote their ugly blosse
oms by feeding on the filth of a 'polemic'
with fascism, Doctor Das Gupta, a membexr of
the neo-revisionist 'Communist Party of India
(Marxist)', was one of the chief instigators
of the meeting, The brilliant slogan advanced
by Charu Mazumdar, leader of the Communist
Party of India (Marxist-Leninist) - "China's
Chairman is our Chairman, China's Path is our
Path!" - arose from the concrete struggle of
carrying forward the Indian revolution by
ammed struggle and the seizure of thke land by
the peasantry. The slogan is a slogan of
action, of daing, swmned up in words, and

Police Step Up Harrassment

On the first day of picketing, Chris noticed
a thick-set man, a typical C.1.D. thug, watching
him from the other side of the street. In the
next few days four "very friendly" policemen
came up to talk to him, Chris noticed that when
they spoke to him, “"between you and me", they
all held their walkie-talkie receivers up so
that the agents at the police station could
hear what was being said and tape what they
wanted. Then followed more policemen, more
nete-taking and hounding, to try and scare Chris
off, He:was forced to walk up and down instead
of standing still and talking, otherwise he,
would be breaking more rules and regulations and
would be arrested.

The monopoly capitalist class become more
open daily in their suppression of those who
fight for the working people! On March 3l1st,
as the staff of Academic Press were leaving work,
Chris was subjected to another bout of pelice
harrassment, the seventh since he started
picketing. Two policemen arrived, Ope of them,
the voice of his superior cr--"ling over his
radio telling him what to do, dapproached Chris,
"Ask him what he's demonstrat ng about," said
the voice, "What are you demunstrating aboutr?"
said the policeman., "Ask him his name and
address," said the voice, "What's your pame and
address?” said the policeman, This remote~
controlled lackey of the ruling class was
obviously very worried by the four memhers of
the Production Department who were atanding
iround, He told them Lo move on ana threatened
them with the fascist regulation of “obstructing
‘he footpath", He wanted to continue his
‘arrassment away from the eyes und ears of the
asses.
