WHY is the gang ruling China at 
the present time making such 
fervent efforts to remove any 
opposition to their despotic rule? 
Is the it' authority so ~.e nuous that 
they have to indulge in the settling 
of old scores as they harrass, 
arrest and murder those who 
fought for the right of the working 
class to mainta i n soc ialism in 
China? Kruschev took several 
years before he finally announced 
the restoration of capitalism in 
the Soviet Union. The present 
Chinese clique is like a wild 
beast finding itself in a corner 
and hi tt ing out viciously at all 
around. 

It is no coincidence that all 
this is taking place in a country 
which made such gre at advances 
in socialist construction. Neither 
is it a coincidence tha t it is taking 
place at a time when the prole­
tariat th roughout the world is 
making new advances in its 
struggle against imperialist 
ideology, domina t ion and exploit-
ation. 

A characteristic of today's 
upsurge in worldwide struggle is 
the leadersh ip of the working 
class in the industrial countries 
and especially in Britain. It was 
the British working class that 
first wiped out the insulting 
theory that it had benefited from 
imperialist exploitation abroad, 
the cr umbs theory , intended to 
belittle the working c lass and 
damp down its revolut ionary zeal. 
It was the first to denounce the 
equally poisonous theory of the 
11 three worlds" and restored the 
question of revolution to the 
agenda. That clarity has found 
echoes throughout the world. 

ln Britain the working class is 
challenging the bourgois state. 
In Iran the Shah, friend of Calla­
ghan, Carter and Hua, trembles 
as the people rise in revolution. 

In Nigaragua, the US installed 
puppet, fights for his life. The 
Vietnamese, having defeated the 
miiitary might of the US, refuse 
to be dominated by their big 
neighbour, once socialist now 
imperialist China. In Albania 
socialist construction goP.s ahead 
in spite of constant threats and 
int imidation. In Zimbabwe, in 
Afghani stan, in Japan. 

The imperialist powers are in 
disarray. Having lost in Vietnam, 
in Albania, presently losing in 
Iran, Zimbabwe, unable to con­
tain their own working class, they 
see in the Chinese c lique their 
best hope of doing what they 
failed to do with their armies, 
warships and napalm, with the 
threat of thei r atom, hydrogen 
and neutron bombs. The Chinese 
ruling clique are brazen enough 
to demand a loud what the imper­
ialist powers clare not Whisper­
a Holy War in Europe to destroy 
the working class at the heart of 
the industrial world, the main 
danger to imperialism. 

Hence the open door policy of 
the economic penetration of 
German, US and Japanese capital. 
Hence Britain's readiness to sell 
its most sophisticated weapons 
and aircraft to China.

Building a chain of Hiltor-like 
hotels by US firms throughout 
China and promoting touri-sm is 
the policy by which the ruling 
clique will tie China once again 
to the imperialist economic 
system, whic;h is the other side of 
the coin to their attacks on the 
Cultural Revolution, its leading 
ele~ents and in particular Mao 
Tse Tung. 

Mao Tse Tung said that the
