This  may  be  considel`ed  wl.ong  seen  from  the  point  of
view  of  discipline,  but  on  the  other  hand  it  was  the  other  com-
I`ades  --  at  that  time  the  minority  --  who  in  an  incorl`ect  way
violated  the  discipline  by  sabotaging  the  line  of  the  section  and
we  wanted  to  finish  our  entrist  wol`k  in  a  way  that  could  guarantee
[galiandie  in  original]   a  certain  succ€,3s.    Wc   .vvere  near.ly  all  of
us  oul`selves  I.eel.uited  to  the  Int.  in  its  entrist  period  and  --
wrong  or  right  from  tbe  histol`ical  point  of  view  --  this  tactic
had  its  immediate  advantages  which  had  to  be  exploited  completely
befol.e  giving  it  up.

Thel'efol.e  we  decided  to  continue  our  entrist  wol.k  for  still
a  pel`iod.    We  were  and  are  working  in  the  Iieft  Socialist  Party,
which  is  by  our  comrades  in  the  official  section  described  as  a''1eft  centrist"  party  ol`  ''1a  rsu  in  France,  SF  in Norway  or  (be-
fore)  rsuIP  in  Italy.    But  Iieft  Socialist  is  not  just  another  SF.

lit  in  SF  (tbe  Danish  SocialistIt  is  itself  a  result  fl.om  a  s
Peoples  Party,  founded in  the  CP).     From
the  Ijeninist  point  of  view  it  is  also  not  a  centl.ist  par.ty.    It
does  not  vacillate  in  its  attitude  towards  the  capitalist  statej
That  this  state  has  to  be  turned  down  in  a  proletal`ian  revolu-
tion  plays  a  vel.y  great  I`ole  in  all  the  propaganda  of  the  party
also  during  elections.    You may  call  it  spontaneist  and  vacilla-
ting  in  the  question  of  the  best  course  to  follow  to  al.rive  to
and  win  the  socialist  I`evolution  --but  still  not  centrist.

The  Danish  section  played  an  active  I`ole  in  the  foundation
of  the  pal`ty  as  well  as  in  tbe  struggle  in  the  SF  leading  to  its
foundation.    And  Protskyists  have  played  a  decisive  role  in  all
the  internal  stl.uggles  leading  to  its  present  positions  and  the

the  Int.   and  especially  with  SWP.

And  our  party has  what  none  of  the  groups  (including  the
section)  have  today:    the  Left  Socialist  Party  has  still  a  cer-
tain  support  in  the  population  and  in  the  working  class.    By  t;he
last  election:  won  four  seats  in  the  Parliament.    Today  the
pool  gives  it  3-4%  of  the  votes  and  5-7  MP's.    And  the  party
has  been  leading  (mol`e  or  less  directly)  several  strikes  and
solidarity  campaigns.

This  is  first  of  all  dues  to  tbe  fact  tbat  our  party  has  a
gI`oup  of  leaders  known  and  respected  in  the  population.     In  spite
of  the  splits  these  coml.ades  have  succeeded  in  keeping  the  party
intact  and  worth  following  for  many  younger  people.    And  these
coml.ades  are  not  impossible  to  influence.    They  are  not  (yet)
TI`otskyist,  but  they  are  honest  people,  honest  revolutionists
and  reasonable.
