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RIGIT LAUNCHBS ATTACK AGAINST D7 CRACY IN LABOUR PARTY.

There have boen a number of attacks against democracy in the Labour
Party in the last fow woecks. Tho adoption of the new Standing Orders for the
Parliamentary Labour Party in a most high-handed way against tho minority who
opposed them is among the latest moves,. (For an account of this comrades should
read Michael Fo t in this wock's Tribunc) 4 number ¢f casos of tho Dxocutive
refusing to endorsc loft-wing Parliamentrry candinhtos has taken Place, the lates
being the rejoction of Ernio Roborts, Assistant Scerotary of the A.3.U.. All this
tokes place in tho background of tho appointmont of that most vicious of all right
wingors, George Drown, as boing in charge, in offocty of party discipline.

We should not see things out of proportion and conclude that now all
the left is to ‘bo expelled or that thers will be a grand witch-hunt. Under
presont conditions it will be very difficult for the right to carry-out a large
scale purge. All the more difficult bocause of the oxistonco of a firm loft wing
trade union contro based upon the Transport and Coneral Vorkors Union, Ilowever,
thoro is no doubt that unless the loft oppose in an organised way thesc moves a
scrious situation will develop. It scems likely thot the aim of Gaitskell at this
stage is to consolidate his Blackpool victery and intimidato the left, ospocially
in thoe Houso of tlormons. Heo will be cncouraged in this by tho lack of fight of
the M.P.s who had the whip takon from thom and the goneral lack of support for
theso people. Combinod with moves to limit the discussion at next year's Labour
Conference on defence, this wholo affair marks a stage in thoe struggle to complete
burcaucratic control of the Labour Party. It cci bo gspocially damaging to the
loft as it can have tho offect of intonsifying disillusionmant amongst the
unilateralists. This could lead to a wholesale contracting-out of the Labour
Party struggle and, instoad, a concentration on Committec of 100 typo of activity.
Thus Gaitskoll would get what he wants without recourse to a goneral purso.

Tho left should oppose thesc movos by all moans. In particular wo should
prod those in Parliament who got the whip withdrawn to make o more decisive stand,
In that way they will bo abls to mobilise far mors support bohind them. They
could become the spokesmen in Parliamont for those who take part in Civil Disobo-
dionce. Tribune should stop shiipinz at the Committoe of 100 and se> that the
Labour Porty left until it can offor tho sit—-downers somc real medium of protest
and action, cannot criticise thems Arising out of tho oxpericnces of
the December 9th demonstrations a whole nuw discussion will tako place amongst those
supporting the Committce of 100, Voicos ag cing heoard now for a greater concen—
tration upon industrial centros rathor thanlactivitios which provide amusocment
for tho cows and shoeps Tho coning togother of thosc pocple, tho loft in the
Labour Perty and the industrial struggle in 1962 would be a foree which could rol-
ogate Gaitskell to tho loamue of ox Labour loaders in the House of Lords,

Noarly 600 Leeds Univorsity studonts have signod a
roquest for a roforendum of all 5,000 Studont Union mombors on making tho conde—
mation of the Locarno colour—bar ruling official union policy.

NOTTINGHAM LADOUL PARTY PHOT@ST AGAINST COLOUR BAR BILL

A%t a mosting hold ThUTsday 1l4th Decomboer tho Nottingham City Labour
Poarty, which roprosents all the constitiuoncios in Nottingham and thoe Trade Union
ond Co-op affiliatos, passed by 26 votos to 11, with many abstontions, a resolut-
ion protesting against the colour-bar Bill, The rosolution was proposod from
tho chair and was no doubt a rosult of tho largo numbor of movos made by various
orgonisations against the Bill., Iowever tho right-wing wore vory disunitod on -
the issues, Two out and out racialists spoko in the dobate, onc boing - booed
into silonce. Tho right wing who opposed the rosolution did so on the grounds of
it boing 'inoxpediont'! and disclaimod any colour-bar foulings. There was the
intorosting phonouena, which is almost cortainly a national one, of the vory men
who wore the chief spokosren for Gaitskell in the defonce controvorsy now hoing
oxtromoly critical of tho tgetics of tho Parliamentary Labour Party on this Bill,

The voto docs not ropresent a true picturo of tho Nottinghanm City Labouxr
Party. The right wing had mobilised for this mocting on anothor mattor and many
left wingoers have stopped attending tho City party moetings aftor deocision aftor
decision had been ignored by the Council Labour Party group. Tho issuo which con~
@n od tho right-wing most was a rosolution from North Constituoncy to tho effect
that aldermon should not be appointud after roaching tho age of €5. This hit hard
at the aming right wing caucus on the Council, most of whom druam of onding their
days as aldermen frood from the nucossity to fight elections. The left could only
give conditional support to this move as it opproses in principal the aldermanic
systom. IHowover the rescluticn was Passed by a big majority and there will now
onsue a struggle to imploment it., This will be an important fight as it brings
into question the claims of 'indepondencoe! of the Labour Party Council group.

Theo mooting also passed rosolutions brotesting against tho Govornmont s
Uongo policy. plodging support for tho Civie thoatro and for a change in the proc-
odurc of issuing noxt yoar's clotion manifosto,
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In a tolevision broadcast last month, Fidel Castro declared that he
belicved absolutely in Varxism., He said that the new party which is to be set up
in Cuba would be a Marxist-Leninist one and would be based upon collective leader—
ship and not upon single-man rule.

'There was a time when I was politically illitorate' he doclared. 'After
these years of revolution I have learned a great deal.'! He had rocently come upon
his student copy of 'Das Kapital' which he discoverocd he had read only to page 300,
'Now I am going to finish it.! Fidel Castro said as the audience stood to applause,.

FRANCE - 'La Voie Communiste! S_UIZED AGATIN

From France woe have rocecived a letter from the Burcau of .'La Voie
Communiste'; journal of dissidant Fronch Communist Party mombers:

'La Voie Communiste has received another blow., Issue numbor 25 has
been seized. This measurc is complotoly arbitrary as the points in the dossier
illustrated by Sine, in tho seizod issue, protosting against roprossion against
Algerians, had already largely been reportsd throughout thoe pross.

It will be rémombored that issue number 24 of the journal which was
also soized contributed mainly to revoaling the truth on this subjoct, as it was
the first journal to speak of the crop of Algerian dead along tho Seine.

Eomo oxtracts wilil illustrato
thiss

'esseeTho question how it was possible for the cult of the individual
to originate, and why this side of tho quostion has not boon fully clarified is
boing widely askod.

'Our Party should alsc voice its opinion on those nattors, defino its
stondpoint. Lot us tako first tho quostion of tho cult of the individual. Thero
is no doubt that our Soviet comrades have tho most to say lLoero. Ifngverything
has been said as yot in the subject of the origin of th¢ cult of tho individual,
it is probably still too carly for that.

'In our opinion, in order to undorstand the causos of tho cult of the
individual it is sufficiont to realise the conditions undor which the Soviet Union
wes building socialism and to tako into account tho traits in Stalin's charactor.
Lonin hinmsclf had pointod out Stalin's charactor and warnod against leaving hin in
tho post of the Party's Secrotary-Gnoral.

'The Soviut Union started out for socialism from tho oxtromely narrow
oconomic basc left bohind by Tsarist Nussia. lguivalent to it was the sosial baso
o working class small in numbers in relation to tho total population, but militant
and conscious of its aims, and thc masscs of peasants who wore the docisive majoriy
of the population of that multi-national country.

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TRALAND — NOBL BROWIS SPu/XS AT BELFLST by our Irish correspondent

Speaking at an N.C.L.C. meeting in Belfast last month, Noel Drowne,
leader of the National Progressive Democrats, forecast a merger of tho two main
parties in idire, the Fianna Fail and the Fine Gael. He said that thore was little
difference betwosn them now, especially asz the 'old guard' of the Civil War had
departed from the scene., IIc contondod that there must be a corresponding advance
of the radical forces to meot this challonge in the years that lay choead, -- -

It was now possible to Tuild a radical socialist organisation in the
predominantly Catholic South and for that reason thoy wented the Protestants of
the North to join in and play their part as a liberalising factor, “Irishmen are
boginning to leave their raligon at the church door." he declarecd. This was because
the church was beginning to learn to go with the timos.

There had been a remarkable changs in outlook in the ilopublic in the
last 10 years and this had been provesd by the 25,000 incrcasc in Labour Party votes.
This was ths first time that the Irish Labour Party had gone out strongly on a
welfare state programme and advocacy of public ownership. The most significant
thing about the recent goneral clection in the Itcpublic was the fact that there had
been a big upsurge of support for Labour in the rural arcasy, while the party had
lost scats in Dubline. It was hard to say why this was so in an industrial arcea,
but one thing was certain, Dr. Browne asscrtcd, amd that was the fact that gorry—
mandering was rusponsible for tho loss of Imnis Larkin's seat in Dublin., The ani-
mositiocs of the Civil War had almost dicd away and peoplu were at last beginning
to consider the social and cconomic issucs on their merits.

Dr. Browne said that his intorprotation of the total oclipse of tho ™
abstontionist Sinn Fein party did not corrospond with the view in tho North that
this happened becausc people were disgustod with thoe direct action policy of the
groupe. Ile believed that Sinn Foin had roceived its votes in tho previous clection
as a protest against tho two big partiocs, Fiamna Fail and Fine CGacl, Ile thought
that the shift to Labour in the rccont general election was anothor form 4 this
protest against the big partiocs.

When asked whether he and Jack IlcQuillan, ths other N.P.D. represcnta=-
tive, would cventually join tho Labour Party, Dr. Brownc said that thoy made no
scerot of thoir belief in socialismj but thoy wors against ontering tho fommon
liarket — which the Labour Party supported — because it would ontail memhership of
NATO.

IES DAIL MTMDERS SUSPINDHED

Three Dail membors were suspended from the Irish Parliament ofter their
efforts to havo a debate on Congo affairs and Dr. O'PBriods rasignoation woroe rejec—
ted by the Irish Government. They were Dr. Noel Browne and Jack lleQuilica. o€ the
National Progressive Democrats and F.liciuliffe of the Labour Party,

The incidonts took placce on Decembor 6th during question time, The
Dail was suspended three times altogether for 15 minute intecrvals. Dr. Drowne and
Jack IfcQuillan did not leave until attondants escorted thom out. During Question
Time Dr. DBrowne said that the Irish Covernment's attitude towards the resignation
of Dr, O'Bricn was part of the pattorn of the -country's wholo operation in the
Congo which had beon that of safeguarding the interests of the "Weleonskies and thoe
Waterhouses, That thusy had stood by the Physical assassination of Lumumba and now
they were standing by the diplomatic assassination of Dr. O'Bricn and the sell-out
of the Congoless peoplo on the issue of partition in the Congo, a thing they werc
whining about here at home.

Later there wore repeated attempts to goet a debate on the question but
cach time the offorts were blocked by the chair which ruled them out of order.
LAfter thoese unsuccossful attompts, Jack IlcQuillan refused to be scatod and continucd

to raise the question, It was moved that he be susponded and this was carricd Ty
81 to 15, Amiad uproar he continued to speak, saying that at a whon hundrcds of
Irish troops wore being sont to tie Congo , koy men wore loaving and tho whole ope—
rotions had boen cxposed by Dr. O'Drien and tho Chiof of Staff and yet the Ilouse
wasn't to be allowed to discuss tho mattors Lator after the House had been ad jou--
rned, and the Captain of the Guard had tackled licQuillan, Dr. DBrowne kept up the
attack. Ile protested against the unfair ruling and declared that Irish troops were
being used to fortify Welensky, "atorhousc and the puppoet Tshombe. The house was
agaln adjourned and after refusing several times to leave s Dr. DBrowne was eventu-—
ally cscorted out by throe ushers. Vhen the House rosumed llcAuliffe protested
against the scandalous removal of Dr. Browne by force which had bson done without
any vote. Again the susponsion of the deputy was moved and passod. Mciuliffe
rofused to leave and the Housc was again adjourned. Throughout all t:is the two
big parties votod togother.



RINTS ROW IN LIV:RPOOL from our Liverpool correspondent.

The proposed ront inereasc for Liverpool corporation housing tenants
is yet anotheor sign of the gathering Tory offensive., Tho increases ?an amount
to 14 shillings a weock in sono cases. Labour councillors rosistod sharply and
the date of incroases was actually put back from Docember 4 to January lst. Pop-—
ular concorn secms to have vAricd and disorganised, so much so that a demonst?ation
on the issue was so badly attendod 4o bo callod off, This is a harsh roflection
on past failures of the left in rocont yearse. During the dobate the Tcrieg used
smear tactics on Councillor Hart, roforring to his C.P. background. Councillor
UcKcowan demanded cheap money for houso building, measures for land contrcl and
building controls. Showing the sorious offect of tho inercasos on the standard
of living of the workors, Councillor Crocks, noted that in Speke and in Gillmoss,
rocently incroased bus fares had alroady added 12 shillings a wook to tho.budgot,
a further 8/6 would bo added by the ront incrcases, Onc might 2dd that in tho
new conditions of tho Tory offensive, it is clear that local and national problems
are evor more closely linked and unless the various strugsles are generalised
the effoct of local reverses can bo domoralising on tho workers' moveoment,
