The coming rail strike: This has now been fized for the Tuesday, Wednesdey

and Thursday of the week AFTER the Municipal Elect-
ions, The date is probably a concession to the myth being spread by the
capitalist press that industrial action is injurious to Labour's electoral
prospects, We need to counter this myth, but to do so is fairly easy. In
Municipal Blections, Labour's biggest enemy is apathys A vigorous campaign
and espousing of the railwaymon's case by Labour candidates would mobilise
ell the railway trade union activists (and many more besides.) An army of
angry railwaymen, filled with hatred for the Tories, would be the finest
counter to apathy that could be devised, Tho fact that a few old ladies
would be stirred to vote against Labour should worry no one. The Tories
are the ones who should be worried, The reaction of the Association of
County Councils shows the the feelings aroused in the countryside, Dozens
of safe Tory seats will bo completely demuded of railway services - surely,
if & national campeign was mounted which gripped the imegination of people,
btig Labour inroads could be made.

Wilson has promised a big campaign on the whole
transport question, This is clearly going to be one of the most important
domestic issues in British politics for a long time, Circumstances are
very favourable for the left to achieve the aim of turning this into a com
combined industrial strug:le (against sackings) and political struggle
(against the social effscts of the Besching plan.) For once the left will
be swimminz with the stream, BPut it is up to the left to be to the fore
in the campaign, to take tha running of it out of the hands of the tursszu-
cratic fuddy-duddies who, regardless of their orders or personal opinions,
are incapable of organising in a clear—cut class way,

The offer by the London btusmen and the response of
the delegates to thae Scottish T.U.C. to Green show that the strike is populer
among the advanced sections of the wurkigiﬂgé;ﬁg. This augurs well for any
campaign to extend the scope of industrial. 6 strategy of the left must
be to bring about such a compaign that the bourgeoisie hesitate and have a
orisis of poliey. This in itself would be a big victory in the class
struggle. It would help expedite a Labour Government, it would be a big
blow to the plans of the British capitalist class to rationalise the British
economy at the expense of the working class, and lastly and most important
it would demonstrate to British workers that struggle pays off,

The Murder of CGrimau: The international revul ion against this crime is
almost unanimous., The C.P.s are, of course, well

to the forefront, but despite K's personal message, the workers stzstos have
not suggested taking real action against the Franco rogimea. Grimsu was in
charge of tho CID in Barcelona during the period when terrible crimes were
committed egainst the left forces of the Spenish revolution by the Stalin-
ists. However, we should support the campaign against Grimau's murder -
Franco killed him because he was a threat to Fascism in Spain, The murder
was a sign of nervousness in face of the upswing of the Spanish workers!
movement., By using the feeling aroused to get real action against the
Franco rogime we will be helping our class brothers still in Franco's jails
and the Spanish revolution,

The aim should be to do economic damage to the prison
house economy of Spain, Moves made by various unions to dissuade their
members from spending holidays in Spain should be supported and emiloted.

L boycott of Spanish goods should be discussed. Most important, the coming
Labour Covernment must be committed to breaking relations with Franco and
actively helping the anti~Franco socialist forces in Spain,.




YOUNG SOCTALISTS! ANNUAL CONFERANCE - 1963. ( By a delegate. )

1553 This year's Annual Conference, when an appraisal of the resolutions
passed is made, appears as a contradictory affair, but in faet, tais is
not entirely so, It would, at this stage, be impossible to assess the
gsignificance of the conference and I will content myself with an attempt
to convey my own impressions of what happened this year. I will, however,
reveal what are, in my opinion, the implications of what happened at
Scarboro',

The first debate, on the Party's program 'Signpost for the Sixties',
was around a resolution of such ambiguity that it should either have been
amended to give it form, or have been given a rubber—stamp passage.
Unfortunately the debate developed into an unrepresentative Left-Hight
polamie, which resulted in the 'middle of the road' delegates voting
for the resolution in accidental distribution, This was demonstrated by
the fact that the resolution, which called for support of "Signpost",
was first passed and then defeated by mimute majorities. It is
gignificant that major issues so sadly lacking in "Signpost" were
to receive massive support later in the conference. Issues which the
YS have championed since its outset, unilateralism - workers' control -
nationalisation of land, banks and insurance companies — full maintenance
for the unemployed — the abolition of private education were all passed
by large majorities.

The standard of debate was often abysmal and the effectiveness of the
poligy , woro often mu) lified by the inability of many delegates to artic—
ulate their demands. This was clearly demonstrated when, during the defence
debate, a resolution was moved deleting from the main resclution the section
which called for opposition to both the Warsaw Pact and NATO, This amendment
was thrown out, defeated, in fact, by a hundred votes.But it must be said
that in this debate, as in other debates, issues were never really put
and 'sloganisation! was substituted for reasoned argu ment. However, well
over 200 of the 3150 delegates voted for a resolution which czlled for
the uniloteral roruncistion of muclear weapons linked to policies for
the sdvancement of the working-class and which recognized the 'Bomb'! as
& product of capitalist soclety.

Conference had met under the suspicion that this might be the last
time - a suspicion heightened by the presence on the platform of an
umisually large number of Party officials. These included the General
Secretary, the National Agent, the Chairman of the Youth sub-committee,
and the assistant National Agent. The presence of Tony Greenwood on
the platform did little to allay the delegates fears., By Sunday's
seoret session, the question of YS sutonomy and a'NALSO typea!
constitution had been fully discussed by delegates outside the conference
and attitude were fixed., There remained little time for the debate and
both these resolutions were heavily defeated.

Many resolutions had been declared sub-judice due to the pending 'Prot=
litigation', those which remained deplored the expulsion of the ¥5 NC
members, The section of the Chief Officer's report dealing with unofficial
papers were referred back (In fact, most of the report was referred back).
Conference clearly supportod those who hed been expelled, and yet, paradox
~ically, conference did not see the call for a new constitution was timelys
in fact, many delegat.z thought that the Party officers present would not
countenance the pas#> of such resolutions and would react along lines which
many feared was the reason for their presence. Rejection of the 'autonomy'
resolutions is a reaffirmation of the idea that the YS must be within the
Party, but this is not to say that e 'NALSO' type' formmla is thought to
be incompati ble with this attitude.(We will carry additional material in

the next issue — Ed.)
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REEELLION AMONGST FRENCH COMMUNIST YCOUTH.

The conflict between the leaders of the French Commnist Party and
the Communist youth of the UIX is far from subsiding. At the recent
congress the UEC was opemly oprosed to the CP leadership. Vhen the congress
was over, the CP leadership begen a systematic campaign against the leadership
of the UEC. Day after dey, L'Humanite, the daily newspaper of the French CP
published letters from Communist students. In goneral theso. represonted
snall groups while the greatest party of the Communist students, notable at
the University of Paris, contimued to hold their own opinions, This was like—
wise the case at a recent assembly of students in Paris., Finally the political
bureau had one of its members open attack in an article taking up a half page
of L "'mmanite. There can be no doubt that the leadership of the Commnist
Party has decided to do everything possible, inecluding breaking up the
organisation of students, to achieve its aims. The leaders are place in a
poeition of which they never dreamed — an organisation officially recognised
by the CF is in disagreement with the policies and above all the methods of
the leadership.

SOVIET-INIIAN TRADE TO DOUHLE IN NEXT 3 YEARS.

Chinese press reports have carried the nows that Soviet-Indian
trade will double in the next three yoars as compared with 1962 to reach
265-275 million dollars. Viktor Spandaryan, a high-ranking official at
tho Soviet Ministry of Foreign Trade, hag conducted talks with Indian
experts in Delhi on a third long—term agrecment to extend from 1964-1%68,
He maid that "The terms of the new agreoment and the list of goods tg be
exchanged by the two sides have in the maln geen specified."™ Apart from
sets of industrial plants to be delivered under State credits, the Soviet
Union would supply Indisa ‘with machinery and equipment, rolled steel and
pil products, Spandaryan stressed that these were "the items that India
needs for developing its key imdust®ies",

RUMANTANS DISPIzis=s BITH KHRUSECHEV.

Several activities of the Rumanian CP leadership indicate that
their relations with the Russian leaders may loave something to be desired,
Alone in Communist Eastern Burope, the RBumanian press has failed to publish
the full text of Mr. Khrushchev's spesch of March 30th printed as a letter
to the Chinese CP Central Committee. Barly this month, the Rumanian
Ambassador beciume the first Buropran Ambeassador from the Communitt worle -
to return to his post since thoe break between Moscow and Tirana in Dec, 1961,
On Apri 1 8th, Rumania signed a trade agreement with China, said to provide
for an increase of 10 %. .

ALBANTANS ATTACK KHRUSHCHOV FOR BEING SOFT WITH THR ARTISTS

Since Khrushchov made his speech laying down the line for the .
artists and officially ending the brief period of ! freedom,' sall the trends
in the international Communist movement have taken a position on the question,
The Bulgarians and East Germans, as one might expectyhave merely parroted
K's forrmlations, The Poles have agroed in words tut made it clear they aren't
going to impose the new linahhig e Hungarians have not publicly disagreed with
K. but have issued statements put the contrary _point of wview, Togliatti, in
the middle of an election campaign,has simply said he thinks the Russians sre
wrong in their attitude. However to one section K. can do no right. In the
April issue of their cultural magaszine the Albanians accused K. of making the
speech to cover up his revisionism in the field of arts!}




ALDIRMASTON - 1963 soum RIFLECTIONS~ 1555 by a Nottingham participant

Year after year, certain 'left! crities of the C.N,D. movement have pre—
dicted that Aldermaston would be a flop, Year after year, instead, the march
has become bigger. This a fact must be facod and examinod before other concl—
usions are drawn. There is no other political movemont at this stage which
can evoke such & rosponso, This is all the more pointod because the domonstr-
ation is successful, despite, not bocause, the middle class pacifists who have
placed thomsalves at the head of C.N.D, The winning of thousands of young
people for action in support of tho transitional slogan of unilateralism is
of first rato significanco and is phonomona which noeds dosp analysis.

This year the march was dominatod by the 'Spies for Poace' pamphlet. The
disclosures in it undoubtodly help.d to make tho march a mumerical success,
They also carried out another seorvice, that of bringing out fake lefts into
the open. Beceusa this kind of thing is really 'anti-ostablishment', it sets
the latter off scurrying sidownys, like crabs, to disassociate themselves from
people 'who throaten Britain's security'. The arguments vary, but inevtiably
those pursuing reformist policies show thoir true colours. The Daily Worker
donounced thoss who had producel tho pamhlet as splitters, and when it reported
Lord RBussell's message of groetings to Aldermaston cut all reference to ! 3pios
for Peace', actually .aking it appear to say something it didn't. Tribune
bemoaned the damage done to the movement and claimed thot it had helped the
capitalist press to smear it, Of course, if they would ban young people from
the march and caerry 'Cod save the Quoen' instoad of 'Ban the Bomb' it would
be impcssible for the capitalist to smear it (or would it), maybe this would
suit Tritune, Other journals, such as New Stateman, acted in a manner one has
come to expect.

Tritune's cleims looked pretty thin when the Observer, the Sunday after
TMaster, carried a report of a survey carried out in London sulurbs, 54% of
poople asked had supported the aims of the Aldermaston marchers (although only
35% the march itself), guestions about the 'Spies for Peace'! got a broak-dowm
which shows not a sign of 'widesproad horror at what had been done,! The !Spies
for pesce' carried out a good function in showing that despite all the falk
about defending frosdom, tho first result of a muclear war would be a military
Government in Britain, It showed too, that the ruling circles in this country
do take muclear war seriously. These two factors facilitato mass socialist
sxplanation about the nature of war.

Some people hava genuine doubts about the tactics of those who rofuse to
obey police instructions, The latter boliSve that it is of some important
that there should be large rumbers of people propared to slash with the state
machine, That this helps to harden out a cors of people who can be relied on
in the struggles of ths future, and that, anywey it prevents to whole affair
from merely being a safety valve. Vhat is wrong is for the latter t¢ behave
in such & way that thoy seprzte themselves from new and no so advenced people.
They should instead be very patient in oxplaining their point of view to thoso
who are just breaking from convention by supporting C.N.D.. They should look
upon the latter as potentiel allies who can be won for socialism,

Arguments have been heard for ceasing to participate in tho gnti-nuclear
weapons, While some of these people (and not just S.P.G.Bors) discuss over a
pint of beer whother Aldermaston is a diversion from Labour Party working, 1
and others on tho demonstration were persuading people to join the Labour Party.
Lenin and the Bolshoviks Party are quoted as suthority for this abstentionist
attitude. In 1905, the Bolshoviks denounced the petition to tho Tsar organised
by father Capon as a provocation. Howover, once it was realsied that the masses
of St. Petersburg wore taken in, the Bolsheviks decided to participate. Several
Bolsheviks wore among the hundreds killed by the Tsarist cossacks. Hearxists
mst always go through the experience of the masses with them (with toe 3Jvty of
criticism, ) Abstentionism has no place in Marxism,

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ALGERTANS ACCLATM STEPS TOWARDS SOCIALISM,. From a Paris Correspondent,

The nationalisation of big properties of both Buropean and Algeriam
landholders and the announcement of decrees definitively establishing Workerst
Management Committees, Workers!Councils and Workers'Assemblies have been rec—
eived with enormous enthusiasm throughout Algeria. In a nationwide tour
following announcement of the new measures, Ben Bella was greoeted with celeb-
rations reminiscent of those when independence was won last July. ZEntire
populations of towns and villages turnod out to hail the head of govermmont”
who, not so many months ago when he came to power in an unclear factional
gtruggle, was met with chilly reserve,

Iverywhere he went Ben Bella was appealing to the people to organ—
ise themselves by setting up workers' councils and workers' manggement committecs.
These are now being formed throughout the country at an accelerated rate. From
various sources, including Le Peuple (formerly Al Chaab)and Alger Republicain
wo reproduce below extracts from Ben Bella's speeches, indicating the topics
he covered during the tour. .

"We will never accept our country serving as an arena for the
testing of bombs. The French Govermont: has been warned., It is up to it
to decide." DIlsewhere he said:s "They say that taking back Borgeuad's land
is contrary to the BEvian ogroement. So be itj if we are violating the ILvian

nireement by this decision,, so much the worse for the Evian agroement,"

oPhig struggle consists in discouraging once and for all the bour—

gooisie of this country. If we have plucked Bourgesud and the others, this is
not because of cism; we have suffered to®much ourselves to resort to that.

Believe me, this minority which consists around 5 % of the Algerian people is
nonetheless powerful for that. Unfortunately, they hold thepower of money.
But the 95 % who constitute the other part of the people are absclutely with
us in taking up the cudgels against this fauna. To carry this out, you, the
humble, join the national organisations in mass, and particularly the humble
and the UGTA (the Unions) to make this the November lst of the Algerian Soo-
ialism.™ (November 1lst 1954 was thé day the struggle began for national
independence from French imperialism,)

"I+ has been repeatedly maid that women played their role in the
gtruggle for freedom. The whole world has repeatedly said that women
participated fully and in a way that did honour to the Algerian struggle for
ffaadoMessssase But in the struggle for constructing the country T Women are
gsearching for their plase," Noting the presence of many women in the audience,
Ben Bella contdrmued: "Women must teke their destiny into their own hands,
Wonen must not wait for diresotions to follow from the men, but must integrate
themselves fully and spontaneously in the publie 1life," "Today we are
opening a far greater struggle than that which ended July 2nd 1962, — the
struggle for eooialism, The tine has come to struggle in order to roap.

Wo don't want to repla® one set of pigs by another set wearing turbans, This
is the revolution of the poor people, of tl® whows, of the shoe-shine boys.
We have undertaken these decrees swiftly in order to defeat the mancevres of
imperialiasm and of certain Algerian elements who wanted to turn the wvacated
properties and allenterprises over to the colonialists,™

"I thank God that France put us in prison, because thus we had
time to think and to work out the policies which we are applying today. We
studied the experiences of Cuba; the USSR and Yugoslavia. Tam from the soil
like you and I have the same difficulties as you."
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FREEDOM STRUGGLE CONTINUES IN NORTH KALIMANTAN.

It was reported on April 18th. that British security forcos
had captured Shcikh Osman Bin Mshmud, brother of the Brunei rehel
leader Inche A.M. Agahari. Osman was wounded three times in the
chest before being taken in a village only five miless from Brunei
ToWne

A police "spokesman soid latcer that anothor brother had also
been captured, but did not say how he was token.

A company of No. 40 Royal Marine Commando arrived in Sarawak
on April 18th. With troops of the 3}10 Gurkha Riflcs they are part
of a military build-up bogun six days ago after an atfack on
Tebedu police station, near the border of Indonesian Borncc.
Agoording to roports this attack was corricd out by the North
Kalimanton National Army lcd by the North Kalimanton Unitary State
Rovolut ionary Government. During the attack one police constable
was killed and two wounded. All the arms in the station, sccording
to a Ruching rcport, were garricd away.

A spokesman of the British authorities in Sarawak admitted
on 4pril 12th. that the Tcbedu policce station had been raidcd.
Kuiching Policc commissioner P.E. Turnbull revealed that the arms
takon ineluded onc bren gun, two sterling zuns, onc revolver,
fiftoen riflcs, onc shot gun, ond o quantity of ammunition.

Troops werc scnt to this region from Srunci cnd Kusghing on April
13th. & l4th. ond a thirtecn~hour curfew has beon cnforeced in the
first divisgion of Sarawaok. Since the Brunei armcd uprising start’
last Doccmber, Britain has ropeatedly sont troops to the arca.
About thrce thousand British Troops are now stationed therc.
Aocording to an announcemcnt of the Brunel suthoritics on April 9th.,
more thon three thousand cight hundred pcople have been arrested
gince last Dogomber, and more than two thousand threec hundred of
them arg still under detcntion. In Singopore on April 10th., tho
Chairmnn of the Singapore Socialist Pront Lece Siew Chow dofonded
the struggle of the North Kalim-ntan Peoplc. He snid that the
Front's open support for this struggle wns perfeetly corrcet and
Just, and thot this was o firm strugglc agninst coloninlism.

BORDER ARRESTS BY THAT AUTHORITIES.

The Thai ermy aond police have recently arrestced in the Southern
Border aorens 160 pecople allegcd to be "geeorctly providing the
Maleynn Hationnl Liboration drmy with food rnd nmmunition,™ said
Trakarn Kosol, Thai under-scerctnry of stnte.

Renders will remember the note in the lnst issue of the Bulletin
about the new revolutionary South Afrieon journnl, isgsagal, NoW publi=-
shed in London. It doeg not take much politionl understonding to
gee thnot A%aggni ig edited by pcople who nre close to the South Jifriecan
Communist Party, but who have an extremely healthy orientation to
revolutionary struggle. It 1s also very clenr that they have no
illusions in achicv.ing vietory by their currcnt sabotnge cnmpaign
nlone. OFf cxccptionnl intcorost is their study of guerilla warfare
and the statement mony times over that it is opplicnble to South
Africn. On mony questions thoy hnove abandoncd the positiona of
Stolinism. They speak of the world workers' revolution of which
thae South .ifrienn revolution is nn integral part, ond which fnct
"has too oftcn boen lost sight of by many South .fricans in tho
past. In tho prescnt atnge of the world the rovolution should not be
divided into scparante stoges: first the nationnl or demoeratic rov-
olution nnd thcn the socialist revolution.....There is nothing wrong
with South Afriea todny which Socinlism cnnnot put right; but cvery-
thing thoat is wrong -vith our country....connot be sct right by
gapitalism. They arc the logic of capitclist elnss rule as it has
developed in South ifrien; thoy nll spring dircetly from the systcom
itsclf. It is nonsense, thercfore, to asay that 'Sceinlism is not
the immedinte problem.' Soecinlism, now, is a burning neccssity for
our peoplce.."

hen compnrcd with the South African Rond To Freedom, the South
Africnn Communigt Poarty prograommoe ﬁioptcﬁ in Uctobcr, 1962, the
Assagei lncks nll the -wbiguities ond confusion nnd comes out clenrly
Tor tho Revolution nnd its socialist noturc. Indccd the polcmigal
naturc of mnny of the nrtielcs could lcad onc to wonder if there is
no internal struggle on this question, which in «irn would explain
mrny things.

There is perhaps only two guestions which we mould ranigse whon
reading this magnzine. First, although there is o henlthy cnphnsis
on the role of the working clnss nnd Marxist idcology, thore is not
a full understanding of the vital rolc of the astruggle of the pens-
antry. This is mninly n technienl duestion: it is much ensiocr
rclntively to fight in the countryside thon in thoe city, particularly
in the earlicr atnges of the rovolution, and tnking into gongidecration
the conditions in the losations in thc Scuth .frican citics.

SUCCLSS:S AGAINST B.LGIAN ANTI-STRIKT BILL.(From our Belgian

1561 gorregpondent ).

The struggle against antistrike legislation now pending in Tarl-
iament reached a new pitech at the Enlarged National Coummittee
meeting of the Belgian Federatirm of Trade Unions yesterday when
43% of the mandotes were cast against asdoption. With 3.5% nbstaining
the right wing was able to muster a majority of only 53.5% Thig is
the smallest majority ever registered at o congress or enlarged
meeting of the PGTB.

The vote is even more significant in light of the faot that 75%
of the mandates from the Walloon part of the country were onst against
the legislation, slthough on April 6 the Socinlist Party congress
adopted o motion instrueting the Members of Porliament to vote 1in
favour of the bill. The minority opposing the mwojected law got
30% of the vote but 59% of the Welloon ballots.

4s o result of this sensational progress of the left wing in
both the Socinlist party and the unicns, 12 Soci~list MP's refused
to follow the instructions of the SP congresa when the antistrike
legiglation came up for a firgt vote todny in the House of Repres-
entativea. This is the first time in the history of the Bd ginn
Social-Demooratic Party thot such a large number of lMembers of Parl-
inment hnve broken reformist diseipline. They were suspcnded from
the Socimlist group in Parliament, but their future decpends on the
fniﬁ @f the whole left wing in the Soc inlist party and the trode
Unliong.

Lenders of the left wing hoave repentedly made #%-elenr-thet they
will stick togcther. However, this docs not imply thot the expulsion
of somc of the rebols would automaticenlly lead to o mnjor split off.
The district orgnnisntions controlled by the left wing, including
the Licge distriet, Belgium's most importont industrinl, working
clnes nnd socioligt stronghold, would defy the dccisions of the
burcouercey by reinstating the expelled comrndcs ne members of their
districts with full stnnding.

fhe bureouersey wuld then hove to either expel the districts
with their tens of thousnnds of mombers ar neccpt the new situantion
nnd the de fneto nutonomy of the loft wing of the pnrty in Pnrlinment.
Meanwhile, "harrossing" strikcs continue in severnl parts of the 2
country os protcats ngninst the mwoposed lows nnd ndvnneed workers
are following with the greotcst interest this tug-of-wor bgtween the
left wingers, who hnve remanined feithful to the working celass, nnd
the reformiast burecaucrnts, who have sncrifieccd every principle of
soeinlism to maintain n codl ition government with the bourgcoisic.

This time it is a
standstill on wages.Dort bo codded by Lemass's plausible statements that
they will net enforce the standstill, The White Paper instructions to State
and semi~State bodies not to accede to waze increases has NgT been retracted
Unemployment — at 70,000 = is ten thousand higher than last year.

According to the Government's own report factories in nearly every city and
town are closing or are to close., Viorkers are laid off at Shannon, Tuam,
Sligo, Avoca; Verholme dockyard, Cork. Men are out of work at Inchicore.
Ringsend dookyards have closed and Liffey dockyards are about to close,
Flour mills throughout the country are closed. Over a thousand in the motor
assembly and ancillary industries will be out of work according to the reporta
of the Commission on Industrial Organisation. The same organisation reports

e that over a thousand people will come to grief in the boot and shoe industry,.
They estimate that 2,000 will fall in the cotton and rayon industry and over
1,000 in the paper and paper board industry.

Support your trade union leaders in their action against the pay pause
and press for further aetion.

1563 The Economist of .pril 20th carried an annlygis of company balange=

sheets and profit snd loss accounts published in the first gquarter of
this year. Its comment is opt imistic about future prospects:

"If one takes the steel companies out of the reckoning of company
profits published in the first quarter of this yesr, the result is o
rise in troding profits, compnred with the previous year's figures, of
Zk%. These nre the results for o year that ran roughly to the end of !
lost September, when the industrial production index was teetering before
the sharp winter fall. They may not be exciting, nnd some groups with r
their own specianl problems (paper nnd packeaging, the textiles componies *
nnd enginecring) moke as bad n showing as that of the stecl industry in
its most miscrable postwar yesoTe......", the long orticle goes to cons-
ider in detoil vorious aspeots of profit prospects, and concludes:

"e.seIndustrial confidence is better but hordly strong yet. ZExtcrnal
trade is lomec. Ste~ling is stronger but not yet secuxe. The ndvontoges
that overyone hnd counted on from joining the Common Market will not be
realised. Efficiency in industry has improved, but so far nt the expense
of under-employment ¢f plants nnd MeN.....¥et despite all this it will
be surprising if the improvement in ceoncmic prospcots, ns measurcd by
the general level of ordinary sharces (and this has not been o bad guide
in the post) does not continue for some time yet. It took the dnffodils
8 leng time to appesor this year; but they are out now."
