leaving the readers to judge for themselves. Isn't that fair and reasonable ?
You, modern revieionist masters ! Do you dare do the same ? If you are men
enough, you will. 3But having a guilty conscience and an unjust oase, being
fierce of visage but faiht of heart, outwardly as tough as bulls, but inwardl;

The Chincse Communist Party believes that there is a way to settle the
differences.

movement. Unity and solidarity redouble thc strength of our movement and Pprov:
a reliable guarantee that the great cause of communism will meke victorious
progress and all enemy attacks will be effectively repelled.

Communists throughout .the world are united by the great doctrine of
Marxism-Leninigm and by a joint struggle for its realisation. The intercsts o:
the Communist movement require solidarity in adherencc by every Communist Par

to thc estimates and conclusions concerning the common tasks in the struggle
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agoinst imperialism, for peace, democracy ond socialism, jointly rcached by
the fraternal partics at their mectingse. :

The interests of the struggle for the working class cause demand ever
closer unity of the ranks of cach Communist Party and of the great army of
unists of all countrics; they demand of them thc unity of will ond action.
is the supreme internationnlist duty of cvery Marxist- Leninist party to wo
continuously for greater unity in the world communist movement.

A resolute defence of the unity of the world Communist movcrient on the
principles of Marxism-Ieninism ond prolctarian internationalism, ond the pr
tion of any actions whieh may undcrmine that unity, arc a necessary conditi
for victory in the struggle for natisnal indopendence, dcmocracy and Dpeace,
the successful nccomplishment of the tasks of the socinlist revolution and
the building of sociclism and communism. Violation .of these primeiple wou
impair the forces of communisme.

A1l the Marxist-Leninist partiecs are indepcndent and have cqunl rights
they shape their policics according to the speceific conditions in their res
ective countries and in keeping with linrxist-Icninist principles, ond suppo
cach other. The success of the working class couse in ony country is unthin
without the internationalist solidarity of all ifarxist-Leninist partiecs. Iv
party is rcsponsible to the wrking class, to the working pceople of its cou
to the international w rking class and commnist movement as o wholes .

The Communist and workcrs' parties hold meetings whenever ncecssary to
discuss urgent problems, to oxchange expericnece, acquaint themselves with e
other's views.ond positions, work out common views through consultations, o
co-ordinate joint actions in the struggle for common goalss

Whonever a party wants to clear up questions rolating to the ecctivitie
of another fraternnl party, its lendership approaches the leadership of the
party concerned;if neccssary, they hold mecctings ond consultations .

The experience aond results of the mectings of representatives of the
Communist Parties held in recent years, particularly the results of the two
major meetings --that of Novembor 1957 ond this meeting -- show that in pre
day conditions such meetings are an effective form of cxchanging views and
pericnce, cnriching Marxist-Leninist theory by collective effort and ¢l abor
ing a common attitude in the struggle for common objectives.”

Since the incident over a year go where one party at its opn Congress
publicly attacked anothergfraternnl party, we have appcaldd many times for
resolution of the differeﬂi&s between the fraternal parti€s in accordgnee W

the principles nnd proccdurcs sct forth in the loscow Declmration and the
Moscow statement, as just quotcd. Wo have pointed out many times that publl
and unilatersl atteks on any fraternnl party arc not holpful in rcsolving
blems, and nre not helpful to unity. We have constantly maintained that t
fraternsl partics having disputes or diffcrcnces ought to stop the public d
and rcturn to the gourse of intcr-party consultation, and that in partiocul
the party which first launched the attock ought to take the initiative. Oux
opinion today rcmnins the same.

In April, 1962, the Centrnl Committee of the Chincse Communist Par ty s
to the fraternal party-concerned that we whole-heartedly supportcd the prog
made by scveral parties that n mecting of the fratcrnal partics bc convened
and that we believed it was appropriate to considcr the gonvening of o meet
of representotives of the Communist and workers' partics of all countries ¢
discuss problems of common conccrne.

At that timo, we sanid that the convening of a meeting of the fraternol
parties nnd thc success of ach o meeting would dcpend on the prior ovcereoml
of mony difficultics nnd obstoolks and on the d ing of a great deal of prepe
-0ry wWark. B

At that time we oxpresscd the hope that the fraerndl parties nnd frier
countries which hnd disputes would thenceforth take steps, however sl 1, t
help easc rclations end roestore unity, so as to improve the atmosphere and
pare the conditions for the convening and the success of sich 2 meeting.

At that time, we proposed that the fraternal perties concerned should
stop making public sttamcks. At that time, we maintained that for some of &
fraternal parties to conduct such bilateral or multilateral telks as were I
ed to exchapge®Pinionsywpuld also help to make such & meeting successful.

These views which we put before the .fraternsl party concerned in Apr.
1962 are entirely reasonable and fully conform wi th the provisions on the :
lerant of differences between fraternsl parties set forth in the Moscow Dec
ation and the Moscow statement. ' We have since explained these Vi1ews
times, and we now do so sgain. Recently, the leaders of certailn parties hax
pressed a certain degree of acceptance of our views. If this 1s sincere anc
deeds suit the words,thet will certainly be very good.It is vhat we have ¢
hoped for.We .hold that the ranks of the international Communist movemaz? I
unite. They will certainly unite ! Let us proclaims Workers of dl countrie:
unite ! All oppressed nations and all oppressed peoples, unite ¥ All Marxics
