count to get any adequate report of the Soclal-
ist vote in Colorado.

The contest was such a bitter one between
the old parties, and the democrats so desperate
in making their last stand for supremacy, that
wholesale -frands were committed, In Arapa-
hoe county, (Denver) the democrats stole ev-
erything they could get their hands on. Many
of our comrades were unable to cast their vote
bocause democratic repeaters had come in and
voted in their name.

Many incidents show how we were counted
out. In one precinct, our Socialist watcher re-
ports 32 votes and only 12 countgd. In another
12 votes and 2 counted. In the Cripple Creek
district, many such cascs are reported. There
is no possible doubt that we were counted out
of thousands of votes.

The official reports will show a total of from
10,000 to 12,600 votes for us, against 700 cast
for Iebs two ycars ago--a gain of at least
15007%. There is no doubt that 17,000 to 20,000
votes were actuslly cast for our candidates.

We almost elccted thr-e representatives. The
democrats called Bryan into the state to heip
them the last few days and placed him where
our canse seemed sure of winning: enough woie
whipped back into line to keep our boys from
election.

In San Juan county our candidate for repre-
sentative secured 416 votes to the republicans’
480, and the democrats 478. In San Miguel,
our comride, Guy Miller, a miner, polled over
700 votes, to the democratic vote of 900, and the
republicans 450,

We will be the second party in two years and
victory is now in sight. I will write the results
more fully when the efficial figures are in, and
can give an account of the Colorado movement
if desired. .

The comrades are fired with enthusiasm and
are already at work for the great campaign of
educntion that will carry the social gospel to
every township of the state.

Public Ownership and Sccialism.

Public ownership under capitalism gnd under
Socialism is very different.  Under capitalism
would mean that there are stiil capitelists, and
23 they would be the men of power bLecause
they have capital, they would control the na-
tional affairs and thus control the operation of
the public industrics. They would thus nat-
urally control thetn so that they could make
their private capital more profitable; they
would use the appointing power of the employes
to enabl¢ them to have taore political power
that they might retain control. Wherever the
public Industry were touched by the private in-
terests the public would Lie robbed. .Thus sup-~
posing the public owned the railroads while pri-
vate interests owned the coal and iron indus-
tries. The owners of the coal and iron would
chargs the publie five to ten times the labor
cost for coal and {ron, as they do when supply-
Ing warships and thelr equipment, or when fur-
nishing postal cars or any other prodicts to
the government today. Public ownership of
some things would greatly beneft a great mass
of capitalists—those not owning them. It would
enable them to maintain themselves against
the greater capitalists who are eating them up
by reason of this private ownership today. In-
stance: The owners of coal lands today can
only open and operate them on such terms as
the rallronds are pleased to grant. ‘Thousands
of such owners have been forced to sell thelr
Jands at such figures as the rallroad controilers
have been willing to pay, because the railroads
would not give them rates at which they could
market the coal, or wouid not furnish them
cars. The railroad men, owning both the roads
and coal mines, do not permit other coal mine
owners to compete with them, giving them-
selves rebates on freight which enable them to
thut out the private owner from the coal mar-
Ket.

Publie ownershlf; under Soclalism or by So-
clallsts would be very different from this. If
Soclalists controlled the government they
would operate the government againat the cap-
itallstic interests because they do not believe
in the rightress of private capital, . The force
of government would be exterted in the inter-
st of the public Indugtry as against the private
‘ndustry. This Is the reverse of what public
swnership by capltalists would do. But when
public ownership shall have become absolute
wmd complete, there would be no private inter-
818 to corrupt the public service, nor for the
Soclalists to exert the power of government
against. Capitallsts would disappear, and there
would be no glass -but the working class, so
there could be no conflict of economic inter-
cst. When that time comies, the Socialist party

‘a5 such, will disappear, 4s there wiil be no In-

terest to hold it together, just as there will be
10 caplitalist party, for there will he nothing to
teap it Intact. There will be just one united
neople, baving a common interest in the nation
and its Industries. Each will be interested In
having his labor put where it will produce the
most effective results, an‘l that will increase the
national wealth most and thas benefit him, and
«ich will also bo Interested in having his neigh-
bor's labor put where it will be the most ef-
iclent, for the same reason. Thus we will
nve each for all and all for each. The more
‘Mclent the national industries the more each
individual will profit—the more wealth thare
would be to give for each hour of labor,

But in the meantime, it were good that In-
lustries be taken over by whatever Interest
‘hat may control, as they will be ready to the
aand of the working class Sociallsts when they
:hall assuine the reins of government, which Is
me of the absolutely certain and inevitable
‘hings of the near fulure. They can at once
begin the administration of such utili‘tes
agalnst' the capitalists, thus galning the time
it would require to poss s themselves oi these
ifter they have galned ihe political c¢ontrol.
It Is for this reason that the capitalists oppose
public ownership. Thoy are willing that the
public shall take the railroads, express, tel-
‘graph, coal and all so-called “'publie utilities,”
mly they are afrald that they will not stop at
his and will take pver other iIndustries in
which they have interests. So they oppose tak-
ing over what would benefit the majority of
them for fear of the object lesson it will glve
he stupid publie,  But public owne¢rship and
-‘;;vllijulmu are coming, and coming rapidly, for
a hat.

There are 16,000 retafl tobacco dealers fn Chi-
cago, and the tobacco trust is after concéntrat-
ing them into its own ownership, and thus sup-
plying the public with the minimum of stores
and c¢xpenses, which means millions saved.
The trust has secured hundreds of the best of
these places, and every day is securing others.
When it cannot buy out a good sfand it secures
a place as near to it as possible, and cuts the
price on anti-trust goods, while refusing to seli
the independent store the well advertized brands
of goods which the trust controls. The inde-
pendent fellows have had largely attended
meeting, and are trying to formulate some co-
operative method by which they can meet this
new monster, with an insatiable maw, but they
will as surely fail to escape, as their methods
are more expensive than the trust's. The inde-
pendent dealer must go. His methods are to
the trust as the old stage coach is to the rail-
road. He is a back number. Those who are
really bright see it, and are preparing to either
get into some trust or get out of the business
before the inevitable time of bankruptey over-
takes them. Whoop it to them, Mr. Trust.
They voted to maintain the system that en-
ables you to flourish. i

other cities, is composéd of the most successful
skinners of the workers, and is founded for
the purpose of miseducating the workers, that
the skinning may progress without any danger
of interfuptfbn.

When the Soclalists carry some state it will
be when the majority in that state desire to
establish Socialism. The majority will have
the right and power to make such laws as in
thelr judgment is wise. If they desire to build
a school house, they condemn the lots, if nec-
esgary, and tax the holders of property for the
means to bulld it. They do not stop because
some few capitalists do not like to be taxed or
Jo not desire to sell the necessary ground.
This conld be applied as well to building fac-
tories or opening up farms or building rall-
roads, as it is to school houses or public bridges
or court houses or jails. Do you not see that
this line of action followed up would in time
result in more and more public ownership and
less and less private ownership? And would it
not be certain that in time all private capital
would thus be turned into public capital?
Now when these industries shall have been es-
tablished the platform demands that the profits
made shall not be paid into the public treas-
ury to buy more property or lessen taxes, but
shall be paid out by increasing the wages of the
citizens who are working in such Industries,
shortening their hours of labor, and providing,
possibly, for retirement with full pay after a
wziven number of years of publie service—much
as we now retire army officers and U. 8. judges.
Same thing; see? In these public industries
the public officials would of course set the rate
of wages, just as they do now in the wages or
salary of all people employed by the public.
But they would not set the price of wages in
industries still owned at any time by the cap-
italists. That s not done now, and could not
Le done if Socialists were in the majority. But
the public could compete with private capitali-
sts, and as the public would pay high wages,
‘he workers would all clamor for public ¢m-
ployment, and the matter of public ownership
would be hurried by this pressure. The pres-
't owners could not hold onto their capital
very well. Their property would, under this
program, pay all the taxes, while the public
property would be untaxed, which would be a
very large item of disadvantage. That is the
way the national banks got rid of the old state
banks. They had the law made so that the
tate banks had to pay 109 taxes a year og
thelr issue of notes, while the national banks
were taxed only one-quarter of 1%—and the
tate banks folded up their business careers and
left the field to the national bankers. Same
process. All this can be done, so far as the
state 1s concerned, with but little change in the
organic law. It would be queer, indeed, if a
majority of people, being in favor of a cer-
tain law, could not have that law recause a
minority said they did not want it! When
the Socialists get the control, they will make
short work of the capitalist ownership of the
means of production and distribution, though
it will not be done in one year or five years.
But it will be done just as fast as possible 80
as not to throw the Indusirics into confusion,
or‘needlessly break up business methods until
provisions have been perfected to replace them
with a belter system for the people. The pro-
cess of the change is not bothering the Social-
ists—it is getting the peoplc to see and under-
stand that the change will be a benefit to them.
Until the people do undzrstand that it will be
a benefit they will not vote for that change.

While you may not own property,
you use products, that have paid this tremen-
dous income to the owners of New York and
other property.

LAW OF NECESSITY.

R. W. Bartlett, writing in the Boston Post
on the rise of the trusts, sud quoting the at-
torney general that there is no law to control
them in their ravages of the peopls, uses the

following fllustration to show the absurdity of |

the present situation about private capital:

No one on beard had
any property right, strictly speaking, whatever. in
that boat, even If they were cef: ndent upon it
But every pergon on that boat, however, had =n
1ight to make the owner return them safe  and
found to land before he should carry out his in-
tention to destroy it; and if necessary, they had
& right to take temporary poss on of the bont,
and of {18 owaer, ang to manage and control both
their own safety and welfard, but no right to
keep the property thereafter.

I am surprised that tha writer could not fol-
low his own statement o its logical conclusion.
He changes the entire base of the logic in the
last lire. He is dealing with coal and other
monupolies. Now coal {8 of that character that
the beat would be if the owner and guests were
cast adrift and found a land where the boat
would be & necessity to the survival of the whole
party, just as it was before they found land.

e people have the same patural right to take
‘he mines with or without the consent of the
ywners, for the people cannot live without
coal, and the mine owners, by being permitted
.0 control them, have the same power over the
whole people that the boat possessor would
have if he were permitted to do with the boa:
as he pleased, in the case cited. As it would
be absurd for the passengers to place them-
welves wholly and ebsolutely at the merey of
the possessor of the boat, which they must use
recognizing his right to do with the boat ag
he pleases, 8o it is likewise absurd for the peo
ple who must use coal to permit the alleged
owners to do with the coal mines what they
please. In fect, the people are foolish to per-
mit any set of men to own what all must have,
for that gives the possessor the power of life
and death over the many—and that is an cx-
ploded theory that was shot to death during
the American Revolution. There being no
safety for the people while their coal can be
controlled by others, they have same right and
power to take the coal mines, and keep them
that the guests of the yacht had to take thc
boat. As there will never come a time then
the users of coal will be safe without the coal,
18 tho guests would be safe after they landed,
{hen it follows that safgty requires them to take
the mines and keep them for the safety of
themsclves, *

~ AMERICAN LANDLORDISM.

“Austin, Texas, Nov. 4.—A solid tract of land
“125 miles long and 100 miles wide, embracing
7,500,000 acres, situated in the State of“Sonora,
“Mexico, has been purchased by W. C. Grecne
“of New York City, and three other Americans.
“It is to be fenced and converted into 'the
‘largest cattie ranch in the world. Mr. Greene
