But instead of belng compelled to pay
extortionate freight and passenger
rates to the railrond truat, they will
own the rallroads in common with the
other workers of the nation, and pay
only for freight and passage the actual
operating cost of the railrcads. In-
stead of heing cheated out of the hest
part of their products by the middle
men, they will deliver their farm pro-
ducts directly to the great national
stores, whence these products will’ go
into the hands of the consumers. The
mortgege flond and the sheriff’s sale
will trouble them no longer.. Their
farms will he theirs for life, and their
children will he certain of a lile free
from material care and worry. In-
stead of paying large profits to meat
trusts, implement trusts, fertilizer
trusts, and seed trusts, they will or-

ganize their own departwent of agri-
culture, elect their o./n secretary of
agriculture, and make such arrange-
ments as to bring the best machinery,

the most improved methods of farming
into use on every farm. By the help
of clectricity. machinery, and an in-
telligent division of lnbor the hours
of farm labor will be reduced quite as
much as the labor time of the indus-
trial workers. There will be no con-
fiscation but of such land and other

the capitalist cl ss for the exploitation
of the wage workers.™armers and in-
tellectual Iaborers. For instance, the
rail vads and the great land grants
now held by financiers, European no-
bles, american feudal lords, E- ropean
kings, and o.her interactional specu-
lators and leeches, will be confischted
and given to those who wish to use
them for the preduction of useful
things. Dut the farme: who lives and
works on his own farm nted have
nothing to fear from ccafiscation. He
will be his own boss much more than
he is today. He will get time for
récreation and intelloctual pursuits.

He will be
cnabled to beautity his home gnd sur-
roundings. He will have his automo-
bile, his library, his telephone, and his
electric cars to visit his neighbors, as
well as  the most prosperoun city
dweller has.today.

and father, one dollur the richer for his
ten hours of toll. Then after the ceanty
evening meal, they can walt in the dar'-
negs while the heas of the family goes
down to the Menning Store to buy with
his hard-earned . dellar thirty or forty
ceata’ worth of the food or cvlothing nec-
essary to their e:istence,

MISERY, FILTH AND SQUALOR.

In a.eanvass of the twenty or more cars
lying upon the tracks, about hall a dozen
cook stoves were found. Nearly every
car contains two or more families and
that some, at least, of these cars are In-
fested with vermin, Is apparent.

FRANCE.

Thea Revolutionary Socialist part
France now has twenty-one weekly fur-
oals and one monthly paper. Thelr ad-
dresses are published by “Le Socialiste.'
the central organ, in its Issue of March
22. “Le Soclaliste’ Is in its nineteenth
year; it Is published each Sunday at 7
Rue Rodier. Paris, It has four pages, is
4 little larger than the Agﬁ:l to Rea-
son, and ix not illustrated subscrip-
tion in France {s six francs, ($1.20) and in
this country e¢ight francs, (3L.60) a year.

The French parliament has voted Lo lo-
ercase the ag‘proprullon for aged miners,
Hitherto of 25,000 miners 56 years of age,
or who had been In service thirty years,
only 3,000 reccived an old age pension.
The number of pensioners is to be in-
creased to 12,000,

Then
followed the closing of 4 number of glass
factories, by which hundreds of persons
have been thrown out of work.

They conduct Iectures and dis-
cusslons, and have n large library, with
books and papers in thelr own languajye.
