But I find that I am getting back to
the first principles underlying our so-
cial .structure. However, it is not
possible to take up this subject with-
out looking at the foundation and fn-
vestigating the cause of certaln exist-
ing conditions. Bebel and Engels and
some other good Socialists have not
meen the impropriety of doing this,
and I believe that in their very anal-
ysis of the matter they have proved
it to be a scientific fact that u large
number of women will have to accept
the Sociallst program before we can
hope to have a successful reign of So-
cinlismn, The present conservative, re-
actionary attitude of women is more
harmful to our development than we
could imagine upon first analysis. The
opposition parties display thefr knovl-
edge of this fact in the appeals thoy
make to them to stand firm against
the Socialist movement. A very large
per cent ‘of capitalistic argument
agalnstourprinciplesismade to women,
This is flattering to them, makes
them stronger in their stand, and
more active in their denunciation of
the “Socialist monster.” The appeal
of the enemy, added to the trained
conservatism of woman will make her
an enemy that will be most formida-
ble when the real stress and excite-
ment are reached as our battles nar-
row down in the last years. There is

cialism when he directs his propagan-
da to the minds of women.

For these reasons and many more,
I am very much interested indeed in
learning the secret by which we may
get women into the Soclalist party;

enough to discuss what they can do.
