In Colorado s militla officer has issyed an ukase
ordering every person to deliver up all their firearms
snd knives to the officers, and a failure to do so, will
result in the offender being shot without trial.

Rome was a repubic. She was governed by her
citizens, each having a voice like we have here Her cunning
citizens first amassed great personal wealth from the la-
bor of their fellows. Then they began 1o feel the thrill
of power. Public servants became masters. The na-
tlon was used to aid leading citizens in increasing their
wealth and power. Corruption was used to decelve the

electors. Empire was i{ncreased because it increased the

opportunity for plunder, . Laws were made in the
fnterest of the rich. Judges gave declsions in favor of

/those who had soclal and wealth power. Little by lit- ]

tle the rights of the people were curtailed. Generation
after generation were raised, each believing they had the
greatest and freest country that ever existed.. The peo-
ple. were oppressed. When they protested they were
slaughtered—not at first, but toward the closing of the
bloody republic. = Workingmen were organized then.

. Their organizations were made the object of many laws.

They were outlawed. Their members were killed and
fmprigoned. In the pame of law and order they were
mutilated by the hundreds of thousands. The rich
ruled in the name of the people they oppressed. Hard
work, long hours, slow soclal poison had rendered the
masses stupld.

‘We are here traveling the same road—and traveling
faster than Rome ever did. Workingmen when they ask
for a larger share of what they produce in abundance
are locked out to starve. A worse death than being
slaughtered outright. ‘They are arrested without pro-
cess of constitutional law. They are impriconed and
trials refused. The civil law has been trampled under
foot by the men elected by the working class to execute
jaws. On a hundred industrial fields the blood of the
workers has crimsoned the grass of their native land.
They have been shot while peaceably marching along
the highway carrying the American flag. They have
been thrown into bull pens without shelter or decent
food. They have been jmprisoned by hundreds. The jus-
tice of their cries has not been considered—only the laws
made in the interest of the rich is kept in the eye of
justice. The Ilatest {ncldent is in Colorado, where the
governor clected by the working class has thrawn down
the civil law and rules with soldiers. The press has
been gagged. A censorship has been established in vio-
lation of the United States Constitution. Workingmen
members of the militia are to be tried as sples! On
what could they spy? The governor, a civil officer, says
he will defy the courts if they attempt to apply clvil
faws. In the south peonage has been carried on for
years, in the interest of the master class. The masters
are using the worst of all war tactics—the policy of
closing the industries and STARVING their slaves into
submission and killing them if they do not starve in si-
lence. :

These are the conditions here and now. These are
the conditions that the working class approve by thelr
votes. These conditions are caused solely and only ‘be-
cause of the ignﬁunce of what changing conditions

mean, just as was the case in Rome.

My attention has been called to a letter
8ddressed by Bishop Matz, of Denver, to
the Western Federation of Miners and the
American Labor Unlon. This letter, 1 un-
derstand, has been glven wide circulation in
this country, and no doubt hek attracted
particular attention In this city, owing to
the fact that our population here is largely
Catholic. As a Soclalist, therefore, I be-
Heve it my duty to my fellow Catholics
who have mot found out for themselves
what Socialism 18, to polnt out wherein thie
Jetter of the Blshop !s erroneous and unfair
to the Boclalists.

The learned Ecclesinstic begins his letter
by saying: “In our sermon on Pentecost
Day, we have shown conclusively that the
Eoclalist State clalms capltal and labor,
wealth and power, agricuiture and com-
merce, education and religion, yea, even the
ehildren, the product of marriage, are taken
!rﬂn' the control of the parent to be edu-
eated by the state and Indoctrinuted in its
system !"

It is refreshing to remember that Bishop
Nats 1s not the Imperial Pontiff, and cannot
speak Infallibly, even when he attempts
to speak “ex cathedra.” FHe has not men-
tioned the source of his information, but it
is certain he did not drink at the same
spring with Archbishop Spalding, for the
fatter bas written a book on Soclallam,
which the International Soclalist Review
recommends to Soclalists.

1f the Good Bishop would read the Fo-
cialist party platform carefully, he would
see that the whole program of Boclallsm
fs embodied In & purfly economic propo-
sition, to-wit: ‘The collective ownership
of the sources of producuon and the means
of distribution.” .

He probably mistakes Soclalfsm for com-
munism. BSoclalism has nothing to do with
the private concerns of men, but deals only
with their social or collective affairs. Itx
unnderlylog principle is, that things which
are collectively used should be collectively
owned. Communism, on the other hand,
embraces a community of all affairs, with.
out discrimination or distinction. It was
advocated by the early fathers of the Cath-
olle church for ‘the first four hundred years
of the Christian era, and it Is still prac
ticed by many If not all of the Catholle reo-
ligious orders.

It would seem, therefore, that as the
present attitnde of ‘some Catholic Bishops
toward Soclaliam Is pecessarlly at varlance
with the attitude which the church must
have assumed towards It when It advoeated
communism, the ordinary layman may well
conalder himaelf free to follow hix own
mind in regard to this economic guestion.

But Jet not the good Bishop fret over.
much, The Boclallst pbilosophy 1s much
100 broad to run In the Tut of an estab.
lished church. Under Soclallsm, religion
will continue to be the private matter that
it Is now; and, when every man recelves
the full product of his toll, Instead of one.
sixth thereof, the people ot large will have
both the means to support thelr churches
and the time and opportunity to-patronlize
them. DBut every rellgion will stand or
fall on Its own bottom.

I am sorry that the Bishop does not seem
#s yot to have shaken off the dust of the
dark ages, that his mind appears still to
run in the narrow grove of religions higot-
ry, and that he seems to think more with
his nerves than his bralos.  As n Catholle,
1 am ashamed of such words as these, from
a dignitary of the Catholle church:

“Nothing could be more ancmalous, ab
_mormal and ridiculous than the position of
Boclalists claiming to be Gediy and Chrls
tian men. If ever the devil did travesty
‘the angel, be did It In Soclalism.”

“These words, addressed to the prejudices
and passions of men, not to their minds or
their reason, are narrow and Dbigoted
words, without a scintilla of proof. They
constitute just that kind of language which
«ne would fancy was used In the dark days
of religious persecution.

Furthermore, they are false, Soclalists
do not clalm to be Godly and Christian men,
On the contrary, they clalm to be no bet
ter than thelr fellow men. They are nn
hero worshippers. They do not recognize
leaders In the ordinary sense. They belleve
that the volce of the people is greater than
that of any one man or set of men. They
Lave all their official representatives under
1he check line of the Inltlative, the refer-
endom and the imperative mandate. They
clalm that all men are more the creatures
than they are the creators, of their cir
‘eumstances; and,’ therefore, that the gulf
which separates the salnt from the sinner,
the hero from the common mortal, is not
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one.so much of individual merit or goodness
as It Is one of circumstances. They claim
that the system under which we live, ex-
erting an overriding influence over Individ-
nal men, compels them to be criminals when
they wonld prefer to be erimeless; that
the evils from which we suffer are due more
to the soclal conditions surrounding the in-
dividusl than to any fsherent wickedness
in the lndividual himself. Bocialists lay a
large stress on the evolutionary side of
life, ahd even contend - that Soclalism is
coming less because wo are making an effort
to bring 1t about, than because, In the natural
process of economic evolution, It is the next
srage of soclety after capitalism. For theso
reasons they have no envy or animosity for
the excessively rich who are the apparent
oppressors of the people because these, like
the pauper and the criminal, are the neces
sary products of the system under which we
live. Individual responsibility there I, to
be sure, but It is Infinitesimal compared
with socinl responsibility. Under a demo-
cratic form of government, bestowing the
franchise upon every citizen, the respon-
sibility for the exlisting conditions rests
upon all the people, and the cause of thelr
sufferings, by a democratic Interpretation,
is to be found more iu thelr ignorance
than In thelr wickedness. Boeclalists, there
fore, belng nothing more nor less than
democrats In the highest sense of that term,
have no otber pretension except that of
possessing a little more enlightenment on
thelr economic eystem than their benighted
brethren.

It I« evident, therefore, that the Dishop
Is either an enemy of democracy, or else
he does not understand the philosophy of
Koclullsm, when he tries to convey the idea
that Socialists are hypocrites «who pretend
to be Godly and Christian men. What So
clalists do contend, however, In that regard,
Ix, that under Soclallsm men wlll‘ be more
Godly and Christian than they are now,
not becanse they will be Inherently much
better, but because the Industrial conditions
wi make It easler for them lead
Godly and Christlan lves. In fact, they
contend that Soclalism will be applied Chris
tiatty, The Encyclopedia Brittanica there-
fore, declares “the ethics of Sociallsth ure
Ideutical with the ethies of Christialty.”

The Bishop next says: “In the famous
romiance of ‘Gil Blax' we read of a heggar
sitting b; the wayside in a lonely spot,
asking for alms In the name of God, while
poluting & gun at your head—a falr speci
men of the Soclalist who, In the name of
Christianity holds you up tor what you
l:‘m-k ‘ !

The' caly. {réable W\th this pictare ‘is
that it Is much teo-feir a peproduction of
that kTnd of Christianity which the Hishop
stands for.

In the name of Christianity, theBishop tells
the members of the Western Federation of
Miners and the American Lador Unlon,
and the other workers of the country, that
whereas, nupder Soclallsm, they can get the
full product of thelr toll, or twenty-four
hupdred dn]lnr-. and more, per year, yet
they must, In the name of Christianity, con
thhne noder capltallsm to work for four
bundred and thirty-seven dollars per year;
and If they will not do that, then the good
Bishop does not point a gun'st their heads,
but he proposes to plunge them headlong
down Into the lowest depths of hell! They
must continue te huddle together, like rats,
in tenement hovels, to clothe In rags, to
ferd on crusts, to ralse thelr children In
iguorance, to live In the slums, surround-
ed by fAlth, immorality and vice, breathing a
contaminated atmosplere, drinking foal
water, suffering all thelr llves, a dally hyn.
ger for a little comfort, a little life and a
Httle liberty—they must bear all this iv
the name of Christlanity —or—go to the
“demnlition bow wows,"

Hax the Bishop polnted out how these
men can better thelr condition? Has he
told them why they shonld bLe exposed to
cold and become with thele wives and lttle
chlldren the victims of all that exposure
to eold means, when there is plenty of coal
in the mines and willing hands to wine 1t?
Has hie told them why they should go naked
or In rags when there Is ovetproduction . of
cotten? © Why their chlldren go hungry for
frult when oranges are rotting on tie
ground in California?  Why they should
£0 hungry when there I overproduction of
wheat? Why the Kansas farmers burn corn
when men, vomen and children fn the
mines of Pennsylvania are hungry? The
plea that natore is niggardly snd will not
supply the wants of man can no longer be
made in the light of modern sclence which
has muoltiplied the productivity of man

twenty fold. Does the Bishop want the
Catholic laborers to get out of (he_ unions
and becoms “scabs” so that In addition to
belng robbed on one side by capitalism thes
may be hounded and persecuted on the other
by the unlops?

The good Bishop will no doub( say that
it 1s not his business to preach economics;
M so, then he should not interfere with the
workman’s politics or economics, for when
he opposes Soclalism, he nMr!ly glves
his support to capitallsm, and contribures hiy
share to the oppression and the evils which
the Luman race suffers today unadér the
capltalist regime.

Surely there must be lttle in Christian.
{ ity to attract men, or else there must be
! mueh under capitalist soclety, to  repel
| Christianity, when l(tﬂ: twenty “centuries
of preaching and agitation, it has become &
constant cry that the people are deserting
the churches and that crime is growing on
all sides. Yet the good Bishop thinks the
people will hearken to hipa at last!

The fact is that Christianity and capltal-
ism will not mix any more .than water and
oll, and the Christinn caprisine 18 Decly
sarily & Dr. Jekyl and Mr. Iyde, because
Christisuity preaches peace, co-gperation
and brotherhood, wherens capitallsm stands
for war, competition and expldutlnn or
-nrlnl cannlbalism,

The Insliuation that Socialists wonld nse
violence to despoll men of thelr property ls
little less than a deliberate calumay. What-
ever Boclalists propoh to da. thiey ' propose
to do peacefully through the govérnment,
and by a majority of the people, and 1 hope
the good Bishop does not expeotrus to aban-
don majority rule in order to place ourselves
under his tutelage. !

Soclalists do not propose to pﬂe from
ome man to glve to amother. : They, do not
propose to throw all private preperty into
# common pile, and redivide it among the
people In equal shares. They do not pro-
pose to Interfere with private property at
all. SBome Industrions llars bave circulated
such falsehoods, but there has never been
an atom of foundation for them.

His Grace wonld do well to read the con-
stitution of his state, which no doubt pro-
vides as the constitution of Catholic Lou-
iclana does, that

“All government of right orlginates with
the people, I8 founded on thelr will alone,
and Is instituted solely for the good of the
whole, deriving Its just pnwers from the
congent of the governed.”

The distinctlve featvs: oot this decla-
ratlon lx, that it assigzis to authority a
humau origln, In contradistinction to fle
once universally pravalent doctrine that an
thority was divine in origin, and that kings
hade a “divine right to rule.”

Any government which vests the people
with plenary powers, which recognizes the
right of self-government, necessarily repn-
diates the Idea that man is borp with
wicked tendencles; for otherwise it would
alm at retrogression instead of progress,
at going backward to primitive barbar-
ism and savagery, In* «d of forward to
civilization, Christian .y and humanity. All
democratic forms of government, there.
fore, recognize the fnherent goodness of man.-
kind, the Inherent power of man to grow,
develop and rise In the soclal secale by a
natural process. *“In no sense whatsver,”
sald George Washington, “does this gov-
ernment rest upon the Christian religion.”
Religious and political freedom are man's
achievements, and owe thoir continued ex-
Istence to man’s sustaining love of truth,
Justice and frosdom.  The time has come
when In additlou to religious and political
freedom, man is demanding In no uncertain
tones, the establishment of Industrial justice
and industrial freedom, and these he wi|
obtaln, as he obtained religious and polit-
ical freedom, not by virtne of the estad
Iished churches, but by his own unsided
efforts, independ of the church

This Is not saxing anything against any
particular Individual, . nor  that  Bishop
Matz Is Dot a very good man, Indeed, nor
that hie means anything except the very best
Interests of his flock. Still, he Is laboring
under grave mistakes, and I Lope he will
bave a conference with Archbishop Spald-
ing soon.

—rather the contrary, for it takes fewer competent
men than incompetent ones to produce any given
amount of wealth. The papers in the last few weekg
have noted the discharge of certainly a hundred thou.
sand men, besides those out on strike. 'What shall the}
harvest be? Why ask Gompers and Mitchell—they
will tell you, to keep on voting the old party or
masters’ tickets. And the priests who live mighty
comfortable lives, will also tell you to do the same
thing.
