IS IT A CRIME TO
BE A SOCIALIST

The Citizens' Alliance of Tel'uride An-
swers in the Affirmative—The Social
Revolution in Full Biast in Colorade.

Special to Chleego Record-Herald

~Telluride, Colo., March 15— Torn {rom
their homes in the deed of night hus-
tled into the streets by posscs of heavily
armed men, herded ‘n a storesdom and
marched to a special traia, sixtyv-five
union miners and union sympathizers |,
were deported from this placc last night
and taken to Ouray. The raid was car-
ried out by the members of the Citizena’
Alliance.

The 250 members of the miners' union
remaining here are arming and preparing
to fortify themselves in their headquar-
ters in case further demonstrations are
madeé. Excitement is running high, and
the authorities are taking measures to
quiet riots,

After .a meeting of the Alliance last
night the members left the opera house
and walked quickly home. Soon they re-
turned and congregated in front of the
First Nationa! Bank. Thay had armed
themselves heavily with shotguns and re-
| volvers. Some made slight attempts to
disguise themselves. At 10 o'clock all
the members who were to take part in
the proceedings had assembled. One sug-
gested that former City Attorney Kin-
ikin be taken. Mayor R. N. Rogers pro-
i tested ecarnestly against this, but the
!crowd paid no attention.

Socialism—

“An Imported Article.”

Y| HE" public utterance that has
caused no little amusement in
organized labor circles is the late
Senator Hanna's remarkable statement
in a magazine article that:

“It cannot be denied that there was
a popular prejudice against union labor
as an imported article. It came to us
with the tide of immigration from the
old worid, where it was bred among con-
ditions which do noi, and cannot, exist
id America, where the 'mighty advan-
t:lgu of popular education are free to
alL” !

Among the progressive element in the
trade uniens this = wonderful discovery
has beén greeted by broad grins and more
or less derisive laughter, for in the very
next sertence Mr. Hapna says, like a

wise pedagogue who will brook no ques-
tioning of his authority: *“It must never
i be forgotten that orgamized labor is an !
older institution than organized capital.” |
{And then he leaves us suspended in the
air conjecturing. whether organized cap-
ital fell from heaven, like manna in the
desert, or ascended from bhell, via the
Mamumoth Cave and Wall street,

Capital could not have come from the
old world because conditions vver there
are different from those existing here, the
oracle declares, and it did not drop
{from the clouds or ooze from the center
of the earth, then, perhaps, reasoning
from the Senator's sudden silence upon |
this important historical point, the emi-
grants who came over in the steerage|
during the past century, and their de-|
scendants, must have created it.

However that taay be, organized labor |

{and capital are here, and since capital is |

sacred, and, like the king, can do mo!
ing and training organized labor and
make it respectable and useful to society.

Senator Hanna has a plan. He does
not inform us whether or not it is copy-
righted, but that is immaterial at pres- |
ent. Here it is: “Now, my plan is to/
have organized union labor American-|*
{ized in the best cense, and thoroughly '
cducated to an understanding of its re-
sponsibilities, and in this way to make it |
the ally of the capitalist, rather than the
foe with which to grapple.”

No doubt the trade unions ought tuI
feel highly flattered at the prospect of |
becoming “the ally of the the capitalist. "w
To become such an “ally” implies, in|
these piping times of war, that there is/!
a common enemy somewhere.  Grever|
Cleveland, Bishop Potter, Cardinal Gib-|
bons and other great patriots, as well as |
the leading daily newspapers, magazines,
etc., have been telling us a great deal
lately, especially during strikes, about a
mysterious factor in pur political eco-
nomy known as “the public,” which is
compelled to suffer when labor and capi-
tal are struggling for the mastery. But
Mr. Hanna frankly admitted “there is
no such middle group as this question
implies,” and “there is no other group
than that of either labor or capital”
Thus the cat is out of the' bag. The
“distinguished gentlemen” of the Civic
Federation, headed by Grover Cleveland,
npnmt either labor or <capital, and not
the “dear public.” Probably the comic

papers will henceforth picture Grover and

his clerical colleagues as wearing over-
alls, a inmper, a paper cap and smoking
a clay pipe.
If hbor is to become “the ally of the
capitalist” and there is no other force
against which this offensive and defen-
sive alliance is to be formed, then labor
must cease throwing out its grappling
hooks and be good. In other words, it
must hearken unto the capitalistic
clamor and cease striking and boycotting
and be “reasonable” and satisfied with a
“fair share.”

By all means, fellow foreigners, let us
“Americanize” and become “the ally of
the capitalist™—that is, those capitalists
who are in need of docile and well-be-
haved “allies.” Down with the strike—
# hurts business and profits,. Down with
the boycott—it was imported from Ire-
land by the Boston tax-dodgers over a
gentury ago. Down with all demands for

'Mahons, the Klapetskys and Eichelber-

higher wages and shorter houn—lhq
dxlwnnge efterprise and chase  poor,
timid capital inte a hole.

Let us turn our organizations into
mere sick and death benefit societies, to
care for the wounded and killed victims
of the “Alliance” TLet our hopes of in
dustrial emancipation be satisfied with
pink teas, lager beer feasts and euchre
parties.

The grumbling unemployed who want
to work should sit down quietly and
starve to death. The cries of the women
2nd children in the industrial slave-pens
whose lives are being coined into dollars,
may be mufiled by shouts for “Protec-
tion, patriotism and prosperity;” the
injustices and oppression under which
the men of the shops, factories and mjnes
toil can be abolished by “letting well
enough alone,” praise God; poverty and
misery, from which spring prostitoion,
insanity and crime will be minimized or
completely wiped out by “standing pat™
and trusting to Wall street.

All that is required to be saved, ladies
and gentiemen, is to become “American-
ized” and take liberal doses of Civic Fed-
eration platitudes with hot air sauce for
your meals, dress comfortably in glit-
tering generalities and more hot air, and
pay the landlord in meaningless phrases
and still more hot air.

“Americanize!” That's the shibboleth.
No principles, no methods, nothing, not
even names, must remind us of the un-
washed and unkempt foreign barbari
{Out with the words, “internati I
union,” away with “amalgamated allo-'
| ciation,” and make place for the new
allies and citizens' alliances and Parry-
| ized federations.

This is an imported problem and con-
gress ought to deal with it at once be-
fore these United States are submerged
in crganizations with individuals “bred
among conditions which do not and can-
not exist in America.”

First thing we know this “imported
article,” union labor, will be followed by
another foreign mtom—politiul ac-
tion! If that habit should be cultivated
by the working class here, what will be-
come of our great statesmen? If they
lose their jobs grinding out laws for the
capitalist class and keeping the laborine
peogle in their proper places, our “best”
people might even have to go to work,
and that would be a fearfx1 calamity.

So, by all means, let us “Americanize”
and become “the ally of the capitalist.”
I take my hat off to the Hon. David M.
Parry. After all, be is the originator of

practical operation. He made a notable
convert in the Hon. M. A. Hanma, “the
workingman's friend,” and, since some of
our “labor leaders” appear to be such

eration. It was his last contribution of
any length and as such it may well be
looked upon as a sort of intellectual will
—gomething in the way of Peter the
Great’s testament for the guidance of his
successors. The article appeared in the
February number of the National Mag-
azine and was at once recognized as a
programme of action for the social rulers
of America—as their articles of war in
the great class conflict in which we are
now engaged. The recognition of this
fact caussd the Associated Press to place
extensive extracts upon its wires and to
send them broadcast throughout the
country, and it has since served as a text
for countless editorials by the smaller
fry of capitalism.

It is an indication that plutocracy mo
longer dares to maintain the policy of
silent contempt toward Socialism. It is
a recoguition of its need of defense. It
is the first confession that the blows of
Socialism have struck hote.

A word as to the capitalist point of
view will help much in the understand-
ing of the articie. As a class, and as
individuals, their present condition and
future existence depend upon their suc-
cess in maintaining control and exploiting
the wage slaves of America. For them
the “labor problem” is “HOW CAN THE
LABOR POWER OF THE UNITED
STATES BE BEST UTILIZED FOR
THE PRODUCTION OF PROFITS?”
Once this position is thoroughly un-
derstood, a flood of light is cast upon
the doings and sayings of our industrial
rulers

* The Socialist position presents the
sharpest antagonism at every t to
that of the capitalist. For the ialist
the labor problem is, “HOW CAN THE
LABOR POWER OF AMERICA BE OR-

| GANIZED TO SECURE THE GREAT-

EST POSSIBLE PLEASURE FOR THE
LABORERS OF AMERICA?"

Keeping these points in view let us
examine the article in question. Mr.
Hanna clearly grants the one great fun-
damental position of the Socialists, the
existence of but two classes in modern
society. He says: “It is often asked,
what is to become of the non-organized if
an amicable alliance is made between
labor and capital? But there is no such
middle group as this question implies.
There is no other group than that of
either labor or capital. Every man be-
longs either to the one or the other when
you stop to think of'it. If the sentencs
little could be said in
criticism. But since the article is to
have as its keymote the harmony of
these two classes he adds as a final

v | clapse, “For that matter, he is likely to

belong to both™
Keeping in mind the fact that this ar-
ticle was sent forth' by the campaign
manager of the republican committee,
the foremost American politician and the
most influential member of the Civic
Federation, and is to be considered pri-
marily as a programme of action of the
capitalist ¢lass, let us proceed a little
further. His object is frankly avowed
in the following words: “The movement
already inaugurated among large em-
ployers looking toward the utmest com-
fort and convenience of their employes
is not carried out altogether from philan-
thropic motives, but as a matter of busi-
ness also * * * This is essentially a
great economic age, an age when energy,
materials and purposes are all being
utilized for the best. When a man loses
a day's work and is compelied to spend
bis time in absolute idleness, the whole
community suffers loes as well as he”
In other words, strikes and constant fric-
tion between capitalist and wage slave
prevent the best possible utilization ox
labor power for the production of profits.
If this friction of classes can be allayed
by a little philanthropic oil, the profit
machine will run smoother and faster,
and who shall begrudge the oil? Or to
gquote Mr. Hanna again: “Business men
have found that fighting does not pay
in trade.” Ergo, let us stop the fight,
But, how, that is the question. Mr.
Hanna is ready with a reply. “My plan is
to have zed union labor American-
jzed in the best sense, and thoroughly edu-
cated to an understanding of its respon-
sibilities, and in this way to MAKE IT
THE ALLY OF THE CAPITALIST
RATHER THAN A FOE WITH WHICH
TO GRAPPLE.”. Note the sting in the
scorpion tail of the sentence. When la-
bor is made the ally of the capitalist
what is to be the result? Again, let
Mr. Hanna speak for himself: “Capital
has been for many generations entrenched
behind its power to dictate conditions
whether right or wrong and the abroga-

because “it is 50 easy on the floor of a
convention for ome or two inflammatsry
lmken to set fire to the passions of
t hearers, whereas the mature de-
liberations of the Committee will hold
in check such feelings as might be other-
wise fanned into revolution.”

In accord with this same policy to di-
vide, bribe and rule, he would split the
unions up into purely trade organizations
and destroy all class solidarity. Hence

Such a sweeping allegation as this would
seem to need some proof, but he sub-
mits none. To have attempted this,
would have been to call attention to the
facts and some of his readers might have
been tempted to investigate until they
found out the truth. They would have
Jearned that Socialism is today the cleac-
est, most aggressive, and indeed, almoat
the only expression of that spirit of “in-
dividual initiative and persenal emergy”
to be found within modern society. In-
deed, when looked wpon from its widest
point of view, the Socialist movement
cpnstitutes the most stupendous expres-
sion of this spirit that history has ever
known, for it is the demand of a who'e
social class for an opportunity to de-
velop its own individuality, to work out
its own destiny, and to enjoy the fruita
of its own skill and teil.

Capitalism, however, always appeals
te the ignorant among the workers from
whom it wishes to keep a knowledge of
the truth about Socialism.

The implication is, that the cap-
italists are those who work with their
beads, forgetting the toiling thousands of
wage slaves of the offices, who 3 man-
sgers, bosses, superintendents and over-
seers. are as helplessly chained to their
job as the man who shovels dirt in the
street. Capitalism would with sly cua-
ning, seek to make this division withia
the laborers, and win to its side the brain

g workers of the world, and « pit them

agaiust those who have physical sense
alone to sell in the labor market. But

not the true line of division, that a'l
these belong upon the side of the work-
ing class. The class whom Socialism al-
tacks, and the class whom Mr, Hanna
defends, even though he dare not admit
it, is_the class who live by virtue of
ownership, whose possession of stocks,
bonds and morfgages and the like enable
them to reach into the life of every
toiler, either with hand or with braia,
and extract therefrom the Hon's share
of all his skill or muscle creates.

Now, we have the full programme of
the fight to be made against Socialism,
as outlined by the man who had more
to do with directing that battle than any
other man in America.

Let us sum it up. In the first place,
it is proposed to admit the existence of
classes since it can no lomger be con-
cealed, but to slur it over, and attempt
to draw a line of division which shall
fall wholly within one class, and that the
workers, Having thus split the workers
horizontally, according as they sell their
brains or their muscle, flattery and ca-
jolery are to be used to gain the brain
workers to the side of the exploiters,
while the existence of a great parasite,
that works neither with hand nor with
brain, but who, by virtue of the laws
made by the government, control and
take to themselves the lion’s share of
what all the workers, skilled or un-
skilled, produce, is carefully concealed;
still following the maxim of divide and
rule; the various trades must be sepa-
rated until each little trade group stands
by itself, unsupported by its brother work-
ers. Then, within the trade, the masters
will seek once more to divide and rule,
to separate out the leaders from the
masses for “mature deliberations of con-
ditions” in order to hold “in check such
feelings as might be otherwise fanned
into revolution.” In order to control
these rulers they wine them, dine them,
and fill them with social taffy that costs

laborers against those leaders that refuse
to be corrupted; use all the machinery of
public opinion, the daily press, the
schools and the lecture platform to in-
veigh against those agitators who would
tell the truth. Finally, when confronted
with the one thing against the coming
of which all this is but the first prepa-
ration, Socialism, le about it, and lie
again and again, and trust that thereby
plutocracy may be given a lease of life
that shall at least outlast the gener-
ation now with us, then “after us the
deluge.”

The “legislative agent” of the Massa-
chusetts division of the Brotherhood of
Locomotive Engineers has sent a circular
letter to themembers of that organization
to support such republicans and demo-

of labor, using as an argument that
unless the roads can make good money
they cannot afford to pay good wages.
At the same time the public print in

millionaire lost $500,000 to gamblers in
six sittings, and all it cost him was the
exertion of writing his pame to some
checks. The men who work on the rail-
roads in' the Vanderbilt system had
earned that money and paid it into the

railroads now using this labor “repre-
sentative” as a bulwark to prevent any
legislation that would protect the public
from an extortion that enables their
profligate sons to give gamblers a half
million for a few hours’ sport in unlaw-
ful gambling. the spirit of P. M. Arthur
still controls the eastern wing of this
labor organization.’ Capital understands
where to put its money and favors to
the best purpose. It is hardly conceiva-
ble that a representative of labor could
favor a boodling corporation without
there being some good reason. Still, one
may be go ignorant that he helps his
enemies and doesn’t kmow it. Under
Socialism all the receipts from railroads
will go to the employes of that railroad
—and no millions for .dividends and
gambling. So long as the capitalists and
the “representatives” of lahor can keep
this from the men who do the real work,
the capitalists are safe in their booty.

I was asked the other day to sign a
petition to congress to pass the efyht-
hour law. I refused. I will not beg. We
workingmen are in the majority; when
we want it we can hayve, not an eight-
hour wotk day, but a four-hour work
day. We do not have to beg a capital-
istic congress for anything.

Propositions before congress to raise
the salary of the president to $100,000
a year urge that $50,000 a year is in-
adequate.

And
that the qualifications for the office
would Have no consideration—that
boodle alone would be considered? While
if the place paid only what a compe-

This principle holds good all the way up,
Corruption in official life is because there
is a chapce to steal—to get more thin
the place is weorth.

CAPITALISTS ALARMED.

The confidential circular above quoted
lies before us, and it raises the enquiry
in our mind, why are the employing in-
terests centering their efforts on prevent-
ing legislation that will limit by law
the working time to eight hours per day?
We go to Marx’s “Capital,” for our reply.
It involves the whole question of sur-
plus value which Marx worked out in a
manner so exhaustive and complete that
the surges of capitalist criticism have
beaten against it for years in vain. It
stands like a rock today like it has for
forty years.

Labor unions have a three-fold pur-
pose. 1st, to raise the wage scale. and,
to reduce the hours of labor and better
working conditions. 314, to unify the
working class and work for common and
concerted action. Every effort at organ-
ization has been valuable, for it has
taught the workers somcthing of the
principle of brotherhood, more of parlia-
mentary law, and LAW MAKING, and
where the referendum is used, DEMO-
CRATIC GOVERNMENT.

In the matter of raising the wages I
am doubtful if anything of material
value has been accomplished. The wage
worker is both a preducer and a con-
sumer. If he has his wages increased,
the capitalist adds the cost of the in-
creased wage to the product, and the con-
sumer pays it. The capitalist aims to
take back in some form all that is paid
out in wages, and in such a way as to
suffer no loss in profits to himself as »
result of increased wages to - his em-
ployes.. If, in a hundred industried, pro-

ducing, we will say, some form of the.

necessaries of life, all union workers re-
ceive an advance in wages, and this ad-
vance is added to the cost of the article,
wi always follows, the ratio is not
changed in relation to each other, and if,
through capitalist ownership of the ma-
chinery of finishing the production and
distribution of the raw material which
the farmer raises, the price of ‘bread,

meat and potatoes is also ra which
also inevitably follows, we have then the
result, that the unionist has beeng bene-

fited little, if any at all, while the farmer
has paid more for what he has fo buy
and receives no more for what he sells,
for the increased cost on HIS products
begins only after it has started out of
the packing houses and mills and throu;
the machinery of capitalist distribution.
This phase of the subject is an interest-
ing one, but, as Kipling says, is another
story. We will not say that no benefit
has come to the unionist through in-
creased wages, but we WILL say that
it is TRIFLING, AND THAT ULTI-
MATELY C ALISM WILL GET IT
ALL BACK.

Trade unionists are prone to overlook
this point, and they have kept their eyes
fixed on the wage scale till they have be-
come h{p::otz:d, j;.n as  the  subject
passes into “sleep by keeping his eyes
riveted on the glass ball in th‘e !und? of
the mesmerist. The coal operators in a
measure have made common cause with
the coal miners, and for every advance
in wages conceded, they bhave made an
extra advance in the price of coal. They
will continue to do so up to a point
where the sale of the product is men-
aced, providing ALL THE OPERATORS
ON THE CONTINENT CAN BE

In-
creased wages do not bother the cavital-
ists particularly until consumption iy
limited by price, and then they rebel,
and," of course, unionists suffer in Jes-
sened sales.

THE REDUCTION OF HOURS,
When, however, it comes to a reduc-
tion of the hours of lubor, capitalism is

by a majority of 40,000 but the legisla-
ture which subsequently met was bought
up and did not enact the law. Let us see
why the capitalist opposes it.

WHY CAPITAL ISM OPPOSES.

In general the reasons are two-fold.
1st, it decreases the rate of surplus value.
2nd, it gives the workers more leisure
{time to think and study, and WIHEN
SLAVES THINK THE MASTER
FEARS.

Marx proves on this subject, 1st, that
labor is a commodity, and that its nor-
mal cost is the cost of reproduction, the
food, clothing and shelter necessary to
keep the worker in physical condition,
so that each succeeding day may find
him with strength restored ready to
renew his work; 2nd, that competition
among laborers tends to reduce the wages
to the point of subsistence; 3rd, the in-
troduction of labor-saving machinery les-
sens the demand for labor, which creates
ian unemployed class, from whose ranks
{come the material with which to con-
‘ stantly supply cheap labor on easy con-
| ditions for the employers; 4th, the cost
{of creating commodities for sale is the
| labor cost, which must be paid to the
worker in the form of wages. This cost
is created by the worker from day to
day. Thus if in the creation of a
given commodity the cost of labor is re-
paid in four hours of work, all the re-
maining time of the work day is used in
creating surplus for the capitalist.
Therefore if the worker is kept at his
task for 12 hours all that he creates in
the remaining 8 hours belongs to the
capitalist, IS SURPLUS VALUE, AND

DED CAPITAL to the employer. It
is plain, therefore, that to reduce
work day is to reduce the profit, or sur-
plus‘value, to the capitalist, and increase
the leisure time of the worker and con-
sequently his ability to think and study,

AMERICAN EXPLOITATION.

Census figures are so juggled in this
country that it i impossible to accu-
rately fix the time required by the
American wroker in the production of
his wages. The calculation of Carroll D.
Wright, labor statistician, would place
it at two hours per day over a given
range of industries, and while these fig-
ures have been attacked by Gordon, and
even questioned by some Socialist writ-
ers, we believe they are approximately
correct, gauged by the Marxian standard,
and this view i= concurred in by Comrade
Untermann, who last summer spent cev-
eral weeks on them, and wrote an article

gh | supporting the figures. If we assume,

therefore, that they are correct, we may
then say that the American workingman
employs 2z hours of his time creating his
wages, and the balance creating profit,
or surplus value, for the capitalists. If
then, the work day be ten hours, its
reduction to eight takes TWO HOURS
OF PROFIT FROM THE CAPITALIST,
AND THIS LOST PROFIT HE. CAN IN
NO WAY REPLACE,

THE UNEMPLOYED,

There is another featurs of the ques-
tion equally important.

An unemployed class is  absolutely
necessary to' capitalist safety, for if
there were no idle laborers, the capitalist
ctould not replace his laborers when a
strike came, and he would be at the
mercy of his employes. A reduction of
the hours of labor will call for more
workers. to get out a given product, and
this call must go to the army of the un-
employed and tends to reduce the num-
ber of idle laborers. Capitalists, ttere-
fore, are menaced by the reduction in
the hours of labor, and they will spod
barrels of money in resistence.

NO HOPE FROM CONGRESS.

It is idle to hope for an eight-hour law
from the capitalist-ruled congress, and it
is equally useless to hope that the unions
can accomplish their unaided
from other sources. It needs a campaign
of education to the whole mass of ex-
ploited "producers, and among the num-
ber we ruust include the farmer. “That's
a_hopeless task” says some one. Very
‘well then, I reply, the whole matter is
hopeless, for when we approach the prac:
tical side of this subject it is a QUES:
TION OF VOTES. t kind of farm-
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
