In this section of the city where I am
located, known locally as Hampden avd
Woodberry, there are seven cotton duck
mills, all said to be united in a great
trust known as the United States Cot.
ton’' Duck Corporation, with headquar-
ters in New Jersey. These mills are
among the largest in the country, and
furnish much material to the United
States government, and fully two thou-
sand ns are said to be employed in
them, divided approximately as follows:
Three hundred and fifty men; one thou-
sand women and one thousand children.

The men gre paid $20 to $25 a month,
» few special men receive $40 to 850.
The weavers are mostly women and are
paid by piece work., An ienced
weaver may make $30 a month, but fre.

quent “fines” for alleged faults or flaws |

in the cloth usually keep the wage he-
low that figure, although the cloth may
not be materially damaged for selling
and probably is put on the market as a
first grade article. The children, little
girls and boys, are paid sbout £0 a
month, but frequently get less than
that, and are supposed to range from 12

to 15 years of age; but thers are many |

under 12 yvears of age at work, notwith-

standing a recent state law making 121

years the limit.

The hours of work are from 6:30 in
the morning to 5:15 in the evening, with

Women and children lose fingers and
hands and sometimes their eyes are
knocked out, but thers is no‘help pro-
vided for them. There is no rrovhlon
for the sick or injured. In faet, nearly
every month I myself have had to help
some of these poor le in various
ways. Disease is written on nearly ev-
ery face and consamption induced by
dust and slow starvation carries many
of them to untimely graves every year.

The wills are so cold in winter ‘that
girls and women have to wear heavy
coats to keep warm, and in the summer
time the dust and heat is almost unbear-
able. The ventilation is wretched. The
windows are purposely screwed down so
they cannot be lifted, there is very little
pure air and the toilet accommodations
are something terrible. 1f the workers
have jce water they must pay for the
ice,

It is needless to say that these mill
slaves never get rich, but if they will
save their monéy and be good, the
wenchers tell them, they too may soon
{:c mill-mmasters and eapitalista. Such
are the wonders of $18, $20 and £25 a
month.

! As to education, that is out of the
| question, children of ignorant, incompe-
tent and poverty stricken pareuts, they
are born to woral and mental kness.

There is nothing to eat. Cobe gnes to
town on his'mule and wees Mr. Leake,
the Merchant. “T'm going to plant ten
aeres in cotton,” he says, “ and I'll make
# bale to the acre. We've got to have
something to eat and wear; and 1
wants a few Bags of guano.”

The generous merchant knows Cobe is
honest. “All right” he says, “I'll take
your crop, Cobe, and vou can have any-
thing you want up till Christmas.” Tt is
agreed that the market priee at pick-
ing time will hespaad. So Cobe returns
home with guwng, clothes and food, for
which he is ehurged from 100 to 500 per
cent abave the eash price. During the
summer ha isowithout a penny. Even
his tobacen he must buy from the mer-
chant, who gladly advances a chaw at
thiee ‘or four dimea its valune,

The merchant docs not fail to keep an
exe on the or Instead of a bale to
the acre Cobe’s yield is half a bale. OFf
his five-bajet he must give one and
one-fourth bales to his landlord, leaving
himself three and three-fourths bLales,
or 175 pownds..

In the settle
ment with Merchant Leake he finds that
lis advances of clothing and provisons
amount to 8180, placng him in debt in
the sum of 880, Ax Cobe is a good fel:

NO WORKHOUSES IN BELGIUM.

Belgium has made an interesting dis-
covery. It has found out that IT IS
CHEAPER TO GIVE A MAN WORK
THAN IT I8 TO GIVE HIM CHARITY.
In fact, Belgium is now  practicslly a
land without a workhouse.

Belgium has three large farms to
which men are sent if they are out of
work. On the largest of these farms
there are on the average 4,000 men iu
summer and 5,000 in winter.

There are workshops on the farms, so
that city mechanics are not compelied
to work outdoors if they are not used
to farm work. The colonists make their
own clothes shoes, furniture, etc. They
are nearly self-supperting.

Each farm grows its own wheat, grinds
its own flour and bakes its own bread.
Instead of being a gloomy reforma.
tory, every large home where the colon-
ists lodge is a bright and cheerful place.
THE MEN TAKE A GREAT INTEREST
IN THEIR WORK,

The total cost to the government
amounted last vear to only $23 apiere,
while the average pauper in an English
workhouse conts $140 2 year, It has been
proven that the right way to help =
oor man is also the cheapest in the end.

The Working Animal and the Ballot Box.

Since the dawn of civilization history l!.lll;tql continuous record of class struggles waged between the pro-
ducers of wealth on the one hand and the ruling 'class, or exploiters of the producers of wealth, on the other.

The first economic condition of the subjectedy or working class, was chattel slavery—not the recent negro slavery
of the South, this is but a relic of compauﬁvem small dmportance, centuries previous to this, chattel slavery was the
prevailing mode of production, and the slaves wele WHITE,

The first slaves were conquered warriors .and ‘the spirit of freedom stirred within them. Held subject by brute
power, they never missed a chance to try to overthrow their economic masters, the ruling class of that time. Notable
among these slave insurrections was the one led by Sparticus in the first century, A, D., which, however, like all the rest,
failed of its purpose. Fii-

There is no historic evidence to show that chatiel slavery was overthrown by the chattel slaves. Just when and
how it ‘Was supplanted by feudalism is hard to defermiine, excepting that we know the change was directly the result of
economic causes and in favor of the master class. ! y

While the chattel slaves did not overthrow. the §ystem that enthralled them, it was not because they did not want
80 to do, but solely beagu they lacked the power,. %

Feudalism, as already stated, was not a bettating of the condition of the working clags, it was simply a change in
the form of subjection. The fragmentary history of the Peasant Wars (most of this history has been destroyed) is proof
positive that the serfs did not submit. peaceably to the feudalistic system of exploitation, but sought to change it by
force, the only method they could employ. } : d

Again the scene changes. Feudalism is no more. Economic causes, chief among them the invention of gunpowder,
led up 'to its gradual, but peaceful, overthrow. 1In its place came the present wage system, not a change effected by the
workers for their own good, but a change made mnec by the new mode of production, a change again IN THE INTER-
EST OF AND DIRECTLY FAVORABLE TO THE MASTER CLASS.

With the new wage system, through the ahﬁleo{ the old middie class (now the capitalist class), to gain suprem-
acy over the aristocracy, the ballot finally came into the hands of the wage slaves. We say “wage slavés” becauss the
tmn. justly applies, slavery never having been overthtown, only its methods having changed to fit the changing economic
requirements. o :

With the possession of the ballot the ‘subjugatsd class, the present working class, was given the means of freeing
itself, peaceful'y, from cconomic servitude. s T AN :

The old middle class, having gained a victory over the aristocracy by the' aid 'of the working class, at oncs saw the
necessity . of  keeping  (he  workers from = gming =~ their ballot  in “their own behalf. In orler (s
guard against this they  taoght chs warkal“'lh!" they were already *free” and that the workers' intarests were
the same as their employers, the ruling class. In d’r to still further befuddle the workers, the'r economic masters have
hatched up all kinds of political “issues” and have sueceeded in dividing the workers in the support of these issues, which
were in reality of §ittle or no concern to the working tlass, while the great matters of vital importance to the workers as
individuals, and as a class, have been skillfully koptiin the background and out of politics. Thus the workers, as a class,
have used their ballots, the logical means of M;!‘éedou, to further ‘the interests of the very class that fattens off of
their unpaid toil &
