SOCIETY'S CONSTANT CHANGE.”

Probably the most frequent objec-
tion which the unthinking bring forward
against Socialism is that, “You'll have
to change human nature, and human na-
ture can never be changed, you know.”
After delivering this broad-side, the
“know-it-all” smiles derisively and passes
on.
The objectors of this cluss are men
who have studied the progress of the
lhuman race but ljttle. He looks about
Lim today, notes the general character-
istics of the human race and assumes
that things have always been just as
they are today and that they will al-
ways remain-so. Had he lived a few
centuries ago he would still be plowing
with a crooked stick, and vigorously op-
rosing the introduction of the steel plow
—because dad had always used the stick,
and, by gum, he proposed to useit, too.
Baid Prof. Marshall, in 1885, in his in-
augural address at Cambridge Univer-
sity: “The change that has been made in
the point of view of economics by the
present generation is due to the discov-
ery that man himself is in a great meas-
ure a creature of circumstances and
changes with them; and the importance
of this discovery has been accentuated by
the fact that the growth of knowledge
and earnestness has recently made and
is making deep and rapid changes in hu-
man nature.”

Note particularly the last clause of
the last sentence: “is making deep and
rapid changes in human nature.”

Fiske, in “Destiny of Man,” adds his
conclusion, as the result of exhaustive
research into the past and present his-
tory of the race: “The creation of man
was by no means the creation of a per-
fect being. The-most essential feature
of man is his improvableness, and since
his first appearance on earth the changes
that have gone on in him have been
enormons.. The changes have been so
great that in many respects the interval
hetween the highest and the lowest men,
far surpasses quantatively the interval
between the lowest men and the higk-
est apes. If we take into account the
creasing of the cerebral surface, the brain
of a Shakespeare and that of an Aus-
tralitn eavage ‘would doubtless be fifty
times greater than the .difference be-
tween the Australian’s brain and that of
an orang outang. In mathematical ca-
pacity the Australian’s brain, who can-
not tell the number of fingers on his two
hands, is much nearer to a lion or a
wolf than he is to Sir Rowan Hamilton,
who invented the method of quaternions.
In moral development this same Aus-
tralian, whose language contains no word
for justice and benevolénce, is Jess re-
mote from dogs and baboons than the
ape, but his limit is nevertheless very
quickly reached. All the distinctive at-
triubtes of man, in short, have been de-
veloped to‘an enormous extent through
the long ages of social evolution. The
psychical development of man is destined
to go on in the future as it has gone on
in the past. The creative energy which

bas been at work through this bygone
