road. Many towns and eities were tak-
ing advantage of the chance to clear ont
their jails and work -houses—in Detroit

who agreed to Jeave town within twen-
ty-four hours, and agents of the packers
were in the conrt-rooms to take them to
Chieagn!  And meantime trainloads of |
supplies were coming in for their accom-
modation, inecluding wagon-loads of
beer and whiskey, so thdt they might
not be tempted to go outside: likewise
all the available prostitutes of the city
and the vieinity were hired to serve as
cooks and waitresses, Thev hired thirty
young girls in Cincinnati to “pack fruit,”
and when they arrived, put them at
work eanning corped-beef, and put cots
for them to_sleep in a public tway,
through which the men passed. As the
gangs came in day and night, under the
escort of squads of police, they stowed
them away in unusded workrooms amd
storerooms, and in the car-sheds,
crowded so clofely together that the cots
toue In some places they would
nee the xame room for eating and sieep-
ing, and at night the men would put
their cots upon the tables, to keep away
from the swarms of rats, ;

But with all their best efforts, and
the boasting  statements . with whigh
they filled the papers, the packers were
completely demoralized. The strike had
come before they expected it; and none
of them had been prepared for anythin
like the show of strength the unions h.
developed—some of them had believed
there would be no strike at all, if the
unions® bluff were called. Now they
found that ninety per cent of the men
had walted out; and they faced the task
of completely remaking their labor foree
~and with the price of meat up thirty
per cent, and the public clamoring for
a settlement.

Six hours after the strike had been or-
dered they had made an offer to submit
the whole question at issue to arbitration,
They knew that it was too late for the
offer to be accepted, but it gave them
a chanee to doslare that
the strikers had rejected such an offer.
They had continued it for a day or two,
but the unions had refused to submit
the question of a wago-reduction far the
unskilled men, and  fegotiations had
been broken off,  Later, however, a
threat of nineteen wnions not yet in-
volved had led them fo renew the offer
to arbitrate the whole matter; and at
the end of ten days the unions arcepted
it, and the strike was ealled off. It was
agreed that all the men were to be re-
employed within forty-five days, and

Thus the amount
for the week is'finally se..led without
the girl getting one penn* or anything
of value for her services and sacrifice.
Precisely this same thing js done in each
one of the other 100 white slave houses
in the city, and the fact is well known
to the polics. '

Horrible and heartrending cases by the
score might here be cited if any
purpose wounld be served by multiplyi
the exnmples, and the instunces related,
which are published with great reine-
tance, are presented in their sickening
truth only that the reader may under-
stand the fearful, unspeakable enormity
of the traffic.

Stella Cook went over to New Yeork
and applied to one of the syndicate’s
employment ageneies there for  some
girie. 1t happened at the time that the
agency had no girls tiat could be used
in siavery, but ‘Mrs. Cook said that sha
would take a chance on & girl named
Pauline Goldstine, who was waiting at
the agency for a position as eook.  The
pirl ‘had been in the country only tw>
weeks and could speak no Euaglish, Mrs,
Cook bronght her to Philndelpbia and in-
stalled her as cook in the house, 331
Wood street, where she had a  dosen
white slaves. At the time the Goldstine
Agirl weighed 147 pounds. After one
week in the kitchen the girl was siripped
of all her clothing and was told that she
would have to work like the other girls.
She was made to helieve that it was the
custom of the country, and that it was
universal. Helploss and penniless; the
girl, having no friends in the country,
ook it for granted that Mrs. Cook was
telling her the truth, and did as she was
tald. In court she produecsd eighty-two
o recoived  within
hours, and swore that she had nevar had
one cent of money during all the time
| she was held prisoner in the house. When

rescued the girl was all but naked and
weighed only ninety pounds. She was
otherwise in a horvibie physical  con-
dition.

July.

| about gnonoo and the income of that

sum will be devoted to the purposes of
the proposed school for a term of twen-
ty-five vears.

This is the first time that an endow-
ment for this purpese has been made in
the United States, and it is  ecxpected
that the establishment of the school will
create a wide-spread interest in the So-
cialist and labor movements.

The trustees of the fund are Mrs,
George D. Herron, Mrs. Rand’s daughter,
and Morris Hillquit.

The annonncement just issned states:

“The primary design of the school is
to proivde for an intellectual conter for
the Socialist mevement in the United
States.

Which,
from the point of view of the men
and women who do the work, ig the
better plan?

Tur farmers are proving them-
selves wiser than their city fellaws.
The city fellows permit corporations
to put in telephone system£ and
#kin them to the queen’s taste. The
farmers are putting in their own
telephone systems and having the
service at cost. Here in Kansas tens
of thousands of farmers are install-
ing vural lines. About fifteen phones
are on a single wire that runs to
one central. There they connect
with other Tural lines besides the
town system. By this means they
are in constant connection with ‘the
outside world, can call g physician,
sell their products hefore. leaving
home, get prices, or employ help in
the ncighborhood. It costs agout
$30 to each farmer to have the
phone up and ready for use. It costs
fifteen cents a month to pay the
central to make connections with the
entire systém. I notice that cor-
porations are trying to get posses-
sion of these rural phones in vari-
ons parts of the country. but if the
farmer sells he will be at théir
mercy and in time will be charged
a fancy price for watered . stock.
Every city should own its own tele-
phone plant, but yon will always
find a man or corporation who will
te]l the people that they cannot own
and operate one of these sysiems!
It is to their interest to tell this lie.
1t pays them. In the cities 1t costs
from $100 to 8200 a vear to get
