The capitulation was announced in the higgest public hall the labor leadcrs
could get. John Hancock. big bodied and big hearted—the finest platform man

in Australia—rose in that hall of silent hundreds to. tell the men that they must .

return to work on the best terms they could get. 1t was the shortest and most
pregnant speech he ever made in his life. “Friends,” he said. “men of Australia,
we have not berm beaten; we have been starved into submission. Unionism is
dead, but anything can happen in & democracy, and from the ashes of the funeral
pyre that the shipdwners have lighted will rise the pheenix of our liberties.”

the field. They commenced opera-
tions on September 13th. Ry the
24th, which happened on Friday.
they had sweceeded in  putting up
the price to 160, amid t exciie-
ment.  As gold touched this mark
a message was received from the sec-
retary of the treasury that he would
sell four million dollars of gold. In-
stantly there was a pamic.. The
price of egolﬂ'!mdﬂenly dropped. and
continued to go down. It is claimed.
however, that the Gould-Fiske crowd
unlonded and carried off over eleven
millions in profit. Friday, Septem-
ber 24, 1868, has since been known
as “Black Flack Priday.”
