British in the war that followed, and
the English again recognized the inde-
peridence «f the Transvaal in 1881, But

the labor of the Boers had reduced to
cultivation,

In 1884, by a series of diplomatic mn-
neuvers the English secured an official
foothold and the discovery.of gold in the
following year whetted the appetites of

British army and navy as a means of
realizing their long-cherished ambition.
In 1895 an expedition under Dr. Jame-

raid was repulsed, British gold and the
prospect of more wealth drew the Eng-
lish government into the controversy,
aud the final struggle for Boer independ.-
ence began in 1809, resulting in the over-
throw of the republic and the annexa-
tion of the Transvaal as a British prov-
ince the next year. .

As a nation the Boers were fighting'
for home rule-and the right to retain to
themselves the pespurces of the country
their labor bad carved out of the wil-
derness. English capital, greedy for the
opportunity to exploit these same re-
sources, ronewed their piratical efforts
with the, help of the government theéy
controlied until by the power of supe-
rior might they succeeded and turned
the rieh produet of the South African
mines and fertile soil into the eoffers of
British capital.

A man from the State of Kansas has
roade the statement that the prohibitory
sguor Iaw of Kansas bas reduced taxation
to the extent that certaln &‘mwﬂy upen
which he pald a tax of $44.00 previous to
the euactment of the law after that was
taxed only $0.00. and that the decrease
was due wholly to the antidignor legisia-
tlon, Is it troe that prohibition .in Kan
sas ' bas wronght this change?—M. 1L,
Lebighton, Pa.

It is now a quarter of a century sinee
the probibitory ‘smendment to the state
sapstitution of Kansas was adopted. To
determine its effect upon tuxation wonld
require a vast amount of carefnl and
painstakng  research and comparison
Until this work is done and the extrav-
agant claims to which you refer are sup-
ported hy statistios it is safe to assume
that the gentleman from Kansas
stretched the facts to comform with
preconceived ideas. :

There is one fact, however, in con-
‘nection with prohibition and, taxation in
Kansds that is and has been appavent
for years. That is that the so-called
business men of the fowns and cities
have largely conmived at the wiolation
of the prohibitory law because in so do-
ing they melieved themselves from more
or less tax. A

The joints or illegal saloons that have
flourished in some parts of the state
continuously, and from time to time in
other parts of the state, have done so
with the approval of the trading class in
the towns and cities because the regular
fines from these places have paid much
of the expenses of the municipalities and
relieved property owners of that much
tax. '

This is the only relation between pro-
hibition and tax that I have noted
though a resident of the state ever since
the prohibition law nominally went into
offect.  The effect of the coalition of
“husiness™ and ligour interests is to
make all who patronize the joints pay
the taxes of the city where it is rm.
Although prohibition has in a measure |
restricted the use of lauvors it is never-
theless a fact that prohibition in Kansas
has not prohibited. It may be said in
behalf of those who assert that prohibi-
tion would lessen the expense of govern-
ment; that Kansas has not afforded a
test of the ‘heory for the simple reason
that the orohibitory lsw has been bat
loosely enforeed. in many instances the
officinls of the cities openly eountenanc.

The farmers are just now getting the
henefit of capitalist markets. Hogs and
cattle and poultry are only about half
the price they weré a month ago. Worth
just as mnch as ever—will sustain life
just as long—but the price is different.
Takes twice as much y the same
debt or taxes. What has farmer got
to say about it? He takes what the cap-
italists offer or keeps his stuff, of which
he has more than he can personally use,
Under Sovislism the products would be-
long*to the whole people and the salaries
paid for their production would deter-
mine the price back to the workers in
such industries. The incomes of workers
would be steady and the prices of goods
would be steady. As better appliances
enabled them to produce more and more
the prices wounld fall, bt not the in-
comes of the workers.

_ Unintentionally on her part her iden-
ity was revealed. All the great dailies
of the western metropolis vied with
each other to secure her services. Fast-
era papers sent special representatives
to Chicage to wrest the snow famous
Young woman from their competitors.
The New York World succeeded in lit-
erally kidnaping her msnd bearing her
swiftly away in triumph.  Arriving in
Gotham the whole populace seemed wild
with curiosity to see her, and her ro-
ception there reads like romance.

The advertisefient to sell herself as
a slave had eaused it all. Experts de-
clared that this bit of writing amounted
to genius of the highest order.  Miss
Magie, like Byron, awoke to find herself
famous. The press, east and west, north
and south, was filled with sepsational
accounts, most of which was purs fio-
tion, - Offers of adyice, positions, matri-
mony and  others  without = end
poured in upon the startled youns
prodigy. The match she had innocently
lighted had produced an explosion. She
had not dreamed the social conditions
were so highly inflammable.

All these things and many more Miss
Magie tells in & most fascinating man.
ner, In  persomal appearance she is
petite, has & wealth of dark tresses, and
eves full of kindly light, which, however,
blize and flnsh when she recites the xe-
volting conditions under which young
vomen and children have to fight for
existence in the savage jungles of the
great cities, where the teensing millions
ore pitted against each other in piti-

Miss Magie is a modest little woman
with a charming personality, the last
to be suspected of seeking motoricty. It
fell to her lot to write a thrilling chap-
ter in the history of Social evolution, and
she was equal to the exll when it came
and' left her namig upon its pages in in-
delible letters.

Her lecture is an estraondinary stary,
with a moral as fine as ever pointed the
discourse of philosopher or "divine.

Miss Magie is cultured without af-
fectation, and refined withont prudish-
ness.  There is a warked 'iterary tone
in her lecture, and her impressive de-
livery gives force and emphasis to her
marvelous m e.

She is sympathetic as she is hrilliant.

bukiness conditions sounder than in’ ours
at this very moment."

Tu another sende, not that, however,
intended by the president, the statement
may he interpreted as the literal truth.
All nations to which the president re-
ferred are capitalist nations, with wage-
slavery as their foundations, and sinece
capitalism is essentially the same in all
nafions, it follows that all are substan
tially in the same position and that the
“business conditions” of none of them are
“sounder” than ours. They are all equally
“sound,” what ever that may mean in
the voeabulary of Capitalism, v

But the prewident did mot medn to be
understood in that sense. He clearly
songht to impress the unthinking and
vasily-deceived peoplé with the fast, or
alleged fact, that the industrial, finanecial
and eommercial condition of the country
was in a perfectly sound and satisfac-
tory condition, sp s to revive their con-
fidence and encourage them to return their
money to the Lanks and have it confis-
cated by bank sharks, as in the case of
the National Bank of Commerce of Kan-
sas City, which hag just closed its mas-
sive doors in the face of a horde of an-
ary’ depositors whosé restored “confi-
dence” cost them their life-savings.

The president often uses the words,
“As I said in my previous message”
reafizing that the bulk of his thirty-
thousand word deluge is but a mass of
repetition, which not one person in a
thousand will waste the time to read.

The mania’ of moralizing which seized
Mr. Roosevelt when he became president
runs all through his veluminous mes-
sage. He is not to be taken seriously, as
he means nothing but to impress and
overawe the ignorant masses.

He rebukes others for not trgnslating
their words into deeds. If there is a
man who has conspisnously failed in that
particular it is the present occupant of
the white house. He has fussed and
fumed,-beaten the air and blustered, but
when it came to action, he invariably
vanished -in thin air. No man who ever
oceupied . the executive ¢hair has Iain
down more ahjectly at the feet of cor-
porate wealth than Theodore Roosevelt.

THOMAS M'GRADY.

BY EUGENE V. DEBS. e

It is a strange and pathetic coinel-
dence that at the very moment
I completed the introduction to the
Lrpchure of Thomas MceGrady on “The
CUntholie  Church  and Socialism,” now
in press, the sad news came that he had
passed away, and the painful daty now
devolves upon me to write the word
finis at the close of his work and add a
few words of obitual eulogy. S

It is not customary dmong Socialists
to pronounce conventional and mean-
ingless panegyrics upon departed com-
rades; nor to pay fulsome tribute to
virtues they never possessed. Mere form
and cgremony have had their day-—und
u long and gloomy day it has been~and
can have no plice among Socialists when
o comrade living pays his last reverent
regards to a comrade dead. :

Thomas MeGrady was bom ut Lexing-
ton, Ky., Juue 6, 1863, In 1887, at 24
years of age, he was ordained as a Cath-
olic priest at the Cathedral of Galveston,
Tex. His next paslorate was St, Pat-
rick’s ehurch, Houston, followed by his
transfer to St. Patrick’s church, Dallas,
Tex. In 1800 he returned to his Ken-
tuéky home, beginning his pastoral ser-
viee there in Lexington, his native city.
Later<he went to St. Anthony’s church,
Bellevue, Kyv.cand it was here, in 1806,
that he began his first serious siudy of
economic. politieal and socinl questions.
He was first attracted by Henry George's
Single Tax, but abawdoned that as in-
adequate after some Socialist Jiterature
fell into his hands, and he became con-
vinced that nothing less than a social
revolution, and the abolition of the eapi-
talist competitive system would materi
ally better the existing industrial and
social condition of the people,

Father MeGrady, who altvays bhad the
lofty courage of his moral convictions,
now avowed himself a Socialist. He
drank deep at the fountain of Socialist
Iiteratiire and mnstered its classics. His
library contained the works of the stand
ard authors of all nations,

It was at this time that Father Me.
Grady was at the very pinnacle of his
priestly power and populagity. He was
young, just past thirty, brilliant and
scholarly. His magnetic personality was
irresistible. Tally fully six feet, splen-
didly proportioned, communding, he was
a magnificent specimen of physical man-
hood, ' He ‘had a massive head, a full
fine face, florid complexion, clear fea-
tures, and the bluest, Kindlicst and most
expressive of eves.

Widely and deeply read. cultured in
the. genuine sense, sociable and sympa-
{hetie, Father MeGirndy attracted friends
by an irresistible charm, and held them
by the same magic power. .

He was an orator and a wit, n scholar
apd a humanitarian,

He had the uisite faney of a poet
snd could dally, according to mood. with
o daisy or a star.

In his heroic and finely moulded phy-
sical proportions, his large and shapely
head, clear complexion and expressive
oyes he resembled strongly Robert G.
Ingersoll. . 3

“This resemblance was accentunted by
the Kindly apd infections humor, the
brilliant flashes of wit, the terse nni
spigrammatic speech. and the keen nndd
incisive satire of which both »were mas-
1er, h
These two men, had they not heen
separated by the cruel and hateful pre.
judices inherent in  capitalist sovioty.
and ' all its conventional institutions,
wounld have been the boonest of iriends
und loved each other as brothers.

Father MeGrady soon beman to feel
that his new convietions did not fit his
old conventicle. Honesty and candor be
ing his predominant characteristics, the
truth that dawned upon his brain found
ready expression from his eloquent lips.

priest was indeed an anomaly. Vast con-
courses of c:ople were attracted by the
mere mention of his name. When he
was announced to speak, standing room
was always at s premium.

MeGrody was now at his best. The
deep convietions he was gow free to
express flowered in his speech and his
oratory, like the peals of a great organ
aud the chimes of sweet hells, moveld
and swayed the eager masses. Fvery-
where the eloquent exponent of Social-
ism and pleader for the opp d was in
demand. His fame preceded his foot-
steps.  Auditoriums, theaters and puab-
lic halls were taxed to their capacity.
The eloquent Socialist evangelist was
now one of the commanding figures of
the American platform. He was doing,
ruperbly doing, the d  work - for
which he bhad been fitted as if by spe-
cial providence. From the Atlantic sea-
board to the Pacific slope his-resonant
voice was heard and the multitude were
stirred by his burning message of social
regeneration, :

It was in the midst of these oratorial
triumphs that the first distinet shock
of organized opposition was felt, The
capitalist press ad a unit, and as if by
preconcerted action, cut him out of its
columns. The sensation ereated by Me-
Grady's leap from the Catholic pulpit to
the Socialist platform had beea fully
exploited as far as its news valuo wus
concerned, and now the renegade priest,
as his whilom paters in Christ, who pro-
fess to Jove their enemies, ealled him,
niust be relegated to oblivion by being
totally, ignored, The church he formerly
served so faithfully now began to ae-
tively pursue him.” Where he was an-
nounced to speak priests admonished the
faithful, either openly from the pulpit
or covertly through the confessional, not
to stain their souls by venturing near
the anti-Christ. But this form of oppo-
sition, however vexatious, trying and
difficult to overcome, but aroused the
latent spirit of the crusader and inten-
sified his determination. TIn the fleree
fires of persecution, fed and fanned by
religions ignorance and fanaticism, he
was tempered for the far greater work
that spread out before him, rich and ra-
diant as a field of promise.

“But alas, brave man!™ as Hugo wrote
of Marshal Ney, who hared his hreast
to the leaden hail of the English joe
on the field of Wyterloo, “Thou wert
reserved for a more eruel fate!™

Notwithstanding that McGrady was
attracting wvast audiences, including
many who had never hefore heard the
philosophy of Socialism expounded, the
very ones most desired, and without
whom progress is impossible; notwith-
standing the door receipts almost uni-
formly recouped the treasury of the lo-
cal Socialists by a substantial net bal-
ance, certain “leaders,” ‘whose narrow
prejudices wers inflamed Ly the new agi-
tator’s suecoss and increasing popularity
in the movement, began to turn upon
him, and sting him with venomous in-
nuendo or attack him openly 'through
the Socialist press, k

Paradoxical as it may seem, he was
denied the right to serve the Socialist
movement—by Sociatists.

Among  the first charges brought
against him-—not by eapitalists; they
were too wise if not too decent to utter
such a palpable untruth, but by men
calling themselves Socialists—was that
he had joined the movement as a
“grafter,” and was making Socialist
speeches for “the money there was in it.”

A haser fulsehood, a more atroeious
slander was never uttered.

Had MeGrady been a miserable graf-
ter instead of a great white soul, he
would have remained in the pulpit. His

ple worshiped him and his “super-
ra’ held out ‘the most glittering in-
ducements if he would only abandon his
wicked and abominable * i¢ her-
esies.” The eloquence and power of the
young priest were widely recognized in
church eircles, A brilliant future spread
out before him. He could easily become
the petted and pumpered favorite of the
fathers. Put he spurned a life of ease
and luxury at the price of his selire-
spect,  The positions of eminence he
might attain by stifling his convictions
sank to degradation from his lofty point
of view. g
" Turning his back upon the wenlth and
luxury of the eapitalist class he cast his
lot with the proletariat, the homeless and
hungry, the ragged and 'distressed. and
this he did. according to some Socialists,
to “graft” on them, and the cry was
raised, “The grafter must go!”
