I’ was thought by many people that after the seven months of
strike there would be a shortage of coal and that it would take sev-
eral years to catch up.

Quite the contrary is true. In less than three months after th.c
strike was settled, the market began to be flooded. The output is
so rapid that by working only a siort period to-the full capacity of
the mines the supply was greater than the demand.

Some years ago a mine that could turn out 500 to 1,000 tons was
considered a big mine,

Today only the mines that have a capacity of 3,000 to 4,000 tons
are looked upon as big. ) :

In other words, the capacity in the voal industry is so great that
by werking all the mines to the limit for three or four months enough
coal can be pruduced to supply all the demand for a whole year.

Already the mines are slacking up. Most of them are working
only part time—three or four days out of the weck. ;

A large number have closed down and have not been operating
for a month or more, ?

The miners cannot go from the idle mines to those that are oper-
ating, for the men there are getting only a small income from the
limited operation of the mines that are not entirely shut down.

Already there is hunger and sufiering among the idle miners and
there is no hope for relief. The blame cannot be placed upon the
workers as it'is in times of strike.

The second problem that is becoming a great concern among
the coal diggers is a new loading machine, !

A mine'worker has just invented a loading machine that requires
two men to operate. These two men can load eighty tons a day, ac-

The prospects are not bright for the mine workers, Th? are
facing starvation at best. The inexorable laws of industrial devel-
opment are holding them in their grip,

The miners must learn that unless they become the owners of
the machine they are lost. With the ownership of the machine they
can get the product of the machine and be better off with the machine
than without it,

miners are indeed dark. WITH the ownership of the machine the
prospect will be bright.

Draper says
that in the twenty years of the Gothic war, Italy lost 16«

species by the almost Iperedible number of 100,000,000,
Germany, In the Thirty Years' War, lost 6,000,000 inhabit-
ants. The record of our own Amerlonn Civil War need
scarcely be recalled.

And mun has been destroyad in other ways than hy the
sword, Flood, famine, pestilence, .and murder are potent
factors in reducing population—in making room. As Mr.
Charles Woodruff, in his Expanslon of Races, has in-
stauced: In 1886, when the dikes of the Yellow River burst,
7,000,000 people ware drowned. The tallure of crops in
ireland, in 1848, caused 1,000,000 deaths. The famines of
India of 1888-7 sand 1899-1900 lessened the population by
21.000,000. The Tai'ping rebellion and the Mohammedan
rebellion, combined with the famine of 1877-8, destroyed
scores of millions of Chinese. Kurope has been swept re-
pontediy by great piagues. In India, for the period of 1903
to 1807, the plague deaths averaged between one and two
mililons a year. :

006,000 persous now living fu the UMted States are doomed
to die of tuberculosis. And in thig same countyy ten thou-
saud persons a year are directly murdered. In China, be-
tween three and six miilions of iufants are annpally de-
stroyed, while the total infanticide record of the whole
world is appalllng. In ‘Africa, now, human beings are
dying by millons of the sleeping sickness. ,
