The estimated cost of the Persian
Jine ia $102,000.000, which would seem a
large mum for private capitailsts to in-
vest there. This estimate, however, is
belleved to be excessive, as the line
would run for the most part through
level country.

Variations in guiuge between Indian

tion of the route, and especially the
point of junction of the two lines, a
matter of vital importance in consider-
iug through traffic.

Russia Balks at Finance

The financial question is at the root
of all the dificulties in the way of
the construction of the rallroad, par-
ticularly as the council of ministers in
Bt. Petersburg has laid down the cons
ditien that the lne should vot fovplve
any demand on the Russian treasury.
It is unlikely that mooey will be found
for the Persian line in the absence of
government guaranties. —Duny Consul-
ar and Trade mer
