The disruption of the feudal system |
freeing the peasants from servitude sev-

eted also their connection with the soil.
Many of the former serfs became home-
less proletarians and crowded into cities
in quest of work and food. A new,
modern working class was forming in
the manufacturing ceater.

Capitaltsm was largely in the making.
The orgaunization of industry lay then
in the hapds of the owning class, whose
greed and exploiting instincts grew
even faster than their business skill.

Unorganized' and unskilled, the prole-
tarians were completely at the mercy
of the employer the first decades
of the ulneteenth century. This was
the period of labor's helplessness, of

But the conditions were highly fa-
vorable for the soclal development of
enslaved labor. Working in numbers
&t the same place, suffering from the
same evils and wrongs, the oppressed
tollers quickly learned a lesson.

Toward the middle of the past cen-
tury the workers began to organize by
trades in the I(ndustrially advanced
countries, ‘This is the firat step In the
commencing struggle between capital
