Many youngsters fail as batters af-
ter making an enviable reputation as
amateurs or semiprofessionuls. Once
around the elreult of @ league and their
balting - wenknoss is an open book.

By udopting & natural position at bat,
paying atteittion to the position of the
feet and body, and getling into the
babit of “look.ng them over” before
trying to hit the hall, the young nlayer
will equip himself “ns a batter. dvery
player sbould learn to bunt properiy.
The aveeugo yvoungster likes to take a
“long, healtnhy =wing" @t the dbull in-
stead of grasping his bat so he can
swing quickly, no matter whether he
ia offersd @ fast ball, curve or floater,
It he stands close to the plate he limits
the pitcher to less space.  If he re-
fuses to swing on everythilog and makes
the pltcher “stick them. over,” he is
more apt to get hits than the player
who ‘‘takes a toe hold”’ and swings
himself off his feet after missing the
ball.

Much advice is given batters, but the
patural position is the best. The bat
is epmbied (o throw his weight into h
swing, instead of depending upon the
strength of his arme. He s also less
apt to pull the ball imo ote fleld con-
tipually, which enables the fielders to
play him with certainty.

Summing up I should say to batters:
Make them pitch: go to first with your

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Curbing The Postal Clerks
It is a notorious fact that the postal department is inhumanly
unjust toward the postal clerks. ‘ ; .
Both in the railway service and in the offices the workers are
imposed upon by the higher authorities until at present the condi-
tion is well nigﬁ unbearable. : :

The following is a recent order which for a time was kept secret
but which later leaked out:

iz ; Washington, D, C., March 13, 1911,
Mr. Alex, Grant, General Superintendent R, M, S, :

Sir: Reierring to the reports that postal clerks at various
points are forming lodges and secret organizations of rail-
way postal clerks, I desire that steps be taken at once to
acquaint all in the service that such action is regarded as
inimical to the interests of the government. All clerks,
when they enter the service, take an oath to well and faith-
fully discharge the duties of the office to which they are

. appointed and to perform all -the duties required of them
and to-abstain from everything forbidden by the laws in |
relation to ‘postoffices and . postroads. It is incompatible
with their obligation to the department that they shéuld
assume another oath with a secret organization in the serv-
ice which may at any time interfere with the obligatious
which they assumed upon entering the service. This
is not to be constrited as interfering with any right which
a clerk may have of acting personally and individualky with
reference to organizations outside of the postal service.

‘“Yau are directed to advise all railway postal clerks as
10 these principles of employment and views here cxpressed
and that they shall be governed thereby, ;
