Bostbn, Mass., May 26,—In the year
14880 manufacturers all over the country
were fighting each other to securs the
servioes of inventqrs of shoe machin.
ey, ;

Today an inventor of shos machinery
must take his invention to the United
Machinery company’s offices in Bostop.

If he shares the fate of other inven-
tors, some of whom have brought vain
actions against the trust, his maeachine
will elther ba taken away from him as
an fufriogement or else he will be patd
a very small amount of money and his
invention will be thrown on the. scrap
‘heap.

Over 200 practical inyentions for shoe
making were {n use in 1890. Competi-
tion was rife and, to increase it, thera
came the invention of the son of the

 Goodyear who discovered the meaus of
vuleanizing rubber.
Competition Reduced

This invention was for fartening the
soles of shoes onto uppers by means of
s welt, which acted somewhat as a
wedge.,

By the time Goodyear’s machinery
wus on the market there had been a
decided tendency to reduce competition
and mauy of the various companies in
which McKay held a controliing Inter-
est were combinéd.

The Goodyear invention, with the
awelt-gole system, reopened competition,
because the manufacturer who ddidn't
want to use the McKay machinery
could use the Goodyear machinery, or
wice versa. Or, he might use both,

Sidney W. Winslow, by this time, had
- milted himself with Wallace F.. Robin-
son and was president of a. small
“hand-lasting machine company.” His
ambition was growing.

He realized that, 1f all the-shoes mak«
ing mashinery of the country, protect-
ed under Amerfcan patents, could be
put under one control, it would be pos-
gible for those who controlled the ma-
chines to stop muking shoes and to just
lay back and let the other fellow do
the work—and pay tribute to the ma-'
<hinery owners.

How Trlo Worked

Winslow and Robinson got hold of
Gea W. Brown, who hnd been a 87w
ing rPaisne agent in Ypper New Eng-
land, He became the machinery ex-
pert of the trio. :

They Induced a man who owped a
business college in Boston to sell to
them his ahares of stock in a competing
machinery company.

With this block of stock, which
proved to be the keystone in the shoe
manufacturing business, Winslow and
his associates carried the day, and per-
susded the shoe machinery mnakers to
. pool their Interests and cease com-
: petition.

The housswife who wishes to sphsti-
Eute with gfutpr or less frequency some
othér food for the meat dishes ordi-
na served has ‘s number of food ma-
i at her disposal which will an-
swer the p s¢. ‘The moat common
are undoub fish, milk, dried beans,

and other similar legnmu and cheese.
Most persons relish meat, and it is
doubtless troe that the plhnhl.htv of
the diet. for the majority is quite large-
ly determined by the meat dishes. It
is therefore desirable in substituting
other foods for meat to take especial
paing to serve paln.-ble dishes which
are relished by the‘memhers of the
fantily, as well as materials similar to
amest in cpmposmon and digestibility.

The ways of serving fish are in gen

“the same as those for meat. There
lm numerous palatable dishes In which
egge or milk are used which are well
fitted to supply protein and evergy in
pulatable form. The high nutritive
valse of beans, cowpeas, dnd other
dried I es makes this class of foods
especially useful as substitutes for
meat of vegetable origin. It is usually
the custom to add eonsiderable fat in
cooking legumes,

Nuts which contain an abundance. of
protein and fat are also substituted for
meat and are used much more com-
monly as st<ple articles of diet in this
country than was once the case.

* Those who wish to make substitu-
‘Xions of these foods for meat often de-
wire to know how much of each is nee-
emsary in order to replace a given
amount’ of meat. If we consider only
the proteins of the meat, the follow-
ing geveral statement may he made:

It #cems a founda-
tion principie ‘that as meat is a savory
dish, any meceptable substitute for it
must nlm be savory or must be made
so by suitable seasoning and proper
mn)ung

fish for meat as a hot weather dish will
be considered.

“While the butcher, the baker, or the cnndl_cstlck mahr
may fix prites at will so long as their business i subject to
the ordinary laws of competition, yet just as soon as by
reason of monopoly or combination the laws of trade no
longer apply, then their business will have to become sub-
ject to public supervision and, if necessary, control, There-
fore the railtoad man ought to feel somewhat jubilant that
he has gone through the mill; and, in the language of the
noble art of seli-defense, ‘although somewhat dishgured is
still in the ring.'” >

Socialism would affect all human beings. But woman, uncon-
sciously perhaps, bears a relation to that proposed stat: of society
which is not borne by the male portion of our race,

All down through the ages women have been enslaved. Some-
times for the purpose of drudging for thelr masters, sometimes to
amuse “his majesty,” but always they have had to feel their de-
pendence on others for the means of life.

Woman, as a class, has never known political or economic free-
dom. True, conditions in the industrial world have forced her into
the ranks of the wage earners where she sells her unskilled labor
Eower to her industrial master for food and clothing—the reward of

er sisters of earlier centuries for service to her recognized lawful
master.

No part has womian in making the laws that govern the indus-
tries in which she works. Not a word can she utter in protest against
her babies being torn from her bosom to toil in the fpctories and
sweatshops of this and other nations.

The entire plan of this the majority of existing governments
fail to recognize woman as an individual with the rights of a citi-
zen. And still woman is affected both by laws and conditions, direct-
ly and indirectly, more forcibly than are the male members of so-
ciety, for the reason that she is dependent on the male portion cf
the race.

Besides being affected in her own right she receives the blow
when her supporter is affected.

Women who are interested in woman’s emancipation to a de-
gree that they will search for ways and means to bring this ‘about,
and who use reason and logic are attracted to Socialism.

They recognized in that their hope of a free race. free mothers
and free children, which can never be umtil the entire race is eman-
cipated., A

We can not hope for a just economic condition on earth until .
women have been completely emancipated. This can be accom-
plished only when class rule has reached its end for all time, and
women's dependence on man, which gives him rule over her, has
ceased and she has become an economically free member of society
with a voice in the affairs of industry,

Only under such conditions can the human race reach its high-
est development. The sooner women actively relate themselves to
the Socialist movement the sooner this long-hoped for day will
dawn. With the inauguration of the co-operative commonwealth
the woman question will be solved and we shall then have the wel-
fare of the human race, as a whole, to consider. b
