The Law of Supply and Demand

Judge Gary of the steel corporation is tired of competition. He
wants the government to fix prices. He also expects to be the gov-
erament, a sort of incorporate Uncle Samuel
~ To this the Financial World (N. Y.) objects. "It calls this “a
surprising theory” and “the greatest calamity that could happen to
industry.” It demands free competition:

Prices of commodities arise from the conditions sur-
rounding production, the cost of raw material, fluctuations

in wages, competition from foreign cotntries, demand from

consumers, and even the weather has a bearing on prices.

There is only vne way to establish natural prices, and that

is to give the law of supply and demand free play. Every

other method has resulted in disaster. Arbitrary rules gov-

erning trade cannot be made to succeed.

The Financial World is reading history awry. The law of sup-
ply and demand has not had free play from the time that land and
tools became private property to date. The inevitable trend is to
ever greater restriction of “free play.” In fact, it is downright stipid
to talk of “free play of the law of supply and demand”, WHEN A
SMALL CLASS OWNS ALL THE MEANS OF PRODUC-
TION, LAND, TOOLS AND MONEY, while THE MASS OF
HUMANITY MUST SELL THE ONLY THING THEY POS-
SESS—THEIR LABOR POWER—IN A CORNERED MAR-
KET, MANIPULATED BY CAPITALISTS, OR STARVE.

" The law of supply and demand can only operate freely and bene-]

ficially when all the people collectively own the tools (means) of
production and make GOODS FOR USE and not for profit.

. Then the LABOR POWER OF ALL will be used for the pro-
duction of goods and public service in a manner that each will have
the opportunity to produce enough for his sustenance, comfort and
luxury. The bitter, wasteful clash of interests that necessarily exists
in a system that MAKES GOODS FOR PRIVATE PROFIT AND
BUYS AND SELLS HUMAN LABOR LIKE SHEEP AND
HOGS will disappear,

Goods will be made ONLY FOR USE and, as production in-
creases through ever better labor-saving machinery and more effi-
‘cient industrial organization, the HOURS OF LABOR WILL BE
REDUCED FOR ALL (and all will be employed) until life will be-
come a holiday compared with the strain, fret; worry, rush and an-
guish of today.

Now we produce more than we can sell, and when overproduc-
tion (what a hideous lie! It is under-consumption, not overproduc-
tion) stops the wheels of privately owned industry the workers, who
have produced the goods, are turned out, helpless and poor, upon
the street, while the owners of the tools welter in luxury.

Is it a Bluff?

The city authorities don't like the defiant attitude of the Peo-
ple's Gas Co.  (Why is it called the People's?) Its refusal to allow
Professor Bemis to examine all the data in its possession and to put
at his disposition all the facts bearing on the cost of gas looks bad.
Evidently the company is afraid of the truth,

The city proposes to refuse permits to the company to tear up
streets and lay more pipe. It also proposes to compel the ges com-
pany to pay what it owes the city for damages done to city and
private property. In .other words the Harrison administration is
mad or pretends to be mad._ :

{s kept for use. It im often read over
and over again. 1t lies on the table or
desk .where its reading matter x«lnro:‘i
one instantly in the face. If it is put|
away in a drawer it is resurrected |
sooner or later. It is the best adver-
tisement so far devised. /

Leaflets are half again as cheap as
blotters, but they are not read by so
many people, mnor are they read so
often. Leaflets are wasted in distribu-
tion by being blown off verandas and
doorstepe, They are often, too,
crumpled up when being put into let-
terboxes. Too often they are destroyed
without first being read.

Of course, leaflets are sometimes in-
dispensable. Far more can be printed
on them than on blotters. The mes-
sages on hlotters must necessarily be
short and to the point,

Allowing for all the es that haye already been attained-
any candid observer must admit that the condition of the working
class at the present time i8 deplorable.

We are dependent upon the capitalist masters for jobs. They
can give us jobs, ‘or decline to give us jobs, as they like. When we
have jobs, our wages are barely sufficient to buy the commonest
necessaries of life. When we are out of employment we have to
suffer every manner of privation and degradation.

Thgusands of our brother workingmen are killed every year
because they cannot control the conditions under which they must
work. Hundreds of thousands more are maimed for the same rea-
son. We are unable to properly ®ducate our children. Many of
them have to go to work when they are almost infants. Our daugh-
ters throng the brothels because they are unable to earn a living in
any other way. Suicide, insanity, intoxicating liquor, disease and
Meath ravage -our class with wanton havoc.

All the evils of society seem to concentrate their baneful effects
upon us.

And with good reason.

For the private owmership of :he industries places the whole
working class in a condition of servitude. The capitalists own the
industries. The workers are therefore dependent upon them for
jobs. They hire us for just enough to keep us alive. They discharge
us whenever theJ' feel like it. They maim and kill us by lack of
safeguards in order to increase their own profits. They reduce our
children to slavery and drivk our daughters into lives of shame. They
surround us with conditions which make us the prey of every
scourge and send us tc untimely graves.

In a land of unbounded plenty why should this be so?

The working class does the necessary and useful work of the
world. If we could free ourselves from dependence and secure the
full value of our labor all these evils would disappear.

And this can be done,

_ If the workers will vote together they can elect their own can-
didates to office. They can elect the local, state and national ad-
ministrations. They can then take the industries over and make
them collective property owned by all the people and run for the
benefit of all the people. They can guarantee all men and women
employment at their full earnings, and shorten the hours of labor
enough so that the guarantee can be fulfilled.

Then there will be no capitalists to receive egregious profits.
The workers will control their own conditions of labor and receive
the full value of their labor.

This change will remove all the economic evils by which we
are surrounded. It will surround us with conditions wherein it will
be the most natural thing in the world for us to be healthy, happy
and highly enlightened,

It will open up the avenues to all thc higher things of life, from
which the masses of*the people are now locked, barred and bolted,

It is true that this will be Socialism, but we should not be frightened

by a name.

The U. S. Constitution

Why is it that durlng the past thirty
years men and women have been con-
tinually heard on the highways and
gtreets of towns and cities loudly call-
ing to the passers-by to stop, look and
listen? o

In the beginning the speakers were
few throughout the entire United
States, while today the soap boxers, as
they are called, can be counted by the
thousands,

Why, and for what purpose do the
speakers use this method of appealing
to the passers-by?

Jtmply because It is one of the cheap-
est and easiest ways for them 1o tell
certain economic facts and statistics
which have been gathered from the
history of the past, together with a
true expianation of present economle
and “politieal conditions,

The speakers belleve that a simple
explanation of these facts and condi-
tions will interest all those Who are
not members of the Master or Ruling
class,

George R. Kirkpatrick, the author of
“War—What For?" re'.tes the follow-
ing littie incident:

“A Minneapolis w.litonalre, in a dis-
cussion that took place in that city
shortly after the fall elections of 1808,
when a body of bankers and othex
financial sharks met for the purpose oi
devising ways and meaps whereby the
threatened advance of

the Soclalist political program and pro-
posed copstitution was so simple and
just that if It were explalned to 100
American working men, ninety of them
would not ouly demand its -enactment,
but would aleo fight for it and even die
in order to bring it about.”

When the United States of America
was born as a nation there existed here
A ocuste system such as existed in the
British Kingdom, with the oxception
of titles of nobllity.

The new republic recognized the four
castes: gentiemen, freemen, slaves and
the lower—the working class—and this
wus the accepted opinfon when the Dec.
laration of Independence and the Con-
stitution were presented to the world.

The Declaration of Intependence was
the firs. orgunized revoit vinst the
“divine right” of ‘s king to legally rob
“gentiemen’’ of his class,

On the Fourth of July, 1776, ffty-six
gentlemen, of whom twenty-eight were
lawyers and the other half slave owners
of both whiile and black slaves, as weil
as smugglers, got together for the pur-
pose of declaring war ageinst their
king, they were going to fight,

Nearly one-half of these ‘“‘gentle-
men” were over 70 years-of age, thir-
teen of them were past 80 years of age,
and five of them were nearly 100 years
old,

These “gentlemen” decided to go to
war; that js they decided to get the
Jjower olass to fighf for them, so they
put the following pmmtb at the top
of the Declaration of Independence and
handed It 10 the men and boys of the
lower, the working class:

“AN men are cadowed with the rights
of life 1llberty, and the pursuit of hap-
piness.

*Tr semure these rights, governments
are instituted amongst men, deriving
thelr just powers from the consent of
the governed,

“Whenever any government beocomes
destructive of these ends, it is the
right of the peopls to alter or abolish
it, and to institute rew government.”

After the men and Doys of the lower
order had succeeded in freelng these
“gentlemen” from the unpleasant duty
of paying any more {axes or tribute to
King George, these “gentlemen’ pro-
ceded to draw up a “Constitution.”

The “Constitution” was written by
the ruling class, for the ruling class,
80 as to properly rob the working class.

The “Constitution” is used to rob the
working class of right living snd the
patural right of human conservation.

There are seven articles in the “Con-
stitution” and the only consideration
or sven mention that the working class
receives ifn the entire “Constitution” Is
in Article 1V, Section 2, Llaragraph 3,
which says: “No person held to service
or lador in one state under the laws
thereo!f, escaping into anothcr shall, in
consequence of any law or regulation
thereln, be discharged from such serv-
je or labor, but shgll be delivered up
‘on claim of the garty to whom such

John Adnms, the first vice president
of the United States, when acting as
chief legail advisor In the drawing up of
the Constitution, said:

"It is of no consequence by what
name you call your working class,
whether by that of freemen or slaves,
tha difference is {maginary only.

"What difference is it whether you
give ihem. food, clothing and shelter
or give them the money to dbuy food,
clothing and shelter?"

The robbery of the lower order, the
working class, I8 disguised »nd mas-
querades as wages, which Is pald to
the working class In exchange for long
hourn of work, for which they receive
just enough money to buy cheap and
poisoned food, cheap and few clothes,
cheap and miserable sheiter, cheap and
little pleasure from the beginning to
the end of a cheap and milserable life,

The United States Constitution pro-
vides no conslderation for the only
“private property” that the working
class possess in common, namely, their
power of hand and brain which they
must sell to the master class by the
hour, the day, the week or the month
in free competition with unemployel
and starving white men, black men,
brown uen. yellow men, old women,
young wowen, and even littie boys and
girls.

A saort time ago three corporation
lawyers who were appointed judges of
t the New York Court of Appeals gave
{the following Interpretation of the
United States Constitution in overrul-
{ lng » law passed by the legislature.
| “The right of private property resta
not upon philosophical or scientific spec-
ulation, nor upon the commenduble im-
pulses of benevolence orf charity, nos
yet upon the dictates of natural jus-
[ tice.”
| Under the Constitution modern busi-
|ness has developed into sclentific rob-
{bery and sclentific robbery is constitu«
{ ticoal,

The Constitution should veceive the
wholesome contempt of the  working
class,

In the United States there are 16,000,«
000 families, and 90 per cent of them
live in rented homes, voarding houses
and furnishell rooms,

The ruling class and their political
bunco-steerers live In luxury, in beau-
tifu! mansions, while their dupes live
in shacks and tenements,

Today, in the United States, there are
500,000 men, women and children who
each possess $100,000 worth of wealth
which has been produced by the work-
ing«class, and the 1910 census shows
that the entire working class or 85
per cent of -the population possess only
$65.00 worth of wealith for each person,

The United States Census Reports
show that there or 30,000,000 wage slaves
who produce $2,400 worth of weaith
yearly and that the average wages pald
are only $4387 a year.

In the yedr 1508 the total vote cas'
for president was only 15.000,000 votes,
and yet the census shows there are 30,«
000,000 workers.

What became of the votes of the old
men, the single men, who are to be
seen everywhere, in the large cities and
who nightly gather in filthy, lousy bird
cages, in Jodging houses, where they
have the privilege of locking them-
selves in for a dime or a quarter?

Every presidential election for the
past thirty years has been decided by
the votes that were counted in the.
slums of the large citiés.

Every mayor in Chicago for the past
thirty years has also been elected by
the unfortunates of the siums.

The Soctalists propose & new Con-
stitution in accordance with the de-
mand of the “Declaration of Independ-
ence,” a Constitution that will have as.
s foundation this basic truth: Labor
produces all wealth necessary for a per-
fect civilization and lebor is the most
valuahle ¢ the nation.

The  Soclalists propose that human
conservation shall be the first and
only consideration of all the workera by
all the workers and for all the work-

ers.
