The others who had started after the first of September
found that they had less than thirty days in which to win the prize
and, hopeless of crossing the continent in a shorter period, one by
one they quit the race after flying part of the way, with the excep-
tion of Rodgers. Rodgers kept on for the sake of the sport, not at-
tempting to finish within thirty days.

Thus entied the great fifty thousand dollar bluff of Wm. Ran-
dolph Hearst.

“The wages (nominal) are high, but
the purchasing power of a soverelgn is
low, and in the énd the wage-receiver
gets a mere subsistence wage. In’this
country a man's job is not so perma-
nent as in the old couutry: and a man
from home—‘uew Cchum'~is boycotted
to a large extent,

“The bosses seemi to be fond of mak-
Ing changes and experimenis. The
boasted labor legislation here hits
against the worker in as many ways
as it hits against the boss. The arbi-
tration act {s getting played out, and
the workers, unjon after union, are
cancelling their registrations under the
arbitration act, and are joinfog the New
Zealand Federation of Labor. about 10,-
000 strong, and rapidly growing in mili-
tant power and numbers.”

The book is sald to be the most com-
prehensive statement of Soclalism ever
made. It is divided into" five parts, aa
follaws: Sociallsm ‘as a criticism of
present soclety: the theory of Social-
fsm: the Socialist {deal: the sSoclalist
movement and program, aud answer to
the objections made against Sociallsm.
While intended primarily for the class-
room, the book is Intended for individ-
ual students also. This is the first
time that any great publisher has ever
issued zuch a book as a college texi-
book. -

AUSTRIA PERSECUTES
THE SOCIALIST PRESS

.The persecution of the Soclalist press
continues in, Austria. Two editions of
the Arbeiter-Zeitung of Vienna, a na-
tional Socialist publjcation, were con-
fiscated by the government authoritles,
The pretext for the government's action
was the reprinting of an alleged state-
ment of the Minister of Justice von
Hochenburger, that the ministers should
be hung to lamp poles.

That the persecution depends upon
the attitude of the publications In ques-
tion towards the government is shown
by the fact that two of the party pa-
pers, onesthe Sloboda, a tri-monthly,
and the Napred. a bi-monthly publica-
tion, bave twenty-seven actions pending
againgt them. .
