The government of the Republic re-
cenly established by the Liberal lead-
ers under General Sandino has issued
ordinances confiscating the property
of foreigners and cancelling all for-
eign concessions, despatches from
Managua state.

The confiscatory order is the latest
of several acts establishing the supre-
macy of the new Republic, the des-
patches report. Previcus legislation
dealt with the issuance of currency
and the enforcement of strong meas-
ures against the use of alcoholic
liquors.

The new official seal of the new
Republic is described as being a Nic-

SURVEY SHOWS
MILLIONS ARE
DISFRANGHISED?

'Figures on South Ghven;
At Negro Meeting i

Results of a survey on disfranchise-
ment in the southern states were given
by Dr. W. E. B. Du Bois, editor of the
Crisis, “at the annual mass meeting
here of the National Association for
the Advancement of Colored People.

The survey shows that a larger
number of white workers and poor
farmers than of Negroes is disfran-
chised by southern ecapitalist politi-
cians with the aid of the police and
the courts.
