As I am employed in the building
trades and have something to say
about conditions there I want to
add to what has already been printed
concerning the trade.
Sub-Sub-Sub Contractors.

I think that the hardest place to
work in the building trades of the

country is in New York City,
especially in the plastéring and
bricklaying lines. Most of this

work is done by sub and sigh-sub-
contractors. These little firms em-
ploy “gaffers,” whose job is to push
the men on in their work. Intimi-
dation is at Jeast nine-tenths of
most every man’s make-up in the
business.

The shops are full of “monkeys”
who report other men, who talk of
violations of the working rules to
the foreman or the boss.

Black-listing is in vogue in all of
the larger shops. Foreman are in-
structed not to hire active union
men. Delegates are a curiority. I
have seldom seen any. They are ap-
pointed by the foreman and there-
fore they do not attempt to enforce
union rules or atmosphere at work.

Although the Italians have been
| the accepted “goat” as a reason for
bad conditions by the “white” men,
I notice that-he (the Italian) is find-
ing competition in the . southern
| Negro and Poles.

In the Masons Union, if a mem-
ber is found to be in sympathy with
a Communist organization, his card
|is destroyed. Such men generally
| revenge themselves by working un-

Detectives had come to the home
of Mrs. Lucretia Cruse to bring her
before Watkins to explain why she
was paid $140 a month as a special
investigator for corperation counsel
Samuel Ettelson.

Mrs. Cruse, it was charged, did
nothing for her salary.

“I was in the employ of the cor-
poration counsel one month,” Mrs.
