UP PROFITS WHILE

Gompers Controls in New Yark.

But' the Cleveland meeting of the
C. P. P, A, in December, 1922, took
a stand against the “labor party,” it
refused admittance to the Communist
delegates, and the next summer at the
Albany meeting of the New York eop-
ference for &rogressive political action
we find Gompers’ Tammany Hall po-
liticians in the New York labor move-
ment absolutely in control.

During the past year the C. P. P,
A, has been drifting more and more
towards the Gompers' position. It was
Gompers who pulled Fitzpatrick and
Nockels out of the July 4, 1928,
farmer-labor convention, in Chicago.
It was Gompers who inspired LaFol-
lette’s attack on the June 17 natfonal
farmer-labor conference, in St. Paul,
this year.

. Gompers has been in leagne with
the worst elements fighting the Com-
munists. It was Detective Burns who
said that altho he did not sleep in the
same bed with Gompers, nevertheless
they were in agreement on many
things. .

Gompers used the conferemce for
progressive political action and the
LaFollette movement to destroy inde-
pendent political action for the work-
ers and farmers under the standards
8f the farmer-labor movement.

Regains Dictatorship,

Now he is using his machine, like
the Tammany Hall crowd in: New
York, to destroy the conference for
progressive political action, so that he
will again become the dictator of the
political policies of labor's oficialdom.

Two of the original slogans of the
C. P. P. A, “the labor party,” and
“recognition of Soviet Russia,” have
been completely dropped. While recog-
nition of Soviet Russia was the big
isgue in the British political struggle,
LaFollette has been absolutely silent

;fon this questiont while Hughes, Dawes

and other republican campaignera
have carried on a systematle attack
against Soviet Russia. Gompers is at
one with Secretary of State Hughes
on the question of warring against
the Workers’ Republic and he has
pulled the LaFollette campaign along
with him on his side in this fight.
Watch El Paso Convention.

The situation will clarify itself conm.
siderably with the meeting of the
American: Federation of Labor in a
few days at El Paso, Texas. There the
Gompers’ officialdom will have to de-
clare itself on the promises of the
LaFollette campaign that it is “going
to organize the third party.”

It can pretty safely be predicted at
this time that Gompers’ position will
not only be against the “third party”
idea, but that moves will be made for
the liquidation of the conference for
progressive political” action. ' '

Where Will the Soclalists Go?

This raises the question of what
will happen t{o the socialists in this
changing political panorama. The
Hillquits and the Bergers are now
convinced that they have killed the
socialist party. But they would no

nucleus of an organization to give
them a place, no matter how fnsig-
nificant, within the conference for
progressive political action., If the
C. P. P. A. would only organize a “la~
bor party” that would give the so-
cialists a chance to drop thelr own
organization,” the “S. P.” and be-
come full fledged members of “the la-
bor party.”

But with the American Federation
of Labor torpedoing not only “the
labor party,” but the C. P. P. A. as
well, it can rapidly be seen how the
socialists not only become orphans
but also are without any asylum of-
fering a refuge.

It has been a clever maneuver car-
ried out over the long perfod of time.
But all indications are that it is sue-
ceeding beyond expectations. And all
the time Gompers, backed by his ex-
pensive propaganda machine in Wagh-
ington, has been carefully spreading
his network of lies, charging that .it
ig the Communists who have made
farmer-labor political action impos-
sible. For an echo listen to Fits-
patrick and Nockels in the Chicago
Federation of Labor, or the Gompers’
agents in any organization of thc
workers, anywhere in the land.

But the workers and exploitqd
farmers will gradually realize who it
is that has betrayed them, who it i
that has prevented them from organ-
izing their own class power and then
they will turn in increased numbers
to Communist leadership, looking for
a way out of the difficult situation
in which they now find themselves.’

Indian government and its agents.

Students of despotic government,
with ‘an understanding of the econ-
omic and political interpretations of
exploitation, readily recognize that
these trick issues are nursed to mis-
load the wretched inhabitants of In-
dia and distract their attention from
the desperate struggle for emanci-
pation. The average per capita in-
gome of Indians is stated in the na
tional -assembly to be not more than
25 gshillings (1 shilling, 23c) a year.
India is becoming increasingly im-
poverished under British rule,

until January in Delhi. Besides the
guccessful challenges to the British
antocracy on salary grabs and other
measures, the agsembly, which {s com-
posed largely of elected members,
passed some progressive bills.

Some of the cab-
ins are below deck, and are so terribly
damp that everything smells musty.

“I lived in one of these dark dun
geons for ten months and my health
was so bad that tuberculosis was not
far off.

. could bribe him.

‘This also contains the bland expression of “la-
bor” that—“As to the Boston police strike, it is
the opinion of the great many representatives of
labor that such a strike was unwisely called.”
That the cops’ union voted 1,134 to 2 for a strike,
means nothing to these labor fakers.

The organ of five railroad labor bodies, dis-
agreeing markedly with Bill Lee, flopped without
blushing from Coolidge to LaFollette. But Berry of
the Pressmen’s Union was filling the air with cheers
for Davis, while Lewis of the U. M. W. led tooth-
less old Mother Jones to Calvin’s welcoming arms
and in the press of both organizations the cloven
hoof of a sell-out has left its track. These be the
fruits of “non-partisian political action.”

1f consistency is a jewel, the Chicago Tribune

The
Trib wants the guns on Morgan’s hattleships fixed
so as to shoot fartiier by eievating the trajectory.
After comparing Morgan’s ships to Britain’s, in
sich invidious manner, one would not be surprised

- at Britain’s “polite suggestion that the elevation

of American guns would not be received with
pleasure.” '

The Trib, however, waves aside such objections.
“Britain needs an efficient American navy,” it as-
sarts. It continues, “The American navy in the
next war will be on thé Pacific. And it will not{m
be aiming at anything British. It will be protect-
ing British interests as well as its own.”

Nothing could more frankly proclaim the
next war with Japan. But we know the policy of
linglish imperialism enough not to be so certain
of its alliances as the Trib pretends to be. How-
ever, be that as it may, for a policy of “Elevate
ihe Guns”--no matter whom they are to be aimed
at-—the Trib says, “Vote For Coolidge and Dawes.”

That under the exhortation for eclections the
Trib should insert a pious word or two about Cool-
iage “co-operating sanely for world peacé” and
having “given an example of pacific policy which
has made powerfully for world peace” is not at all
inconsistent with the above, even though .it is an

'The World in Bondage

The flotation of the first Dawes loan in  the
United States brings to the foreground with ex-
traordinary clarity the cxtent to which American
saperialism has succeeded in establishing its finan-
«ta) hegemony over international capitalism.

This vear establishes a new peak in the foreign
ieans subscriped in the United States. Practically
svery banking house in the country has negotia-
tions for loans or has already handled loans for
toreign governments or corporations. Within the
last five years the total British investments in
other countries fell from twenty to seventeen bil-
lion dollars. At the same time, American foreign
investments increased at a terrific pace. New York
has outstripped London as the world’s financial
center, despite the latter’s advantages gained thru
conturies of banking experience.

In the first ten months of this year, the combined
total foreign issues reached a sum close to nine
hundred million dollars. The vast proportion of
this huge sum was consumed in financing foreign
governments, in maintaining the capitalist organs
of oppression abroad. Nearly one hundred million
jollars were invested in foreign industries. More
“kan fifty miilion dollars were sunk in Canadian
r‘ul\vavs. When we call the roll of the debtor gov-
ermments we find the Argentine, Hungary, Canada,
3n Domingo, Jugoslavia, Japan, Switzerland,
Holland, Czecho-Slovakia, Norway, Bolivia, Bel-
yium, Peru, Finland, France, Germany, and

Sweden.

When we turn to the foreign industries coming
under increasing American control, we find French

and Canadian railways, Japanese electric con-

cerns, Austrian and Hungarian public utilities,
and TFinnish general manufacturing groups.
This has been a banner year for American im-
perialism. The immediate outlook for the exten-
sion of Yankee eapitalist supremacy is bright.
But these conquests are only the silver linings of
the dark: gray clouds of war that are hovering
over Europe and the Far East.

Fools at King Capital’s Court

In medieval times kings costumarily kept
a kind 6f human being, often artificially
digfigured ‘into grotesque form, in attendance at
their thrones, dressed like a clown and privileged
to crack jokes at the monarch without making
acquaintapce with the headsman..

It is our sad duty to disclose that the Borah
committee investigating ‘campaign . expenses was
iold that the whole affair was staged for election
purposes by Rhinelander Waldo of New York with
(t. O. P. money. Waldo paid $1,297 in carfares
and hotel -bills alone, while Gilson Gardner testi-
fied that the stunt was offered for his favorite can-
didate at the price of $50,000. -

The theatrical profession has need to make
itself heard in protest at this disgraceful prostitu-
tion of professional prominence.

According
to a cable which reached here a few
days ago, six of the criminals received
the highest. penalty, heing sentenced
to death. The capitalist press lacon-
ically reports that they were sguteuc-
ed “for murder of a villuge corroe
spondent, who -accused the village ad-
ministration of anti-Communiat n.c
tivities.”

The motive .in thls report was to
creale the impression that bolshevik
“alrocities” are “still” being perpetrat-
ed. | No account of the case i
viven, not e_ven,_the names mentionsd.

A few months ago when the murder
was discovered in the small village 14
Dymovka and the murderexs arrested,

The vietim, Gregory Malinovsky,
was village, correspondent for “Krasuy
Nikolaiev” and: other labor papers.
