Instead of the board
consisting of representatives of the
unions alone, Donlin put over the
scheme of collaboration by making the
board composed jointly of bosses anc
union officials. For this reason' many
of the unions detest the whole idea.

Hedrick Hears Things.

department, George F. Hedrick, has
expressed himsgelf as apprehensive of
an effort to cut wages. He quoted ¢
speech made at the convention. of the
American Aspociation of Bankers in
Chicago where the.speaker said:

against their will.”

During the
sirike of the Port View tin workers,
MecKeesport, Pa., one of the militants
went into the national office of the
Amalgamated Association at Pitts-
burgh and asked Tighe, what are you
going to do for the strikers at Me-
Keesport? Tighe replied, “We can’t
do anything; we are waiting for a
committee to come down and tell us
what to do!”

The rank and file are “next” to this
brand of “leadership” and the “gang’s”
howling about the “Reds being on the,
job” seems like an echo from the
steel trust propaganda dished out
during the great steel strike.

It was the Tighe brand of leader-
ship that lost to the Amalgamated
Association two of its best lodges in
Canonsburgh, Pa.

~used during czarist times, whcih were
similar to books now wused in the
American schools, were filled with
propaganda against the working class,
Hietories, gociological works, books on
economics and anthropology were
found to Dbe counter revolutionary
propaganda against the working class
and were destroyed.

Czarist Education a Fraud.

‘What Edward A. Ross, professor of
.sociology at the University of Wis-

consin, says of the czarist education, |

applies word for word to the present
‘educational system of the United
' States as controlled by the capitalists.
“Under the czar,” says Professor
Jones, “a gigantic fraud had been per-
" petrated on the children and the com-
mon people by feeding them husks
. when they were famishing for bread.
The trick was to obscure while seem-
ing to enlighten, to conserve darkness
while going thru the motions of ex-
tending education.”

Self-Government in Schools.

One of the main functions of the
school is to teach the child collective
action, we learn in Anna Louise
Strong’s history of Bolshevik Russia.
““The schools are trying to fit the child
to build a socialist state,” she says.
“The schools are the next battle front
for Communism. The school is a self
governed school community, in which
children, teachers, janitors ail have
equal voice. It decides everything.
What shall be done with the school
" funds, what shall be planted in the
school garden, what shall be taught.
If the children decide against some
necessary subject, it is the teachers’
job to show them, thru their play and
life together, that the subject ig
needed.”

FLEECED BY THE
SHIP COMPANIES

Soviet Consuls Defend
Victims of Ship Agents

- NEW YORK, Nov. 17.—Emigrants
waiting at Libau, Latvia, 'and other
ports are Dbeing harassed and ex-
ploited by agents of steamship com-
panies while waiting visaes permitting
them to come to the United States, ac-
cording to information received by
the Central Bureau for Technical Aid
of Soviet Russia, office in New York.

Police are called in by . the steam-
shlp agents to. “suppress uprisings”
among the emlgrants most of them
women and children demanding fresh
fish dnd the-washing of the floors in
the dormltorles housmg them. Steam
ship agents charge these women and
children with “conducting Communist
propaganda” in order to get the police
to raid and search their living quar-
ters.

Soviet Agents Defend Victims.
The representative of Russia in
Libau, from whom the central bureau
secured much information, writes that
the suppression of alleged “uprisings
of emigrants” is not so serious a men:
ace as the repeated toll of money
taken by unserupulous steamship
company agents for so-called advice
and for rent for housing in the
crowded dormitories. The agents tell
the emigrants who protest: “If you're
not satisfied, go to your consul and
he'll defend you but get out of here.
Such Communists are not needed in

America.”

emigrants who have left the portg
after failing to sail to America be-

'WAR POLITICALS

Courts Take C Civil Rights
from 1,200 Prtsoners

The citizenship of 1,200 polit-
ical prisoners, taken from them
by . capitalist courts, must be
restored, Roger Baldwin, direc-
tor of the American Civil Liber-
tiés Union, declared in a speech
here .at the New Liberal Club.

Baldwin said the election
showed that the American cap-
italists are in the saddle
stronger than ever, due to fear
displayed by the workers. Bald-
win said:

Fteactionary Propaganda Effective.

“The 'election displayed a wide-
spread fear of change and an unthink-
ing allegiance to the propaganda for
things as they are. It reveals the
bankruptey of. political discussion as
well as the effectiveness of conserv-
ative propaganda.

“In  the local elections thruout large
districts, "the intolergnt propaganda

of the Ku Klux Klan demonstrated its

power to hold together a middle class
majority, fearful of all minorities. It
represents an utter disregard of in-
dividual and minority rights. It is
headed for the same type of commun-
ity control by force and terrorism
which characterizes the Italian Fas-
cisti. .

“This sweeping conservative victory
is a part of the world-wide fear of
chaos and distrust of untried propos-
als in the hands of the organized la-
bor and radical movements. It re-
flects the consolidation of the capital-
igtic’ system. Increasing unity of the
labor, radical and farmer movements
makes resistance to suppresslon more
effective,

Resolutlon Is Bea.ten by

The fourth Co-operative Congress
whxch was_held .in. New York City
on November 6 to 8 was a dull

uneventful gathering. It was attended'

by ahout 50 ‘delegates from various
parts of the country.” The first two
days of ‘the congress passed in a fu-
tile discussion of bookkeping and con-
trol. - The congress showed itself to

| be. completely divorced from the life

of the workin® ' class of this country
and failéd to touch the vital problems
of ‘the movement.  Had it not been for
d’resolution .on Russian recognition
introduced- by . the militants ~ which
came upon the last day, it ‘would have
been difficult- to - ‘distinguish the con-
gress ‘from any general gathering of
liberals and professionals. ;

" Proletarian Note.

““The resolution introduced by the
mjlitants, ‘calling upon the American
government to establish recognition
and enter into relations with the Sc-
viet-Republic, was the first proletarian
note struck at the congress. The res-
olution committee bringing in its re-
port stated . that the committee was
divided and left the matter open for
decision to the body. The representa-
tives . of co-operatives, coming from
proletarian sections ‘such as the Fin-
nigh. co-operatives of Néw York, Min-
nesota, Wisconsin, whose representa-
tives are militants in the labor move-
ment and supported also by the dele-
gates representing other co-operatives
having a distinct proletarian member-
ship, came out energetically for the
adopt}on of the resolution. Among the
delegates ' representing ' co-operatives
with a petty bourgeois. membership,
there was consternation when this res-
olution was' reported. These delegates
would have rushed from the hall in
terror if it were at all possible.

Feared Soviet Motion.
;Despite -the fact that the Russian

-{co-operatives are the most powerful in

the  international movement and a
delegate of which.- had greeted the
congress at the very opening, the mere
mention. of the Soviet government
aroused fear and trembling in ‘the
hearts 'of these petty bourgeois dele-
gates..

Anti-Working Class
Judge is Returned
by Recent Election

(By Federated Press.)
. TACOMA, Wash., Nov. 17. — The
rawest of all the many raw results of
the Washington elections is the eleva-
tion of Judge Willlam D. Askien ‘to
the state supfeme court.

If ever a judge deserved to be
clagsified with veérinin, Askren is the
man, Not only have' almost half of
his decisions been reversed by the su-
preme court on-appeal, giving him a
standing of 37th out of 43 court judges
in this respect, but his disregard of
human rights and decency have made
him the classie exhibit in the state.

The most celebrated of the decisions
in which he met ighnominious and
unanimous reversal in thé supreme
court was the damage suit of Mrs.
Bertha Wampler,"a deserted wife with
three young children, against an-auto-
mobilist who injured her foot so that
it had to be amputated. - Her husband,
who had been jailed as a wife deserter,
.accepted $300-from the autoist as com-
plete release of all claims by the de-

Judge Askren accepted the release
when Mrs, Wampler brought her dam-
age suit, dismissed the jury and threw
the woman’s case out of court. Her

serting husband had used the $300 not
only to get out of jail on the desertion
charge but was using the balance to
sue his injured wife for divorce. The
money that should have gone to her as
damages, had she accepted the settle-
ment out of court, was. thus used to
injure her further. Askren refused to
listen.

TAKE TO BOOKS

May Study History from
Tut to Farrington

By SCOTT NEARING
(Federated Press Staff Writer)

TAYLORVILLE, I1ll., Nov. 17.—Ten
thousand miners in the fifth subdis-
triet of Hlinois, Unlted Mine Work-
ers of America are conducting a sig-
nificant experiment .in labor educa-
tion. Altho more than half of the
mines in this territory are closed for
lack of demahd, these union men, in
the face of a hard winter, have
reached the concliusion that their real
hope lies in awakening the rank and
file of the organization to the under-
lying and economic causes of the
hardship that is confronting them.
They propose to combat ignorance
and apathy with organized education.

The subdistrict convention, held
early in June, 1924, resolved to adopt
this course after listening to a report
from President William Daech, in
which he suggested an educational
committee and adoption of a vigorous
policy of education for the rank and
file. A committee of five was elected
from the floor of this convention, a
former “mine worker—Tom Tippet—
was secured from The Federated
Press as director of the -experiment,
and in the blazing heat of an Illinois
August, the ediicational work was be-
gun.

Many Students.

Now, at the end of three- monthsg,
there .are more than 180 students,
grouped 'in 10 classes, and weil scat-
tered over the district.

After a great deal of discussion, the
students: decided to spend the first
three months on ancient history,
supplemented by English and public
speaking. The next period will be
devoted to American history, par-
tisulatly the Amencan labor move-
ment.

Most of these students never fin-
ished the grammar school, some went
to work when they were twelve years
of age, but they assemble, week. after
week, discuss the topie of the even-
ing, brmg in compositions do outside

-they “act Qu1te like ‘other. folks that

are ifiterssted in enlarging the boun-
daries of their knowledge,
Classes- vs. Saloon.

Labor education comes as some-
thing of an innovation in these Illinois
mining towns in which the saloon and
the movie palace have heretofore pre-
dominated. The regular schools in
this section are usually conducted by
quite young girls, whose education
has extended little beyond the high
school, and whose background is that
of the Illinois mining villages. There
are few forms of recreation and al-
most no means of spreading en-
lightenment.

Hold Public Lectures.

Beginning with their October pro-
gram, the educational committee in
addition to the regular classes is
bringing into the district prominent
teachers in fields related to the class
work, who not only conduct clagsses
but hold public lectures in the mine
villages where the clagses have been
organized. The public lectures wlll
spread the work of educatlon ‘to The
whole village.

There seems to be no limit to the
work this educational comniittee may
do except that set by the funds of
the union and the interest and cap-
acityrof' the students, most of whom
are under 30, and all of whom are
looking for a way out of the tangled
maze of econdmic vassalage in which
the miners of Illinois find themselves.

But with the problem of internal power settled
and the invaders driven back—with no help and.
much hindrance from the Chicago Tribunes of all
the world—the Russian workers, with no aid at
all from capitalist sources, have been rebuilding
the national economy with amazing speed and im-
proving their standards of living with every step.

In Moscow th% workers of all claSses- earn on an
average of 93 per cent of pre-war rates, and in
Leningrad they earn 83 per cent. These are figures
of early spring 1924. There has been swift and un-
interrupted progress since then. At that time the
wages for all classes of workers thruout Russia

‘were 65 per cent of pre-war wages.

Moreover, it must remembered ‘that the ruble

ment that has recovered from unexampled infla-
tion because it could write off debts without fac-
ing opposition from the creditor class. No other

‘| country on earth can do that. The Soviet Republic

is the first nation in Europe to go back on a gold
basis, and to reckon wages from what wages buy.

The fact then that Russian workers are getting
wages that amount to 65 per cent of pre-war
wages, shows that they are in dbout the same

ers whose wages in dollars that are worth only
66.3 per cent of pre-war dollars, have not con-
vinced them that their Russian brothers are al-
together mistaken in making a revolution.

Getting Their Pound of Flesh

The Mexican government has decided to shoot
two peasants its court found guilty of participating
in the incident resulting in the death of Mrs.
Evans.

This case bears all the earmarks of diplomatic
murder, These peasants would never have been
found guilty if there were a Mexican government
strong enough to disregard the British imperialist
government whose subject Mrs. Evans- was. The
two peasants would never have been sentenced to
face a firing squad if there had been a Mexican
government. courageous enough to tell the British
and American imperialists to keep their hands off.
But such anti-imperialist steps cannot and will
not be taken by so weak a government as the
Obregon-Calles administration which is ever ready
to bow before the capitalist imperialist plunderers
of the United States and other powers.

The diplomatic corps in Mexico City is especially
hopeful that the sentence will stand and that the
Mexicans will be shot down. They are sure that the
meting out of such a punishment will help all
wealthy hacienda owners and the foreign exploiters
in general. In fact two British representatives are
being charged with tampering with witnesses
against the defense.

an interview last week concérning
convention issues he said:  “Our con-
vention is a free and open forum
where nothing can be concealed and
where every delegate has a full and
free opportunity to speak his mind.
This is the freest forum in the world,
and it is so known.”

Gompers “Doth protest too much.”
The same may be said of the rosy
prophesies he and the other labor
fakers make as to the future. With
the Dawes plan being celebrated in
every bankers’ and commercial jour-
nal in the country as the means
whereby, in competition with German
labor, American labor will be thrown
into unemployment enough to create
a labor reserve sufficient to force
down the wage standard of American
workers and lengthen their hours—
Frank Morrison, secretary of the A.
F. of L., announces in pure disregard
of facts, that “The trend of the times
is upward for wages, and that trend
will continue.”

Rosy Dreams—Black Facts

This even stands in contradiction
to the bourgeois economist Roger
Babson, who says that wages will go
lower and remain lower for the next
ten or fifteen years. In fact, of course
there is nothing inevitable about it
either’ way. It depends altogether
upon the strength of the labor unions.
This being the case, the unions must
look to building up their own powers
and not depend upon the problematical
weakness of the capitalists.

However, Gompers declares that
everything is going to be glorious in
the future because “The new con-
gress is not likely to pass any meas-
ure greatly detrimental to the inter-
ests of the workers.” Such depen-
dence upon the kindness of the cap-
italists to avoid injury is an aban-

donment of the class struggle and an

admission of inability to fight the

enemy on the industrial field.
Amalgamation or Annihilation

In the report of the executive coun-
cil, there is no recommendation at
all of the only measure which would
make the scattered forces of the craft
unions able to fight the employers
and depend upon the problematical
dustrial unions.

One can only draw the conclusion
from reading the report, that the ex-
ecutive council of the A. F. of L.
does not want to fight the employers.
That facts which show an increasing
misery of and danger to the workers,
are disregarded and covered over
with rosy pictures, is not merely ac-
cidental or conventional cheer-up
stuff, but a preparation for ceasing
struggle against employers and going
over into collaboration with them, is
shown by the space devoted in the
report to' class collaboration, labor
banks and labor insurance.

No Program of Struggle

The first part of the. report that
claims that “reactionary and bourbon
employers are in a most unfavorable
position,” is not only a falsehood, but
a falsehood upon which is erected the
conclusion that all that labor needs to
do is to establish “labor” banks and
“labor” insurance companies.. There
is no hint of vigorous programs of
struggle, no campaign proposed for
organizing the unorganized, nor for
making the organized workers able
to strike with success by amalgama-
tion of their unions and making com-
mon cause with the unemployed mil-
lions through unemployment councils.

Such ridiculous measures as the
“full utilization of playground ad-
vantages” are advocated as essential
to workers “who have small oppor-
tunity to use other than a few musc-

les.” While no one doubts ‘that re-

creatlon is imperative for sedentary
workers, a program which shuns
struggle for shortening their hours
and merely declares some. exercise is

healthful is nething short of betrayal

of the duty of union leadership. If
workers would use their heads as well
as a “few muscles” such leadership
would soon be discharged. This is
merely an illustration of the petty
and futile items of the program sug-
gested by bankrupt leadership.
Proud of Class Collaboration

The twenty-three “labor” banks
are “pomted to’ with pride” and an
insurance scheme is récommended by
a special committee’s report contained
‘within the report of the council. This
‘committee is composed of Matthew
Woll and G. W. Perkins, and “urges a
capital stock company to operate on
the legal reserve system and on the
participating plan only—to write both
ordinary and industrial forms of .polic-
ies—to be owned by the A. F. of L.
and its constituent elements and their
members, and directéd by the heads
of these organizations.” Thus it is
seen that the A. F. of L. is giving up
the function' of a labor union for its
leaders to become officials of an in-
surance: corporation.
