take the elementary steps that were
absolutely essential to make the F. L.
P. policy a successful policy. Our

But the fact was our membership
were not in the trade unions, And
this was (and is) true not only in
Detroit but thruout the entire coun-
try. Reports. from the industrial de-
partment of our party showed that
only a small fraction of the member-
ship were in the unions, and the fur-
ther fact, that only a small fraction
of those in the unions really partic-
ipated in trade union .activity.

Here in Detroit we undertook to
remedy this defect. We undertook an
intensive campaign to get our mem-
bership in the unions, and our effort
achieved . considerable success. .

THE ISSUES IN THE

N the discussion now going on with-
in the party as to our party’s im-
mediate tasks, particularly in rela-
tion to the party’'s “farmer-labor
party” policy, there ig agreement on
\four points, altho the conclusions are

reached in a slightly differeat way.

1. The proponents of each point of
view claim that their proposed pol-
icy is the one which is consistent with
the present policy of the Communist
International. Both agree, ‘rightly,
that such consistency is desirable.

2. Both groups .agree on the
necessity of the Bolshevization of the
party.

3. Both groups advocate the build—
ing of the “United ¥ront from Below.”

4. The two points of view meet on
the  proposition that the Workers
Pa:ty is the leader of the left wing of
the labor movement. °

'This agreement on “tMMdamentals,
while differing as to the methods
netessary to pursue for their ac¢com-
plishment pending final ‘decision of
the party in Communist - fashion, is
quite as it should be and in keeping
with Communist. practice. If it were

he no discussgions, . and _ the -party
wolld “stagnate, which 1s not a Com-
munist ‘condition. These differences,
and therefore the discussions, lead to
the growth and strengthediing, the
Bolshevization of the Workers Party
and therefore should be welcomed by
all of us.

The socialists, the Amal-
gamated people, the representatives of
various state farmer-labor parties will
speak (and mostly only speak) for a
labor party. How and by what means
will you most effectively. unmask
them and prove to the masses that
they are not sincere, that they are on-
ly talking and would never fight for a
class labor party" With our slogan
“for a class farmer-labor party” we

will compel them to open their cards

In what form these. “united
fronts” occur, the majority .does not
kuow.. :It may be “under the .auspices

Local labor leaders are attemptmg
to diss:pate the discontent of the un-
employeo with promises of jobs—in
the spring. This w1il hardly . satisfy
the 33,645 workers who appiied at the
city employment ‘office for work dur
ing October and: Noyember and. who
now presumably remam unemployed

Colored Workers Hlt

These ﬁgures do - not - mclude the
many workers who-have ceaséd mak
ing *what they found 'useless calls
upon.. the -employment ~office.” ‘The
colored “workers are the hardest hit
They are compelled to wait around the
‘employment ‘office for days at a time
and when a job does come in to hear

“white workers wanted on this job.
The consequence. is that there is much
bltterness among, them, and ‘a genera;
discontent w1th both the industrial
and social condltions which militate
agamst them.

Suxctde Ev:dence. .
