the socia! organization necessarily fol-
lowing from it, form the basis upon
which is bullt up, and from which
alone can be exph’ned. the political
and intellectual history of that epoch.”
Belleving this we have been anxious
to get at the economic springs, the
true inwardness, of the Boxer uprising.
But although the newspaper corres-
pondents have written seams and
reams about the dramatic and tragic
surface events in China, they bhave told
us next to nothing about the economic
conditions which incited this revolt.
We are still largely in the dark and
cannot speak with assured certainmty,
byt the facts are beginning to come to
light, and as they emerge into the open
they give still another signal confir-
mation to the doctrine set forth above,
the doctrine which bears the formid-
able name of Materialistic Cenception
of History.

Bome weeks since an article ap-
peared In one of the papers (we forget
which, but It was re-printed in the
Cleveland Cijtizen) showing how the
construction of ralflroads had destroyed
the former occupatiens of thousands
and thousands of the Chinese who had
been engaged In carrying on the for-,
mer antiquated means of transportia-
tion and In Inn-keeping, etc., etc.. and
pointing out the destitution and dis-
content thus caused. In the oplplon of
the writer of the article referred to,
these were the primary csuses of the
Boxer movement.

Bherg Taotol, the director of the Chi-

nese Impetial Telegraph, was recently
asked by a German merchant why the
ehlightened Chinese were opposed to
the iIntroduetion of western methods.
His answer throws much additional
light on the matter. It was printed In
the Frankfurter Zeitung, and a trans-
lation of It appears In the Literary
Digest of December §, as follows:
* *“The introduction of European meth-
ods would be disastrous to the Chinese
people. For thousands ot years the
Chinese have carried on certaln house
and home industries, which would have
to be destroyed to the utter ruin of
those dependent upon them. Cloth,
shoes, paperware, earthernware, etc,
have always been produced in certain
families. How could the introduction
of machinery benefit these people?
Even if their work-hours were re-
duced by making them wage-slaves,
they would not benefit, as they would
hardly know how to employ their free
time. Gambling, oplum smoking, and
other vices would increase. Nor Is it
Ifkely that there would be higher wages
or, with higher wages, a greater ten-
dency to save. Trusts and trades
unions are, in China, long established
institutions. Sixty per cent. of the
population of China live by agriculture
and the callings intimately connected
with it Can anyone suppose that the
introduction of machinery In agricul-
ture, which would merely rob the peo-
ple of their lilving, could benefit the
country? The social conditions of the
people would undoubtedly be rendered
worse. The economic«wisdom and con-
ditions of the West cannot be trans-
planted to China. Hundreds of years
ago even some prosperous mines had
to be closed by Imperial ediot because
the agricultural laborers flocked to the
new industry, and the surrounding
country was threatened with famine
for want of hands. There is, of course,
room for improvement.

We
hope our populist friends do not mean
to use force in carying out their amor-
ous deslres, and without force they can
never accomplish their purpose. as we
shall never give our consent.

The foundation of the modern Social-
ist movement (s the Class Struggle. For
the existence of this deplorable con-
flict of Interests the Boclalists are not
responsible. But they recognize that
our society (If it can properly be called
& wsoclety) Is divided Into two hostile
camps—the exploiters and the exploit-
ed, the robbers and the robbed., the
drones and the workers, or, to use more
technical language, the capitalists and
the proletariat. The Middle Class re-
presented by the various reform move.
ments for which Mr. Walter speaks is
simply one section or portion of the
robber class. They are being driven to
the wall by the merciless competition
of the trusts and vast aggregations of
concentrated capitall.

They
wish salvation from -the trust {n order
that they may continue to enjoy thelr
present clabs privileges. In other words
they wish to perpetuate thelr class as
& class.

On the other hand. the working class
organized politically, . e, the BSocial
Democratic Party, alms &at wresting
the powers of government {rom the
capitalist class and every section and
portion of that class, When once the
workers haje- captured the political
power, they will use it to wipe out pri-
vate property In the land and facto-
ries and all the means of production
and transportation, and thus abolish
all classes and usher in a society In
which men shall live the life of fellow-
ship as brqthers.

The reformers wish to
thelr own class privileges

The triumph of the workers will
mean the annihilation of all special
privileges.

Two such hostile classes with such
conflioting aims and I[nterests can no
more unitée on & common programme
than ofl and water can mix. When
the reformers, for whom Mr. Walter
speaks, become convinced of the hope-
lessness of their efforts to “smash the
trusts” and see that they are fast be-
ing forced down into the ranks of the
proletariat, they will become full
fledged revolutionists and thep we will
gladly welcome them to the ranks of
Labor's political army, the class-con-
scious Socialists of America.

Until now, we have not had an edi-
tion Marx suitable for the purposes
of agi on among non-Socialists as
well -as for the study of Soclalists
themselves. The direct translation of
“Capital” from the German gives a
work of somewhat too MAass.ve a pio
portion for general use. Besides i1s
diffusiveness, which is DO bar to the
endeavor.of the student who has le.s-
ure for his sclentific work, certainly is
not very adaptable to the tired brain of
the ave workingman. Neverthe.
less, all recognize the necessity of a
systematic study of Marx's great prin-
ciples, on which repose most of the
dogmas and precepts of the modern
Soclalist movement. Intricate 1t s
true, difficult of reading, and still more
difficult of assimilation, “Capital” s
nevertheless, the “bible of the working
class,” a bible whose study is #s bene-
ficial to the workingman as is the or-
thodox bible to the average Christian.

‘The People's Marx" therefore fulfils
& very needed mission, in bringing to
the people, in as concise and clear a
form as possible, the principles em-
bodied in the German work of Marx.
It cannot fafl of a widespread circula-
tion In this country, especially at this
time when the American wage-worker
Is at last beeginning to realize his con-
dition and (s blindly groping i the
dark, both for s reason and for its
redress. .

The beautifu) language of Gabriel
Deville, Is carefully followed by R. R.
La Monte and the result of their united
efforts is & work of the most interest-
Ing nature to the student of political
€conomy as well as to the Bociallst who
wikhes to fortify his faith by the solid
Succor of sclentific truth.

The work Is gotten up In such a way
as to suit both study or library pur-
poses.

CHILD LABOR IN THE SOUTH.

A bill has been defeated by the Geor-
gia legislature for the protection of
children In the factories of that state.
This is what might have been expected
to occur in & state that is entirely con_
trolled by the bourbon democracy,
which believes @8 much In industrial
now as it used to belleve In chattel
slavery. The sentiments of the demo-
cratic leaders have never changed.
One paper asserts that some of the
members of the Georgia legislature ac-
tually fought thé bill on the ground
that such a law would be injurious
to capitalism, and that it .s necessary
40 allow little children to Le enslaved
that there may te profits made on in-
vested capital.  The oppression and
robbery of childhood, the degredation
of womanhood, and the enslavement of
manhood are mere incidents in the eyes
of those who support the present sys-
tem. ,

The cotton factories in the state of
Georgia have been paying from 25 per
cent. to 8¢ per cent. on the invested
capital, and under these circumstances
the helpless children of the state are
to be enslaved by a brutal system of
capitalism for the benefit of those who
are sucking their life-blood and grind-
ing their bodles into profits This is the
social hell that aflicts soclety which is
supported at the ballot box by the
fathers of helpless and innocént chil-
dren. Most church members support
the iInfernal system and place the
rights of property above morals, virtue
and human souls. .

No state deserves to be called.eivil-
ized that does not possess a sufficlent
amount of virtue to protect helpless
children against the brutality of cap-
ftalism, and as one newspaper pub-
lished In Georgia asserts: “The state is

disgraced In the eyes of the whole
world."”

The action of the Georgia leg-
islature In defeating a mea _
sure to protect helpiess chil-

dren In the slave pens of that state
should convinece every workingnman and
every friend of humanity In the South,
that the Southern bourbons are as
much under the influence of cabitalism
as the republicars are, led by Mark
Hanna. There is no difference between
them, except the democrats are worse
In thefr actions. There are child labor
laws in most of the republican states,
which of course are executed,
while the democrats of Georgia refuse
to place a child labor upon the
statute book.
All this shows the powerfyl (nfluence
capitalism has over legislation and
that the capitalist clpss own the old
parties, boots and breeches. And that
there is no Kope of a better civiliza-
tion as long as the working class are
fools enough to vote for capitalist par-
ties.

The democrats have been saying
much about republican friendship for
the trusts, while it is notorious that in
the South where the demociats hold
the supreme power there i no protec-
tion comparatively to the working
class, and so far as ! know there has
never been a law placed upon the
statute books by the democrats of the
South protecting children from the
greed of capitalism.
