E VERY RAISE IN THE PRICE of meats seems to bring a corre­
sponding decrease in the wages of the persons who are engaged in 

the meat industry. Just r ecently the large packing hou,;es in New 
York have discharged men and r eplaced them by employing women in 
the sausage industry, paying them at the rate of $5.00 to $7.00 a week, 
whereas the men previously employed in such places were paid fr·om 
$12.00 to $18.00 a week. Later when the wage paid to these women is 
too high they will be displaced by children, who will work for less. 
That 's the American syst~m of encouraging trained worl\ers. 

LABOR UNIONS OF CHICAGO which have caused a strik :~ on un­
finished buildings a.nd delayed operations for three weeks have 

l1ecided to settle their differences by means of arbitration. 'l'wo men 
wi ll be chosen by each of the intel'l'sted labot· unions and au umpire 
will be selected. During the deliberat ions the mt>n who have been on 
strike will probably r eturn to work. The details of the arbitration 
plans were to be completed today. Cnder the arbitration te t·ms agreed 
upon the umpire is required to give a decision in three days on the right 
uf the elevator constructors to i.nstall elevators under present conditions. 
The Building Trades' council took up the quarrel of the elevator con­
structors who left their work at the Otis Elevator company last l\fay. 

A N Ul\TUSUAL THING OCCURRED in the F ederal court in 
Wichita, Kansas, last week. United States District Attorney Bone 

refused to use C. R. Oakfield, editor of the Socialist paper at Deerfield, 
Kansas, as a witness in il. night-rider case, because the Socialist edHor 
had written ariicles on other subjects which did not meet with the 
approval of Mr. Bone, not as distriet attorney, but as a private citizen. 
It was taken for granted that the attorney for the government knew 
why he wanted Mr. Oakfield as a witness, a nd that his t estimony· in 
the case was supposed to be of some value. '£he fact that the man was 
excused simply because he is a Socialist , is, to all appearances, quite 
unusual in court proceed ings. 'l' his Attorney Bone is the same man 
who. is responsible for the persecution of Fred ·w arren, of the Appeal 
to Reason. And yet we can afford to rest easy. It's but another nail 

0 NE H UNDRED A 'D 'l'HIR.TY-FOUR MEN, cla sed as va g­
rants, were seized last Tuesday by the police and sent to do six 

months each in the workhouse. They wer e not et·iminals or professional 
crooks, the vicious product of a vicious social system.

H ERE IS A LITTLE l\IAT'l' ER that it will be well f or the print­
ing trades to take to heart. In St. Louis is printed and published 

a paper known as the Woman 's National Daily. In a recent issue l\Ir. 
E. G. luewis, the owner, publishes a statement to the effect that here­
after all the women employed by the concern will be given the entire 
day on Saturdays as a holiday, beli t>ving that two days of continuous 
rest and r ecreation will' ' be conducive to gr eater efficiency. health and 
happiness. '' F'urther on, though, l\Ir. J..~ewis says: '' Th e new hours 
will not apply to the large force of men whose hours ar e gowrned by 
their unions, such as compositors, pressmen, etc., but practically evm·y 
woman in our employ will have the two days ' rest." 

REVIVALISTS OF THE COU~'rRY have formed an o1·ganization 
-a union. 'l' hc purpose of the organization is said to be to elimi­

nate the " fake." The "fake" r evivalist is bringing disrepute on the 
honorablt:: occupation, hence an organization has been effected which 
·,rill keep the public informed on " who 's who" among those clai ming to 
IJe the truly good. This may sound a little strange. It may shock us 
a little to learn that there are degrees in goodness. W e have the good, 
hetter , best, so to speak, as well as the bad, worse· and vile, as it were. 
All this, however, is but anothet· outward express ion of the fierce 
struggle for existence that is confrontin g the human family . l\Ien 
I iterally "steal the livery of heave n to serve the devil in." 

W HII1E 'l'HE l\I.AJORITY of people r egard the death of E . H. 
Har-riman as a tremendous loss to socit'ty, it is really nothin~ 

of the kind. It is r eally a blessing, and if evet·y so-called capitalist 
was to shake off his mortal coil it would help to equalize the social 
conditiom; for a time, unless his propct·ty was placed entail to in crease 
perhaps in value for the benefit of his heirs or legatees. The wealth 
(If mo':i t great capitalists does not consist in money, lands and other 
tangible property, but in bonds, watc1·ed stocks .... ft·all chises and other 
h'galized means of robbery . 

As long as people or the worlds regard such men as Harriman, 
Rockefeller , Carnegie, Jim Hill. and eYery other finan cial bri gand, 
philanthropists and public benefactors, this class will mnltiply and 
double. All such should be looked upon or considered public enemies, 
nnd until they are r egarded as such, it is folly to expect better social 
and industrial conditions. 

The corporation, man or private individual that builds up a gr eat 
estate at the expense of the people in general, has more than justly 
belongs to him, and society should have some way of protecting itseli 
from being exploited or robbed by that class, or certainly . should, in 
event of his death , have some means of righting the wrong that has 
b~en inflicted upon it. Restitution is not confiscation. In the smaller 
affairs of life, when a thief is found with the goods in his possession , 
it is evidence that a wron~ has been committed , and some times they 
are r estored to the right.t'ul owner. But in the great commercial rob­
beries and lega lized thefts of the present time the robbers are p ermitted 
to r etain their spoils, especially if they will whack up in the shape of 
a library, school or a donation to some divine institution. That paci­
fies the people and is absolution for every wron g perpetrated.

L et the state p»ss laws of inheritance which shall req uire the 
division of gr eat fortunes among the children of the descendants and 
shall not permit a multi-millionair'e to leave h is fortune in trust so as 
to keep it in a mass, make much more drastic the rule aga inst perpetu­
·~ ties which obtain at common Jaw, anJ. then impo..'>e a heavy and gradu­
atel1 inheritance tax, wl1i ch shall enable the state to share largely ln 
the proceeds of sneh la1·ge accumulations of wealtTt whi ch could hardly 
haYe been brought about saYe thrOlll!h its pt·otcc tion and aid. " 

It will be observed here that the pres iJ.ent ad vocates taxation by 
~tntes of large fortnn'cs for th e purpose of din1inishing the pile of riches, 
a th i11g that has never before been advocated by any old party man of 
prominence. Usnn ll.v :-thout all that you can get out of them is a 
j.lan ot taxation for ''r~ ,·en11e.'' T he Socia l ists ha,·e long taken the 
po~ition that the wealth tak t> n ftoom the " ·orking men be retnrned to 
1hose who pro<ltH·cd it. .At this the plutocrats have held up their hands 
in holy horror. Bnt now we find no less a personag-e than the president 
himself athueating practically the same thing. only in a Jesser degree. 
\\'ell may we ask, if capitalist government may help itsrlf to a par.t 
of swollt'n fortunes for the puhl ic good, wlwt becomes of the argument 
that a working man's goYerm nent \\'Ottlcl ontrarrc ciYilization by seiz-
~ng the whole 'I "'

It's the Same In Other Labor Centers. 
LOCAL UNION, NO. 17, of the Westem F etleration of ~finers, tle­

sires to call to the attentiou of the people of the Creur d 'Alenes 
the fact that the last chapter in the Harry Orchat•d case has been 
enacted by the allowance by an insunince cot~tpany of $12,954 to the 
proprietor of a building in San Francisco which Orchard swot·e he 
blew up, and the insurance of which the insUl'ance company contested 
on the strength of Orchard 's testimony. This allowance by the courts 
is additional proof that Orchard lied in his efforts to convict the 
\Vestern Federation officials. It is a further proof that the case was an 
infamous conspiracy by the Mine Owners' Association Rnd their hire~ 
lings, to disrupt the W. F. of M. The defenders of that plot can now 
drink their gall and wormwood, though it may be consolation to them 
that they succeeded in compelling l\loytw, Haywood and Pettibone to 
spend a part of their lives in prison cells, and also in depleting the 
treasury of the organization. But we can point with pride that we 
came out of the fight victorious and are now stronger financially and 
uumerically than ever before-and this, too, with all the combined 
capitalist powers, from the smallest constable flunkies and prostituted 
scribblers of the Mine Own~rs' Association up to the Pt·esideut of the 
United States, arrayed against them. 

This victory is one which organized labor may well b~ pt·oud of. 
We are not boasting, however, and to rejoice is not our object-only 
to continue organizing and educating. 'l'here are ma.ny evil condition. 
.:-xistin~ , and we do not blame individuals, except in so far as they 
support the profit system, which is the root cause of the fight between 
~apital and labor, which we realize will continue to exist lmtil the 
principles of the W. F. of l\f. shall prevail, and Labot·. the pl'oducer 
of all wP.alth, shall rrr.:e ive all it produces. At prr,ent it is nrci"ssat·.v 
to continue to organize in order to prevent soull~s cot·porations frolll 
further encroaching upon the liberties of the workiug class. \Ye wat!t 
to ask you men, of the Creur de'Alenes, who ure not yet in the l'anks 
of organized labor, what powers have yon to right yout· wrongs, as intli ­
viduals Y It needs no argument to shl)w that the rrsult would have been 
had Moyer, Haywood and Pettibone been fightin~ thei r cases as indi­
viduals, instead of members of organized labor. 

If you can exercise your individuality in yonr pr·esent unot·ganizcd 
state, why did you not come out of the federal minl'R and ruilh; and 
join yout· fellow workers in the celebration of La but· Da~· ~ \V ~ !;tate it 
as an irrefutable fact, and challeng-e contrRdiction, that it was ber.anse 
llf fear of losing your jobs. How can you say with ronsistenc~: that 

you are a freeborn American citizen, when you dare not observ~~ a 
leg-a l holiday for f ea t· of being dischat·ged by the very people who 
are such stickers for law and order? Did you have any doubt that 
theRe law and order people would have violated the law had you cele­
brated J1abor Day instead of working' 1 If it was a case of involuntary 
servitude on your part that day, look in the dictionary and see if you 
are not a slave. If you have to work f01: wages, which is only part of 
your labor, for corporations or individuals, are you not a wal!e slave 1 
lf it is jn the power of anyone to prevent you from providin~ for 
yourselves and your families, are they not your masters ? These are 
but a part of the degraded conditions that Labor is subjected to in 
the Crenr d 'Alenes. Is this not a deplorable condition-and only too 
true 1 

'I' he Western Federation of 1\Iiners is organized to chan~e these 
<'onditions for the better. but the progress depends 1wipci pally upon 
the length of time you non-union men continue to ride upou the backs 
of organized labor by staying out of the union, and thereby ltelping 
your masters to further enslave you. You stand as individual subject 
to discharge at any moment, and for any cause whatever. You cannot 
protest; you have no powerful organization, no treasury, to ba.ck you 
up, so you must go down the line, and if you are fortunate enough 
to have any money. you must spend it hunting another master. It 's 
no concern of the corporation how much expe!lse yon are put to. or 
how much trouble or anxit:ty your wife and family may have to endure . 

With these facts in mind it ought to be convincing- eYidence to 
auy working man that he cannot expect any voluntary concessions 
from a corporation whose object is more profits. Fot· concessions, 
whether they be in the form of better working conditions, shorter days. 
or higher wages. mean less profits, which is contrary to the interests 
of capital. But harder working conditions, longer days, and smaller 
wages, means more profits for capital, which is not to the interests 
of J..~abor. 

These at·e not mere theories, but facts. Again, we ehnlleuge an~' 
tlf the def'enders of the pt·eseut so-called civilization to point out, if 
they can, the " identity of interests" of capital and Labor. · 'We can 
see no ground for harmony until the present system of industrial 
r.narchy is nbolished. W e ask you, ::\fr. Kon-l.nion Man. to stop erawl­
:ng before these corpot·ations. Stand up and be counted a>; one! Join 
\\'ith us and help to hasten the day Labor will he a badgE> of honor. 
instead of one of servitude.

Current News and Comment. 
The Preacher aa a Policeman. 

The Northwestern Christian Advocate, the official organ of the Methodist 
church, complains because preachers are not better suppurted by their con­
gregation's. As the climax of Its argument It offers the following : 

Many of our people look upon the pastor not as a social n ecessity with 
accompanying obligation, but as just one more opportunity for the exercise 
of the benevolent emotions. Though he is admittedly indispensable to the 
propei: policing of a community, he does not rank with the civil constabulary 
for_ whoso support the community is taxed: 

No Socialist ever made a balder accusation of thEl class character Of th•~ 
modern church than is claimed by this religious organ. That the preachet 
ranks with the ''civil constabulary" is information that ought to start a re­
vival in the neighborhood of McKees Rocks, where that same eonstabulary 
have been trampling the wives and children of workingmen under the feel 
of their horses. 

We read something in an old book about a carpenter who sometimes 
preached on the hills of Palestine. So far as we can recall there is little men· 
tion of the salary he received, and little evidence that it was extremely lib · 
ral. But we are quite sure that he never tried to secure a raise by claiming 
to be of assistance to Caesar In maintaining the subjection of the Jews.­

School Books and the Label. 

Because the approved school book companies have refused or fail ed to 
comply with the requirement that their books in Oklahoma bear the union 
label, the state superintendent, E. D. Cameron, is taking the stand that such 
companies have forfeited their contracts with the State Text Book Commis­
sion. He is sending out a circular letter to all school trustees, telling them 
that they may use their own pleasure in buying books on the subjects of 
ancient and modern history, Latin composition Cicero and chemi;;try. 

U. s. Citizen in 'Russian Prison. 

Another horror tale of the dungeons of Russia has reached Chicago' in a 
letter received by prominent Poles from Stefan Dombrowski, who has beeu 
confi~ed in a cell, six by twelve feet, with two other prisoners in Warsaw, 
Russtan·Poland, for five months awaiting trial on a charge of having revolu· 
tionary newRpapers in his possession. 

".Just think of it!" writes Dombrowski, ''five months ago I was arres ted 
because about 200 copies of a · publication iss ued by the Central commit tee 
of the P.oli sh Socialist party were found in my room by the police. 

''They were given to me by a friend with a request to keep th em over 
night. l ;nrurtunately for me, however, the police paid me a vi sit at about 
two o'<"lork in the morning. The rest you can imagine yourself. 

'' 1( R(>ems to me that the case Is clear enough, and that it could ami 
ought to be inve~tigated thoroug-hly in a short time, yet it is a lready flvr 
month ~ th at I am compelled to live in a small, dirty eel! in th (> <'ompany of 
two <·c mruon thit>\'PH, to await my fat e. 

" I do not know whether the Uni ted Stat es consul at \\' ars.\w is doing 

anything to hasten my trial, or whether he has demanded my release under 
bonds. Two letters written to him in the last two months and a half remain 
unanswered. • 

"According to my lawyer, the punishment for my 'crime· is imprisonment 
in a fortress for a term of one year. But how long wia I have to wait for 
my trial? How many months or years? Everything is (Jossible in this blessed 
country under the best of governments. I am not allowed to c<>mmuni cate 
with my lawyer nor with anyone else. This letter will leave the (!rison in au 
illegal way, punishable with imprisonment in a dungeon. " 

Dombrowski is a naturalized citizen and has been a r esident of the United 
States for sixteen years. During the greater part of that time he lived in 
Newark, N. J. His parents are well-to-do, but seem unable to do anything 
for him. 

l-Ie return ed to Russia just before the revolution. He was librarian for 
a time in a Polish school near Paris. DuriRg the revolu t ion he went to Ru >J· 
s ia as correspondent for several newspapers. He is an accomplished lin· 
guist. 

The Tin Plate Workers. 

Several more injunctions have been issued against the tinplate worken; 
and the strikers are now securely restrained from picketing, inti midating, 
obstructing, etc., in nearly every section of the country aud the big $2,00li,­
UOO,OOO United States Steel Corporation hog wear s a grin that won't come off. 
At the same time the billionaire combine confesses its own weakness and 
practically admits in its court proceedings that it is unaule to operate sue· 
cessfully with its incompetent strlke·breake rs. The men continue to stand 
together like a stone wall, injunction or no injunction, and in a number of 
places the work of secretly organizing employes In so-called ope n shops of 
the tmst continues unabated. There is no sett lement in sight, th~ trust .mag· 
nates refusing to arbitrate or even discuss the matter of ending tbe 1 rouble.­

REPORT OF JAMES KIRWAN. 

Denver, Colo., SeptP.mber 30, 1909. 
Mr. John M. O'Neill, Editor Miners' Magazine: 

On or about September 1st I was instructed by Presitlent Moyer to come 
to Denver and remain at headquarters until the return of Secretary-Treasurer 
Mills who was compelled to leave for a short time. I remained in the offic0 
for a few days and then receiYed word that my services were needed in the 
Black Hills. I immediately left for that point and upon arriving in Lead, 
learned that an "Isolated Wonder of the World" named .Walsh was attempt­
ing to start a dual union and had called a meeting for that purpose on the 
evening of the day that I arrived. I attended the meetin~ and found abouL 
twenty-five present, the majority of whom were members of Lead Miners' 
Union No. 2. In the course of his talk, probably due to the fact that I was 
an attentive listener, he took the time to tell his audience that the W. F . of 
M. was one of the most progressive labor organizations on earth and that its 
officers were honest, aggressive and up-to-date in every respect. A statement 
of this nature coming from a representative of the I. W. W. almost knocked 
me off my perch, but quickly recovering, commenced to ask the gentleman 
a few questions, and incidentally giving the audience a short history of Mr. 
Walsh and his labors in other parts of the country. I was afterwards told 
that my language was more forcib le than polite, but I consider It a waste of 
time to deal with a would-be disrupter of the organization in a gentlemanly 
manner. A man who secures a job Of cleaning out a sewer, 1f he is wise, 
will put on his old clothes. 

After the seance was o>a, the people present decided they did not want 
any' I. W. W., and Walsh was forced to disgorge a few dollars that he had 
collected. He then disappeared, but I was Informed that he left a souvenir 
In the shape of an unpaid bill for room rent. 

I teturned to Denver and had the pleasure of listening to an address in 
the auditorium delivered by "Injunction Bill," the President of the Uniterl 
States. About ten thousand people were in attendanc~ and, as usual, th~ 
class lines were strictly drawn. On the reserved seats behind the speaker's 
stand, were the judges of the Supreme Court, state officials and other high­
brows, with a number of hankers and so-called captains of industry. An­
other section was reserved for the smaller business men and professional 
men whose bank account gave them the privilege of mingling with the elect. 
The balance of the ground floor and the galleries was occupied by the horny­
headed sons of toil and their families. I noticed that a large number of the 
working men present were not very enthusiastic, but there were a few ex­
ceptions. One individual who sat in a seat ahead of where I wa,; located 
and who looked as though he had seen more dinner times than dinners, be­
came so patriotic when the band played the "Star Spangled Banner" that he 
jumped to his feet, displaying a patch on the seat of his pants as large as 
the banner itself, although no stars were visible, all stripes. 

As a public speaker, "Big Bill" is a failure and he would nel'er shine a.; 
a delegate to a W. F. M. convention. His talk was devoted to an explana· 
tion of the corporation and income tax, and nine-tenths of his hearers would 
not know an income from a street car if they met both in the street. After 
the talk was concluded and the gang had filed out, a friend of mine volun 
teered the opinion that if a bib was placed around Taft's nerk he would make 
a good advertisement for "Mellins Baby Food."

A slave's part in life Is th e production of profit, n ot th e pursuit of happi · 
ness. Hill may warn us periodically, a nd the Pro l'i n <'e may fee bly comme nt 
on his remarks; commissions·, too, may ask question s innumera!Jle , but the 
fact remains, slavish conditions are the necessary outcome of a slavish 
existence. One thing only can he lp ' the farm e r class: The social revolution . 
The farmer shows signs of waking up. I wonder if the row he is making 
will wake up the hired hand.-J. H., in W es tern t:Iarion. 

THE BOYCOTT-A NEW PHASE. 

Our American Democrati c-Repub lican court s may p ronoun(·e the boY· 
cotta criminal act when employed by la!Jor in its ba1tles agai ns t capital. 

But even the pronunciamentos of our almighty courts are !Jound to 
prove vain and ineffectual when they are hurled against the irres is tibl e 
actualities of social life . 

Even the courts of im1Jerial German y h a ,·e r ecognized t he perfect Iegi ti · 
macy or the boycott as a wea pon of labor against ils industrial mas te rs. 
It Is, therefore, absurd to suppose that the workers of Ame ri ca will tamely 
submit to the arrogant dictates of our pedantic courts. 

The boycott has become one of the characteristic weapons of t hi s com· 
mercia! age. · 

It has become a weapon n ot only in the struggle of classes, !Jut a lso 
in the struggle of nationalties. 

The "Boston Tea Party"-an anomaly in the eiglH eE> n1h century-has 
become a regular weapon of national de fen se in the 1 we n t iel h cen t ury. 

The Chinese have employed it with JHll 'l ial s uecess R~?:ainst the United 
States and Japan; the Turks against Austria-Hungary a nd Greece. 

And now the workers are beginning to employ th e !Joycott as a weapon 
of international action, as a m eans for exPrti ng press ure upon loreig n gov· 
ernments in favor of their oppressed fore ign brothers. 

The revolutionary workingmen of Spain have been defeated !Jy the 
governments of the mining specu lato rs . Thousand s of th (e m h ave been 
killed in battle or executed by courts-martial. SeYera l thousand more a re 
now held prisoners in the fortresses, and t lle ir blood-thirs ty govE>rnme n t is 
sure to executa a great many of th em if no external Pl'<'SHure is imposE>d 
upon It to desist from its murderous purpose. 

The Socialis ts of New York, through their cent ra l committPe, ha\ e 
adopted resolutions conde mning the infamous m ethods of the Spanish go\'· 
ernment in suppressing domes tic di saffection . It is to be hoped tha t th e 
labor unions, individua lly and through their· central organizati r:n, the Cen­
tral Federated Union, will adopt s imilar resolu tions, and 1 ha t all ot he r pro· 
gressive organizations throughout this country will ai d in thi s work of 
simple humanity. 

But our French brot hers, wi th their characteristic di rectness, ban·. 
adopted the most direct method of exerti ng pressure upon the Spanish go,·­
ernment and the ruling classes behind the gov e rnme nt. 

THEIR GENERAL FEDERATION OF LABOR HAS DECLARED A BOY· 
COTT AGAINST SPANISH GOODS AND SHIPS UNTIL THE REPRES· 
SION HAS CEASED. 

They have thus deli vered a blow at th e sensiti r e n e rve of the 
Spanish body politic-its commercial or money ne rve. 

It is to be hoped that the boycott of the Fre nch working pevp le agai nst 
the aggregation of Spa ni s h bloodhounds, misdlliPd govE•rnment, wi ll proY e 
completely successful and that a n ew weapon of dcfPnse will t hu s have bc<:'n 
added to the .international struggle of the worke rs against tbei r op pressers. 

It Is Interesting to note the various stages throu15h whieh the boycott 
has passed. 

Having been employed firs t by th e American re volutionists as a m e1 ho.l 
of national defense aga inst the foreign tyra n t, i t was d r:s tined not to b(; 
used again for a simil a r purpose un t il t he b<>gi nn ing of the nineteen th 
century, 

Meanwhile the workers have employed it in a thousand battles against 
their immediate oppressors-the indi\'idua l employe rs. And while here in 
America the courts h ave dec reed that th ey must n ot employ t h b weavon of 
offense and defense in the ir INDUST RIAL disputes, th e worke rs of France 
have begun to employ it as a POLITICAl. weapon In the 1!\'TI<:RNATIO:;o-;AL 
actions or the proletariat-New York Cal. 

THE SWEDISH STRIKE SITUATION. 

Mr. John Sangren, delegate of the Sw tlis h work~rs to Ame··ica, has 
seut out the following sta1 e ment. in r e lation to the strike :o;it nation in 
Sweden: 

At present the strike in Sweden is reducer! to a fi nal life aJ•d death 
struggle between the Swedi s h Empbyers · .a ssoc iation and th <' organiz!•d 
worke rs-the troops train ed in the inces~ant bat tles of the last fe w years. 
Over 150,000 are striking and many mo re thou;;antl s an· out of work in 
industri es depending upon or connected with tile indust ri c'> concertH'd in 
the strike. 

The question at issue is not wages, not hours. 
It is a question whe ther the organization ot' th<' workPrS :;hall lire or 

not. Thus it is not a stri ke in t he ordin ary SPil S\' of th e worfl. it is a re ,·o· 
lutjonary skirmish, where as ye t nobody bal:l da red to fire a gun. 

Some hot-headed re ,·olutionaries in Ame rica, whil f:' th f:' nr ~dve~ unal11!• 
to cause a storm even in a teapot, dr•rid fl U!'< SwPdPS he<·a use we did not 
all go ou t at once and finish the battle immPdiately. This is 0asr enough 
to say at a safe di stance, but the ruatt e r Jookti different to 1he actual work · 
ers who have to shoulder th e gr·ave responsihilit1y of revolutionary action. 

If the Swedis h governm Pnt employes, 1 ht> rail way, 1 l' ll'g ra ph, te le phone , 
and postal worlters had thought it wi:;e to go out on stfike th ey would ha H ' 

done so. As it was th ey remained at work, giving a!Jo111 o r nearly one-ha lf 
of their wages to the strikers. The rPasons wPre as fo llows: 

If they had ail gone out. the guns and rifl l:'s plaut;.oJ e \ f' r·ywhere in con· 
venient placf:'s, would ha1·e bt>en brought into p lay immPdiate ly, because th ·~ 
idea of the re\'Olt ha d n ot yet permc>ated th<' mass su flici e n tly to reach 
down deep enough in r egiments and battleship,; to ma!(e th e m disobey 
orde rs. Now, afte r seve n weeks' struggle, th e id ea ha -; ripe ned throu g hout 
the mass of t he Swedbh pt>ople to sueh an ext('llt that harclly a day 11a sse~ 
wi t hou t con tribu t ions to strikers from rel!i ml'nlo; and lmtt ll•ship:;. As '\ 
consequence, we are be tte r fix ed for t he nex t f-ti'IJI!'g lc>. 

The secon d reason why the gon•rnm ent e m p!O,\'f>S, ps pec ia ll y t he railway 
m en, did no t go out on strike was that the workNs nePrl f>d their sen ice . 
Without the trains there would ha1·e bee rr no prm·i;;ions coming into the 
industr·ia l places where the strike et•ntered. lksides, a ra ilroad str il'e wa,· 
e n tirely unnecessary. The indu s tri Es ~Landi n g stil. there was no frei~ht to 
carry; the upper class having rled to thf' country o1· retired to their summ.-·r 
resort:l , there were no tmsse ngers to carry, ancl a s a C'onscqu!'nr·e a large part 
of tile trains were slopJI(•d, thus gidn!{ the rlll ' ll a Y<l<'ation on full pay, or 
which tlwy cou ld give a large part to thc> strikPrs. 

11 mu!;t bf' und er s1ood that th<' ~<'IH'ral str ike in R\\t•rlPn II'US not at its 
ine<'ption of a revolutionary 1<•1l<l\'llt')', what(•\·t·r it nmy develop into IaLe1. 
lu the Ill <'antin u,~ . th e <'riticizin~ 'rP\OitJiioui :-;tH'' may wnl('h d •• \' l'lnpmpn11'. 
Tlr.• Rwe<les are [lPrf•·r·tly willing to a!'t. th<' part on th p wMld·st.;.ge whron 
th(! JH'Ojll'r time <'Omf'S. 

One of tho most. singular fealurPs of the stri ke is t hat the unorgan b:e!l 
workers !lave placed 1hl'll1S<' ll·es at th e command or the organized, a fact 
whi ch bodes good for the fnture. Sboulll it lieco me Bf'ce,;sary , rh ey WOlJld 
probably go out again, if asked to do so. 

Another in teresting quro»tion is wha t iB going to h appen on October 1 
when the quarte rly r l'nts fall due . Of course, th e re will hard ly be a s in g ! ~ 
family a!J le to pay r e nt , a thing whi ch will ~ II re ly s t rike tPJTo r· in to t he 
hearts of the real owner!:! or the beautiful houses in Stocltholm and othe r· 
cities- that is, the ba nk s , wh ic h will get no interest on the ir money from a 
banluupt landlord-in-name. 

Naturally it will not be possible to find worldngme n to do tlre mass­
e victi ng of te na n ts, aud the li e ute nants, actors, dot,iors, lawyers, students, 
etc., are so busy s trik 'J bre(!.king on st reet cars, etc., that th l'y wi ll not be 
able to atte nd to this matter. It will be int e r st ing 10 watch dc 1· e!opme nt s 
in regard to this s pec ia l point. 

The strike wi ll, in a ll probability, last for a long tim( , yet. The wo rk · 
e rs cannot afford to lose, and the employer s think that th ey can comtH~ I 
t he m to g il·e in, in wh it:h ambitious d Ps ig n tb.ey are bE>i '1g encouraged b·f 
the capitalists of the world. In the m eantime, th e strikers, wi1h thei,· 
wom en and ch ildre n , in a ll nea rly one million, will ha\·e to Ii\·a mostly on 
the hope that th e worke rs of th e world will h ell> thPm.

Free." If you cou ld but get h ere. You sa ,-ed, you suffered, you e ndured all 
manner of hards hip, you parted from those near and dear to you by IJiood­
and you came to th is great re11t1blic. And after you had conque red all, here 
at last you found yourself-on this East Side. Seek ing and journeying: to 
l he Promised Land, you found an Eas t Side tenement . 

Columbus-Christopher Columbus-the Christophe r who d id (not) di s· 
co\'er America-he was a great man . H e was. A truly g reat man. To reach 
Am erica he conqu e red many difficulties. And yet , great as h e was. he con· 
quered no more di fficulties than ha ,·e l\IILLIONS of othe r men who have 
come to America. Speaking with moderation, I say that ~II LL!O!';S of other 
m en, to r each America, su rmoun ted obstacles greater t ha n confronted Co· 
lumbus. 

You who landed on these inhospitable s hores of Capitalism , you who 
sen·ed your t E>rm of imprisonment on this East Side-YOU know this ter· 
rible world of rea li1ies. How ma ny di ed on this East Side before the e xpira­
tion of the ir sente nce at h a rd labor. H ow many died worl\ing and worrying 
to carry out their the ir sen tence to Fll\'D hard labor not to be hnd . 

Dut it is not of th e nast I w r ite. The Present. The Future! The 
~' u ture! \ Vh at is that Fu-ture? Is it to be l igh t with joy and rosy wi th 
good e hE>e r? Or is it to be fil led with grief and g loom and doom? I ... et. u:; 
,;ee. If you l<n ow that past , you ca n know the future. It is in fact ea:s ier 
to r ead th e future than to learn the past. The page.s that are not wri tten 
~ecord \10 li es. The story that is no t told cannot d ec~ il· e. 

T oday and tom orrow, the aeroplane, the d iri gible ba!loon, th e airship. 
T hey ~urely interest you of the East Side. You haq~ noticed how 1Jrig b1 th e: 
li ght s and how <'l ean t he streets on th e upppr West Side. a nd F ifth avenue, 
in the reside nee d istricts of '·our uest. people.'' How dif(erent a ll th at on 
New York's fearsom e E ast Side. And what has all that to do wllh ba lloo ns, 
a nd the Hangi ng Ua rdl:'n s of Bahylon , and clea n st reets, and Christopher 
Colu m!Jus, a nd the aeroplanE', and Siberia, and the Land of the F ree, anrl 
Child La!Jor, and the l::ight.-Hour day ? Yes ! To be sure. \\'hat has all 
tha t to do with a ll that and all t h at '~ What , indeed?
