The Hollle­

stnke comp11ny is still importing men and its agents arc busily e11 gag-l'tl 

in various mining districts in an endeavor to secm·e miners. 
Every spec ie.'i of misrepresentation is r esorted to, and J'eganlless 

of t11e fact that the Homf'stake comnany proclaimed a lock-out, yet the 

agents empuatically declare to miners in ditfe rent pa!'ts of the country 
that there is no labor trouble in tl1e Black Hills. 'l'hc mine operators 
at Terry h ave sec ur·etl, as y et , but f ew men to usurp the places of the 
union miners, but like the Homestake company are using every etfort 
to destroy prganized labor. If the lock-out is defeated in the Black 
Hills, the men who are on the battle field must r eceive not only the 
united support of the m embership of the W estern F ederation of ;\1in­
er·s, but of organized labor in general. 'l'he mine operators of South 
Dakota have decreed that unionism must go and the labor movement 
must meet the em ergency. 

J OHX W. HAYES, who wem·s the title of Grand l\Iastet· of the 

Knights of Labor, has established what is known as the Kational 

Labor Alliance with an office at Washington. It is openly chargrd 

that the National Labor Alliance is a political scab agency and is 

financed by the trusts and corpnrations. 'l'he National Labot· Alliance 

has been bt:onght into existence to exonerate Congressm en who are 
treacherous to every measure that is favorable to labor. Hayes 1s ex­
p ected to give absolution in the nam~ of labor to every state.· mau at 
Washington, thon gh he commits treason -to the workin g c lass, and to 
fumish said s tatesman with ct'edentiaL-. that he may appeal to labor 
for re-clectiou , on the gmunrls that. he ha,r.; the endorseiiH'llt. nf tlw 
Kational Labor Alliance.

1910 another great patriot- but of diffrrent stt·ipe-Henry Clay­

says, "I am J .. ihe r·ty; in me is vested all ri ghts and privileges; I am 
supreme dicta tot·, disp enser and r ecetver·." If liberty ever existed in 
Philauelphia, it must ha\·e died the day Patrick H enry left town. The 
government of tha t city is so rotten , so venal, so controlled by powerful 
finan cial inter ests and political manipulators that the wonder of it all 
is that the p eople have had the courage to rise in protest. " Erery 
uprising brin gs forth a man, " bnt it r equires the street car strike to 
conYince the p eople of Philadelphia that they arc no longer in the en­
joyment of any ri ghts, p erso11al liberty or free expression of opinion. 
1~eybnrn, Clay, et al., are only the jumping jacks of a combination of 
finan cial prostitutes whose g r·ip is Pver ti ghtening on the city and its 
p eople. 'l'he middle class, like the working class, is snbjf'c t to th~ 
tlnunb-screw procrss by the pirates. Whet·e liberty was born, brute 
f orce pr·evails and ~11tliu g gnns awe. Rtrik ' rs who were looked upon 
as obedi ent sen ·nnts hnt aft' \\' IH'cks a go are now condemned as anar­
chi sts; law- that majesti c thin g which is held sacred by the workin~ 
class- is the Rapid 'l'ransit Company 's most a ccommodating weapon.

~ THE EXPLOSION that took place at the Primero mine January 

31st, in which explosion nearly 100 lives were lost, thet·e has yet . 
been no d~finite steps taken to punish those who were guilty of culpable 
negligence. 'fhc coal mine inspector visited the slaughter pen of the 
Colorado Fuel and Iron Company, and after goin g through the formal­
ity of an investi gation, drafted a report which was submitted to the 
g-overnor of the state of Colorl!.do. The coal mine inspector in his 
report to the govem or blames the explosion to the accumulation of 
" dust " and gently chides the C. F. & I. Company for failin g to 
sprinkle th.i s " dust' ' that resulted in an explosion which hurled into 
etern ity n rarly one hunch·ed miners and left widows and orphans to 
fight the battles of life without Lusbavds and fathers. 

Tt has been openly charged that the p1·csent coal mine inspector is 
but a tool in the han<.h of the mine operators, and that be owes his ap­
pointment to the influence of the mine opc1·ators. If that charge is 
true, and there is no evidence to dispr·ove it, then it cannot he expected 
that a mine inspector appointed through the political power of cor­
porations and pledged to the interests of those corporations, will suh­
mit a repor t t.hnt brings an indictment against the comhiuations which 
have made it possible for him t o secure a position uncler the state ad­
ministr·atiou. Such au inspector must ser·ve his masters, a11d though 
miners are murdered in the bowels of the earth throu gh the ni g~ardly 
economy of mine operators, yet a mine inspector mortgaged to t he in­
terests of exploiters must ignore the safety of the human bein g whose 
poverty dooms him to the black dun geons of the earth.

man and will be forced through the pressure of this corporation to 
take his exit and seek a more con genial clime outside the realm where 
the C. F'. & I. reigns as absolute monarch.

too, will be dominated hy the fear that if an indictment is tencterPd 
that puts the stain of blood on this corporation, they will likewise be­
come the victims of corporate persecution. 'l'he Colorado Fuel and 
Iron Company seems to be above the law in the state of Colorado. and 
can go on murdering slaves in its various industries with no power 
vested in the state to halt the carnival of murder that is perpetrated 
through gl'eed for dividends. 

looking for this kind of job, who like the increased rate of pay for scabbing; 
they get fat at our expense. Instead of quitting the job when we don't get 
what we want, It is in our power to curtail production. Let them think we are 
beat, that we haven 't the courage to do anything for ourselves. When the 
dividends decrease It will make them think of what we asked for. They will 
probably fire some of the agitators and so-called leaders. But In a labor 
move ment, every one should be a leader. As they discharge them, the union 
should see to it that union men take their places, even if they have to take 
the most solemn oath that they will help to destroy all organized labor.

The mine owners, 
realizing the power of a progressive labor organization, will stoop to any· 
t hing to break th em up. It Is a well known fact as proven in the past, that 
quite a number of labor leaders are in the pay of the capitalist also. If the 
rank and file of the organization would take more Interest and Jive up to 
their obligation, they could see through these sham leaders and elect men 
caJ)able of advancing the cause of labor. The members are ignored on ac· 
count of their lack of Interest in the organization, and when the members of 
any organization leave the powe rs in a few hands, It has a tendency to l~nd 
us on the rocks of destruction . So, for the sake of your own preservatiOn, 
wake up and bring the Western F'ederatlon of Miners back to its own Bla;~d· 
ard. It is a disgrace for any labor organization to be called conservatn e. 
The· Alaska strike should have taught us a lesson. But no, we still keep on 
with the same old tactics as our forefathers used years and years ago: if .we 
don 't ge t what we want we go out and starve ourselves like an obst inate cbJld, 
in vlace of adopt ing up·to-date tactics and making the capitalist pay for it. 
Necessity being the mother of in vention, it is about time our leaders adopt.ed 
other •me thods to attain our ends, for by the powers that be, the necessitY 
is wi th us .

WORLD OF LABOR.

I t was a foregone conclusion that the United H attt>rs would IJe mul\'fNI 

by the U nited States Dist ri ct Court ot Connec ticut afte r t h e dcdsi on was I'Nl­
dered in th is famous case by t he l lnited Stal e~ Suprt-me Court, exactly two 
year s ago, pronouncing the boycott unl awful. But i t was nor g~>nera ll y be­
lieved t hat the damages wou~d be so high_ The award of $74 ,111111 hy th e jury, 
which multiplied by three under the Sherman anti -t i'UHt law, ac·tually amou m s 
to $2 22,00(1 and costs, probably bringing the total C'ost 10 the Hatters up to 
$300,000, 11ort of dazed those who believed that only a nominal fine would 
be imposed. 

It is announced t hat th e attorneys for the Hatters will appeal the casf> , 
claiming that the award is excessive, but under the circumstances it is diffi ­
cu l t to understand how the Hatters can hope for any fa\·ora!Jle ruling in the 
superior courts. It looks like pouring money into a rat-bol e. The courts are 
t horoughl y capitalistic, wheth er t h e Hatt ers are aware of that fact or n ot. 
and t h ey 'will quite likely follow the jury that hns spoken. 

Of course, if in this country t he workers h ad a politi ca l mo\·e nH' nt strong 
enough to threaten the overthrowal of the capitalistic courts 1 h ~> !at ler might 
make con cession s, but unfortunately we h ave too mflny hid f>-bound Hepubli ­
cans and Democrats in labor's ranks who pooh-pooh th e efForts of tllf' Social­
ists to l'evolutlonize t he courts and the laws, and so the Hailers will have 10 
carry their burdens. 

The great strike of the Shirtwaist Maker s in N ew York is rinmll ly won, 
and just at present the women are bu sily engaged in so lidifyin~ tlwir rank» 
and spreadi ng the gospel -of unionism among m embers of 1 h f>ir l<f'X in ot hC'r 
branches of the clothing trades. ft is not improbable that tb erC' will he morP 
big strik e:; along in the spring, for the working wom Pn appPar to ha\·e {'iLUKhl 
the spirit o~ militancy and re,·olt aga inst the shame!Ps~; conditions undl•r 
which they are compe lled to work. 

There ts one phase of this contest in which nea r ly :'l ll,llllll workf'r:; \\' Pn· 

engaged that deserves attention. As an aftermath a !Hudiecl a11 Pmpt is bl'ing­
made to discredit t he spl endid work of th e So<'ialist wom en throughout th e 
struggl e. The very eminently r espectabl e ladies, or faddi st s. w h o but tl'tl into 
the strike, and some others who consider it a great pri\'il ege to win the 
smiles and friendship of soc ial queens, and all of whom advocatl•Li compro­
mises that would virtually have meant surTf'nder, are tu rning up th eir lo vC' Iy 
noses at tlie Reds and saying things that are unwarranted. 

The t ruth of the matter is that the Socialist women were always " Johnny 
on the spot" w hen work was to be done. While th e ladi es of th e boudoir w er e 
sipping tea and receiving the m embers of thf'ir set, Socialist wom en were out 
on the !fring line, organizing, pick eting, raising funds. and doinll: a hundred 
and one practical things to hel p th e fighting girls, and, therefore, it comes 
with poor grace from the r ich personages, who subsist upon pril·i leges and 
profits w rung from the working class, as well as 1 hto•ir hangers-on, to make 
cutting r emarks about the brave and l arge-h earted Sociali st wom en .

tion from t heW. F . M., el ected a committ ee to mf'f' l with the stalwart \\' Ps t­
erners, with the r esu l t. that a series of recommend at ion s were brought in pro· 
viding for au inter change of working cards , co-operation in organizing the non­
union miners, that the W. F . ot' M. shou ld apply for affiliation wi1b : hP A. F . 
of L ., and that both organizations then maintain th~>ir jmisdi ction s and form 

an industrial department in the federation for offensil·e and rlt>fensive pur­
poses. This accomJJ li shed, final amalgamati on will not be long post ponPd. 

Many of the delegates at the lndian<l i•Olis <·on \·erltion complained that t hP 
joint r ecommendation did not go far enough , but th e expt- ri f> nced nwn in both 
organizations pointed out that many d eto.~il,; had to be work ed out c-arefully in 
order to avoid fri ction and possible mi sund erstandin gs, and so ilw r<•[lort wns 
adopted withon t much opposition. I t is nott>\\'Orthy that tlw Socialist::; in both 
organizations have been in the fm efront in furth<•ring this arna l ~amati<Jn plan . 
thus once more g i v ing the l ie to those who iguurantly or maliciously eharge 
rhe Reds with favoring disruption and segregation. :\loreon .'r, thl' PIPt'lion

THE UNION OF THE WORKERS. 

The plan adopted by the convention of th e Unit.ed Mine 'vVork ers for 
closer affiliation with the Western F'ederation of Miners, for the entrance of 
the latter body Into t he American Federation of .Labor, and for the forma­
tion by the latter of a Mining Trades department to include all the mine 
workers as well as the workers in allied trades, will be hailed with joy by 
every Socialist and trade unionist in the land. The plan has yet to he con­
sidered by a convention of the W estern Federation of Miner s. Rut in vi ew 
ot the constantly growing sentiment and practi ce of solidarity between t he 
mlners of the East and those of the W est, between the coal and m Ptal min­
ers, the proposed plan appears to be sure of ratifi cation. 

The adoption and complete carrying out of this plan wi ll denote progress 
In two equally important directions. 

On the one hand it will strengthen the Ameri can F ederation of Labor by 
the adqesion of so Important a body as the W estern F ederation of Miners, 
which has been tried and tested In countless battles wit h th e capitali st c l ass. 
The western organization will undoubted ly deri ve weighty m aterial benefits 
by stepping out of its isolation. Nor do we entertain any f ear that the pro­
gressive spirit of the western miners will be l ost in the l arger body. On 
the contrary, the progressive elements in th e Ameri can F'eder at ion of Labor 
will gain a great accession of strength and influence. And, above all. ther e is 
nothing that the American labor movement, economic as well as politica l, 
stands in greater need of than the willing unity and co-operation of all its 
various elements. 

On the other band, the formation or a Mining Trades department in th e 
American Federation of Labor, to Include all the worker s in and about th e 
mines, will be a most important step in the direction of industrial unioni sm . 
True enough, this is not going to be the ·'Industrial unionism" of Cloudcuck oo­
land, nor Is It going to be an imitation of French •·syndicalism. " Rather will 
it approach the great industrial unions of Germany, Swed en, and other coun· 
tries In which the workers have organl7:ed their unions according to the great 
lines or demarcation drawn by capitalistic Industry it self. 

But this Is not going to deprive the proposed Mining Trades depanment 
of any of its effectiveness as a fighting organization. On th e contrary , if w·~ 
look at the concrete facts of the labor movem <'nt, w e shall f ind that i lw m ost 
effective unions of our day are not the "syndica list'' organi;.ar ion>t of France 
and Italy, which have been keeping aloof from the Socialist parti es, but th e 
Industrial unions of Germany and Sweden, which are in closet intimacy with 
the working class political movement. It i s only nece,sary to r ecall the 
splendid exhibition of stubborn proletarian fighting quality in th e l ate Swed­
ish general strike, as contrasted with the f iasco of the French JlOS tal strik e, 
to become convinced of the superiority of the German form of organi zation . 
In fact, while the "syndicalists'' talked general strike. the Swedish \Yorkers 
fought It out to Its bitter end, and with n o aid to speak of from the l oud ­
mouthed "syndicalists." 

An<Pthe organization of all the mine work f' t's of Ameri ca on "industrial" 
lines will be sure to l ead to the creation of otha.r great indus I rial unions.-

AMERICAN PRESS HAS TRADED FREEDOM, BY COUNTRY'S CONSTITU· 
TION GUARANTEED, FOR ITS SELF FORGED FETTERS OF GOLD. 

The U nited States constitution guarantees to us all freedom- among other 
things freedom of press. 

To a certain extent the American press has snell freeuom. In a not h t• r 
way It has Itself helped to forge the chains that m ake it no l onger free. 

The owners of newspapers are business m en ; th ey want div idends, 1 hey 
want the business, the commercial idea , upheld at all haz.Hds. They must 
get the money from the m en who have i t, they must <·ate r to plea se th e m <>n 
who run the community, and such m en are <.. ut for th<?lr ow n pock:•ts, first , 
last, and all the time. 

It is my firm belief that w ere it not fot· the capital ists at th e hPad of the 
11:reat daily newspapers, if it were possible for th e own f' r s who writ e th e news 
and the editorials of all the newspapers In the U n i te!! Stat es. t o tal{e absolute 
charge of their publications and print th e news exact l y as th ey see it, ::~ nd 
write their views exactly as they feel them for a spal'e of three days, th c•r e 
would be such a revolution in the United States of Am eri ca as wou ld put t hat 
of France to shame, declares one prominent sociological wr i ter . 

We find, from what we know of th e people who own and control g-rE'at 
newspapers, that every one of them i s i dentified, through sympat by, through 
Investments, through revenue, through assoc iati on, wi t h the gn•a t corpora­
tions who milk the community by m eans of the powers whith th ey h ave 
l'ilched from the body politic. 

There Is not a great, powerful inter est In t he United Star es t hat i s not , 
at the present time, maintaining a press bureau, the so le purpose of whi ch is 
to get into the news columns of the paper s, articles so framed as to consti · 
tute effective arguments against all proposed int erfer en ce with such inter· 
ests. 

No person capable of observation, or of thou ght, ean nowadays cl i ng to 
the superstition that the great daily 11ress is free, or independent , or in any 
!-.ense an organ of public opinion. 

Every great railroad has its bureau to accompli sh th e sa m e general pur· 
rose of giving the public t he " dope" that Is to the bes t interests of the cor· 
poration. During the insurance investigation in N ew York it was shown h ow 
the press was worked by agents on big sa l aries, to boost the bu siness and 
Increase t he graft of tha m en at the h~ad or the ent E' rpr i»E', who w e1·e tak­
Ing the cream off the top of the milk supplied by the genera l public ; and enm 
while the investigation was still in progre»s, there w ert> instan ces in whi ch 
there appeared in the column s of th E' dailif'S df'xtrously wordPd ar t icles, thP 
purport of which was to take th e edge off th e fact s uJH'OI'ered i n th e exam!· 
nations by Mr. Hughes, now governor of 1'\ew York . Tht• re w <;> r e cl ear cases 
in which paid notices at one dollar per line w er e run i'tl th e n ewspa per s as 
part of the record of the investigation , and during th e who le sensat ional pe­
riod of the inquiry the greatest St. Loui s paper, in point of wea lth and power , 
never at any time gave the facts more than a co lu mn of space. 

The daily newspaper is gradually drifting into such a stat e of intellectua l 
ossification under the influence of the rest ri c tion ~ put upon it by t he w ealth 
Interests of the community in which it is publi shed. that th e irruption into 
one or thei r offices of a m an with an idea is alm os t enough to create a panic 
and a call for the police. There is no l onger any attPmpt m ade to speak hon· 
estly for the people.-Duluth Labor World.
