broken me and I was drifting toward
pulmonary trouble. That is why I
chose the southern school, over on the
Texas Panhandle.

Very unfortunately’ for me, T be-
came involved in a foolish little Texas
love affair, in which the soldier lover
fancied that 1 had influenced ' his
school girl sweetheart not to become
his “war bride.” The quickest and
surest way to remove me was to “turn
me in.” That is, report me for “dis-
loyalty,” and this he did, so that his
field should be cleared of my presumed
influence.

Without an hour’s warning 1 was
arrested and thrown into jjail. Bond
was set at $10,000, which to me, a
stranger in a strange land, was impos-
sible. My friends were all thousands
of miles away and the bond must
be given “within the jurisdiction of
the court.”

For two long, dreary months, I was
held non-communicado, in solitary
confinement. I never saw a woman’s
face. Only strange men who seemed
only to wish to punish me because
there was no one to forbid them.

The solid wooden door never opened
save at “feeding time” when the
“trusty” brought in a tin pan of beans
and .;a chunk of dry bread and set
them on the floor for me. They fed
at 9:30 a. m. and at 3:30 p. m. I
could not even get a cooling drink at
any .other hour.
stone floor so hot that when I pourad
water. on to cool it off it steamed like
the top of a hot stove. And from this
‘inferno there was mnot an hour’s re-
spite! It almost drove me insane. I
could write a book about this awful
experience, but time and space bid me
hurry on.

I was tried in Federal Court on
Oct. 16.

'Teamsters. The A. F. of L. is re-
fusing the expressmen a separate
' charter. Reports show that the
- Brotherhood of Trainmen are backing
.the National Association and the two
‘organizations are working hand in
‘hand, on account of so many baggage-
‘men being joint’‘expressmen, holding
membership in the B. of R. T. One big
union of all classes of express em-
ployes is the kind of union the Na-
ztional Association is trying to or-
‘ganize. M. L. Clawsen attorney of
the National Association, reports that
notwithstanding the A. F. of L. juris-
diction fight, that the A. F. of L., B.
‘R. C., the Independent Teamsters of
‘Chicago and the National Association

Lawlessness begats lawlessness and
outrage invites reprisal.- This being
true, there is great danger that the
spark already struck may be fanned
into a terrible conflagration, and the
startling question arises, did the pow-
ers that be premeditatedly conspire
to kindle it in order to get a pretext
for the exercise of unrestrained vio-
lence in stamping us out, now while
the needful force is rnoblhzed aand at
command ?

Taking this view of it, and it may
be the correct view, it behooves us to
use the uttermost restraint and self-
command when the hour of supreme
provocation arrives. To attempt to
meet force with forece now would be
suicide. Let the fat bellied anarchists
rant and rave. “Whom the gods would
destroy they first make mad.” The
populace cannot fail to be disgusted.
with powers that make war, ostensive-
ly to avenge outrage in forelgn lands,
and then deliberately wink at outrage
committed in their own country. .

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Wisconsin Child
Labor Laws
By EUGENE V. DEBS.

Albert H. Sanford, in an article pre-
pared for the Wisconsin Industrial
Commission, endeavers to show how
the child labor law in effect in that
state is really in the interest of the
employers as well as the workers, and
that not only sentimental but ex-
tremely praetical reasons back the
measure. . -His argument is interest-
ing in view of the child labor policy
of the Decpartment of Labor and the
bodies associated with it in the war

emergency.

Mr. Sanford maintains that boys
and girls. in childhood and adoles-
cence, repeat individually the experi-
ence of the race. Up to the age of
six years, he points out children are
plastic, imitative; easily led, and af-
fectionate. Thereafter there comes
an abrupt change in character, parti-
cularly with boys, who become wilful
and sclfish, and are prone to lie and
steal. This is a perfectly norma
course, he argues.

At the age of fourteen, when the
age of rapid growth begins, boys ap-
proach the “awkward age.”” At this
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time, he declares. they should not be
tied down to routine operations in the
factory. The reasons afe not only
physical but mental.

In the first place, he says, muscular
and nervous co-ordination are .less
satisfactory then than at any other
time. Rapid growth necessitates ac-
tivity, but prevents the boy from at-
taining precision of movement. There
are twice as many accidents where
such boys are employed, he says, as
where mature men work.

Moreover, says Mr. Sanford, the
boy’s will is then in process of forma-
tion, and he needs a certain amount
of freedom for its proper decvelop-
ment. The boy of fourteen to sixteen
vears has the tendency to “float’
from factory to factory as he is put
at work, because it is at this period
that the nomadic instinct of the race
takes strongest hold. -

In the case of girls, he says, it i
still less desirable that they be tied
down to routine jobs, particularly
where they must stand much of the
y time.

Too early employment in factories,
he declares, means physical and men-
tal deterioration for the race—the
consequences of which are eventually
as detrimental to e
workmen themselves.

Familiar are the steel
gratings, bars, sheet steel walls and
concrete floors, the automatic flushing
‘of open toilets, the mnauseating and
poisonous prison atmosphere.

We are “frisked” for possible wea-
pons ‘and other non-essentials of a
prisoner’s life but not before we make
cniergetic inquiries of Mr. “1” who ap-
pears with another comrade in tow, as
to. the charge against us. We are
given to understand that we are there
because he wants us to be there and
will be investigated by the department
of justice on Monday morning. It is

made inquiries as to the cause. As
we' wrote above, silence was the bet-
ter part-of valor. For these inquiries
they were now paying the penalty.
One, however, having never attended
a Socialist meeting and being in total
ignorance of the methods by which the
world is being made safe for democ-
racy, refused to “come along,” until
a brace of cannon were flourished in
his face.

There were five of us, all brought
down on the same “no charge” We
were quickly made acquainted and
learned the nationality of each. Two
Russians, one Italian and two Ameri-
cans—which proves the old adage
that where there are two or three
gathered together in the sacred name
of the Revolution, there is the Inter-
national represented.

We explored our steel bound cav-
ern. The floor is concrete, one wall
is solid sheet steel. Along it runs a
corridor, at one end is the barred en-
trance and at the other a water faucet
and sink. You drink from the faucet
Along the other side of the corrvidor
are the eight cells, eight feet high,
five feet wide and seven feet long,
with a solid steel door in one end and
at the other a steel grating which
looks out upon a narrow corridor and
contains a slot and narrow shelf®

~through which food presumably is

passed to the inmates. Evidently food
is not set on the floor as in some jails
we could name. The cells are fur-
nished with two pieces of furniture,
an open and automatically flushing
toilet: and two narrow planks which
serves as a bunk. One can repose full
length upon the planks with feet in
the toilet or one may reverse and lie
with head in it. This matter iz op-
tional.. :

I have always felt sorry for a work-
ing man who has not been given the
indispensable education which a stay
in jail gives one. 1t is a vital part
of one’s education. We may say that
there are two sides to life, the outside
and the “inside.” Those who have
never spent a day or so in a capital-
ist: jail are lacking in a knowledge
of life and its problems.

We related to each other our ad-
vehtures of the evening, previous jail
experiences and many other matters
of interest to us. Tony was worried
because he had taken from him his
I. W. W.song book. Nevertheless he
sings and the steel walls echo the
Marseillaise.

_1ess are not separated in Allfoolsland.

They have talking sheets telling
wbout the experiments and experience
of some wiser Allfools but the Gogs are

This bock advises all Gogs to be
natient and long suffering and obey
*he Magogs and then the poor Gog
wvho never owned a shanty here in

“We cannot trust the German pro-
letariat” they tell us. “Their revolution is proceeding. too smoothly to be
real. Revolutions have a historic tendency to violence, and the almost com-
_plete- absence of bloodshed and terrorism in Germany . leads us to believe
that the revelutionists are in cahoots with the Hohenzollerns. The revolution
in Germany must be suppressed.” ' :

Our amusement. is heightened by comparing the above judgment with
the criticism of the Bolsheviki government of Russia. Here the journalistic
prostitutes view matters differently. That is to say ‘they arrive .at the
‘same eonclusion by reasoning {rom an entirely differént premise. “The
Bolsheviki ‘are teo vielent,” they say. “There are toco many factions in
Russia. The hands of the Bolsheviki are too bloody for us to embrace
them. - We would be glad to see a democratic. Russia, but. we ¢annot con-
done )ana‘rgchy. The revolution in Russia must be suppressed.” ) ‘

The,rev_alutions’ in, Germany and Russia must be crushed; to be sure;

hands with the correspondent saying in English, ‘How .do you do? Thank

| (Continued From Last Week).

* AGRARIAN MEASURES

Decree on Confiscation and Nationalization of Land, Adopted by the All-
Russian Congress of Soviets, November 8, 1917.
1. The landlord’s property in all land is herewith abolished without
compensation. : ) .
2. The estates of the landlords, as well as the appanage lands and lands
‘belonging to the monasteries, churches, with all their live and dead inven-
tories, manor ‘buildings, and implements, pass into the control of rural Land

Committees and District Councils of Peasants’ Delegates, until the Con- |

stituent Assembly.

3. Any damage wilfully caused to the confiscated property, belonging

"from now on to the whole people, constitutes a grave crime, punishable by
the Revolutionary Tribunals. The District Councils of Peasants’ Delegates
are to take all the measures required for the preservation of strict order while
carrying out the confiscation of the estates of the landlords, for recording the
size of the estates to be confiscated, for preparing a detailed specification of
the whole confiscated property, and for the most stringent revolutionary pro-
tection of all the agricultural estates passing now into the hands of the
people, with all the buildings, machinery, cattle, stores,- etc., appertaining
to them.
" 4. TUntil the Constituent Assembly will have finally decided the lines of
the great land reform, the following instructions, embodying 242 resolutions
of a meeting of peasants, and drafted by the Editorial Committee of the
“Bulletins of the All-Russian Council of Peasants’ Delegates,” shall serve for
the guidance of the authorities carrying out the work at present:

“The land question in its entirely can be solved only by the Constituent
Agssembly. The most just solution of the land question must be as follows:

“l. The right of private ownership in land is abolished forever; land
can neither be sold, nor bought, nor leased, nor mortgaged, nor appropriated
in any other way. The whole of the land of the State, of the appanages, of
the Crown, of the monasteries, of the churches, as well as majorats, lands
in conditional possession, or endowed to persons, or concerns, privately owned
land and land belonging to public Bodies, and to peasants, and so on, it here-
with expropriated without any compensation whatever, and it becomes the
property of the whole people and is transferred for use to all who till it.

- “Those who have suffered from this expropriation are entitled to public
relief, but only for the time which may be necessary to allow them to adapt
themselves to the new conditions of existence.

“9, All the interior of the earth, ores, naphta, coal, salt, ete., as well
as forests and waterways, having an all-national importance, pass into the
exclusive possession of the State. Small rivers, lakes and forests, pass into
the possession of the local communities, subject to the control of the local
authorities.

“3, Highly cultivated estates, orchards, plantations, nurseries, hot-
houses, etc,, are not to be subjected to division, but are to remain as model
estates, and they pass into the possession either of the State or of the local
communities, in accordance with their size and importance. ‘

“Land appertaining to manor houses, or belonging to towns, or villages,
as well as orchards and market gardens appertaining to households, remain
in the possession of their present owners, the size of such land and the rate
of the tax to be paid by the owners for their use to be fixed by law.

“4, All kinds of breeding stations, of horses, cattle, poultry, ete.,
whether belonging to the Crown or to private persons, are confiscated and
they become the property of the whole people and pass either into the ex-
clusive possession of the State, or of the communities in accordance
.with their size and importance. The question of compensation to be decided
by the Constituent Assembly.

“5. The whole of the inventory of the confiscated estates, both live and
dead, passes into the exclusive possession of the State or the local communi-
ties, in accordance with their size or importance. The confiscation of the
inventory is not extended to small peasants.

- “g, " All Russian citizens, irrespective of sex, willing to till the soil with
. 'their owh labor, or with the assistance of their families, or in company
with other peasants, are entitled to receive land for use, and for the duratio

time they are able to till.it. No hired labor is allowed. . . . L

3. All foreign debts are repudiated absolutely and kmthou’c ‘exceptions.

4. Short-term bonds and state treasury series remain:intact. Interest
on them will not be paid; but obligations to them shall be binding' in the same
way as credit notes. )

5. Small propertied (poor) citizens possessing repudiated state notes
of internal loans, which are not in excess of 10,000 rubles (nominal worth),
will receive annually, from the state, compensation equal to the interest on
their notes.’ ‘— -

6. Citizens possessing repudiated notes in excess of 10,000 rubles will
receive no compensation for the repudiation of their papers.

7. Deposits in state savings banks and interest on them are inviolate.
All obligations on repudiated debts belonging to savings banks are convert-
ible into debts (obligations) of the Russian Workers’ and Peasants’ Republic.

8. Co-operative societies, local self-governing and other benefit or demo-
cratic institutions which have holdings in repudiated debts will continue to
be indemnified, in accordance with rules worked out by the Supreme Council
of Publie Economy, together with representatives of such’ instjjéutions, pro-

viding it is proven that these obligations were gcquired prior to the publica- |

tion of this decree. . P Vo

9. The general regulation of the liquidation ‘of state loans is entrusted
in the Supreme Council of National Economy. o f 2

10. All the work of liquidating these loans is entrusted to'the National
Bank, to which is also given the duty of proceeding at once with the registra-
tion of all owners of holdings in state loans, and also other papers bearing
interest, whether or not subject to annulment. Bl R

11. Soviets of Workers’, Soldiers’ and Peasants’ Delegates will organize
commissions, with the consent of the local councils of public economy, for the
purpose of determining which citizens belong to the class of small property
owners. .

These commissions have the right to annul completely those savings
‘which were not obtained through actual labor, even if these savings do not
exceed 5,000 rubles. o .

Decree of the Council of People’s Commissaires, Concerning Action Against
" an Industrial Company Refusing to Carry Out the
/ Instructions of the Soviet Government,

In view of the declaration of the management of ‘the Russo-Belgian
Metallurgical Company concerning the liquidation of its affairs on January 5,
and of their outright refusal to subject themselves to the decrees of the
Council of People’s Commissaires concerning the introduction of workmen’s
control over production, the Central Executive Committee makes the follow-
ing judgment: Lo ‘

The shafts, works, mines, all living and immovable property, on the
lands of the Petrovky Metallurgical Works, the mines at Sofisk, Vyerovsk,
Bungovsk, Narnevsk, also in Petrograd, as well as all other.property of what-
soever description, regardless of its #tatyre and present Iiication.in Russia or
abroad, belonging to the Russo-Belgian Metallurgical - Company, shall- be
confiscated, and declared the property of the Russian Republic.

All office and technical assistants are obliged to remain at work for the
discharge of their customary obligations. ‘

For irresponsible desertion from their positions or, for sabotage, the
guilty parties will be handed over to the revolutionary tribunals.

The conduct of the affairs of the Company in Petrograd and the condi-
tions for handing over the various works, operations and branches, to the
temporary control of the Soviets of Workers’ and Soldiers’ Delegates, the
Factory and Works Committees and similar organizations, will be determined
by a special ordinance of the People’s Commissaire of Commerce and Industry.
Circular of the People’s Commissaire of Provisions, Concerning the Supply

of Textiles, Leather and Foot-wear. i

In order to empty the shops and stores, all provision organizations and
committees, together with the local Soviets of Workers’, Soldiers’ and Peas-
ants’ Delegates, are ordered to requisition, in the warehouses and piers, all
textiles and footwear arriving at the place of destination, and,.for whatever
cause, remaining unsold by the shops after forty-eight hasirs have elapsed.

,*“In case of any member of the village community becoming an invalid
“the community must come to his assistance, by cultivating his land till the
time of his recovery, but not longer than during two years. Persons, who,
either from old age or illness, have lost the ability to till the soil, lose their
i right to-use land and receive instead a pension from the State.

“7. The possession of the land is to be equal, i. e., the land is distrib-
uted amongst the tillers, in accordance with local conditions, in equal plots,
the standard share being either a plot to a man capable of working it with
his ‘own labor, or a plot required to feed himself and his family. The forms
of land tenure are to be decided freely by the local community, whether
individual, communal, co-operative, or any other.

5 o “8.” The whole of the land, after its expropriation, forms a National Land

Reserve. The distribution of this reserve amongst the tillers is effected
by the local authorities, beginning with democratically elected rural and
urban municipalities and ending with the central provincial institutions.
The re-allotment of the whole of the Land Reserve is carried out period-
ically, in accordance with the growth of the population and the rise in the
productiveness of land cultivation. During the re-allotments the main. por-
tion of an original allotment must remain unchanged. The land which
belonged to persons, who for one reason or another, have lost, or given
up possession, reverts to the Land Reserve.

“The cost of manuring or improvements (in so far as the latter are of a
fundamental nature), are to be refunded to the owner, if not fully utilized
at the time of delivery of possession of the plot.

“9. In case the available Land Reserve in any given locality is not
sufficient to provide for the local population, the excess population is provided
for by emigration organized by the State, and the latter bears all the cost of
the emigration and settlement of the new land.

“10. The contents of this instruction as representing the firm will of the
great majority of the conscious peasants of the whole Russia is declared a
temporary law, to be carried into effect forthwith, either in full or in part,
as determined by the District Councils of Peasants’ Delegates. Land belong-
ing to peasants and Cossacks below a certain standard size is not to be
confiscated.” : ‘
“Decree Issued by the Council of People’s Commissaires, Establishing a State

Monopely in Agricuitural Implements.

The Council of People’s Commissaires, in the name of the Republic,
decrees: . :

1. All agricultural machinery and implements, whether manufactured in
the country or imported, used to provide the agricultural economy with means
of production and to meet the needs of the toiling agricultural population,
are hereby declared a state monopoly, as of the date of the publication of
this decree.

2. The distribution of these implements and machinery is to be con-
ducted in accordance with regulations that shall be issued especially for this
purpose by the organs of the Soviet government, land committees and other
democratic organizations. ’

CONTROL OF FINANCES.

Decree Issued by the Council of People’s Commissaires, cn the Requisition of

' . Safe Deposit Boxes in Banks.

"' 1. All moheys kept in safe deposit boxes of banks must be paid into
the current account of the holder in the National Bank.. Note: . Gold, in
money and ingots, will be confiscated and added to the gold fund of the entire
nation. ‘ X

2. All holders of safe deposit boxes are obliged, immediafély on being
summoned, to appear at the bank with their keys in order to witness the
audit of the safe deposit boxes. .

":8. All holders not appearing within three days after summons will be
considered ill-disposed in their opposition to the audit.

4. Boxes belonging to persons thus opposing the audit are subject to
opening by the investigating commissions, appointed by the commissioners
of the National Bank, and all holdings found in them will be confiscated by
the National Bank as the property of the people. Note: The investigating
commissions may, for weighty reasons, postpone the above liquidation.

This decree was passed by the Central Executive Committee, all voting
in favor except five, who refrained from voting.

Decree Issued by the Council of People’s Commissaires, Repudiating National
Debts.

1. - All state debts contracted by the regime of the Russian landowners
and Russian bourgeoisie, enumerated in a document relating to this mat-
ter, are annulled as of Deceémber 1, 1917. December coupons of the loans
mentioned are not liable to payment.

2. In the same manner are annulled all the guarantees given by the
officials of the old regime concerning debts of various enterprises and insti-

I have yours of October 11th, with
copy of a letter you are sending to
