Let us take down the beautiful statue of Liberty Enlighting
the world, that brazen lic; which now casts its beams on Ellis Island
and its prison, and let us.put in its place an ogre of iron, grasp-
ing a gnarled and knotted club, and c‘astmg its baneful shadow
upon the immigrant—an image no longer of Liberty Enlightening, '
but of Despotism Darkening, the world.

JOINT RESOLUTION

Relating te Amnesty for Political Prisoners.

Whereas, There are now in prison in this country sever al hun-
dred persons convicted according to law on various charges, most
of which may be summarized as obstructing the United States in
the conduct of war; and .
| Whereas, All are victims of an 1nterpretatlon of the necessary
means of securing the welfare and success of the nations in war,
and some of them are suffering as the result of a devotion to an
interpretation of such means differing from that of the majority,
but presumably no less high-minded and unselfish; and

Whereas, The war is now over and this natlon should follow
the historic example offered by other governments in the past, and
set free those prisoners for whose detentlon a natlonal crisis no
longer offers excuse; and

Whereas, These political prisoners fall into vauous classes

they form two O"roups—the Vlctlmq of the selective service law and
of the espionage act; and

Whereas, Persons were convmted in circumstances of popular
excitement and it might be questmned whether those convicted
had or could have had a fair and i impartial trial; and

Whereas, The United States is entermw the congress of
nations with a program of justice and democracy -and freedom for
all nationalities for a better world for all mankind; and

Whereas, No better foundation for its work can be estabhshed
than an act of amnesty to release those whose imprisonment is a
scandal and rock of offense to demomacy everywhere therefore
e it

Resolved by the assembly, the senate conculr ng, That we
demand as a matter of essential justice to our citizens of faith in
our historic democracy and of loyalty to our own cause of a better
world, that our political prisoners be set {ree and the esplonage act
be 1mmed1ately repealed.

Resolved, That copies of this resolution, properly attested by
the officers and chief clerks of both houses, be forwarded to the
president of the United States, and to the senators and representa-

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Any man or woman who. narrows
the opportunity of a fellow human
being for life, liberty and happmess is’
an undesirable, Livery parasite;

The chambers of commence, the
boards of trade, the manufacturers’
associations and the other busmess or-
ganizations are dec1dmg‘ who is un-
desirable and then insisting upon a
campaign to deport them, jail them,
persecute them, silence them, destroy
them. The business interests are do- -
ing that now. They are establishing
g rule of public policy. Undesirables
do not belong in the United States,
They must go!

Suppose the people apply that doc-
trine to American life and begin with
the parasites. Every able-bodied adult
human being who is not doing a fair
shale of the world’s work, but is liv~
ing on ‘the product -of other men’s
labor is an undesirable. He must
cease to be a parasite by taking a
job. The new .world is a world of
workers. No one else has a ]egma
mate place here.

A few men, highly placed, own the
jobs on which millions of their fellow
men depend for a living; they own the
products of these jobss; they own the
surplus produced by the industrial
machine. . They are exercising a des-
potie, irrespongible power over the
lives of their fellows. They are un-
desirables. The jobs, the product and
the surplus must belong to the work-
ers. The exploiters must go.

The forests and mines, oil well§ and
corner lots of America are in' the
hands of a few monopolists who take
toll fyom society in the form of mo-
nopoly profits. These “bag barons®
represent the spirit of the middle’
ages. They have no place in a free
g'm'fernment of free people. They must
go! : ‘

Away with the undesirables! Amer-
ica is no place for them. Away with’
the pagasites—give them jobs! Away
with the exploiters—the wotkers must
own their tools! Away with the “bag
barong”——surplus wealth belongs to
those who produce it! The undesir-
ables in America must go!

Didn’t one of the able Uni-
ted States Senators say in a speech in
the. senate several years ago that the
people of the United States had paid
for the railroads from seven to twen-
ty-two times and surely ought to own
them?. Didn’t Jay Gould, 30 yeary
ago, lock up about sixty millions of
dollars in New York as his - roads
brought it in and brought on a panic
in New York city and sent business
men to the wall in order to run down
the railroad stocks so he could get a
controlling interest in the Wabash
railroad for nine cents on the dollar?
Didn’t our Congress years ago give
the railroads nearly two hundred mil-
Iion acres of land that belonged to our
children and their children, enough to
make an empire almost. three times as
large as Germany? Didn’t the peo-
ple over the United States in many
towns and cities vote millions of bonds
to the railroads to build feeders to
their main Jines and in onc instance
they never built the road but tried
for years to collect the money om the
bonds anyway?. A :
Didn't Ernest Seyd of London, come
here in 1872 with $500,000 to use in
our Congress to get silver demonetiz-
ed in the interest of foreign bond hol-
ders and aecorplish his purpdse and
increased the value of the bonds ten
per cent and then England was enab-
led to buy her silver for 1-2 the for-
mer price. Didn’t Judge Kelley of
Pennsylvania say he saw the first
draft of the bill by which silver was
demonetized in the hand writing of
Finest Seyd and by that criminal act
Congress ruined thousands and al-
most destroyed some of the towns.

Even in “Free America, the land of
Liberty,” we could not stand for that
: Just think of a coun-|
try being = governed without the|
guiding hands of the great monop-|
olists and their . political wire-work-
ers. Where will the workers get
the money to build the factories and
operate the industries, unless they is-
sue bounds for the banking institu-
tions to manipulate in way that
will make great fortunes for a class
who think themselves too “Kultured”
to do any part of the useful labor?

Let us keep an eye on those Rus-
sian “bolsheviki” (the majority of the
useful workers) and see how they will
manage to live by labor and under an
economic government. The menshe-
viki (meaning the minority) will be:
required to do a share of the YUseful
labor or abide by the consequence,
which in Russia means, “He that will
not work shall not eat.”

The greatest trouble in Russia at
the present time, is that the profiteers
wish to live from the toil of the pro-
ducers gnd are trying every plan they
possibly can concoct to re-establish
the old order of things as it was un-
der the eczar, or something similar to
our government in the U. S. A., where
the monopolies have grown more rap-
idly than in any other country on the
earth. i

Honest co-operative and productive
enterprise with economic government
in the interest of those who make
human life in civilization possible,
must in the end prove successful, al-
though it may take time to fully de-
velop the experiment so that honest
toil may be considered respectable
and worthy of just treatment under
the law. ]

The men who essay the role of]
profit in these days of evolution and
transition does so at the risk of find
ing himself quickly discredited and
repudiated. Nevertheless we all have
our theories about what is likely tc
be the trend of developments, at least
in the near future. Many of us have
found it necessary to revise our fore
casts almost every day. It is this
that makes us all the more cautious.

I have long been undecided betweer |
two conflicting theories of how plutoc-
racy would meet the fateful issue
forced by the epochal upheaval ir
Kurope. American capitalists now

of the European upheaval and men
ace capitalism to its very foundatior
stones. Would capitalism in Americe
be deterred by this spectre and foregc
the mighty vrealization, hanging s¢
temptingly right within its grasp, o
would it defy the fates and stalk ruth- |
lessly on determined to trample dowr
all obstacles or perish in the attempt !

The other theory held that Amer
ican capitalism, fearing the might anc
magnitude of the impending storm
and realizing their helplessness tc
prevent its precipitation and the cer
tainty of their destruction should they
defy it, would do the wise thing and |
begin clearing the decks and taking
in sail ready to meet and if possiblc
weather it. Instead of bearding the
lion of organized labor in its den as
they would be compelled to dc
should they grasp for the shadow of .
commercial supremacy, they would
tighten their grasp upon the substancc
already in hand, by coddling the or
zanized labor lion, and sadly and re
tuctantly forego their dreamg of com-
mercial empire. R

And now that the dark and terrible
storm of Red Revolution is sweeping
Turope and will soon burst upon oul
shores, capitalism stands quaking ir
ts iron heeled boots.

>rother—little brother, alone, can save
t now, hench little brother has sud-
lenly become quite a decent sort of a
‘hap, and really has many virtues.

- mendous things from these articles,

which are the result of a life of devo-
tion to a great cause.”’

You notice that MecClure’s fore-
ford says: “With the wolf at his own
Joor, he went out to toil for the bet~
terment of the masses. Yet capital
found him a helpful friend. Without
stopping to discuss why a man doing
aseful work in a world of plenty
should find the “wolf” continually at
2js door I would like to inquire why
the vietim -should have been a help-
‘ul friend to the system that puts
“he wolf there? Yes, Mr. Gompers
has been fair to the capitalists, but
have they been fair to him. and the
movement he leads? Ask the Dan-
yary Hatters; ask the Ludlow miners;
ask in Holly Grove; ask in Goldfield,
Nev., where federal troops were called
nto anticipate a_strike that had not
>ven been called.

Mr. Gompers and his Federation of
Labor have expended millions of dol-
ars fighting the fellows he has been
{air to for a mere chance to exist;
Then why has he been a helpful friend
to them? Why did he join in’ with
August Belmont, et al.,, and become
vice president of the notorious Civie
federation, an institution having for
ts object the chloroforming of labor,

i ‘abor he was paid to represent as

yresident of the A. F. of L.? * Why
loes he insist on crawling on his belly
ind begging ‘as favors, those things
hat are basic human rights? And
ww, when labor at last has its epo-
thal chance for emancipating  fromn
he galling yoke of wage slavery, why

| loes Mr. Gompers enter the lists “as

the peerless champion of the forces
‘hat have kept labor in chains?

The truth is that Mr. Gompers has
tever stood for anything moré: ad-
ranced than well fed slavery, and has
1ever succeeded in attaining even
hat. He has sold the birthright .of
iis- fellows for a mess of pottage, and
chey have had to fight, beg and com-
sromise to get the pottage. Although
1is ideal has never risen above the
full belly for his followers, they have
1ever been able to attain it through
1is leadership, but perhaps he has
for himself, he has thrust his gnees
ander the banquet boards of the mast-
>rs at Civie Federation banquets, and
‘here is no question of the feed there.

The spectacle of “the greatest lahor

“eader in "the world,” a”man getting

ive thousand dollars per year to lead
‘abor, entering the lists to lead the
harge against labor, is a sight te
mnake the gods laugh. Gompers’
leadership has ever been an insult to
‘abor. His . attitude has assumed
lamor incapable, and unfit for self- -
zovernment, and fit only for the yoke
of slavery under the mastery ‘of their
superiors. A labor leader assuming
such an attitude toward labor, would
Ye a joke if he were not a tragedy.: ./
Folks who have seen nothing more
dnister in the leadership of Samuel
Gampers than the insane puttering of
a dotard have been want to refer.to
him humorously as “Granny Gomp-
ers.””  But, Gompers is not a dotard
and the characterization of Granny
does not fit him. ‘
With a modicum of intelligence, he
has. ability and supreme cunning. The

.role of reactionary. that he now as-,

sumes openly he has long pursued de-
viously. His leadership has ever been
miss-leadership. Now that he has.
been placed in the open it is to be
hoped that his deluded followers will
be "able to see ‘him in his true light.
And although Mr. Gompers is not a
Granny,, there is a feminine that ‘fits
him—he is a Delilah. e

You remember the Bible story of.
Sampson, whose wonderful strength
lay in his hair. His enemies could not
prevail against him so long as his
strength remained, and as his strength
lay in his hair, he must be shorn of
it. Delilah, his own wife, whose duty
it was to love and protect Sampson,
fell under the influence of his enemies,
and traitorously sheared off his hair,
thus placing him at their mercy, and
encompassing his ruin.

Now that the. giant of labor is
arousing and feeling his mighty
strength, his enemies and traducers
are panic-stricken. Something must
be done to bind him and reduce his
dangerous might. He must be shorn
of his strength.
