R88 work, less bread, lower wages, no vights! This
is the fate deerced for the German teiling mass-
es by the master clase of the Reich thru the “Hunger
Regime”, the Bruening government, This is what
“Tlautschland Ucher Alles” means today. How long
will the German workers stand it? What will they
do next? That's what's worrying the governments of
Bngland, France and the United States. In 1924 the
Dawes Plan “saved” Germany from proletarian revo-
Iutien. In 1929 the Young Plan was put cver to “help”
Gernany once more. It is this very sort of help that
is driving Germany deeper into the throes of hunger
and anguish, How symptomatic and symbolic of the
hopeless eontradictions of capitalism!  If only the
world bourgeoisic would be sure that Fascism would
come out of this miserable mess, then they wouldn't
worry. Indeed, many would celebrate. But the logic
of elazs war, is not deternmined by hopes or prayers—
oven of the mightiest moneyed overlords. The German
prolelariat has yet to he reckoned with.

A BLACK WINTER AHCGAD

A dreary winter is in store for the workers. More
than Tour millions are today jobless and hungry. There
is no sign of a let-up as the cold become more bitter,
Soon many workers will be laid eoff in the building
trades.  Spring holds ne hope. By then, the hattalions
of the disemployed working masses may mount to
five millions. Actually frem thirteen te fifteen mil-
lion human beings will be buried still deeper in pov-
erty, suffering, hunger, and misery. And the aprieult-
ural crisig has in store for the great mass of the Ger-
man poasantry, a bumper crop of anxiety and destifn-
tiorn.

Inch by inch, step by step, the German ruling class
has heen driving baek the German workers. Wage
cut piles upon wage cut. The tax burden heeome ever-
more erushing, The political and social rights of the
workers are heing taken from them. The hard-won
prins won thru years of costly strugple are being
wiped away. The notorious “Notverordnung” legis-
lation of December first was the milestone along the
path of reckless trampling on all rights and interest=
of the workers, In the eight wecks from TDlecember
first te February first aix million workers {inclusive

of povernment employces) have had their wages cut
from six to cight percent, Amaong the millions of worl-
ers whose wapes have been cut to the marrow are
500,000 coal minecrs, 800,000 metal workers, 450,000
textile workers, 300,000 carpenters and woodworkers,
and 300,000 rajlway workers, The latler's wages were
cut 16 percent.

But the Rruening povernment ig not an erdinary eap-
italist coalition govermment, It is a prelude to Fascism.
It is energetically and syslematically preparing the-
ground for full open Faseist eonire) of the government
apparatus. This purpose is the underlying, driving’
foree of all its political and econemic policics at home’
and abroad. That’s why the full foree of the govern-,
ment was breught down on the workers to defeat the
Berlin metal trades strile, to erush the miners. in the
Ruhr and to play the Fascist game al every furn.

0Of course, the {reachery of the Soejal-demaerals is
the cornerstone of -this sueccssful attack against the
toiling masscs. The adventorist, ultva-left and splitting
policies of the new line of the Communist Party only
fertilize the soil Tor the TFascist wictory,. temorrow.
Split and split again were the red threads of the of-
ficial Communist strategy in the Berlin meotal trades
and in the Ruhr mine strikes, Thus, in the Ruhy, as a
result of ihis policy, no less than 3,000 of the best and’
most devoted Conimunist and militant fighters have
been blacklisted in the pits, talken out of the miners’
uniom, and paralyzed as effective leaders in the ranks.

Tho it is ridiculous to say, as the Communist Parly
officialdom says, that the German proletariat is al-
ready on the offensive, yot the werkers ave loday ready
to fight. This was elear in the splendid strile respomse
of the 130,000 Rerlin metal worleers, more than half
of whem were unorganized. But they lacked effective
revolutionary leadership.  This the Communist Party
cannot supply today because of its false tacties. Such
neopssary leadership the Communist Party {COpposi-
tion) cannot yet adeguately provide today Lecause of
its relative numerical weakness,

It iz absolutely essential for every-
bady, especially for us young worlets,
to have a real eulightenment on the
MNepro guosiion. It is neccssary to
make the young workers gee that when
the Negro workers are diseriminated
apninst 1t is really alse an  atlack
on the white workers and thal o fight
against race diserimination iz really
a part of the class struggle.

[ want to tell you an incident that
happened in my shop to show you
how deep are raece prejudices even
among workers. One day, sitting
arcund idla (we are plece workers
and we are called to the shop if there

is any work or if there lsn't), a group
of ug wore cating figs, Bome of them

fedl on the floor wnd none of us want-

ed to eat them. I wani to tell wyou
that our shop is so dirty and {ilthy
that aficr work no one can reecgnize
if we are white or black or any other
color!  On the foliewing duy 1 heard
n worker toll how she had picked up
the dwrty figs and had given them
te a Negro, She thought that this
was a wvery “clever” thing! I eould
nok stand such ignorance and 1 siart-
ed to show the worker how wrong
she wasg.  After many other argu-
ments I eould not gonvinee her ziud al-
g0 sote viher workers that they were
wrong. In theiv arguinents they told
me not Lo class them with Negroes
anid that “dirt does nat harm the Ne-
groes” and many nmoere stupid argu-
ments. The argument lusted the rest
af the day.

It does not alter or determine the
Pight which the “Militants" are mak-
ing for what they consider correct
Soeialist principles and policies. Ta
take a position that it does, means
really to po up a dind alley—heeausa
if the tégic of the “Militants” fight, if
it is a prineipled one, is leading them

Turely they must he asking  them-
elves where they are heading to. The
‘otlers of tha “Militants™  indieate
hey are vaguely beginning to realize
that they are approaching the Com-
munist movement. But they are in a
Ailemma. The Daily Worker calls
them “fakers” and the Stalin regime
wants only puppets and will nat tol-
erate in the Communist Party fight-
ars with convietiong, This s the
tragedy of 1ha present erisis in. the
Cormmunist International. The setiing
up of puppet leaderships is not the
method of Commundsm. Tt s wrong
Communist pnliey, Nor is the me-
chanical application of decisions anrl
policies without waviations and with
utter disregard to the actual econdi-
Biows of the vavious eountries {which
characterizes the practice of the Coni-
munist Tnfcrnational today) Com-
munist policy.  Unless a Communist
Prarty ic rooled in the sofl of the coun-
Lry in which it operates it cannol hope
to e the leader of ihe revolution of
the exploited and opnressed masses
against its own capitalisl class. This
however does nel imply a cuiting of

the tie which binds Communist Par-
ties to awn intermational organization
which unites the revalulionavy forces
of The world proletariat againsi, world
imperialism.  The infernational char-
acter of the strupgle agaifsl capital-
ismy and Lhe need {or international ae-
tinn on the part of the exploiiod and
the oppressed masses makes the or-
ganization of the Corvmunist Interna-
tienal imperalive.

Tt is true the Stalin repime is ox-
pelling Communists wha are insistant
upon the slrict adheronce la the pre-
requisites for Lhe Duildine up of the
Communist mevement in the United
Stales. These Cownnpnists want a
party that is part of the American
workers not buitt on ewmply phrazes
and Dhombasl,  They wani a parly
rooted in the workers ovganizatlions
with infloence and preslige among
the masses in- America, They want a
party that builds upon American con-
ditions and needs.

How can we achieve this? Dy miv-
ing up the idea of a revolulionary
working class parly, a  Cominunisl
party, because the Stalin regime ig
taday following a wrong course? T
am sure this is not the way.

The most urgent nesd today is for
a united Communist mevement. Only
thru such o united movement pursu-
ing Communist policies Dased upon
ihe actual ohjeclive situation in the
counlry can the masses be mobilized
for decisive revolutionary hattles
against eapitalism, If not for the
eourse of the Stalin regime today
there would be ne heslifation and
doubt on the parl of many “Militants™
to follow ithe logie of thelr present
struggle in the Socialist Party. They
would be wery elear in perspeelive.
They would find their way ecasily in-
to the Cormmunist movement,

The best guarantee for a united
Communist movement is a large de-
lermined conscions foree of Comrmun-
ist fighters who fipht for their con-
vietions in spite of the great odds
and tremendous difficulties which
cenfront tham.

“Copry on your fight ns principled
fighters, regardiess of where il leads
wou to.

Rebellion Against the Ruinous Ultra-Left Course

The ctigis in the Cowmunist Parly
of Greese, which has heen devcloping
in a painfal and distorted form, has
new hurst out inle the open and the
development is taking a new turn.

ERE I

The leadership of the Greek Pariy
ginee 1927 was in the hands ol the
Khailas, Eutvkhiadi and Voreinosh
group, the group that had led in the
strugirle apainsl the liquidators as
well as the Trotskyites. This leader-
ship formally accepted ail the deci-
sions of the Comintern oxprezsing the
aow ulira-left, eonvse bul it was ab-
vious that fondamentally they were
in opposilion ta this courge. Tn Ayl
i930, took place a plenum of the Cen-
sval Commillee of the G P of Gresce,
At this plenum here was a represcn-
tative of the TDOCT who wag commnis-
sieme] Lo puk tha the new course in
GGrocen.  The anmronviate reselulians
wore  “adopled” and ihe Khaitas
aroup became A4 minovity—ceondemn-
2 a5 a “right wing” blae. The May
Ttay actions af the C. . of Grecen
were a complele  debacle—the first
fruits of the new eourse. At the same
ime bhe Comintermn and the new Groek
Party Jeadership ingisted on initinting
the palicy of “mass peheral political
sirikes.”  The Red federation of In-
or (Unitavy Confederation of Labor)
sudlered n sories of losses amd defonls
qd hecame reduced {0 3 skeleton.
Khaitas immedinately raised his voico
against suelt adventurist taclties, In
conmtection with the tohaces workers
strike Khaiths demanded that the
united front taeties wilth the reform-
ist unions he established. The diffor-
ances of opinion reached sueh a piteh
that Khaitas demanded the right io
prosent his views in the press to (he
Party membership. O caurse, the
"urocrats raintng the Groek Farty re-
fuzsed. Thereupon, Khailas, whe had
the sunnort of the Central Committice
of the Young Communist Leapgue of
Greeece, published his declaralion ia
the YCL paper, The Young Leonintst.

YWe do not have Khaitas' declara-
tinn available but from the polomic
against him in the official TParly
press it appeavs that some of the main
eomtentions are the following:

1. Tt i5 necessary to review and re-
examine all the decisions of the 111
Plenum of the Communist Party of
Greeee (held April 19303,

2. The general tactical slogans of
the Party and especially the slogan of
“mass general political strikes™ at
the presenl lime, wust be scranped.

3. The basie taclieal line of the
Party must be steered away from ul-
ira-leftism. Otherwise ruin faces the
Pariy.

The nuclens of Party members in
the polical prison at  Aegina has
adopled a reselolion eondemning hoth
the Khailas oppositinn and the Party
lcadership as “right wingers” and
npporlunists.  The Party leadevship
had recontly declared that altho “all
plirctive eonditions Tor mass general
political strikes cxist, the subjoetive
eondilions arce not present”  This is
attacked by the political prizoners at
Aeging as “real opportuntsm.”

group has just appealed to ibe Tn-
