is the traitor to his cou-try™ o

These onuthrenks of visdeneo accompany
the extreme straining of diplomatic rela-
tions with the Vatican that has existed for
the last three months.  The Pape has
refused to see the Ttalian envay while
Mussalini has pranted no audiences to the
Papal puncio. Relations are hecoming
more precarions cuvery dav.

The recent accentuation of relations
hetween Fascistn and the Cathalic Carch
is due to refusal al the Catholic Church
tr accede either in theory or in practise
te the Fascist demand that all palitical,
sacial, and culiural life he integrated un-
der the contral and supervision af the
Faseist State. The Cathnlic Chirch mains
tains that all matters of “faith and mor-
als™ muat he nnder its jurisdiction, Ree

“cently Lhe Cathelic palitical soclety, Cath-

alic Action, has been holding A series of

the solidarity showu by the rauk and
file, seut a letter to the Daily
days ago.

make workers reading it believe that
the boyeott was off and that .thc.work-
ers arrested woere now being given @
square deal. The conseauencs has buen
that iany workers, proviowsly having
refused to euter this place, are now
again doing so belicving that the hoy-
cott is off.

The manugement in theiv ad pub-
Lished it the Daily §tate thut they ave
trying ‘te huve the wtatler slctth:d
anienbly, Duoring my bearing i the
Magistrates Court el the mmmsger
and -the cashier -took the stund and
swore that they did not see the offi-
cers hit me with anything but their
Filar hamds.”

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GENEVA AND LONDON

HE ELeaguc of Mations Ecenomic Conference at Geneva and the In-
ternational Wheat Conference ut London were events of paramount
significance in world history. Their achievements were nil.  But what
happened there and FHOW it ail has kappened are of transeendental world
importance, . '

These two conferences marck one of the most decisive moments - in
the post-war history of the world, Geneva and London are epoch-making
in that they mirrored so decisively the breakdown of the whole Veesailles
system of post-war imperialist peace.  The cornerstones of this nefarious
system have ‘been the encirclement and isolation of the Sovier Unien and
the impasition upon Germany of the nost oppressive teems resulting from
the defeat of German imperialism in the last war,

In the struggle against the Versailles system, Geoman imperialism bas
played a dastacdly, cowardly tole. “This could not be otherwise, That is
why Germany is today in the 1oils of the victorious Entente imperialists.
The German imperialists have attempted maneuvers with ltalian imperial-
ism, the “Customs Union” gesture with Auwstria, negotiations with British
imperialisin in order to get “better terms.” Nothing came out of it all,
And the German masses have had to bear the crushing burdens of the
Versailles system.  Only a revolutionary Germany could effectively resist
the Vegsailles terms. ) : .

The Soviet Union, the revolutionary workers and peasants’ republic,
has shown the real way of fighting against buperialism. It has smashed
capitalism in Russia, [t has ceasclessly fougbt as the champion of the
oppressed colonial masses.  That's predisely why the netorious Brest-
Litovsk Treaty is in the dust and the might and prestige of the Soviet
Union are growing by leaps and bounds, ' . :

Naturally, French imperialism which now has hegemony on;the con-
tinent, under the infamous Wilsonian Versailles Pact, has been the arch-
enemy of proletarian Russia, -The French capitalists have: been, pasticu-
larly in recent months, in the forefront of all attempts at an €CONDIMIEC
blockade, at 0 “cordon sanitaire,” at the establishment of au {mperialist
bloc for war on the Sovier Union. It is true the Quai cl’Orsuy has suc-
ceeded in putting many -obstacles in the path of the Soviet Union. But
in general, in its main objective, French uuperialism has been defeatd by
the USSR, Than this there could not have been a more serious blow
struck at the Versailles system! S

The Geneva and London Conferences showed world capitalisim in des-
petate crisis and the Soviet Union, the _qud of Socialist construction,
marching forward with seven league boots. “Little Ententes,” “Big En-
tentes,” “Ententes Cordiales,” “Custorns Unions,” Briand schemes for a
so-called “United States of Burope”—all of these capitalist panaceas were
revealed in their conplete bankruptcy as solutions. 1t is just these meas-
ures which have served to intensify the economic crisis and aggravate the
war dangec. The only gleam of light in the darkoess of the world crists
gripping capitalism came from Litvinoff, the Sowvier ‘representative at
Geneva., 8o appealing to the masses, now in acute suffering, were the
Litvinoff proposals that Briand, Henderson and Company did not dare to
reject thent outright and were compelled to agree w consider them—Iater.

And at London the breakdowsn of capitalist economy was so cléarly
revenled in the proposal of the strongest capitalist power, the United
States, to cut wheat acreage in order to “alleviate” the terrific agricultural
crisis. Here Socialist economy showed its great superiority over capital-
ism, Under the Socialist system: the more the workers and farmers produce
the more they have. Under capitalism—especially in its decadent stage
of imperialism—the move the workers and farmers preduce, the more un-
employment and misery they have, o

Compare the powerful independent role and victories of the Soviet
Union 2t London and Geneva with the cringing, cowardly role and smash-
ing defeats of German imperialism at Geneva. Here are decisive lessons
for the workers of all countries,

Geneva and London! Five-sixths of the world in a terrible crisis! One
sixth of the world with no unemployment, with rising standards of living,
with working class democracy, with ronsrant, speedy Socialist progress!
What a contrast! And what an inspiration! At Geneva and London the
Jying past of capitelism and che rising future of Socialism came to grips.
And the Sovier Republic scored a glotious victory over world capitalism!

This decisivn to the effect that no
one is entitled to citizenship in this country unless he or she unconditionally agrees
in advance to participate in any imperialist war venture that the American culing
class may engage in is of remendous import t¢ the entire Country and particulacly
1o the workers. The logical next step will be lo decree that al] citizens who re-
Fuse to pledge themselves w fight for Wall Street in the next war will be deprived
of their citizenship rights. _

"This step will be a signal for further most sericus encroachments on the al-
ready dwindling civil rights of the masses. It mighe easily setve as the entermg
wedge of a campaign te rob hundreds of thousands of foreign-born workers of theilr
citizenshp anel thus puc dhem on the list for depocfativn. The case of Tapolscanyi,
the Communist worker in Pennsylvania, clearly shows thac the courts are prepared
to take away citizenship from workers even on the pretext of alleged motives or
intents or opinions at the time of their nataealization. It is oot an accidenc that
practically simultanecus with this reactionary decision of the highest cours, the
state legislature of Michigan has passed a law providing for the registration and _fil'l'-
ger-printing of all fureign-burn workers.  Let this decision arouse every woerking-
man and werking woman to the seriousness ol the sharp capitalist vifensive now
being waged agginst the workers not only in wage-cuts but also in a systematic de-
nial of all rights, ’

The Origin of Tuskegee

Tuskegee was (ounded by Boaker T.
Washingtan,  Washington was o disciple
of Sumuet ©. Aomstrany who, o the six-
ties shoctly after the vivse of the Givil
War, had founded Hunipton Institute in
Wirginia.  This wus the [livst important
Negre industrial schoal wod one of the
fiest of the many institutions swhich the
northeen philunthrepists, spiritual descend-
ents of the Abeditionists, set up fn the
South for the relief, cducution, relipion
and mworal uplife of the freed shives.

Under slavery the eumber of Negro
artisans and mechanics in the Seuth out
numbered the white lve w one
slave labor with the backing of the white
master closs und with its waork redound-
figr to the naster’s benefit wis sble to
compete  successTully  with  white  Iabor.
But when the slaves werg freed amd the
siaveholders lost thelr mwnopoly of puli-
ticul powdr, the situation changed,  Thu
binck man wis thrown on his own e
soieeees,  Ingdustrial chanpes and moechame
cal inventions maide much of his skill and
truiniog obsolete.  Oppertunities o earn
pew trades and aequire new skills be-
came ipcrcasingly limiled since the trade
unions burred bim from membership and
the white upper classes no lenper Tound

empioyment and  he could  seloct the

strongest ores Tor the conveyoer line, as
well as the best mechanics to keep the
nuwhines in ardec. Since then, his wag-
ea have been rising slower than the cost
ol living: his real wages have been on
the dyeorease.  This s buouuse wncmploy-
ment has reached such proportions that

Mare muchinery in the (ndustrics makes
the worl more hasardous  because  the
basses waorry very [little ubout safety-de-
vices.
