Thoe vole as re-
corded  hy  the  officials  was - T17
axainst 758, Workers present in tha
hall declare that the vote was def-
intlely apainst the acceptaner of the
agreement. Tn addition a blae of 250
New Jersey “voles” was Tmeught In
by the officials to swing the seale.

The arreement calls for a T Lo
1R% ent in wages, an inercasc in the
rumber of apprentices I one branch
of the {rade (pastiers), permission to
the employers 1o discharge 10% of
their  woriters  overy  year  (re-
organizatien) and unemployment in-
swanee to be partly pald for by tha
union. - :

Strong opposition to this selilement
was voiced by the left wingers and
hy large sections of the rank and file.
Tt was emphasized that in the face
of the splendid struggle put up by the
nearly three thousand pockethook
workers who went out en strike om
May 28, the agreement was in faect
a eapitulation to the bosses, a sell-oul.

RECORD WACE-SLASHES IN MARCHs
UNEMPLOYMENT RISES IN MAY

185 Wage-Cuts in Month, with Only Ning Rises; May Em-
ployment in N. Y, Talls 1,99, Payrolls 3.2%,

Only nine advanees in wage scales
were recorded during the month cnd-
ing Mareh 15, wheveas there were 185
wage-culs, according fo the current
issuc of Faefe for Workers, a weekly
seonomie review published by the La-
hor Buro. The decreases were dis-
tribuled among 175 manufaciuring
enterprises and averaged about 10%,
nffecting over 80% of the cmployecs.

It is said that only ten of the 185
wapgc-cuts involved union workers and
that they mainly hil employers in
hmmber  sawmills;
brick and tile establishments, hosicry
and knit poods, cotton goods mills,
foundry and wmachine shops, ete., ele.

HE oversubseription of the United States Government Loan by seven-
and-a-half times affords.a classic example of thw inherent, unsoly-
able contradiction of capitalisin even in its strongest position. Six billion

dollars were offered 1o the government inscéad of the $300,000,000 want-

ed by the Treasury Department.

“"Fo the superficial observer, this hige oversubscription would appear
as a sign of strength. of American capitalism .in-its peciod of most acute
adversity. Likewise to those who refuse to look facts in the face, to those
who brand this fact.as merely another “Fascist fact,” this report would ap-
pear as fautastically false. But actually this is what happened, And it is
precisely this very buge surplus of capital thac shows TODAY, UNDER
THE SPECIFIC, PECULIAR CONDITIONS in the United States, the

deep crisis in which the countey finds itself.

What is the significance, economic and social, of the 717 times
- . . e a : - " .. " )
oversubseription of the Federal Loans? First it shows that vast surplus of

capital reserves still at the command of the Awmerican ruling class. How-’

ever, of far greater importance and meaning, is the fact that the system'is
so sick to the nlarrew, is so unbalanced, that many billions of dollars of
capital are idle, fallow, useless while many .iillions of workers and their
dépcudcnts arc starving., Herein is the basic contradiction of American
capitalisiy, The productive capacities of industry are alveady so far beyond
the nuirketing possibilitics under capitalism that additional billivns of dol-
lars of capital can no longer be PROFITABLY invested in industry.

This is evidence of stagnation, of a dangerous glut in the whole sys.
tem of cconomy.: The very high levels which Amwrican capialist economy
had reached vesterday are today thenselves letting loose the most serious
forces of disintegration in' the economic system. Thus, this oversubscription
shows the desperate plight of American capitalism, a plight in which éven
the mwst aggressive capitalise class hesitates and fears even to attempt
invest ‘more capital in industry and flocks o the cover of investiment in
government bonds.  Similarly, the huge savings banks deposits today do

vot show the strength of capitalist

economy, but rather show the basic

weakness of the system. Even giant corporations, not being able 1o rein-
vest their surplus capital at 2 profit or daring to invest in new fields, de-

posit their reserves in savings banks, "

The fact that so many capitalists with so many millivns are anxious to
throw theie fabulous funds into government bonds, into tax-exempt se-
cukitics, ouly furcher shows the extent of the development of parqs_iti_sm
in the capitalist system. We have here a glimpse of the cver-broadening
buse of the rentier class, of the class of coupon-clippers, that doesn’t
éven contribute to the national cconamy the equivalent of taxes.

Then, the tremendous reserves of idie capital in the United States
mirror not only the essential chaos of Americai capitalism_ but also the
Tack of balance, the anarchic foundation, and the advanced stage of decay
of world capitalisin on the way towards its final crisis. and collapse. Here,

U. S. capitalism is cheking with a plethora of capital while many sections,

of capitalisnu are in crisis for lack of capital. But the capitalist system in
those countries which need capital imost does not afford sufficicnt guarantee

for iovestment because of its seriously weakened condition. . Another vio-

lent' contradiction, as evidenced in Wall Street’s relations with Germany,
China, and certain Latin-Asncrican countries, illustrates dynamlcally_ t!lc
hopelessiess in which world capitaltsn now finds itself in its imperialist

epoch, in its period of decay.

1t is under these conditions of capitalise. development that the Unired

States, the strongest

imperialist power, o longer serves (o help the weaker

capitalist countries out of the crisis but even serves to intensify the very
forces making for the aggravation of che world crisis of capitalism.
